CULTURAL _NOTES & P-ablin! By Mr. Bernie liansen

Pirst of all I wall do a bit of rambiin's If you have been buying seed-
lings ovcr the last iwo or more vears I will presume you have been looking
over these trying t- determin~ whether you have spikes or growths coming awave
In most cases "not oll? spixes tend to be a little rouncer or they cone up
through +h2 boitcr: 1z=7 brack, but in some cases even the more knowledgable
growers have to weit a 1i%ll2 1'hile before thev can tell.

There is etiil nlognty of tise for spikes to show, hut most should be
discernable by thz end of Aorily an odd one or two may still show up aftex
this. to me thic is on 2xciting time as I find quite a few first fiowering
seedlings anu thesz are where ones own speculations are starting to come to
fruition and vie rec if ve made a wiee choice in our selections of crossings
available to us from tlic various Commercial establishments,

To all 2ev goow s T wotld advise them to buy 5 or 6 seedlings at least
each year co thit at 2 later date you will enjoy the thrill of flowering new
seedlings each yeav, z.merizr this is where the new Champions come from, and
the smallest of quewer cua fluke the best onee

Second tn goodlings .ome Mericlones, with these you are usually sure
of good quality blocms, butv den't expect chow bench Champicns if you buy what
the trade calls Frport Quelity Mericlonese.

A lot has bezn written by various people about showbench and Export type
blooms, perhaps I will try to 2xplain briefiy the difference.
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Showbench types

The Grand Champion bloom will be the bloom the judge deems to be tho
closest to & round well filled in flower with gocd colour. be it white ox
any other colour or mixture of colours with anywhere from 7 or more florets.
All flowers should be fully open should the plant only carry 7 flowers,
naturally the more flowers the better but this is not paramount. In these
observations I am speaking as a judge of the Orchid Club of South Australia
and my own personal views as a growere. Size of flower is naturally important,
a top quality showbench flower should be well over 4" across the visible
limits of the petalse I personally like to see flowers of this category at
least 43" to 5" across.

Export types

Here we have a real contentious subject and I feel that tc appreciate
good export flowers one has not only to grow cymbidiums for export, but to
actually be exporting, because until you see the menetary returns for your
blooms, how can you possibly assess the American marxet by looking at stan-
dards set by Judges who in some cases only grow a few cymbidiums for show
purposes.

So again these are my observations from working in a firm that exports
blooms to various countries.

Any Cymbidium spike that carries 10 or more florets fully c»ened without
any blemishes is a gcod spike, it is preferable that the spiks carries 14 or
16 flowers because of the fact that it takes practically no longer to pack a
spike with 16 flowers than a ten flowered spike.

The way we pack,it is also preferable that the spike habit be straight
or slightly arched.

Colour of the flowers snould be clear and glistening, Bicolours and deep
colours also have their place in export. Contrasting or lips that blend in
with the colour of the flower or conclour lips are all acceptable. In general=-
ization no clour is better than the nexts It is no gecod saying that white is
the best colour if the customer wants a deep green shculder spraye.

The general consensus of opinion is that white should make up the bulk
of an export order, but I am sure that other exporters like ourselves send
what we haveo,

One of the main requirements is that the flower should hold well, as
not all are sold and the importers have to hold some flowers for one or two
weeksy so a flower that collapses quickly is virtually uselessy; of course
culture comes in toc this aspecty a healthy vigorcus growing Cymbidium will
throw in most cases a strong spike.

So what it all boils down to when I am looking for an export flower in
a show, is this, The spike should be strong, carrying a good numbzr of 43" nr
over flowers of clear colour, the flower should be reascnably flat in profile,
have loads of texture and without blemishese
