13th – 20th NOVEMBER 2011 

 

 A.O.C. have been able to arrange a very satisfactory set of prices through Flight Centre, Mod-
bury for the WOC to be held in Singapore later this year.

 Scale and mealy bug is still around. For scale, follow the instructions on bottle of Maverick plus 
ecooil.  Mealy bug, put metho on cotton bud and dab on the bugs.  
 Remember not to fertilise while your plants are in bloom, no purpose, start again in Novem-
ber-December and protect your blooms from the elements.

Salt Lake benched by Henk and Erna 
Van Leuveren. The mature plant carried two infloresences both with five open flowers and four still 
in bud. Flowers were 105 mm across, 100 mm tall and had good rounded shape, were very flat and 
there were no gaps between sepals and petals. The sepals and petals were pristine white and were 
complimented by the white labellum highlighted with yellow and some maroon fine stripes and spot-
ting.

The plant produced 
four infloresences, two with open flowers and two still in bud. The flowers were 140 mm across and 
150 mm tall with sepals of red/brown shading to pale green at the tips. The petals were light crim-
son at the base on a cream base but predominantly deep cream. The labellum was crimson and the 
column was green.
