DPLOHIOPEDILUM NOTES v Micky Surcher.

—

Having won the year long battle to get our Clippers to bloom,
many of us tend to think that that is the ultimate achievement
without adequatcly preparing for our victory celebration, By this
I mean arranging thc flower so that we have an unrestricted view
of it without having to 1lift the pot or bend down each time we want
to admire our natural trophy.

Correcct tying-up is most important. Supporting material
should be light and of non-distracting colours.

I likec to use green-cloured split bamboo canes. A delicate
lokking Ladies' Slipper tied to a finger-thick vellow barboo stick
looks like a tree log uced as & garcden fence post, Ideally the
flowrers should be at an angle to lock straight into vour, or the
judges, eyes at the shows and frm:diatelv spark off an
irresistible imprassion in its f£avour,

There is just one little snag in getting the flower into
such an attractive pnsition, and here I have to point out that the
Slippars are the only orchids I know with onlv one bad habit.
Naturally the flowers will look slightly downrards, Even when tied
up just as thev open, thev will tmwrn down to their original angle
again. To overcome this 'chy dnvnward look' I leave them
unsuprorted with their stems tilting forward for at least a week,
On somne thin long-stemmed vavicitiec the flowers do get too heavy
and will f£all ecntn the foliage of the adjacent plants, These, of
course, neced provisional svpportt - sometimzs even before the buds
cstart opening. Th2 stems ava simply ticd very loosely onto a f£firm
forward tilting can2 for a similar period. After this time the
joint, wherz the back of *he flower is attached to the seed pod,
will have hardened: "%e nowr hold the stem with one hand at a right
angle or slightlv mo»e, £o that the flower looks at us, and with
the other hancd gently start pushing a pointed cane about one inch
away from thc growth into the compost to get the correct angle.
Iet the flower go again and firmly held the pot to pusitlie cane
as deep into the pot as it will go. Finally, tie the flower just
below where the coverleaf of the seed pod starts with either
natural or plastic raffia.

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PAPHTIOREDILUM NOTES continucd,

The cane is cut a good inch above tho knot so that the
end is hidden behind thc flower, Even a judge who is only half
awake cannot miss a Slipper presanted in such perfection.
Remember it is not only shape and cize wnich count, but also
presentation, And last but not least you will enjoy the flowers
far more,

Spray marks an¢ dust on the leaves are best wiped off
with ordinary drv tissues,

Incidently, if you would like to share the exotic beauty
with your family and friends, it does not harm a Paphiopedilum
if it is brought into your sitting-room for a few weeks. These
compact plants take up little space on or near a window-sill
away from the draught and full sunshine.
