Members attending will be "Bringing and
Doing". The first topic will be "Vertical Design" and it will be neces-
sary for Members to bring the following material:-

Tall or flat container - does not need to be ornate.
Needle aid or Pin Point.

Plasticine

5 or 6 strap leaves such as Iris or Watsonia leaves.

3 or 4 flowers - from bud to open flower - for gradation.
Secateurs.

. Notebook and pencil.

SPECIAL NOTE: Flowers should be picked either the night before
or early morning and placed in water.
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N.B. The wearing of Club name badges will greatly assist the instructor
in establishing a relationship with the Members.
