Currently it is necessary for Cattleya plus any combination of Brassavola, Laelia, or So-
phronitis to be in the background of any of the Laeliinae hybrids while those Laeliinae hybrids which
don’t have these combinations in their breeding are shown as Laeliinae Other Hybrid irrespective of
their size, shape or flowering habit.

The committee recommended that we follow the AOC recommendation and drop the requirement
to have Cattleya, Brassavola, Laelia, Sophronitis combination in their breeding. | will have new la-
bels made for this in time for the February meeting. It is not an easy change to put in words so if
you need further explanation please speak to one of the judges.
