Polycycnus muscifera

Polycycnus muscifera is a smallish species from central South America and when not in
flower looks a lot like a small stanhopea or gongora plant.

The flower stem is up to about 600mm with many small flowers of about 1.5 cm and which
are supposed to look like swans in flight.

I grow my plant alongside my gongora orchids. It flowers about this time of the year

I grow it in Sphagnum moss in an open weave hydroponics pot.
