“Harry” Viney 
 
Harrison George Viney 1922 – 2002 was a stalwart of the South Coast Orchid Club 
of South Australia for many years.  Known affectionately as “Harry” by most of the 
orchid growing fraternity, he was never happier than when helping the Club or its 
members.  Berna, his wife, joined him whole-heartedly in these activities.  In due 
time both Harry and Berna became life members of the Club. 
 
When I joined the Club in the mid 1970’s, I seem to recall that John Leeder was 
President, and Harry was Secretary, and that it was these two and the rest of their 
committee that steered the Club into their new meeting place, the Lutheran Church 
Hall, Christie Downs from their former abode the RSL Hall in Morphett Vale.  John 
and Harry were a dynamic duo that established a new and vigorous Club.  In those 
days the ladies of the Club studied flower arrangements of orchid blooms at sepa-
rate meeting nights too.  Lois Hansen helped greatly there-in.  Harry became presi-
dent of the Club in the early 1980’s, and was foremost in all Club activities, for ex-
ample, his secretarial activities for the Daytime chapter.  Of course, Harry and Berna 
invariably had plants on the Show Bench.  There was usually a prize or two around 
but nothing really major until 2001 when their Cym.  Without Peer “Soft Touch” won 
Grand Champion at the Club’s Spring Show.
