South Coast Species Group  
Species Group Meeting August 2002 
 
In late winter it was interesting to see a good diversity of genera. The huge South American group of 
orchids, the Pleurothalids were well represented with some long flowering Pleurothallis species. Their 
architectural forms, smallish but beautifully marked flowers were a welcome sight. Many plants of this 
genus have the happy knack of reflowering from the leaf axil year after year, something that would be 
much appreciated in the related and very colourful Masdevallias. 
Winter often means Cymbidium to orchidologists and it was gratifying to see the large green flowers of 
Cymbidium hookerianum (syn grandiflorum) reputed to flower well only when mature and crowding the 
pot. The clone displayed exhibited tiny red brown spots on the petals and sepals as well as the midlobe 
of the lip, possibly the plant may correspond to the Var. punctatum.  Plants labelled Cymbidium tracey-
anum caused a stir. It seems Cymbidium traceyanum is something of an elusive concept. Was Cymbi-
dium “Doris” masquerading as the species traceyanum? No one was sure but one thing is certain, the 
genetic inheritance of today's modern complex Cym hybrids rests on the beauty and robustness of rela-
tively few great species. 
The delightful Oncidium onustum made a dramatic appearance. This plant is no “also ran” brown and 
yellow dancing lady, this plant is an individual. Hailing from Ecuador and Peru, you might be forgiven 
for thinking longingly about rich, wet subtropical Andean rainforest but Onc. onusum makes you think 
again. This plant is a desert dweller, making its home on some of the treelike cacti that live in the areas 
droughted by the rainshadow of the Andes. The flowers occur on a long arching spike are pure yellow 
and are disposed beautifully to waft in the slightest breeze. A strongly seasonal watering regime in      
intermediate environment might induce results- if the Gods are willing!

From The Registrar 
 
In the judging for the Winter show there were 2 problems the judges  encountered while judging.  
The first was the use of the correct type and colour of labels and the second was the placement of 
plants in the wrong division for judging.  Both can be overcome with diligence from you, the mem-
bers. 
At shows we use plain plastic labels, not the printed card ones we use at night time.  Part of the 
reason is that the plastic labels are not affected by water should this splash on the labels when 
members water their plants during the course of the show.   
For Open Division the colour is green,  



First Division is Buff (or beige), and  
Second Division is Yellow..   
The labels can be cleaned and re used on different plants at the next show.  (Jane uses nail polish 
remover but there are other cleaners that will do the same job).  Labels should be placed on the 
plant so that they are clearly visible, the plant name should be easily read and the member’s Show 
Number in the top right corner.  Don’t forget to include the genera in the plant name even if its ob-
vious to you (and others too), it is all part of correct labelling. 
 
When you arrive at the show, if its not obvious where to put your plants for judging ask some one 
to point you in the right direction.  The Show Marshal (Lesley Gunn) is responsible for this aspect of 
the show and is a good person to start with.  There are usually cards on the floor indicating where 
the different classes should be placed.  These are colour coded according to division (Green, Buff, 
Yellow) as per your label.  Don’t just put your plant down when you come across a label that 
matches the class your plant should be in, make sure that the class label colour matches your plant 
label colour. 
 
These steps will assist the judges to perform their task in a expeditious manner in the limited time 
we have to set up the show.  In the worst case scenario of a member’s plant being placed in the 
wrong division it means that 2 classes and 2 best of division have to be re judged which can be very 
time consuming. 
 
Lastly on the show, don’t forget that presentation is very important, so take some time to prepare 
your plants.  Clean the leaves, remove all the old husks, try to ensure that the flowers are displayed 
to their best advantage and not hidden behind the leaves.  If you want some advice on preparing 
your plants please feel free to asked any of the judging panel at the September meeting.
