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ON THE BENCH

Phragmipedium is a genus of about

20 species, found in South
America, and North to Panama and
Guatemala. They have no
pseudobulbs, the foliage growing
direct from a stout rhizome. The
flower spikes are produced from

the centre of the growths, and are
more or less erect, one or more
flowered. Some produce a
succession of flowers, one or two
being open at the same time. The
dorsal sepal 1is 1large, and as a
rule highly coloured, the two less
conspicuously coloured lateral
sepals are joined together,
forming one segment, the labellum
being placed immediately in front.
The two petals are free, often
with dark-haired warts and spots.
The 1lip has a slipper-like form,
the side lobes being turned
inwards.

Plants should never be allowed to

dry out, and should be shielded
from the direct sunlight. At all
times the atmosphere should be

kept moist.
In general it is better to allow
the plants to form large clumps,

rather than divide them, as they
do not tolerate disturbance too
often. A winter minimum

temperature of 12 to 15 degrees is
ideal.

Phrag. schlimii on the 2nd
Division bench, grown by Geoff
Richardson, was a small plant with

a larger than normal flower. This
species usually has very small
flowers, usually 6-10, on a very
hairy flower scape. The petals and
sepals were white flushed with
pink, the 1lip rose with bright
yellow staminodes. The flower

scape was very hairy as was the
dorsal sepal.
