APRIL FLORAL COMPETION
FLOWER OF THE NIGHT: C. bicolour owned by John and Bev Gay in first division.

This well grown plant had 17 growths with 3 inflorescences of 6 flowers and 1 with 4 flowers.
The 8.5cm heavy gloss flowers had greenish brown petals and sepals with a labellum which
was lilac edged with white and side lobes of white flushed with lilac. It was grown in course
bark in a 22cm pot. C. bicolour is a member of the bifoliate group which meeans that it has 2
leaves on each growth.

Congratulations to John and Bev for the second month in a row.
FLOWER OF OPEN DIVISION: L. anceps owned by Bill fisher.

This was a beautifully grown and typical L. anceps. It had 2 clean flowers of 100 x 128mm
on a 600mm stem. There were 4 single leaf growths and it was grown in medium bark in a
135mm pot. Congratulations Bill

FLOWER OF SECOND DIVISION: Onc. flexuosum owned by Susan Wilcox

This was a small plant with a single inflorescence of 24 flowers on a 420mm stem with 3
branches. The labellum was a beautiful paleish golden vellow typical of Onc. flexuosum with
the remaining segments yellow with brown barring. The cultivation was interesting in that it
had commenced to grow up a cork slab which had been placed in the pot. Onc. flexuosum
tends to climb with successive psuedo bulbs growing above and to the side of the previous
bulb. Congratulations to Susan.
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
