This species has canes to about 600 mm and flowers from the 
tip of the cane and on my plants will flower successively from 
this point. 
The flower spike emerges then droops as the 10 to 20, 25—30 
mm flowers emerge. 
I grow my plant in a 9 inch pot near the roof of the Cattleya 
House. I seems to like light and also prefers more heat. 
 
Plants of this species have been recorded from Mexico to Brazil 
& Bolivia.

A small growing plant with foliage similar to P bellatulum.  
It grows on limestone cliffs at an altitude of only 35 me-
tres, where it receives almost full sunlight. 
Leaves are 8 to 12 cm long and 3 to 4 cm wide, . 
The flower stem can be 3 to 8 cm long, pale green with 
purple spotting. 
Petals are almost circular, slightly cupped, same colour 
and markings as the dorsal sepal. 
It has flowered for me in spring and summer under inter-
mediate conditions.
