THE SOUTH COAST ORCHID CLUB OF SOUTH AUSTRALIA INC.

CLUB BY-LAWS
INTERPRETATION

1 (a) All By-Laws shall be read with reference and subject to the Constitution of the Club and in their inter-
pretation where the context so permits the singular shall include the plural and the masculine gender shall in-
clude the feminine gender and neuter genders and vice versa.

(b) the following words and phrases shall have the meanings here under assigned to them.
(1) "Member” shall mean a financial member of the Club.

(2) "Exhibitor' shall mean a member of the Club or a member of an affiliated Society who benches a
plant at any show or meeting of the Club. Two or more members who have a common collection of plants
may exhibit jointly during any one year. For the purpose of prizes and promotions form one class to another,
such joint exhibitors shall be regarded as a single exhibitor. Those who intend to exhibit as joint exhibitors
shall notify the Registrar in writing prior to exhibiting for the first time in any show year and may not exhibit as
a single exhibitor in that show year without leave of Committee-

(3) A "Second Division Exhibitor" shall mean an exhibitor who has nominated for this division. A Second
Division Exhibitor shall remain so until the end of the show year during which he gains his (20th) major prize.

(4) A "First Division Exhibitor” shall mean an exhibitor who has nominated for this division or who has
graduated from the Second Division and is not an Open Division Exhibitor . A member may not exhibit in this
division after he has won (40) major prizes in this division, subject to clause 2 above. Members are to exhibit in
this division for a least 2 years before being promoted to the Open Division.

(5) An "Open Division Exhibitor” is an exhibitor who has nominated for this division or who has gradu-
ated from First Division.

(6) A "Major Prize" shall mean any of the following:-
* Best in division at any Cultural Meeting, or
* Any First Prize at any show (Autumn, Winter, Spring) or
* Any First placing in any yearly aggregate section in a show year.

(7) "Show Year” means from the 1st day of January in any year, to the last day of December in the same
year.

(8) "Plants" shall mean Orchid Plants.

(9) “Judges” shall mean Judges of the Club and any Judges appointed by the S.A. Regional Judging
Panel

GENERAL PROVISIONS

2 (a) A person cannot exhibit at any Cultural Meetings or Shows (being Autumn, Winter, Spring) for a period
not being less than one month after becoming a member.

(b) Any Open Division Exhibitor, who, has for two consecutive years, failed to win a total of (3) major prizes
for those 2 years may seek Committee's approval to exhibit as a First Division Exhibitor. Any First Division Ex-
hibitor who has for 2 consecutive years failed to win a total of 6 major prizes may seek Committee's approval
to exhibit as a Second Division Exhibitor.

(c) Any exhibitor who exhibits in any particular division in any show year cannot show in another division for
that show year (whether eligible for that other division or not) without leave of the Committee.

(d) Where an exhibitor has exhibited in a higher division in any other Club in Australia, he may be prevented




from exhibiting as a Second Division Exhibitor by the Committee.

(e) Any flower or inflorescence competing at any show or meeting must have been owned by the exhibitor
for the preceding 6 months.

() A member exhibiting in the Open Division and who also belongs to another Club may apply to the
South Coast Orchid Club for dispensation to exhibit in First Division in the other Club at the discretion of the
Club.

SHOWS AND MEETINGS

3. (a) There shall be appointed by Committee, annually, a Show Marshall. He or his deputy shall have full
and complete powers of final decisions affecting any aspect of a show or exhibition staged by the Club. Fail-
ure to comply to this ruling of the Show Marshall will be sub-ject to the offending exhibitor(s) to be disquali-
fied from competing an (or) removal of the offending exhibitor(s) display from the show, exhibition of
monthly meeting. The one exception to the above shall be the result of judging at such meetings, shows or
exhibitions.

(b) The Show Marshall shall conduct all negotiations with outside bodies, Club members and other associ-
ated Clubs with respect to any show or exhibition conducted by the Club. He shall be responsible for the ar-
ranging of suitable programs at monthly meetings in consultation with the general Committee of Manage-
ment.

(c) Exhibitors and exhibits at any show of the Club shall conform to the By-Laws of the Club and to any
conditions set down in the schedule of such shows.

(d) Schedules of shows shall be prepared and approved by the Committee.

(e) A copy of the Constitution, these By-laws and the Schedule of the Show shall be available at the shows

() All shows results shall be ratified by the Committee.

(9) Any member may object to the granting of a prize at a show providing that he shall deliver such objec-
tion in writing to the Registrar or the Secretary during the period of the show, accompanied by a fee of

$10.00 which shall be forfeited in the objection fails.

(h) The decision of Committee shall be final and binding regarding any complaint, false declaration or ob-
jection of any kind pertaining to shows.

