This was a magnificent specimen of the alba form of this Cattleya species with 36 pristine white 
flowers in prime condition.  These were carried on 9 spikes of between 2 and 6 flowers of around 
95mm width.  It was grown in a 200mm squat pot in straight bark. 
C. skinneri is found naturally in Mexico, Guatemala, and Honduras, but is most common in Costa 
Rica where it is the national flower.  It grows as an epiphyte on trees in humid forests and also as a 
terrestrial on granite slopes up to 1200M altitude .  
 
The most common form we see is rose to purple coloured with a creamy white throat
