CYMBIDIUM NOTES (Wintering Seedlings) by Rex Thompson

Let us imagine that you have just purchased your first seedlings from a local or interstate nursery. These plants will
probably be in 3 inch pots and have a leaf iength of about 6 inches. At this time of the year you should buy the
largest plants available. If purchased from a local nursery, the plants will probably be fairly well acclimatised, but if
from a N.S.W. nursery, then they may need a little extra care during the winter months.

Endeavour to provide the plants from whatever source with overnight protection, preferably in a cool glasshouse
with a minimum temperature of 45-50°F. If you do not have a glasshouse, then make sure you keep your plants
well away from frosts. Perhaps you can provide a sheltered area with plastic sheet or a few panes of glass.

Make sure the smali plants do not dry out, but be careful not to over-water particularly if you cannot provide glass-
house conditions. If in doubt, deiay watering for a day. Plants will appreciate all the rain they can get, and do not
appear tc be harmed by too much rain.

Seedlings will respond to regular fertiliser applications at % to % the strength recommended by the manufacturer. If
possible use rain water at all times with young plants, both for watering and for making up fertiliser. Endeavour to
keep the plants growing throughout the winter months, by providing plenty of sunlight when available through
clear glass or plastic, and when Spring arrives your plants should be in excellent condition for the main growing
period ahead.
