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AELPFUL HINTS

April is excitement time for orchid growers, Cattleyas are produc-
ing buds, rhalacnopsis are producing early flower spikes, but most of
all, Cymbidiums are confirming that the minute shoot of a month ago
is now definitely a flower spike and you contemplate orchid seedlings
that will flower for the first time, or the small show bench plant
that last vear produced 2 small spike, now has two or more fat spikes
starting to come on, Unfortunately, between now ~nd flowering time
e exciteument can turn to disaprointment, if a few piccautions and
certain procedures are not taken. lore blooms are lost or ruined bv
snails, slugs or caterpillars thot all other causes, sc¢ start eradi-
coting these Dests now with baits ~nd also check after early Autumn
rains start to see where they gather, Place 2 spike alongside each
spike so you can train it from the beginning according to its habit.
Yow 1s the time to reduce summer watering and dampening down can cease
altogether, Also (o not be too he:vy honded with the fertilizers,

INTERPRETIVE, This means interpreting 5 thems, or oxvressing a mood
a feeling, or an idea, etc,, HEffort shouid be made o make the de-
sign and materdial tell the story. Good design is essential,

In an arrangement accessories may be used,
