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HELPFUL HINTS

When fertilizing your orchids it is a good idea to rectify the PH
balance of the potting medium with the addition of 1 ml of phosphoric
acid to every 2 litres of your fertilizer mix, This also helps to
feedc the orchids with readily available phosphorus and will balance

out the effects of Adelaides slightly alkaline water. Keep adjusting
the twisties on the flower spikes as they lengthen and sort out the pots
that need extra shade (pastels, whites and greens) Miniature and novelty
cyms should need little or no staking., With strong colours once the
flowers have set place in shade to prevent fading of the blooms.
