Located on the scenic 
Roughout Ranch in Bella Vista, CA, the organization specializes in offering therapeutic equine-assisted 
activities and learning, educational opportunities for youth, improve the quality of life for special populations 
including Veterans, people with disabilities, and at-risk youth. They also provide meals and deliver Duck Egg 
Delights to the homeless weekly. RRF programs, events, and services improve quality of life, confidence and 
self-esteem while also encouraging community-building for people of all ages, abilities, and backgrounds in 
Shasta County and beyond.  
 
RRF’s signature annual event, Rough Rider Roundup, is an inclusive day of old west and rodeo-themed 
activities that brings the community together and engages people with disabilities of all ages and their families. 
Last year’s event featured 73+ volunteers and served 26 participants with special needs and their families. 
This year, the event is expanding to serve 35 participants and their families!
