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In 2014, the Coast Guard co| d 4,064 e that tved 610 deaths, 2,678 injuries and approximately $39 million dolars of damage to property as a resuk of recreational
boating accidents. This report went on to find “Where instruction was known, 23% of deaths occurred on boats where the operator had received boating safety mstruction. Only 12%
percent of deaths occurred on vessels where the operator had received a nationally-app d boating safety ed certificate.”
