Transition Team News
The Transition Team recommends that a Pastor Search
Committee be formed. The EBC Constitution simply says “The
(Pastor candidate’s) election shall be upon the
recommendation of a special committee appointed to seek
out and recommend as Pastor a minister of the Gospel...” The
Transition Team has approached the Deacons to guide this
process and make the appointment for the special committee.
During a meeting on Wednesday, November 20, 2019, the
Deacons set aside two weeks for special prayers. Then, on
December 8, each member will be asked to submit
nominations for the Pastor Search Committee no more than
five names. Ballots will be provided and may be submitted
that morning. Qualifications for potential PSC members
include: spiritual maturity, dedication and active participation
in Emmaus adults who are open-minded with no personal
agendas, and he/she must be willing to make the work of the
PSC a top priority. The Deacons will use the ballot
nominations as congregational basis for identifying the Pastor
Search Committee. The final announcement of PSC members
will be made on January 5, the first Sunday of the New Year.
