We'll then stroll through the charming cobblestone streets of Gamla Stan, visiting the Saint Gertrud



Quarter, the oldest pharmacy, and the old City Hall with St. Peter's Church.

After the guided tour, you'll have free time to experience the Swedish "fika" tradition—enjoying coffee
and cakes at a local café or shopping—before returning to Copenhagen via the Øresund Bridge.
