The World Convention of NA will be held in Dublin, Ireland in summer 2028. The European Convention will not be held that year, to support a unified global gathering. More information will be developed about this convention which coincides with the 75 th anniversary of NA.
Motion 235-2 which we discussed here last month passed.
Our contribution to the Region was received and noted in the Treasurer’s report. I would like to confirm with our treasurer that the check has now cleared. To make this more streamlined, we could choose to mail our checks directly to the Treasurer- the Region PO Box is located in Chesterfield, while the treasurer is in the Almost Heaven Area. Some Areas are choosing to avoid the delay by sending directly to him.
During the RSC, we noted that we received a letter from an inmate in the Dilwyn Correctional Center, which we have served through H&amp;I in the past. Individuals there report that they have a strong NA meeting on Monday nights, and are requesting donation of 25 basic texts and 25 step working guides. The New Dominion Area also borders Buckingham County, and the closest
meeting to Dilwyn is located in Farmville. New Dominion RCM stated that she would bring this up at her Area Service Committee to discuss collaboration with us on meeting this request for literature. The last 10 basic texts donated by the ECCNA 2 years ago will go to meeting this request for literature as well. I have submitted a motion that we provide half the literature needed to fulfill this request. In any event, I have committed to delivering the literature to the correctional facility when we decide what we should provide.
