Purpose of this Document

The purpose of this document is to provide the school site with clear guidance for reopening in a manner
that provides a safer and cleaner environment for students, school staff and any essential visitors. This
COVID-19 School Site-Specific Protection Plan (SSPP) is based on the template Site-Specific Protection Plan
provided by Humboldt County Office of Education and Humboldt County Public Health. They are also
informed by the American Academy of Pediatrics “COVID-19 Planning Considerations: Guidance for School
Re-entry.” It incorporates past and current Humboldt County Public Health Orders and requirements, in
addition to updated guidance from the California Department of Public Health and the California
Department of Education. It has been modified to meet specific guidance and requirements for schools
and school offices and is intended to ensure schools and school offices have well-developed and thorough
plans in place and remain in compliance.

Description of a COVID-19 School Site-Specific Protection Plan (SSPP)

The (SSPP) below combines state-level guidance published in the California State Resilience Road map and
local Humboldt County public health policies. The State of California requires all schools to:

1. Perform a detailed risk assessment (school site walkthrough) and implement a school
site-specific protection plan (SSPP)

2. Train employees on how to limit the spread of COVID-19, including how to screen
themselves for symptoms and stay home if they have them

3. Implement individual control measures and screenings

4, Implement disinfecting protocols

5. Implement physical distancing guidelines

Additionally, this SSPP should be incorporated into the Comprehensive School Safety Plan.

As the COVID-19 public health crisis continues to evolve and new Public Health Orders are issued both at
the State and local levels, amendments to individual schools’ SSPPs may be needed in order to incorporate
new requirements. The HCOE website will post and disseminate_updated information and tools for you to
use in developing any needed amendments.

Guidance for Developing Your School’s COVID-19 School Site-Specific Protection Plan (SSPP)

1. Perform a risk assessment and school site walkthrough of your campus and office spaces and use the
protocols, guidance and best practices detailed in the_Public Health Guided Return to Site-Based Classroom
Instruction as a guide for conducting your assessment.
2. Use the template below to create your own SSPP by filling in the required details, based on your individual
school site/school or district office, to mitigate the transmission of COVID-19, along with the accompanying
guidance from Humboldt County Public Health.
3. To assist you in your process, Humboldt County Public Health will provide a nurse liaison to area schools
for technical assistance should questions emerge as school plans are developed. You should post the plan
on your web site and/or at your school or office at a visible location, near the entrance where students,
staff and visitors can easily review it without touching the document.
4. Signage also needs to be posted at each public entrance of each site to inform all students, staff and
visitors that they should:

e Avoid entering or using the facility if you have COVID-19 symptoms;

e Maintain a minimum six-foot distance from one another;

® Sneeze and cough into a cloth or tissue or, if not available, into one’s elbow;

e Wear face coverings, as appropriate; and
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e Do not shake hands or engage in any unnecessary physical contact.

The Humboldt County Office of Education is providing this template that can be used by any school or district
in Humboldt to create their own School Site-Specific Protection Plan (SSPP). It contains all of the standard
content already written for you to reopen your school or school office and prompts you to “fill in the blank”
where unique information is required in order to complete your SSPP. The template has been reviewed and
is supported by Humboldt County’s Public Health Officer.

2. School Specific Best Practices

The HCOE is monitoring updated guidance from the Center for Disease Control, the California Department of
Public Health, the California Department of Education, and Humboldt County Public Health to support and
promote emerging best practices to share with the school community in Humboldt. These best practices are
based on alignment with local, State and federal guidelines in coordination with the county’s Public Health
Officer. There is a section in the Template document that instructs you to cut/paste best practices right into
your SSPP.

Specific Control Measures and Screenings

We have returned to school with a hybrid program of on-site learning and distance learning with the students in
alternating day cohorts and Mondays being distance learning for all students for the remainder of the 2020-21
school year. We have added an on-site intervention and enrichment program for the students on their off
hybrid days. In addition, we are offering a full time distance learning option for all five weekdays. We plan to
return to school with a full-time, in-person program of on-site learning for the 2021-22 school year. We will
offer a full-time distance learning option for all five weekdays if required by the California Department of
Education.
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[J1. All activities are consistent with and will adjust to changing applicable state and local Public Health orders.

