GOSPEL MEDITATION  
            4th Sunday in Ordinary Time          February 1, 2026                              Matthew 5:1-12a  
  
A priest I know was once falsely accused of a terrible crime. Though the claim was easily disproved, the climate of 
the early 2000s meant guilt was assumed. His name was dragged through the mud, his ministry put on hold, and I 
walked closely with him through that painful season. He was angry, confused, and felt abandoned. Rejoicing — as 
Jesus says in today’s Gospel when we are falsely accused was the last thing on his mind. And yet, something holy 
slowly took root. As the truth emerged and his name was cleared, I watched him become more Christlike: more 
patient, more compassionate, less attached to human approval. Maybe you haven’t faced something so severe. But 
where have you felt judged, misrepresented, or overlooked? In those moments, the Cross is near. When we are 
accused, we ask Jesus not only for the grace to endure, but mysteriously to rejoice and be glad.
