GOSPEL MEDITATION
1st Sunday of Lent February 22, 2026 Matthew 4:1-11

In my second-to-last year of seminary, two close classmates died in a car crash. Grief and anger overwhelmed
me, and I began therapy and met often with my spiritual director. For months I felt lost in a spiritual
wilderness—but there I encountered Christ. That desert became a time of deep growth in faith. In today’s
Gospel (Matthew 4:1), Jesus is led by the Spirit into the desert to be tempted. He doesn’t choose the
wilderness; the Spirit leads Him there. The Church Fathers saw the wild beasts as symbols of our inner fears
and wounds. Yet in that same desert, angels ministered to Him. Lenten Challenge: Identify one “desert” in
your life—grief, fear, change, disappointment. Ask for the grace to enter it willingly. The beasts are real, but
they will not harm you. The angels are there, ready to minister to Christ within you.
