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A MODEL FOR OUR PRAYER LIFE

The Advent/Christmas cycle that began on November 28 ends with the Baptism of
the Lord. We likely have an image in our minds (based on details from the Gospels
and works of art) of what that scene looked like. We might wonder, “Who else was
there and who wasn’t?” No disciples were present because Jesus had not yet begun
his ministry. They would have to wait until the Transfiguration to hear a similar mes-
sage. However, the three persons of the Blessed Trinity are accounted for: the Father
(the voice from heaven), the Son Jesus, and the Holy Spirit. Interestingly, Luke alone
notes that it was after Jesus had been baptized and while he was praying that the
voice was heard. All of the Gospels show Jesus praying at turning points in his min-
istry; this is but the first example of Jesus’ need to root himself in prayer throughout
his life —a model for us to follow.

ON THE CUSP OF A NEW CREATION

It was on the Fourth Sunday of Advent this past December that we first heard of the
two cousins, John and Jesus, meeting. Then it was in the womb of their mothers,
Elizabeth and Mary. Now the cousins meet again on the shore of the Jordan River.
John is already well known—so much so that people had begun to wonder if he was
the long-awaited Messiah. Jesus, on the other hand, is about to begin his ministry.
One could say that Jesus entered the waters of the Jordan as a private person and
came out of them as a public one. The voice from heaven left no doubt about that.
As we come to the end of the Christmas season our readings echo Isaiah and Titus
(see Advent and Christmas Day readings) and together with today’s Psalm 104 they
point us to Pentecost. We are on the cusp of a new creation.

JOHN THE BAPTIST: PATRON SAINT OF LITURGICAL MINISTERS?
John the Baptist was what we might call today a “social influencer.” People paid at-
tention to what he had to say. And what he said affected the choices people made.
Yet today’s Gospel reminds us of John the Baptist’s ultimate goal: “One mightier than
| is coming.” The Baptizer walks the fine line between drawing attention to himself
with his fiery preaching and then re-directing that attention to Jesus, the “beloved
Son.” John the Baptist could be considered the “patron saint” of those who minister
as lectors, extraordinary ministers of the eucharist, cantors, greeters, acolytes, and
musicians. Isn’t John’s teaching a good goal for a liturgical (or any!) minister? Root-
ed in the graces of their own baptism,

UN MODELO PARA NUESTRA VIDA DE ORACION

El ciclo de Adviento/Navidad que comenzd el 28 de noviembre termina con el Bautis-
mo del Sefor. Es probable que tengamos una imagen den nuestra mente (basada en
los detalles de los Evangelios y las obras de arte) de como era esa escena. Podriamos
preguntarnos: “;Quién mas estaba alli y quién no?” Ningun discipulo estaba presente
porque JesUs aun no habia comenzado su ministerio. Tendrian que esperar hasta la
Transfiguracion para escuchar un mensaje similar. Sin embargo, se da cuenta de las
tres personas de la Santisima Trinidad: el Padre (la voz del cielo), el Hijo Jesls y el
Espiritu Santo. Curiosamente, sélo Lucas sefiala que fue después de que JesUs fuera
bautizado y mientras oraba cuando se oy la voz. Todos los evangelios muestran a
JesUs orando en momentos cruciales de su ministerio; este no es mas que el primer
ejemplo de la necesidad de JesUs de arraigar en la oracién a lo largo de su vida, un
modelo que debemos seguir.

EN LA CUSPIDE DE UNA NUEVA CREACION

Fue en el cuarto domingo de Adviento del pasado mes de diciembre cuando oimos
hablar por primera vez del encuentro de los dos primos, Juan y Jesus. Entonces fue en
el vientre de sus madres, Isabel y Maria. Ahora los primos se encuentran de nuevo en
la orilla del rio Jordan. Juan es ya muy conocido, tanto que la gente habia empezado a
preguntarse si era el Mesias tan esperado. JesUs, en cambio, esta a punto de comenzar
su ministerio. Se podria decir que Jesus entrd en las aguas del Jordan como persona
privada y salié de ellas como persona publica. La voz del cielo no dejé ninguna duda al
respecto. Al llegar al final del tiempo de Navidad, nuestras lecturas hacen eco de Isaias y
Tito (véanse las lecturas de Adviento y del dia de Navidad) y, junto con el Salmo 104 de
hoy, nos sefalan a Pentecostés. Estamos en la clspide de una nueva creacion.

JUAN EL BAUTISTA: ; PATRON DE LOS MINISTERIOS DE LA LITURGIA?

Juan el Bautista era lo que hoy podriamos llamar un “influenciador social”. La gente
prestaba atencion a lo que decia. Y lo que decia afectaba a las decisiones de la gente.
Sin embargo, el Evangelio de hoy nos recuerda el objetivo Ultimo de Juan el Bautis-
ta: “Viene uno mas poderoso que yo”. El Bautista camina por la fina linea que separa
el llamar la atencion sobre si mismo con su ardiente predicacion y luego redirigir esa
atencion hacia JesuUs, el “Hijo amado”. Juan el Bautista podria ser considerado el “santo
patrén” de quienes tienen el ministerio de lectores, ministros extraordinarios de la Eu-
caristia, cantores, ujieres, acolitos y musicos. ¢No es la ensefianza de Juan una buena
