POLLERA NERA

Niccolo'V (Nicholas the fifth) was a very important Pope born
in Sarzana in 1397. On the 600th anniversary of his birth, in
1997, Paolo Bosoni, owner and winemaker for Cantine Lunae,
created this wine in his honour.

Niccolo' V was an important Renaissance Pope, known for his
love of the arts and literature. Beginning in his student days,
Nicholas had accumulated manuscripts and achieved a
reputation as a collector even before his elevation to pope.
His personal library consisted of 807 manuscripts in Latin and
353 in Greek. After his death, this collection became the
foundation for the Vatican Library.

Paolo named this wine after Niccolo'V as he was reported to
love wine, women, and song!
