Almost overnight, Campbeltown become the most prominent hub of whisky production, with 
more than 28 distilleries packed into town. Bourbon casks were the traditional cask of choice, 
and Glen Scotia’s style of liquid enjoys a very special complimentary relationship with this choice 
of wood maturation. Our Glen Scotia 10 year old is matured fully in first fill bourbon barrels –  
it is Glen Scotia at its most beautiful simplicity, giving us a true taste of the fifth whisky region
