These rules are established by the
Academy of Model Aeronautics (AMA) for all AMA sanctioned fields and are there for your
safety and the safety of our spectators.

Below is an aerial map of the Swan Harbor RC flying space. Please review it and keep all of
your flying inside our approved flying space.

Please do not fly behind the Pilot Flight Lines.

You are prohibited from flying over the pit areas, spectator canopies, the sheds, and the parking lots.
