Lawyers must have a
minimum of 15 years’ trial
experience and extensive
jury trial experience before
they can be considered for
Fellowship.

The College maintains
and seeks to improve the
standards of trial practice,
professionalism, ethics and
the administration of jus-
tice through education and
public statements on im-
portant legal issues relat-
ing to its mission.

Kuenzel is the managing
partner of the law firm of
Eckelkamp Kuenzel LLP,
located in Washington. He
received his Bachelor of
Science degree in business
administration from the
University of Missouri-Co-
lumbia in 1974 and his Ju-
ris Doctorate degree from
the same institution in
1976.

He is admitted to practice
in the Missouri state courts,
U.S. District Courts for the
Eastern and Western Dis-
tricts of Missouri, and the
U.S. Supreme Court.
