additional skills you want to show. This is for a positive addition to the test, to emphasize your 

horse's quality and training. This is not obligatory and will not result in any decreased score if 

the participant elects not to participate in this additional option. 

 

• Rising and/or siting in saddle is both allowed. 

• A test reader is allowed. 

• Bridle, bit, saddle and use of whip/spur are in accordance with the Dutch dressage regulations,  

KNHS regulations for dressage and possibly in consultation with the jury. 

• Rider attire is as customary and in accordance with the Dutch dressage  

regulations, KNHS, regulations for dressage. Helmet is obligatory. 

• Horse must appear healthy, sound and well-groomed. 

• Jury decision regarding all inappropriate behavior or and irregularity.
