Should the emergency require evacuation from both buildings – all dogs and staff can move to the front of the building which is enclosed by fencing, brick wall and gates.

All owners to be informed by group whatsapp – details to be provided to ensure their confidence in the dog’s safety.

Should the owners need to retrieve their dog early – phonecalls to be made to all emergency contacts.
