Learning Outcomes
This will be a full-year course and I will meet with students for roughly one hour and twenty minutes every second day.  The course covers quite a diverse range of topics, so the first step is to simply state the learning outcomes for the school year.
a) By June 30, 2023, students will know the 7 Habits of Highly Effective Teens and be able to apply these to their daily lives.
b) By June 30, 2023, students will know and understand the 10 Universal Values of the Dakelh people and be able to apply these to their daily lives.
c) By June 30, 2023, students understand their learning style and use this knowledge to their advantage to achieve success in their classes.
d) By June 30, 2023, students will know how to study effectively and will apply these skills to achieve success in all their classes.
e) By June 30, 2023, students will know how to set and achieve proximal goals and will use these to achieve success in all their classes.
f) By June 30, 2023, students will understand the BIG IDEAS of the BC Career Education 8 curriculum:
i. Reflecting on our preferences and skills helps us identify the steps we need to take to achieve our career goals.
ii. The value of work in our lives, communities, and society can be viewed from diverse perspectives.
iii. Achieving our learning goals requires effort and perseverance.
iv. Adapting to economic and labour market changes requires flexibility.
v. Our career paths reflect the personal, community, and educational choices we make.
g) By June 30, 2023, students will have a personal mission statement as a guiding principle in their lives.
h) By June 30, 2023, students will understand the importance of self-care, balance, and support in maintaining a healthy lifestyle.
i) By June 30, 2023, students will understand and apply the basic principles of a healthy relationship.
j) By June 30, 2023, students will understand and apply the basic principles of online safety.
