The GGRS 1:1 Scale Train Ride will take place on Saturday, June 22 when the Tennessee Valley Railroad’s
Summerville Steam Special departs at 9:00am from Grand Junction Depot, 4119 Cromwell Road,
Chattanooga, Tennessee.
