Logistics and Travel Tips 
Ensure your passport is up to date. You are not 
allowed to enter the UK if your passport expires 
within 6 months of your entry date. 
 
Use a Credit Card with no Foreign Transaction 
Fees. This has saved us a ton of money and is 
massively convenient. (Kylee uses her Chase 
Sapphire Credit Card!). As far as getting British 
Pounds beforehand, visit your local bank or get 
some GBP at the airport when you arrive 
 
Notify your bank you are traveling. Sometimes 
they will freeze your account if you do not notify 
them beforehand!  
 
The UK has lifted all COVID-19 testing to enter 
the country. Nothing is in place now, but be sure 
to check leading up to your departure 
 
Bring a Converter – Ensure the Voltage is 
correct! The voltage in the UK is not the same as 
the US – Kylee has ruined multiple hair tools as 
a result L  
 
What to pack?  The average temperature in 
March in the UK is 50-60 F. Bring a warm rain 
coat and wellies (rainboots) if you have them!
