More than 500 band alumni paid tribute to him on his retirement with a performance during the 1997 Homecoming football game.  A bronze bust likeness was presented to Long during the ceremony.  The bust stands proudly in the Long, Adams, Hawkins Hall of Honor today.  Along side the artifact is hundreds of other exhibits honoring the members of the National Band Association Hall of Fame for Distinguished Band Conductors.  Long is a member of this prestigious organization.  Additionally, he was named a member of the National High School Band Director’s Hall of Fame located in Georgia.

In 1996, Assistant Director of Bands and Music Arranger Ralph Ford served as the interim director of the marching band during Dr. John Long's last year as Director of Bands. In 1997, the baton was passed to popular band composer and TSU alumnus Robert W. Smith.


 


In 1998, the Troy State University Board of Trustees and Chancellor Jack Hawkins, Jr. named the Troy University School of Music the John M. Long School of Music. Dr. Long continues to serve the band program today as a distinguished professor of music and Director Emeritus.

a legend in the Band World


At the age of 82, he has not missed a beat.  The man who organized the famous Robert E. Lee High School (Montgomery, Alabama) in 1956 and led them to win in four  national championships is a legendary figure in the band world.





Although his contribution at Lee High School is exceptional, Dr. John M. Long is more known for his work at Troy University as the Director Emeritus of the nationally known “Sound of the South” Troy University Band.





Presently retired, John Long has not stopped.  His current office located on the campus of Troy University in Long, Adams, Hawkins Hall of Honor stands directly next to the John Maloy Long Hall for band.  Both buildings are named in his honor.





When Long was recruited in 1965 by then Troy President, Ralph Adams, perhaps neither one of them knew what events would unfold for Troy University and the profession of band education.  John M. Long has trained more high school band directors than any other educator in the nation.  He is directly responsible for the success of thousands of young men and women through his love for band and music.





At the date of his retirement in 1997, John M. Long had served as the Director of Bands at Troy University for 32 years.  Additionally he also served as Dean of Arts & Sciences and Dean of Fine Arts.  Under his direction the Troy Band performed at such prestigious events as the American Bandmasters Association, the College Bandmasters National Association, and the Presidential Inaugural Parade.
