One Mission Cambridge has launched a new case management program
to provide deeper, more personalized support to people facing complex life
challenges.

The new service helps people navigate housing instability, utility shutoffs,
healthcare access, and other complex needs, extending the organization’s
longstanding commitment to “community navigation.”

The addition of a designated case manager allows for more in-depth,
confidential conversations and follow-up.

“Case management allows us to sit down one-on-one with someone and
ask, ‘What do you need help with to better your life?”” said One Mission
Cambridge Executive Director Krista Pettit. “It lets us walk with people a




little farther down the road, helping them become more independent or get

connected to the right kind of help.”
