We have advised Tournament
Directors that entry fees must be reasonable, but the
NHRA does not set the rates for tournament entry
fees.

Entry fees are the decision of the club managers
and tournament directors. While the NHRA has made
suggestions to these people, we suggest that all active
tournament players have meetings with their club’s
management and discuss ways of lowering entry fees.
Your voice and willingness to help with tournaments
may play a critical role in increasing tournament
participation. It will also prove to club management
everywhere that racquetball players are concerned
about the growth of their sport.

Membership Proof

You must be a current AARA member whenever
you participate in a sanctioned AARA event. If you
are not a member, you must pay for a membership at
the tournament before you can play. Membership
dues can be paid at every sanctioned event at the
tournament desk. While there are some players who
manage to “slip through”, they are eventually found
out and are required to obtain a membership. When-
ever you do sign up as a member you will receive an
updated rulebook, Competitive License information,
credit card and travel plan benefits, insurance coverage
information and various racquetball product brochures.

It takes 6-8 weeks for your Competitive License
Membership card to be mailed to you. In the mean-
time, you must keep your membership dues receipt
available at all times. Your receipt/membership card
must be presented at every AARA sanctioned event or
you will be questioned about proof of membership.

Not every State Association keeps accurate mem-
bership listings and the procedures for verifying
membership vary from one state to another. If you are
competing outside of your home state you must show
a valid receipt/membership card or you will be
charged a $5.00 fee. Depending on the rules in that
state, the fee may be refunded if proof of membership
is presented. Valid proof may be your membership
card, dues receipt, or a mailing label off material sent
to you from AARA National Headquarters or your
state association.

Once again, keep your membership card or dues
receipt available whenever you travel to a sanctioned
event, and thanks for your continued support of rac-
quetball.
