If you've been toa n amate ur tourname nt or 
lo a s lop on lhe pro tour rece ntl y , or if you've had th e misfortun e 
of bei ng pair ed wilh a mod ern -day Dr. Jekyll in a pick-up ga me, 
Lhen you've undoub ted ly witnesse d firs thand a prominent 
featu re of ra cqu etba ll as pra cticed in J 980 . It 's know n var iously 
as poor spo rts mans hip , un sportsmanlike co nd uct or -i n it 
wor st form - outright assa ult and baltery. Wh al it rea lly is. 
though, is ju st plain bad mann ers. 

Almos t a ll involv ed partie s from th e top profe ss ional s on 
clown will agree that poor s ports man ship is a serio us prob lem in 
racquetball. In a recent a rti cle in SJ1orls /1111slr at1,d magaz ine . for 
ex ampl e, one wri ter obse rved that racquetba ll w m: a game in 

which ind ecoro us behavior was the mfr rather than the excep­
tion , and that because such emotional lawless ness was allowed 
lo prevail. te levis ion networks would never touch the game. 
Whether this dir e pr ediction will come true rema ins to be seen. 
but the article did ca pture an incr eas ingly sha red perception 
co nce rning mann er - or the lack thereo f - in racque tball. 

And it's no wonder. If Amy Vanderbilt wer e to att end a rac­
qu etball lournam enl loday. she might well require coro nary 
care. Even the mos t random of visits lo a pro or anmteur tourna ­
ment ove r the last thr ee years would ha ve rega led liss Vander­
bilt with a virtual cornucopia of lou tish behavior and con duct 
unb ecom ing. Some highlights: a father cursi ng and bera ting refs 
durin g a nationa l junior tourn ame nt for making calls against his 
equally obnoxious so n : Larry Liles , Memphis State ll ni\' ers ity 
racquetball coach. hit in the s tomach and head during a tourna­
ment in Jack sonville. Fla . , by a racquet -\\' ielcling oppo ne nt (wh o 
then ran off the court. out of the bu ilding ancl forfeited the 
matc h); Mar ty Ho1;an cursing, rag ing and ckl ibL'ratcly breaking 
half a dozen racquets during tournam ent finals in Marietta, Ga.: 
Charlie 13rumfiekl dropping his pants in one match. de livering a 
seri es o f intention al donuts to Don Thoma s' backs ide in another 
a nd biting Rich Wag ner 's finge rs in a third: Shannon Wright 
pouting and fuss ing off ancl on throughout a tournanwnt. and 
th en in Columbus, Ohio just recently. rdu sing to play if a 
woman refereed her match (res ult : forfeit and mon· :;neaming): 

An Examination of the Woeful State of 
Racquetball Manners· By Tom Carlson

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Steve Serot swin gi ng at Jer ry Hil echer aft er the latt er had pat­
ted his cheek and called him "cute ." 

And so, the li tany of miscondu ct march es on. Wh ether things 
are gettin g bett er or wor se depend s on whom you talk to . Jen­
nifer Harding , a top-rank ed memb er of the wom en's pro tour, 
has seen a lot during her years on the tou r . Her observations on 
the state of racquetball manners thus speak with the auth orit y 
that comes from expe ri ence. "Racquetball behavior today is 
about the same as it 's always been," Harding notes, "som ewhere 
betwee n outrageous and totally unacceptab le for any serious 
pro fessional sport.'' 

A s far as Hardin g is concern ed, this consistently high level of 
low-down sportsmansh ip can be explained by a kind of 
behaviora l chain react ion . "Amate ur players see the pros cur­
sing and actin g up . bullyin g the refs, show boating, int imidatin g 
their opponen ts. and so they try to do the same thin g ." observes 
Harding . She sees it all the tim e in amateur tourn aments run at 
her club in Milwauk ie, Ore. So does her pro gram dir ector , tour ­
ing pro Jean Sauser . "Jean and l , and our teaching pros, st ress 
sports manship probably more than other clubs," Hardin g says, 
"but we still have probl ems durin g tournam ents. A lot of would­
be Hogans and Brumfi elds come in here with out -of-bounds 
behavior. but we let them kn ow ahead of time that we' re going 
to clamp down with techni cals. W e're stri ct and we generally 
get good resu lts ." 

uilt by imitation isn't the 
only exp lana tion for the 
cwious behavior problem 
that plagues racquetball . 
So1n e would arg ue that 
the problem can be traced 
back to the very origins of 

the game. After all, racqu etball is the blue­
collar grandc hild of a rough -and-tumbl e 
handba ll game, wh ich itse lf was bred not in 
countr y club s or chrom e and leather spas but in YM CA s and on 
playgrounds. As a resul t . so this argum ent goes, you can't ex­
pect to see the same decorum and raised-pin ky manner s in rac­
quetball that you fin d in it s ri ch cou sin , tenni s. Or as Phi l tepp. 
pro player and manager of a racquetball club in Col umbu ·, Ohio, 
put s it, "Sti ck two tenni s player on the same side of the net and 
let th em swin g away and run in to one anot her . and then we'd see 
how long so-called 'l enni eti quett e' would hold up ." 

