April 8, 9, 10, 1983 

Memphis State University domi­
nated the 11th Annual Intercol­
legiate Championships, winning its 
seventh consecutive title during the 
three-day event. Illinois finished 
second and Cortland State, New 
York. took a strong third in the 
combined men and women's com­
petition. 

Memphis State took first in the 
men's competition, with Memphis 
State's number two team taking 
second and Central Michigan"s 
tying with Binghampton.

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Yellen, McKay Win 
Ektelon Champion­
ship Pro Titles 
Gonzalez Wins Two Amatuer Titles 

For Mike Yellen it was 
another bright day in a brilliant 
season. For Heather McKay it 
was a chance to defend her Ekte­
lon title and win every game in 
the process. Both players cap­
tured their respective pro crowns 
at the Ektelon Racquetball 
Championships in Anaheim, 
California. 

While Yellen and Mckay were 
dominating the pro finals, Ruben 
Gonzalez, the amateur player, 
was dominating just about every­
thing else. Gonzalez had come back 
to the Ektelon Championships to 
defend his Men's Open Champion­
ship titles (1981, 1982). And, hav­
ing turned. 30 years old and thus 
qualifying in the Men's Veteran Di­
vision, he added a second title for 
good measure. 

Yellen met Rich Wagner in the final 
round in Anaheim's Sports Gallery and, 
although Wagner gave the crowd an 
entertaining afternoon, he folded under 
Yellen's determined consistency. Yellen 
defeated Wagner in four games 11-10, 
11-6, 9-11, 11-8. In the first game 
Wagner was in control until Yellen came 
back from a 7-2 deficit to capture the 
first game and easily take the second. 
Wagner came back to wind a close third 
game but Yellen regained his domi­
nance to take the fourth and final game 
and claim his first national champion­
ship. 

Wagner was dismayed at his loss 
but he had scored a major victory in a 
well-attended semifinal round against 
Marty Hogan. Wagner, who had not 
bea\en Hogan in nearly four years, re­
joiced the day before after upsetting the 
"King ol Racquetball" 11-9, 11-1, 6-
11, 6-11, 11-4. His pleasure from this 
victory even spilled over into the final 
awards ceremony where he and Ekte­
lon's Bob McTear mentioned the big 
win. At the brief mention of the Wagner­
Hogan victory, the packed house al the 
Sports Gallery exploded with applause 
for Wagner. For him it was a personal 
victory. 

To get to the finals, Yellen defeated 
Peter Britos, 11-5, 11-3, 11-8, Doug 
Cohen 11-5, 11-1, 11-(,, Gregg Peck 
6-11, 11-9, 9-11, 11-7, 11-6 and, de­
fending champion, Dave Peck 2-11, 11-
6, 11-10, 5-11, 11-10. This tourna­
ment, plus his wins in Toronto and New 
Haven, give Yellen his best season ever. 

In addition to Wagner's semifinal 
victory over Hogan he defeated Mark 
Martino 8-11, 11-9, 11-4, 11-4, and 
fourth-ranked Bret Hamett 9-11, 11-5, 
11-6, 7-11, 11-8 to move into the final • 
round. 

In the women's pro action, defend­
ing Ektelon Champion Heather McKay, 
came back to regain her title for another 
year and did just that She defeated 
Laura Martino, the fifth seeded rising 
star from Fountain Valley, California 
21-14, 21-17, 21-7 to take the women's 
pro championship. McKay did not lose 
one game throuqhout the tournament. 

Although the crowd at Anaheim's 
Sports Gallery was clearly favoring Mar­
tino, she was unable to hand.le McKay's 
serve. McKay had been working on the 
serve for the past six weeks In anticipa­
tion of the Ektelon Championships. 
"Heather played well. I had lots of op­
portunities but the major thing was how 
well Heather was serving," said Mar­
tino. 

As a lead-in to the pro finals excite­
ment a 30-year-old New Yorker quietly 
did something never before ac­
complished at The Ektelon Champion-

ships. Ruben Gonzalez, from Staten Is­
land, New York, won two national 
championships in the same day, one 
immediately following the other. "It's 
now or never,"• said Gon­
zalez. 