(i) At all shows, meetings or special judging, an exhibitor shall accept full responsibility for the safety and
well-being of his plants and inflorescences and shall indemnify the Club and its judges against loss, theft and
damage of any kind to his plants or inflorescences.

(j) There shall be appointed by Committee, annually, a Monthly Meeting Marshall who shall have full and
complete powers of final decisions affecting any aspect of plant displays at monthly meetings of the Club, the
one exception to this being the result of judging at such meetings. Failure to comply with any ruling or direc-
tion of the Monthly Meeting Marshall will subject the exhibitor to disqualification from competition and for the
removal of the offending exhibitor(s) plants or inflorescences from the meeting.

(k) Where an orchid or orchids not specifically catered for elsewhere in any section are shown, the Judges
may create a class for this in there discretion the exhibit is worthy of a prize or other consideration.

() Any orchid may only win sectional prizes and placing's in it's exhibitor's own division.
COMMITTEE MEETINGS

4. (a) Reasonable notice of any Committee Meeting must be given by the Club Secretary to all members of
the Committee.
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(b) The Chairperson of Committee should not accept a motion which is in conflict with or to contrary to a
previously passed motion of Committee (hereinafter called 'previously passed motion") for a period of three
months after such previous motion was passed without consent of the proposer or seconder of that previous
motion or without the consent of all other members of Committee at the meeting (excluding the proposer and
the seconder of the previous motion) unless he is satisfied that the knowledge of Committee or the circum-
stances relating to the matter have substantially and materially altered since the previous motion was passed
making it desirable to have the matter reconsidered by Committee.

EDITOR

5. The Editor of "The South Coast Orchid Club Gazette" shall compile, or edit "The South Coast Orchid Club Ga-
zette" or any future periodicals so that it shall be produced in the best interests of the Club and promote the
objects of the Club. He shall carry out his duties under the direct instruction and control of the Management
Committee.

VIRUS ADJUDICATING COMMITTEE

6. The Committee shall appoint annually, three members of the Club who shall be known as the "Virus Adjudi-
cation Committee". Such Committee shall have the power to inspect any members plant at any reasonable
time when they are about to be placed or have been placed on exhibition at a Show or any Meeting of the
Club. The Committee shall, after inspecting any plant as aforesaid, decide whether the plant shall be classified
as "suspected of being virus infected" and shall report it's decision to a Show Marshall or to the Club Registrar
and shall have the power to remove the plant from any show or Monthly Meeting of the Club.

JUDGES

7. The Committee shall appoint Judges, Associate Judges and Student Judges as required, from the members
of the Club.

(a) The Judging Panel shall consist of Registrar, Deputy Registrar, Judges, Associate Judges and Student
Judges.

(b) All members of the Judging Panel may take part in discussion, but only the Judges shall vote.
(c) The Judging Panel shall meet in at least four occasions each year.

(d) Every Judge and Associate Judge shall be in attendance to carry out such duties as the Registrar may
reasonable require him to perform and shall attend all Judges Meetings.

(e) The Committee on the recommendation of the Judges may cancel the appointment of any member of
the Judging Panel who absents himself without leave or reasonable explanation from three consecutive Judges
Meetings at which his presence was required by the Registrar, or who without valid reason failed to discharge
his duties as such Judge, Associate Judge or Student Judge.

September Floral Competition
There was only a small benching of plants at this meeting considering the time of year.
This was most likely because of the special nature of the meeting and also the upcoming Spring show, however
the benching was of the usual high standard and a credit to the Club.
To enable our judges to be able to hear our special guest it was decided to just select the best flower of each
division and the overall flower of the night. There were 3 additional plants with some noteworthy attributes se-
lected for commentary.

Judges for the night were Rosalie Moore, Lesley Gunn, Alan Mackay, and Tony Bourne..

OPEN DIVISION

Flower of the Division and Flower of the Night:
Osmoglossum pulchellum grown by Peter and Geraldine Flavel

This beautifully presented plant had 7 fully open flower spikes with a further 6 still to open. The flowers were
large for this particular species and are “upside down” i.e. The dorsal sepal is at the bottom and lip is at the
top.

Tony Bourne selected two plants from Open division to comment on. The first was Cym. Jubilation
‘Geronimo’ grown by Moss Bray which was unusual in that it had 3 upright spikes. This clone is normally seen
with arching inflorescences

The second plant was Malcolm Tiggeman'’s Diuris conspicillata. This is an Australian native Terrestrial orchid
endemic to Western Australia. The appearance of the large petals give rise to its common name, the 'Donkey
Orchid'.

(Ellen x Bardo Rose) for its large meaty flowers which were well displayed for such
large flowers. It is quite common that the stems of Australian natives are not strong enough to support the
flowers and it is difficult to view them to advantage.