[J2. Health and safety practices and protocols are in place, including hand washing, appropriate face coverings, and
access to essential protective equipment. Describe below:

e Students and Staff will self-screen before each school day. Elevated temperatures above 100 degrees will
require not coming to the site until there is no fever present for 24 hours.

e  Students and Staff will be required to wear face masks while inside the classrooms.

e  Students and Staff will be required to wash hands upon arrival to school, after sneezing or coughing, after
using the restroom and before/after recess/lunch/PE. Hand sanitizer is available but is not considered a
replacement for washing hands.

o  Masks will be provided for students who come to school without them.

e All classrooms have sinks, disposable towels, soap, open trash receptacles and hand sanitizer.

Appropriate signage is being used around the campus. Face coverings are required for all students and staff. Special needs
and medical issues are taken into consideration and may call for appropriate alternatives. We have received limited PPEs
and will utilize those while securing access to more. We are asking families if at all possible if they can provide a cloth mask
for their students that are sent home and washed daily. We have approved hand sanitizer on-site.

[J3. Training is provided to all staff and students reinforcing the importance of health and safety practices and protocols.
Describe below:

. Charter Safe: Safe Schools Training Modules are required for all staff and include 4 sub-trainings that are COVID-19
specific.

e  Staff and students will be trained on handwashing, social distancing, wearing masks, coughing and sneezing and
staying home when feeling ill or if a fever is present.

o  Students and Staff will be trained on use of school and classroom equipment and the required cleaning and
disinfection of shared spaces. Charter Safe: Safe Schools Training covers appropriate and effective uses.

4. A single point of contact will be established and identified at each school site to direct questions or concerns around
practices, protocols, or potential exposure. This person will also serve as a liaison to Public Health and participate in the
school’s COVID-19 Task Force. The name of this person is: Nick Driver.

[J5. Plans are implemented for intensified cleaning and disinfecting, including training for staff and access to
cleaning supplies and essential protective equipment, and regular disinfecting of frequently touched surfaces.
Schools are directed to use EPA-approved disinfectants for COVID-19.

[J6. Health screening for each student is conducted daily prior to leaving home and includes symptoms and, history of
exposure with temperature screening conducted on an as-needed basis. In the classroom, teachers are vigilant for
signs of illness in students and follow school protocols when a child becomes ill. Describe process below:

Procedure for Determining Student lliness

o If a student is displaying symptoms of iliness OR reports a sore throat, cough, diarrhea, headache, loss of smell/taste,
body aches, or tiredness which cannot be explained, inform the office that there is a sick child who needs to go home.
If there is an Instructional Assistant in the classroom, the Instructional Assistant will escort the student to the
administrator’s office via the outside door, not through the main office or break room. If there is not an Instructional
Assistant in the classroom, the teacher will call the office, and the Office Manager will pick up the student from class
or arrange an escort to the administrator’s office via the outside.

o The Office Manager will screen the student for a fever, and contact the parent/guardian immediately to pick up the
child up from school and to report temperature and symptoms.

o If the child has a fever of 100 degrees or higher, the Office Manager will notify the teacher of any siblings so that the
siblings can be sent to the office to be screened by the Office Manager.

o Students with a fever of 100 degrees or higher will be sent home with instructions not to return to school until they
are fever free for 24 hours. A record of any such incident will be recorded for future reference.
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e Symptomatic students will be kept isolated but supervised in the administrator’s office by the administrator or the
Office Manager, with the clear curtain closed, until parents/guardians can pick them up.

[ 7. staff and students who are sick are expected to stay home.

[J8. Schools and districts will cooperate with Public Health to support testing strategies to mitigate transmission of
COVID-19, including surveillance testing for staff on an agreed upon schedule throughout the school year. This may
include testing of students with appropriate parental permissions obtained in advance.