Whil e Stepp mainta ins that racq uetball behavior has im prov­
ed somew hat , he bel ieves the ki nd of high-speed act ion in a con­
fin ed space that is com mon to racquetba ll hind ers the grow th of 
an elaborate sys tem of etiq uett e. Stepp might well add that 
anoth er hind rance to civi lized behav ior in racquetball is an 
elaborate rhetoric of violence that has grow n with the game. 
There arc "kill shots," "re-kill s." and "att ack positions.'' A new 
ball on the mc1rk et is code-named "T he A ssc1ssin;" a new rncquet 
is called ''T he Smasher;" eyeguards are labeled ·'combat 
glasses." And so on. Given the langu age c1ssociat ecl w ith the 
spor t . a str anger to racquetb all might easil y conclud e that it 's 
not a game but wa r . A nd sin ce war is hell. there's no place for 
del icate mann ers and sport smanshi p, right ? 

Dan Seaton. comm issioner of the Women 's Profc ssio1rnl Rac­
quetball A ssociat ion (WPRA) . tra ces the causes of poor sports -



manship a ste p furth er. Th e frequent emotional mayh em in rac­
quetball is simpl y a sign of the tim es , Seaton argues . "In mos t 
sport s today there's a vociferous, violent disregard for the 
rul es," Seat on says. "Look at hockey with player s going up into 
the stands after spectat ors. Look a t basketball with Kermit 
Was hingto n pun ching out Rud y T omja novich. Th en there's Len­
nis, with the less than amu sing a ntic s of Connors , Nastase a nd 
McE nro e." In all these exa mples , Sea ton notes, we se e exp lo­
s ions of unpardonab le behav ior and raw viole nce. "ff you want 
to get downright sociologica l abo ut it ," Seaton continue s, "the 
playe rs coming into all s port s today are produ cts of the 
hedo nist ic ge neration of th e '60s and ear ly '70s, th e 'Me Genera­
tion' for whom rules are neither sac red nor rea lly ve r·y important 
at all." As a result, at least acco rding to this theory, many 
mode rn spo rt s are dominated by players whose good jud ge ment 
and se nse of fair play have long s ince fled before a ga llop ing ego 
and an overweeni ng pride. 

Acid lo this inbr ed seliis hness a win-a l-all-cos ts ethic that is 
as America n as Vince Lombardi , and th e recipe for law less 
beha vior is co mplete . Larr y Liles. coac h of th e AARA nationa l 
champion Memphi s Sta le team, frequently gets good players 
with ve ry bad attitude s. "Toda y.'' says Liles, "young men and 
wom en who play college ball co me Lo us as seaso ned and highly 
comp etit ive at hletes . In fac t , some are so compe titive that I've 
had to teac h them to call th eir own double bounces and skips." 
It's not that the se playe rs are unethica l, Liles is quick to add. 
"It's jusl that some how they've picked up this winning-is­
eve ryt hing attitud e. Par t of my job, as I see it then, is Lo teac h 
th ese pla yers spo rtsmans hip and at leas t s0111<> kind of honor 
sys te m." But some times, Liles adm its, it's eas ier to cor rect bad 
habit s in tec hniqu e than bad habit s in a ttitude . 

hen you talk to the players 
themselves about sports­
ma nsh ip an d general 
court behavior , the sub ­
ject of "psyching" in­
evitab ly con1es up . Psy­
ching (sik zng) n. Of or per­

taining to a jJsychological strategy in sports com­
petition involving techniques such a.s calcula.ted 
verbal abuse, subtle falling and general meas­
ured 111ay li<>111 i11te11ded to disar m a11d distmcl an o/1po11e11t and 
make hi111 ripe/ or the J1icki11g. Often . playe rs w ill argue, much of 
wh at mig ht be consi dered bad be havior on th e court is ac tually 
th e fine art of psyc hing. w hich is th oroughly lega l. And often 
highly e ffec tive. 

Th e ack now ledge d mas ter of psyching is Cha rlie Brumfi eld. 
Listen to Jerry Hilcc her. him self no s louch at the art, comm en­
ting on the H igh Pr ies t of distra ction : "Br umf ield knows more­
about hum an p ychology th an anybody on the tour. He' ll play to 
the crowd, he' ll ta lk to his oppo nent , holler a t the rd s and 
lines me n until ever yone' s conce ntrati on lrns bee n brok,·11 excC'pt 
his own . Th e n he's got you ." 

But with th e leve l of skill and experic-nce among racqu<'l ball 
playe rs increas ing eac h y ar. s uc h psyching tec hniqu es tc-ncl to 
beco me less and less effec tive. Th at 's why David Fleetw ood . 
se venth -ranked pro. has adopted a new la id-back. low-kC'yed 
psyc hing strategy. ··1 don 't scream and bully to gc-t the ref's ca lls 

to go my way," says fl ee t wood . "I try to come acro ss as the All· 
American Hones t Guy, so that if it comes down to a close call , 
the ref will send it my wa y.' · 

One of a re feree's major problems. then, is deciding when bad 
behav ior is actuall y calc ulated psyching and when it is simply 
raw, uncontro lled emo tion . Dan Berto lucci. nat iona l directo r of 
the pro tour 's Nat iona l Racquetb all Club (NRC}, claims that 
goo d re ferees are capable of making such distinct ions. "An ex­
perienced referee will get 'inside' a match, and know the styles 
and techniqu es of the diff erent player s ," Berto lucc-i says. 
"Beca use he is ab le to do this . he 's a lso abl e to sec that certain 
behavior is part of a player' s game plan . ancl so, if it's not injur­
ing the opponent, he'll let it continu e . Th e trick is not to let it go 
LOO far." 