Originally, Gonzalez's plan was to 
win eve'rything he could possibly \vin at 
The Ektelon Racquetball Champion­
ships. That plan was altered slightly 
when he was ousted from the pro divi­
sion in the quarterfinals by Rich 
Wagner. Wagner beat Gonzalez in a 
spectacular tie-breaker 11-10, 9-11, 5-
11, 11-3, 11-8. Gonzalez, though, com­
peting in the Men's Open defeated 
Dave Blackford of Denver, Jack New­
man of Chicago and finally the 
hometown favorite Mark Martino of 
Fountain Valley, California. 

At the same time that Gonzalez was 
plowing his way through the men's 
open he was also having a field day in 
the Men's Veterans Division, There, 
Gonzalez received a bye in the first 
round. defeated Steve Chase in the sec­
ond round and, finally, Jay Schwartz in 
the finals. The toughest point for Gon­
zalez was perhaps finishing his match 
against Schwa·rtz shortly after 12:00 
noon then moving right into the next 
finals with Martino at 12:30 p.m. 

If he had survived until the finals 
ol the Men's Pro Division as well, he 
would have only had one hour to re­
coup from the Men's Open match be­
fore playing. He would need the endur­
ance of a lriathlete in order to compete 
in all three divisions. 

The only amateur event that Gon­
zalez could not enter was the Women's 
Open national finals. This year Cindy 
Baxter of Lewistown, Pennsylvania 
won this national title. She defeated 
Kippl Bishop 15-8, 14-15, 15-3 to take 
the title and the $1,000 cash prize. 

All in all, it was a tournament of 
upsets and tough competition. With the 
defeats of Adams, Peck, Hogan, Wright, 
Hilecher, and Hamett, much sooner 
than expected, the tournament offered 
several amateur players, such as Gon­
zalez, Jack Newman and Poe-Barrett, 
the opportunity to rise in the ranks and 
play in more intense matches near the 
end of the tournament 

For the fourth consecutive year, 
the professional finals of The Ektelon 
Championships were videotaped by 
ESPN for broadcast later in the sum­
mer.

The tournament was off to a 
rousing start on May 14-15 as 330 
amateur players competed at 
George McFadden's Paddle Sports 
Health Club in Ozone Park. There 
were two rounds of play each day 
with over 80 players in each round. 
The final two teams in each round 
returned for the quarter finals and 
semi-finals on May 22nd. 

The top professional players 
started play in the A Open Division 
on May 21 at Take One Paddleball 
Center in Brooklyn.

1 will admit that todays officials 
are at large inconsistent in their calls 
and some are not really that know­
ledgeable of the rules and also not 
aware of legalities and illegalities of 
certain moves. But its all we have 
to work with at this point. 

These are • the same people 
that officiate tournament after tour­
nament and an experienced player 
should know or should adjust to 
each style rather than blowing up 
and screaming obscenities at the di­
rection of an official. There is just 
no need for it. 

A classic example of players 

adjusting is the recent Wendy's 
Open Finals. 

Mike Melendez and Carmelo 
Soto vs. Bob Schwarz and Barry 
Poris. Howie Hammer officiating. 
Howie very rarely officiates and 
now here he is doing an important 
finals match with the biggest purse 
to date. 

Howie is known for not 
acknowledging many block calls. 
Mike Melendez couldn't believe 
that he wasn't getting the calls he 
requested, and blew up at Howie· 
and did not play his game at all. I 
don't think he considered his part­
ner at all, whereas Bobby and Barry 

did not like that they themselves 
didn't receive block calls but ad­
justed to Howie's style and took ad­
vantage of the situation forcing the 
ball to Mike's side of the court 
knowing there would be some erro~ 
on Mike's part because his game 
was now controlled by Howie 
Hammer and not Mike Me\endez. 

Does paddleball need better 
officials? Yes. Do the officials we 
have now need clinics and films to 
review certain situations in a game? 
Yes. 

Does paddleball need yelling 
and screaming? Yes, but only from 
the fans.