[J9. Protocols, actions and template communications are in place for the following COVID-19 related scenarios (link:
Humboldt County Public Health Protocols & Communication Templates for each scenario):

a. A student or staff member either exhibits COVID-19 symptoms, answers yes to a health screening question or
has a temp of 100 or above.
A family member or someone in close contact with a student or staff member test positive for COVID-19.
A student or staff member tests positive for COVID-19.
A student or staff member tests negative for COVID-19 after any of the reasons in scenarios a, b or c.
e. Astudent or staff member was in close contact with someone exhibiting COVID-19 symptoms.
Describe below:
e Scenario A- A student or staff member either exhibits COVID-19 symptoms, answers yes to a health screening
question or has a temp of 100 or above.
O e Cohort stays open
o e Students or staff sent home
o e Student’s family or staff member will be advised to contact their health care provider. If they do not

e Student or staff is sent home

e Staff and student families in cohort will be notified that someone in their cohort lives with someone

who tested positive by emailed letter

e Scenario C - A student or staff member tests positive for COVID-19.
o e Report information to the Director.
o e Cohort will close for 14 days from last known exposure.
o e Staff and student families in cohort will be notified that a classmate or teacher has tested positive.
O o The entire cohort & their families should be tested directly with guidance from their healthcare
providers/Public Health.
o e Staff and student families in cohort will be notified by emailed letter.

® Scenario D - A student or staff member tests negative for COVID-19 after any of the reasons in scenarios A, B, or C.
o e Cohort remains open
o e Student or staff may return 3 days after symptoms resolve (must remain in isolation if they live with
someone who has tested positive for COVID-19)
o e Staff and student families in cohort will be notified by emailed letter that someone in their cohort
tested negative.

e Scenario E - A student or Staff member was in close contact/exposed (within 6ft for 15 minutes or more) to
someone exhibiting symptoms.
o e Report information to the Director.
o e Cohort will remain open.
o e Unless in contact with a known case, continue with school/work duties as planned.
o elf close contact’s COVID-19 test is positive see scenario C
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o e Ifclose contact’s COVID-19 test is negative see scenario D.

[J10. Distance staff desks at least 6 feet from student desks. Where practicable, physical distancing of six feet is maintained
between students within a classroom or instructional area (distance of 3 feet is acceptable if other safety precautions are in
place as specified in this document). Maximize distancing between desks to the extent possible by redesigning classroom space
and removing non-essential furnishings. Facial coverings and other measures are intended to support the effectiveness of all
levels of distancing.

[J11. For elementary students, stable cohorts) are maintained throughout each school day, and through each quarter or
semester.. The students will stay within their cohort group for recess, lunch & PE in assigned areas. Assigned areas may

change each week.

[J12. For middle and high schools, pace students at least three feet apart, if possible in existing facilities. Describe below:
Classes may utilize STEAM, Art Rooms, Computer and library areas.

[J13. Where practicable, desks are arranged facing forward to minimize face to face proximity between students.

[J15. Routes for entry and exit to the campus will be designated for each cohort, using as many entrances/exits as feasible.
Describe below:

Our site has two, an upper and a lower, open-air “hallways” that make it possible to enter classrooms from outside.
Hand sanitizer will be placed at the doors whenever to use upon entry and exit. The schedule will be conducive to

allowing classes to move in outdoor areas separate from other classes to and from recess, PE, and lunch.

[J17. Congregate movement through hallways will be minimized as much as practicable.

[J18. Gatherings may take place outdoors or indoors with social distancing (minimum of 3 ft) and face coverings. These
activities may also be held virtually.

[J19. The use of outdoor space for instructional purposes is maximized, shared, and coordinated to ensure students
remain in their cohort. Describe below: When possible, and feasible, teachers may use outdoor areas to teach.

[0J21. Use of non-classroom space for instruction such as gymnasiums and multi-use rooms should be considered to
support physical distancing with cleaning between uses.

[022. Meals will be served outside and in the cafeteria with individually plated or bagged meals as much as practicable.

[J23. Routines and schedules will be developed to enable students and staff to regularly wash their hands at staggered
intervals.

[J24. Face coverings must be used in accordance with CDPH guidelines (link to document).

[J25. Training will be provided for staff and students on proper use of face coverings which will include instruction to minimize
touching of face coverings.

[J26. Sharing of supplies, manipulatives, toys, sports equipment, and other learning and recreational materials will
be limited and each student will have separate individually labeled boxes or cubbies.
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27. Sharing of electronic devices, clothing, books and other games or learning aides will be avoided as much as is

practicable.

[J28. Use of privacy boards or clear screens will be considered as much as practicable.

[J29. parent volunteers and essential workers will be required to adhere to all health and safety guidelines.

[J30. This School Site-Specific Protection Plan outlining the above measures is completed, posted and shared with all
stakeholders and updated as state and local Public Health guidance dictates.