Easier sa id than do ne. For ma ny players . in fact . poor re fere e­
ing is the most dir ec t explanation for poor behavior . Oa\·id 
Flee twood exp lains . "If you get a clea rly incomp etent ref -and 
there are a lot of th em aro und -so metim es you haff to ye ll and 
screa m and make an ass of your se lf in order to take con trol of 
the mat ch and ge t so me decen t calls," Flee twood says . "Not 
necessar ily calls that a ll go your way . but jus t to get a fairly 
ca lled match." Weak or ine ffec tive refs, that is, ac tuall y en­
coura ge bad behavior acco rdin g to many playe rs. 

And expe rienced playe rs can se nse wea kness or vuln erab ility 
in a re fere e as fast as a sha rk ca n detec t blood. All you have to 
do, sa id one playe r. is lose a ga me 2 1-19 on a bad ca ll made by a 
re f who has bee n reduced to a quivering mass of comp liant je lly 
by your oppon ent ; the nex t time, you intimidate the ref fi rst. 

Recog nizing th e prob lem of inconsisten t refereeing is much 
easier than corr ec tin g it. Beca use tourn ament sc hedu ling re­
quire s large nu mb ers of mat ches to be played s imultaneous ly. it 
is difficult to find IO or 12 eq ually skilled referees to ca ll 
matches at the sa me tim . Under such circum stan ces. qualit y of 
officiating will pr edict ab ly suffer. 

And when winning players a rc requi red to referee th e ea rly 
round s . offic iating problem a re bound to increase. Such a re­
quir ement actually pena lizes rhc win ning players. \\ hile the 
lose rs are off having a hot shower or a co ld beer. the winner s are 
forced to hang aro und, a nd in a very tired slate, arc as ked to 
make many difficu lt ca lls. Adel to these trying circum . tances th e 
fact that such referee ing may ac tually be creating a connict of 
inte rest-the re f may mee t one of the players he's officiating in a 
la ter round-and you·vc got a seriou s ancl intolC'ntble s ituation. 

leaning up the refereei ng 
act and making it cons is­
te nt is a formidab le 
undertaki ng . Most agree 
that hav ing playe rs 
refe ree is at best a 
necessa 1y evil. But most 

will also agree that creat ing a sta nding tea m 
of paid referees is not the answe r. A Dan 
Seaton obse rve , "Money t ncls to compr o­
mis e eve n the bC'st ref s; they want to continue refereeing so 
they don't rock the boa t. As a rl'sult, the playC'rs encl up running 
things." Seat on's \.VPRA is prc sc·ntly working 011 an altl'rnat iw· 
plan . Th e idea would bC' to havl· a standing group of certified 
refere s tra \·el with \VP I{/\ Pl'rsonn l'l to thC' variou s stop,- on 
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Charlie Brumfield 
(right) is the undisputed

game, tlte High Priest of 
distraction. He'll yell at, 
intimidate and harass 
his opponent in order to 
break his concentration. 
But when does psyching 
go too far and instead 
become simply bad 
behavior? 
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the tour . Th e refs would arrive seve ral clays a head of time, 
hand -pick some loca l refe rees and pul th em through a mini­
clin ic. Graduall y , a cad re of comp ete nt referees wou ld be 
estab lished, consistency would be assured and, Hosa nnah!, 
playe rs and re ferees would join hands a nd raise a joy ful noise 
unto the tournament dir ec tor. If all goes according to plan . that 
is. 

Dan Bertolu cc i has a similar idea for his NRC tour . He's the 
first to ad mit rhal a t every slop on the lou r the players tend to 
see th e sa me two or thr ee refe rees. (Bert olucc i is one of them.) 
He also admit s th at famil iar ity so metim es breed s bias . Referees 
who know the playe rs will occa s ionally anti c ipate actio n - which 
is dea dly to objec tivity; and on th e ot her s ide of the co in, players 
sometime s a lter their s tyle of play to suit certa in refs. To 
eliminate these problem s a nd to ens ur e fairn ess, Ber toluc ci is in 
the pro cess of creatin g a Nationa l Racqu etba ll Referee's 
Assoc iation . Like the WPRA plan , Berto luc i's orga nizatio n 
wou ld create a large pool of qualified ref erees. "We're planning 
a summ er camp of sor ts invo lving bot h playe rs a nd referee ing 
candidat es," says Be rtolucc i. "T he idea would be to have the 
playe rs s imu late game condit ions , a nd then help us critique the 
new refs ." 

All of whi ch would lake a good dea l of tim e. mone y and real 
commitm ent. And es pec ially in the case of th e NRC. peop le 
que stion ser iously whether th at co mmitment is really there . 
Says Jerry Hilecher, "Th e N RC talk s a ll the time in their 
ma gaz ine a bout cou rt etiqu ette, b ut the fact is that they se ldom 
e nfor ce any of the rul es that pertain lo behavio r ." Of cour e. 
th ere arc tho se who would a rgue that the amat eur side of the 
sport, and the AARA in parti cular , is equall y lax when it comes 
lo enforcement of rul es already on th e book s. Still . no one has 
sugg este d th at s uch lax enforce ment is del iberat e. Rat her, the 
probl em see ms to stem large ly from loca l tourn ament directors 
and referees who choose lo look the ot her way when infra ctions 
occ ur, for wh a tever reason . 

ne of those who suspec ts 
that - at least on the pro 
tour - non-enforcer"'=t:nt 
of behavior rules is often 
deliberate is Jen nifer 
Harding, and she thinks 
she's found the reason 

why. "It's pretty obvious that the NRC has 
chose n to pron1ote profess ional racquetball 
by personality in the tradition of Connor s and 
Nasta se in tennis," she says. "Cha rlie Drak e !chief exec utive of­
fice r of Leac h Indu st ries ], who really run s the NRC show , has let 
Ma rt y Hoga n a nd Brumfield out on a long lea h hoping that peo­
ple wi ll nock to the tourn aments to see their antics ." 

Char lie Drak e , for his part. does no t exact ly de ny the charge . 
Instead, he talk s abo ut not wanting lo s tine "creativi ty" in a 
natu ra lly crea tive per son like Marty Hogan. Dan Bert olucc i also 
avo ids a direct answe r . "I think that the re 's room for a ce rt nin 
a mou nt of color in the game," Bcrto lucc i says. "!l's a way of 
making cont act with th e audi ence and ult imat ely mak e th e game 
more exc iting." But Berlolucci doesn 't buy Dan Se,i lon's charge 
lh al NRC refs ar c gui lty of lax enforce me nt of behavi or rul es. 
He mak es a ll of th e refe re e ass ignm en ts on the tour, and ins ists 
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that "outbur st s arc in the nat ur e of the sport, but when it ge ts 
out of cont rol our offic ia ls are instructed to assess technicals." 

Bert olucc i's ass uran ces have fai led to keep many people from 
insisting on tougher enforc ement al all leve l of play . One of 
those people is Luk e St. Ong e . exec ut ive dir ector of the AARA. 
St. Onge be lieves that more st rin gent enforceme nt should be 
coupled with greater emp hasis on cond uct and mann ers by 
tea c hing profe ss ionals. "It's a matter of attitude really ," he says. 
"If you can bring in spor ts manship ear ly in som eone 's training, 
you 've got a chan ce to e liminat e the prob lem. And sometim es 
we forget," he con tinu es. "that these rul es ar e on the books 
prim a rily Lo ensure the afety of the players. So that if we en­
forc e them mo re effectivel y , we'll also cut clown on injuri es in 
th e sport. " 

Jennif er Harding, who has alr eady inslrn cted her pros to 
stre ss etiquette and sa fety, believes that strong player 'a ssoc ia­
tions will als o help to e liminate bad behavior . "It stand s to 
rea son that if the playe rs th emse lves mak e the rul es- as we do 
in the WPRA - they're more like ly to obey them ." 

Harding point s lo th e new sys tem of fines for on and off-court 
behavior as an indication of ju st how se rious the WPRA is about 
this matt er . T he statut e includes a s liding sca le of fine for dif­
ferent levels of unsport smanlik e behavior . So far. the WPRA 
has not had to fine anyone . "And we don't exp ect to , e ither ,'' 
sa ys Dan Seat on. Judg e and jury for the new fines sy tem. 

l n addition to mor e con sis tent officiatin g, s tri cter rules en -

forcemen t, stronger pla yers· associations and plain ole common 
se nse , one wou ld also expe ct racquetball spo nsors to encoura ge 
spo rts man like behavior. And certainl y many playe r contra cts 
with companies like Ektelon. Leach and Wilson contain 
language about "rep rese nting the company in a positive wa y." 
Nonethe less. players are seldo m called on the company ca rp et 
to exp lain th eir errant ways. "Ektelon once asked me to exp lain 
my mixing it up with Steve Serot dur ing a tournament," recalls 
Jerry Hilech er, "but that was about the on ly time I can 
remember.' ' Such corp orate inqui ries . then, apparently are few 
and far betwe en. 

Still, the solution to any problem. as the saying goes. begi ns 
by recognizing that a problem exists. And while indecorous 
behavior has long been recogniz ed as a probl em in racquetball , 
until recent ly prec ious littl e has been clone to corr ect it. Now. 
with new spon sors and fat televi sion contra ct being pursued. 
and a new sense of fair pla y in the air, racquetball has begun an 
e ffort to clean up its act. Whether the game will move from its 
pr esent "R'' rating (for raucou s . and somet imes raun chy) to "G" 
(for gentl emanly) , remains to be seen . But history shows that 
those wh o wait for th eir leaders to do som ething about the moral 
tone of th eir society ar e doomed lo disappointment. Th e sam e 
holds true for racquetba ll. Thu s . it might be well to remind 
your self right before your next match that mann ers , like 
skys crap ers , are built from the bottom up. The problem 
begin s -and end s- with each of us . • 

Manners, Please: Some Plain Talk 
Let's be fra nk . The curr ent stal e of racquetball mann ers is , in 

a word, disgra ce ful. Boori shness . loutish be havio r , abusive 
language - su ch condu ct unb ecomi ng is quick ly becoming all Loo 
common in ce rt a in racqu etball c ircles. You know it, and so does 
ju st abo ut everybody else . 

Of course , not every racq uetb all player is a boor; indeed , most 
players aren't. But ther e are, unfortunately, eno ugh genui ne 
louts amo ng ra cquetball player lo give th e res t of us a bad 
nam e . 

Now. th e racqu etball communit y could approa ch this prob lem 
th e way we' ve a lway s approa ched it in the past. Na mely, by talk­
ing about and bemoa ning the problem interminably , and then 
throwing up our hands in the a ir and doing nothing. But if ord er­
ly be hav ior is ever to really tak e hold in racqu etb all, it will re­
quire mor e tha n jus t words. Wh at's need ed , instead, is ac­
tion - Lough, con sistent. reali s tic action . 

In th at reg ard, the editor s of Racquetball magazine would like 
to of fe r our sugg es tions for action s that we believ e wou ld go a 
long way toward s res olving the problem of racquetball manners _ 
Most of the se idea a re well-known ; th ey've been argu ed about 
and tal ked ab out many times befor e. 

E11011gl, talk' It 's Lime to either ge t erious abo ut dealing with 
the unru ly among us , or stop talkin g about the problem 
a ltog ether. And for those who believe, as we do. tlrnl dealing 
with the s itu ation is infin ite ly prefe rab le to turni ng a\\' ay from it. 
th e follow ing reco mm endati ons could be a step in the right 
direction: 

• Improv e ment of the c urr en t referee syste m . Thi s 
is pr iorit y numb er one when it come s to gettin g a handle on rac ­
quetb all be havior . A numb er of sugge stions hav e been mad e in 
this rega rd: spec ial ca mp s and clinics for refe rees . e tabl ish-

ment of a trav eling corp of t rain ed refs, advan ce training for in­
dividuals selec ted to se rve as re ferees at ama teur tournament s . 
T he e are sound idea s ; they should rece ive imm ediate attentio n 
and action. 

• Stricter enforcement of current behavior rule s ­
Local tournam ent dir ectors should begin instru ct ing referees lo 
assess technicals in in lanc es of unseemly conduct. There are 
rul es to cove r such behav ior , and it doesn't do much good to 
have ru les on th e book if the y aren' t enfor ced. 

• A st ron g e mpha s is on spo1-tsmanship amo n g 
junior players_ This means empha sizing proper conduct du r ­
ing junio r clinic s . training camp and tourn a ment . Th e time to 
teach good manner s is wh ile the playe r is still young. 

• A syste m of fines for behavior infractions among 
pro player s . The pros ofte n se t the tempo and the t1'11or of the 
game for amate ur as well. Rccognizinl-! thi s . the new pro 
players' association s have mad e moves to establ ish a system of 
fining their members for ins tances of improper behavio r. The 
nexl s tep is to actually beg in levying such fines upon those 
players \\'ho de scn ·c them. 

• In sis ten ce up on proper player behavior by con1-
pany sponsors. RacquL'lball spo nsors foot the bill for man y 
playe rs, both pro and amateur. Th ey ra n thu s insis t that spo n ­
sored players clean up thei r act s . or forfl'il the frc.:l' equipmen t. 
money and other benefit s that accrue from company sponsor ­
ship. 

• Establishment of a players· Code of Cond uct. Thi 
would bl' fonnulat c·d and agrt'1.·cl upon by tl1C' players 
the mselves. through their repn.:sl·ntati,·l· assoc ial itins. Once the 
Code was finalized . it would he up to the playe rs lo c-xert pl'l'r 
pre ssure lo m:surc tha t lhL' ruk s ' ' 'l' rl' followed by l'veryom•. •

FRED: I would say I'm fair to 
parlly cloudy when it comes to 
competition. I like to win, of 
cour se. But I don't get upset 
when I lose to Teel because it 
balanc es out so much of the 
time. I win one game, he wins 
two. And they're usually good 
games, too. 
TED: I was always taught 
about sportsmanship that 'the 
best man wins.' It's okay to gel 
up set about losing. But you 
have to keep it in perspective. 
You shou ldn't shoot somebody 
just 'cuz they beat you in a game, you know what I mean? And 
yet. at the same time, you want to put forth your best effort and 
that's what determines who wins.

TED: (winking) I never tell my weakness. I'm working on it 
constantly, though. But it's not good for everyone to know what 
your weakness is, 'cuz then they'll play to that-and you11 never 
overcome it!

FRED : You need at leas t a two-hour 
break, really . An hour to play and 
anoth er hour to clean up afterwards . It's 
no fun if you ju st run right into a shower 
and go home . You've got to tak e a stea m 
or a Jacu zzi-something along those 
lines - lo ge t the full benefit of exe rc ising 
and then relaxing. 

TED : Since, being actors in a series , 
Fr ed and I norm ally work from seve n in 
the morning till seven at night, five days 
a week, racquetball's idea l. You can play 
just about anytime you want , day or 
evening . And it's always indoor s so you 
can play in any kind of wea ther_ And 
mo£t of all, it's rea lly a phy sically ex-
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hilarating spor t. 
FRED : It's a very concentrated, com­
pact exe rcise. You ge t a lot of runnin g 
around. a lot of leaping, a lot of jumping 
and a lot of stretch ing just by kind of 
'stru gg ling' with in those four walls . I like 
working on my renexes , too . Any kind of 
racquet sport involves a lot of eye/ hand 
coordination, and I like honing and 
developing that. 

Th e club Fred and Ted belong to is a 
super plush establishment called T he 
Century Racquetclub.' The carjJeting is a 
n'clz, royal blue. Tire latest gear can be 
bought at bargain prices at tire club's rac­
quetball boutique. Th ere's a posh bar and 
lounge where players congregate to boast 
about their victon·es. or comjJlain about 
their defeats. Yearly dues are $300, with a 
$35-a-montlz maintenance charge, and 
$25-a-year towel fee. 
FRED : That' s another thin g that ap-

peals to me abou t racquetba ll. It's not an 
exp ensive sport, really. A racquet, let's 
say, costs you anywh ere from $10 to $90, 
and balls are around $5. T hen, there's 
gym shoes and stuff like tha t ... And you 
don' t have to spend $300 to join the club . 
T here ar e court s tha t a re much cheaper 
than that . .. . 
TED: It's a fas t ga me and you sweat a 
lot, whic h is good. And it increas es your 
sta mina . It make s you stron ger and 
makes your eye a lot quicker , too. Like I 
not ice when r went back to play ing 
baseball, it was a hec k of a lot eas ier to 
hit the ball because my eye could follow 
it be tte r. And tha t's due I 00 per ce nt to 
racquetball , I feel. 

At this point, a young lady on her way to 
one of the courts walks by and smiles al 
Ted, which leads the duo into discussion of 
another subject: women in racquetball. 
TED : Th at's anot her thing . Men and

Champ ionship '•Xlrestling, 
roller derbies, ho ckey mar ch es 
and boxing matches featuring 
Ro cky M arci ano and other 
greats. Durin g Wo rld War II, 
Army Air Fo rce per so nnel 
were trained and h oused at 
the facility while it was used 
concurrently for an aircraft 
repa ir an d stor age ce n te r.

For several yea rs. many of th e Mas­
ters division player s aro und the country 
had been tryin g to convince Dr. Bud 
Mu ehleise n to host th eir ann ual invita ­
tion al tourn ament. Thi s was partly due 
to Mue hleisen's incr edible winning 
record as a player in the 45-and-over age 
bracket, and his experience in the rac­
quetball indu stry spanning a dozen ye.:irs 
or so. But if the truth be told, prob ably at 
leas t part of the reaso n the Master s were 
so anxiou s to have Mu ehleisen host their 
tournam ent was simply becaus e he lived 
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in San Diego. And there are few loca­
l ions bett er suit ed for holding a tourn a­
ment in Februar y- in the dead of 
winter - tha n s unny San Diego. Or a l 
leas t. so the Masters thoug ht. 

Th en, th e unexpec ted happ e ned: a 
se ries of a lmost continuou s storm s whi ch 
thr ea tened to drown so uthern California, 
flooding th e area with a reco rd rainfall. 
Shopping cente rs , parking lots and eve n 
ent ire football fie lds in San Diego s impl y 
disa ppeared. becom ing ju st another part 
of the ris ing S;in Diego River. The res er-

voirs . urrounding th e Mission Valley 
sec tion of the city , whe re the Masters 
tourn ame nt had bee n schedu led lo be 
held , reache d dan ge rously high level·. 
I ndee cl. by the time Ma le rs pl;iyers 
began arr iving in an Diego from 
lh roughr)t: : the counlJ·y, people in San 
Diego's Missio n Val ley were a lready be­
ing evac uat ed . All in all, it was not a very 
;iuspi cious wa y lo begin a tourn ament.

Th e Mas ters tourn amen t also fea tured 
40 of the bes t playe rs in th is age d ivis ion 
in the coun try. T his was an "invite only" 
tournament , a nd those invited include d 
Al Ferrari , the re tired bas ketball pro 
who did very well in las t yea r's Coors All­
Pro Racquetba ll T ourn a ment : AA RA 
president Bob Folsom; form er AARA 
pres iden t Bill T a nner ; a nd of cour e, 
tournament dir ec tor Mu ehleise n, who 
has won ,1 .1 na tional t itles, includin g the 
first racque tba ll national championship 
in 1969 . Tru ly , the Mas ters were out in 
force this wint er wee kend in an Diego . 

Th e playe rs were d ivided into four 
group s of JO (which did not reflec t ski ll 
levels), labeled "A," "B," "C," and "D." On 
Friday and Sa turd ay , each group playe d 
a rou nd robin Lo dete rmin e ra nki ngs 
within the group fro m 1 thr ough l 0.

For mo l women it can be very 
beneficial to lh cir racquclba ll game Lo 
compete agai nst men. Don'L assume, 
lhough. thal it wil l automa tica lly improv e 
your game ; you must do a litll e 
homework fir I. Be aware of Lhe dif­
ferences in sly lcs of play (whi ch I will 
discuss later) between men ancl women 
racquclb allers. Y ou'll find thal you need 
lo rc;idju . l your game w hen you go back 
lo playing women . 

Fir sl you must decide who LO compete 
with. I recom mend thm wo men only play 
with men of equal playing abilily; other ­
wise ncilhcr player will benefil from the 
experie nce. To g ive you an idea of w hich 
levels of players arc compa tibl e, I'd sug­
gest the following type s of pairing (based 
on competitive levels of Open , "A," "B." 
"C" and novi ce): T he Open female can

play against some male "A's," and most 
"B' ;" women's "A" should pair w ith 
men's "C" and wome n's "B" wilh men's 
novice . I suggest "C" and novi ce level 
wom en conti nue lo compete wilh women 
unt il the level of Lheir playing ability im­
prove s. Of cour se there arc always ex­
ceptions, bul I think you' ll genera lly find 
the competi t ion fai rl y equal if you slick 
lo Lhis system. 

One aspect of the game to consider, 
before walki ng onto the court wit h men, 
is fear. If you are good enough to play 
against men, but are sti ll afra id of being 
hit w ith lhe ball, don'L play . The fear will 
only be compound ed when you reali ze 
lh e speed of the action in the men's 
game. 

After you have decided to play against 
men and have found your level of play, 
you must consider a few Lhings peculiar 
to t he coed game. Fir st of all. there will 
alway be a few men who will not play 
with you. Skip the consciousness-raising 
Jes 0 11 and go on lo someone el e; you 
will not enj oy playin g a man who is afraid 
of losing to you. Rememb er , as you mu l

in all sports, to be a gracious winner. 
Nobody, male or female, lik es a brag­
gart. 

As for the obvious diff erences in the 
play of men and women. two very impor ­
Lant ones arc the speed of the ball t1nd 
cour t coverage. With these two thin gs in 
mind, a wom an must adj ust her game 
plt1n. 

Th e serve will be even more importa nt 
in thi s gt1me than when you play agai nst 
a woman . You will need as many easy 
points as you can get. because fatigue 
could be a facLor. (Generally , a man's 
overall str ength will hold up longer than 
a woman's.) Because of a man' s 
quickness and cour t coverage. low drive 
erves and crac k serves are less eff ec­

Live. Therefore Lhc element of surprise is 
your best bet. M1'.r yn11r S<'rl'<'S. Try sta n­
ding in different places in the serv ice 
zone and serving to both sides to help 
di sguise your serves. Low driv es all ow 
the man to set up and shoot the serve. so 
use lob and Z's, but don'L let th m come 
off lh e back wall. 

Good return of serve could be the 
decid ing factor in your matc h. Because 
of their quick reactions, men often lik e to 
plant themse lves up fro nt after their 
serve and wt1it for you to try a kill shot. 
They will take these return s and clump 
them in the corners for ca y point s. So be 
smarl - don'l shoot the serve very of ten. 
Instead, use good , waist-high pass shot s 
or around-the-wall bt1lls to move your op­
ponent lo back court, where he will be 
less eff ect ive. You will , of cour se. want 
to shoot the serv e every once in a wh ile 
(maybe one out of eight t imes), just to 
keep your opponent honest. Because if 
he catc hes on to your gt1me plan, he may 
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Suddenly it looks like 
everyone is running.

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start to sneak to back court earl y. thus 
rendering your defens i,·e return ineffcc­
t ive. 

T o he able to retu rn his serve at all , 
you may need to stancl one step closer to 
th e back w all than you arc accustomed 
to. Th e serve w ill come at you faster I han 
usual. so by being deeper in the cour t 
you will have a split seconcl longer to 
react. Good. low serves that land j ust 
across th e short lin e w ill he harder to get. 
but because of the speed of the serve. 
you mi ght nol gel to these even if you 
were closer . 

Your positioni ng wi ll not only be clif­
fc rent for receiv ing the serve, but also 
th roughout t he gam e. You shoulcl stand 
one step deeper than usual on all shots. 
Becaus of th e cliffere nce in the speed of 
the ball . a man·s low shot wi ll rebound 
fur t her back in the cour t th ,111 a wo man' . 
A L o. by being back you wi ll have. as I 
said before. more l ime to react. On c;hotc; 
that go past you to the back wal l. you will 
also be in bette r posi ti on because you will 
have Lo take one less step in orcler to get 
lo l he ball. 

Now th at you have the ball in play and 
arc in a posi ti on to hi t it. yo u muc;t be 
con. cious of not over -swi ng ing . IL is 
unlik ely yo u will overpower your oppo­
nent. whi ch me;ins your best bet is Lo 
concent ra te on l rategy. 

Good sl rate.~y against men is the 
s;i m c ;:is goo cl s t rntcgy agai n. t 
women. Y ou mu st tr y to contro l 
center cour t. Since everyo ne is less 
eff ective on t he ru n. you shoulcl use a 
lot of shots up and clown the wa lls to 
move your opponent aro und. Ceil ing 
shots a re also goocl. because they 
keep yo ur op ponent 111 back court 
wh ere his shots arc less eff cct iv(•. 
Al so. men have a Lenclcncy to be lei-s 
pati ent on the ceil ing. They want to 
hit th e ball hard and go for kill shots 
all the tim e. so force a slow-clown 
game wi th w hi h your opponent will 
be less co mf ort abl e. T o clo th is }' OU 

will have l o learn to be patient enough 
to wait for his mi stakes. But. more im­
port ;i ntl y . you mu st learn l o capitali ie 
on t hose mi stakes. 

Wh en you have an oppor tuni ty to 
shoot the ball, clo so rig ht away. 
Beca use of yo ur op ponent's court 
cov erage. you wi l l ge t fewer offe nsive 
opportuniti es i n eac h rall y. An d 
because m en love fr ont court re-kills, 
you wi ll hav e to make th e e of fensive 
shot s better tha n th ose you make 
w hen you pla y women. 

Pin ch shots, genera ll y . do not work 
as well against men. Thi s is because 
pin ches com e back to cent er court. 
wh ich is whe re you'll usually f ind your 
male oppon ent. Wh at yo u must clo is 
mix your pinch es w it h passes and 
ceili ng shot s. A gain. the element of 



surprise 1s your best weapon; it will 
kee p your opponent on his toes. 

Be cau tious about assu min g a s hot 
you hit is going to be a winner . You 
will often be surpri se d be ca use your 
opponent will get to balls that you 
thought were winner s. Don 't s top un­
til the ball has boun ce d twi ce. 

Your bes t pra ctice agai ns t men will 
come in tournam ent . Don 't be afra id 
lo enter the men' s divi s ion . Roth of 
you will work mu c h harder in a tourn a­
ment si tuati on than in pr ac tice. You 
will co me away from tourn.imenls 
with a gr eat appr ecia tion as to how 
hard men play in all divis ions of all 
tourn ame nts. They play hard every 
point . which forces you Lo a lso. 

One last wo rd of caution about 
playing men - don't spend al l your 
lime playin g them . After a wh ile you 
will find it mu ch eas ier lo play aga ins t 
men than women. Thi s is beca use we 
all have a tendency to play to th e leve l 
of our opponent s. Me n play a fas ter, 
hard e r-hil l ing g.ime beca use th ey 
force the ac tion . If you ge l use d lo 
this s tyle of g.ime you will ha ve dif ­
ficulty playin g wom en . beca use you 
cannot force thi s type of ac tion . You 
will find your self s tandin g too de ep in 
the court for wom en's kill s hots. your 
pas cs will be less e ffec tive (beca use 
women play for pa ss s hots) a nd you'll 
find that you a re not go ing for pin ­
ches and kill shot s . Makin g the ad ­
ju s tm ent o f ret urnin g lo pla y ing 
women is mu ch mor e dif(i cult tha n 
going from women lo me n; so be 
care ful. 

I have a co upl e of sugges tions for 
ways lo play men tha t will mak e the 
gam e mor e exci ting . (For that mallcr, 
these sugg es tions ca n be app lied to 
any game wh ere co mp etitors arc not 
equally match ed .) Fir st, you may s tar t 
out with a J 0 , 15 or even 18-point ad­
vanlc1gc - however ma ny point s you 
need lo ma k e t he game c lo se. 
(Calculat e how many point s to tak e 
according to the usual finis hin g sco re 
of your mat ches again s t one anoth er, 
if he always beat s you.) Thi s wi ll force 
your oppon ent to play hard. If your 
partner is considera bly quick er and 
strong er than you are, you might tr y a 
game in whi ch you g ive your se lf two 
bounces . T he res ult will be long er 
rallies, which will g ive both playe rs a 
bet te r workout. In aclclit ion , you r op­
ponent will probably try for aces, 
since they wi ll be the only easy 
points - again, goo d practice for bot h 
of you . 

Experiment with a couple of these 
ideas . Th ey may be clifficul l ad ­
justment s al firs t, bu t in the long run 
your ga me wi ll benefit t remendously. 
Be pati ent and good luck! •

Of course. lh C' ver y li vely ball that has 
been in vogue ove r the p;:ist few year s 
somet imes hampN s a cont ro l pl<1yer ·s 
gam e. With such a ball . the po\\'er gmn e 
as practi ced by players l ik e l log;111, Bled­
soe and Hil e:cher often prev,1ils. 

Rec ently. howe ver. this situ ;:iti on has 
bC"cn off set somewhat as more com­
panie s arC" beginning to make racquet­
balls th at arc a bit slow er. They'r e not ;is 
slow as the balls of ;i few years ago , but 
th ey ;:ire cert;:iinl y slower than the rac­
qi H: tb;ill s th at h;ive heretofor e bl'en in 
w ide use. Con sequentl y. mor e <1ncl mor e 
pl ayc·rs are incorporating l he: con t rnl 
game into th eir garnt' plan . 

Being known as a contro l pl;:iyer 
myself. I feel tlrnt the re ar e some· def init e 
st ra tegics th;it can help you play a better 
con t ro l gamC'. For start ers . you must rid 
yo ur self of the notion that the control 
player is simpl y a guy \\'ho keeps hitting 
ceilin g balls. That' s just not tru e. 
becaus e there's a lot more to it than that. 

For one thin g. the control player h;is to 
be in excel lent ph ysical slrnpe. Bcc;iuse 
he is att em pting to con trol the tempo of 
the game and the pact· of th e b;i ll. he has 
to be moving quickl y and ;iccuratc ly to 
the ball il l all tim es. 

Th e control player is ;:ilso relyi ng on his 

cxc ell e111 excn 11ion of shots and a 
min imum of err ors. T o propC'rly ex ecute 
each shot continu ally. he 11111st be 
ph ys ic;i ll y able to mai ntain a constant 
p;icc . Oth erwi se. th e fati,l{ue factor wi ll 
set in and llC''II find him self missing shots 
that he usu;i ll y makes. /\nrl when th ,11 
happens. he is11·1 controll ing the gam e:

Unfortun ately. lh e cont ro l player docs 
have clays wh en his cont rol sty le o f p l,1y 
is "out of con t rol. " In other words. he is 
probably being ove rpow ered and can't 
set l o execute t he shots he wants. In thi s 
silu -iti on, instead of panick ing or ru shing 
his shots. t he smart cont rol player will 
simply be~i n hitti ng the ball Lo the ceil ­
ing. T his gi ves him ti me to adj ust and 
slows clow n the tempo of the game. ll 
also tends to throw off h is opponent"s 
rhy thm and t imi ng. 

T he cont ro l playe r is a di ff icult playe r 
to beat w hen he is on his game. I f you in ­
corporate some of the st ra tegies and 
shots cliscussecl here. yo u too w ill 
become mor e adept al cont ro ll ing the 
tempo of the gam e. •
