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Instructional Article ... 

Pete tyson, University of Texas Handball Coach-Teacher, Expounds 
On Values and Importance of Serve . . . Compares to Baseball Pitching 

By PETE TYSON 

Quite often when I am conducting a handball clinic 
someone will ask, "What is the best serve in handball?" To 
which I usually reply ... "The one that works!" Now I'm 
not trying to be a wise guy (or maybe I am). The point I'm 
trying to make is that no one particular serve can be called 
the best serve. Because serving in handball is so simjJar to 
pitching in baseball , I might counter the question with a 
question, ''What is the best pitch in baseball ?" And the 
reply is usually , "Well, it depends on who you are pitching 
against. " ... which is exactly correct not only for baseball 
but also handball. Who is your opponent and what are his 
own particular strengths and weaknesses? Maybe you know 
them before the game begins and you can plan your game 
accordingly . But maybe you don't know, in which case you 
should experiment with your va.riou s serves and attempt to 
determine his weaknesses by watching the effectiveness of 
hls returns. 

What does it take to be a good server? As in pitching, 
two things - ( I) control and {2) va.riety. Naturally it 's nice 
to have good power, but power in itself is useless if jt is not 
controlled. You need a variety of serves because , as in 
pitching, one serve may work very well against a lot of 
players but others may handle it eas ily, so you must be able 
to counter with another good serve if you hope to have 
success. 

What kind of serves do we call "good serves?" Th e more 
advanced you become the more advanced your competition 
is likely to be. Although the "Ace" (the serve that 
completely eludes the receiver) is ideal, you will find it very 
difficult to serve a ball that an advanced player cannot at 
least return. So knowing that he is probably going to return 
your serve, how do you know whether or not your serve 
has been effective? If his return allows you to remain close 
to the short line to make your next shot either after the 
bounce off the floor or on the fly, your serve has 
accomplished what it should . Also, if his return gives you a 
back wall setup, your serve has been successful. What you 
manage to do with your next shot depends on your own 
skill, but at least you have gained the opportunity to win 
the volley, which means your serve was a good one. But if 
your opponent drives you into the rear court with a 
well-angled pass or a ceiling shot, your serve advantage has 
been neutralized or even worse, he may have gained control 
of the volley since he will move up to the all-important 
front court while you retreat to the rear and remember 
the player who controls the front court wiil usually win th~ 
volley. 

Although there are different types of serves, most possess 
several common factors: (I) Most of the time they should 
be di.rected toward your opponent's weak hand. (2) They 
should remain close to the side wall on their path toward 
the rea.r corner (only the Z-serve varies a little on this one). 
(3) They should be hit at such a height, angle and speed in 
order that they do not allow your opponent the oppor­
tunity for a back wall return. 

The first. factor, hit serve to opponent's weak hand, 
sounds obVJous, but perhaps it's not as obvious as it 
appears, because J believe that your opponent has more 
than one weak hand ... HE HAS THREE WEAK HANDS! 
(I think I just lost most of my readers here because they 
think I've been hit on the head by one hand ball too 
many-but give me a chance to explain what J mean by 
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Pete Tyson 

thre e weak hands)? Weak han d #I is found wh en a player 
must attempt his shot from below the waist . Weak hand #2 
is found wh en att empting a shot from between waist and 
shoulder high , and Weak hand #3 is found when att empti ng 
a shot from a shoulder high or higher position. A player can 
be very strong at one of thes e 3 po sitions and very weak at 
another. Even the very good players will usually be weaker 
at one of the 3 positions. What you the server must do is 
discover whkh of your opponent's thre e weak hands is 
indeed the weakest and then concentrate most of your 
serves to that place . 

The serve that will force your opponent to use weak 
hand #I (below the waist) is the Low Drive Pow er Serve. 
Remember to keep it low so it will bounce within about 5' 
of the short line or else it will rebound off the back wall. 
The serve that forces your opponent's return from weak 
hand #2 (between the waist and shoulders) is what I call, 
The Changeup . The angle of this serve is identical to the 
Low Drive except that it should be hit with a half-speed 
arm stroke so that the ball will contact the front wall abou t 
5' high . It must be stroked easy enough so it too will land 
close to the short line. The serve that will force you1 
opponent to use weak hand #3 (shoulder high or higher) is 
the "Lob". Anyone who has played against Paul Haber 
needs no introduction to this tantalizing serve. Most good 
players agree that the receiver should charge this serve and 
hit it on the Oy. However, if you can control the lob so the 
ball just clears the short line , it will be very diffi cult for 
your opponent to "cut if ofr' without stepping or reaching 
over the short line which is a violation (point for the 
server). 

There is a fourth basic serve, the Z or "Scotch Toss". 
This serve can be executed both with the low sidearm and 
the overhand strokes. This serve should be hit hard, and 
you will note that the ball should land on the floor about 
8-10 feet behind the short line. Because of this, it is 
considered a safer serve, and most top players will use this 
serve if their fi.rst serve was short. Unless your opponent has

Safety measures have been taken in most every sport where there is a pos 1bility 

of injury from being hi t by th ball or through physical contact. When your report­
er played baseball .. hard hats" weren't worn and some of you may remember that 
more than one major leagu e career wa s ended by a bean ball. In football , many 
college players would end up minus teeth and with a scramJ:>led no se, even before 
getting to the pro ranks. 

Barring some sort of freak fall or collision the real injury dang er in handb a ll is in 
getting hit by the ball in th e eye. And we have noted more than a few touch and go 
cases, detached retin as, hospitalization. 

There is no need for possible eye injuri es. We have availab le se veral acceptable 
eye guards. The troubl e is th at the majority of the players disdain uch useage of 
eye guards as they firmly believe they W1JI badly hinder th eir fu)l view of the play. 

The M-K Athletic Gu ard, originated 
in Seattle by th e late Andy Anderson, 
has been used extensively in that Pacifi 
Northwest area by play ers of all classifi­
cations . And, you can't tell Lou Ru sso 
of New York that this eye guard ham­
pers his "Top Eight " caliber perform ­
ances . Lou learned the hard way. After 
getting hit squarely in the eye and 
spending a week of pain and apprehen­
sion in the hospital he wisely decided to 
wear eye guards and has done so for the 
past three or four years. 

It takes some time and patience to 
get acclimated to an eye guard . I tried 
them sporadicaJly for a couple of years. 
During that time I would toss them 
aside whenever I thought it was neces­
sary to make an all out drive to over­
come an opponent. Luckily I never got 
hit in the eye although I was hjt several 
times in the near vicinity. 

Finally I decided to get used to an 
eye guard and for the last five years 
have worn them continuously. Now, 
there is absolutely no problem. They 
have become as much a part of my gear 
as gloves. J can follow the ball better 
and never have to worry one bit about 
suffering an eye injury . Actually, there 
have been at least four times that the 
ball has hlt me right on the eye protec­
tive part of the guard. Once, the ball 
struck me so hard jt bruised the area 
just around the eye and cut me sLightly 
on the side of the nose. Imagine what 
would have happened if I had not been 
wearing the eye guard? 
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Just recen tly Dr. Cecil Lloyd wrote 
me, giving results of his Deep South lh­
vitalion, and telling me how his 15• 
year-old son , Mike, was for ced out of 
the tournament after getting hit in the 
eye , "You11g Mike pulled a co upl e of 
surprises by defeatinl{ No, 3 seed in th e 
8-plus toumamenr, Eddie Munster, New 
Orleans, and No. 2 seeded Gary Mills, 
Little Rock. Tire National Juni or 
Under-15 champ was /111 111 th e eye in 
th e finals just a couple of points after 
rhe srart of rhe first game and had to 
defa ult to Wayne lee, A us tin. After 
spending a week in the hospital it is still 
nor known the ex te111 of Lloyd '.S' eye 
injury but he is anxious to resume his 
handball activities (this time wearing an 
ey(! guard)." 

Every time some player suffers a 
serious eye injury at a handbaJI center 
there is a rush to buy ~ye. guards. You 
shouldn't wait until something tragic 
happens. It is so easy to foresee calami· 
ty and take the safety route. It's like 
having seat belts available in ca rs with 
only the small percentage of drivers 
utilizing them. 

(I) It is no sign of wea~ess to wear 
eye guards. Ii IS common serise and for 
you men who have family responsibili­
ties you should realize it is your duty to 
protect your loved ones against a pos­
sibility of a cost ly hospital stay and per­
haps permanent disability. (2) Wearing 
of the eye guard will not weaken your 
court performance. Just have the pa-

tience of a few weeks to get used to the 
guards and from then on "it's home 
free". (3) Definitely you will find your­
self following the ball better, and after 
you get hit on the guud a time or two 
you will be most gratefu l for wearing 
them. 

To those of you who wear corrective 
glasses get a pair specially made for 
court play with Ughtweight plastic lens 
and the proper nug fit so that there is 
no cha nce of them falling off. 

OFF THE CUFF . . . Des Smith and I 
have a friendly co urt duel going that 
now stands at one match apiece with 
the action ta.king place at his (home 
court advantage) Milwaukee Handball 
Club in Wauwato a. My most recent trip 
there was to meet with Art Patch , he ad 
man of the Club, and the ha11dball 
committee on planning for our Third 
Annual USHA National Invitationa l 
Mast ers and Golden Masters doubles, 
Oct. 26-29 ( ee entry blank on page 6) . 
The nearby Holiday Inn will be utilized 
as th place to stay for the out -of­
town ers with huttle ervice to and from 
the Club.

'Amigo Open' Summer Singles Draws 102 Entrants 
Jon Kangas Winner of Novel Handicap 31-Pointer 

San J ose YMCA sponsored its second 
annual Summer Handicap Qui ckie 
Singles Tournament over the weekend 
of July 21-23 . The Amigo Open drew 
102 participants who competed for 1st, 
2nd, 3rd, and conso lation trophies. Jon 
Kangas of the San Jos e YMCA is th e 
1972 champion, with Henry Wempe of 
th e Watsonville YMCA taking second. 
Doug Hansen of the San Jos e YMCA 
defeated Fo rtun ato Lagapa of the Wat­
sonville YMCA for third. Bob Mark and 
Sal Espinosa, both from the San Jos e 
YMCA, played for th e colsolation 
trophy, which Mark won . 

The Amigo Open plays to the foJ. 
lowing format. All Matches are one 
game of 31 points. All players are 
handicapped according to five classifica­
tions : AA . A, 8, C, Nov ice . The handi­
caps are designed to equal ize every 
player's chance of winning , and a per­
fectly handicapped match would pro­
duce a 31-30 outcome. 

As an example, if a novice (a 57 
handicap) played the best AA player in 
the tournament (a 1 handicap), the 
spread would be 56 points (57 minus I) . 
The novic e would begin the game at +28 
and the AA player would begin at -28. 
The first player to reach 3J would win . 
rn effect, the AA player would have to 
score 59 points (-28 to +31) to win , 
while the novice would have to score 3 
points in order to win. This is roughly a 
20: I scoring ratio. In general , every 
game begins at a +, • situation deter­
mined by halvin g the difference in th e 
two play er's pofot spread. This pro­
cedur e guarantees every match a 
theroetical maximum of 61 points . 

Handicapped players find that their 
game strategy is large ly affected by 
wheth er they begin al a plus or minus 
position. The weaker player (beginning 
with plus points) has the incen live to go 
all out with a strong, shooting, offensive 
game. The stronger player (beginning 
with an equal number of minus points) 
has the incentive to be very con ­
servative and adopt a careful, ball­
control ~nd passing strategy. Since the 
better ballplayers always have to score 
most of the 61 poiJ1ts, they musl also 
ration th eir energy expenditure. The 
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flnalists in the Amigo Open, Jon Kangas 
and Henry Wempe, both played twice 
on Frid ay, twice on Saturda y , and three 
times on Sund ay . 

One of the more interesting matches 
occurred on Saturday evening when 
Mark Haskell (a I handicap) of the 
Soulh End Rowin g Club played Ahm 
McCarthy (a 57 handicap) of the San 
Jos e YMCA . McCarthy has been playing 
handball approximately 4 months and 
shows good promise. Haskell is an ac­
compli hed AA player. Th e gallery was 
packed and everyon e, lite rally , bristled 
with excitement about wheth er a novice 
could scor e th e 3 points need to win the 
game. 

McCarthy began the game with +28 
and the serve, while Haskell h.ad a -28. 
The , match ended at 31 Haskell; 29 
McCarthy. The crowd went wild. and 
McCarthy pondered for several hours 
after the match about why he could not 
sco re more than I point against Haskell. 
He concluded that he had more to learn 
and, with a chastened sense of purpose, 
set out to improve his game.

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Pat Kirby's Farewell Win . 

Popular Irishman Returns to Emerald Isle 
After Decade of Championship Pe1formance 
On and Off the Courts in Canada and U.S. 
Beats Fred Lewis in New Jersey Exhibition

Pat Kirby left New Jersey hand ballers 

with the sweet taste of J.rish Mist on 
Jun e 16, when he made what might be 
his final exhibition appearance in this 
country at the Orange YMCA. The 
37-year-old Irishman demonstrated that 
he has not Jost the strength and stamina 
to run with younger opponents as he 
defeated USHA national champion, 
Fred Lewis , 21-17, 21-18 . 

It was a great show by Kirby , who 
returned permanently to his nat ive Ire­
land at the en d of June . He outran, out­
volleyed and outgunned Lewis, 24 , 
much to the delight of the partisan New 
J ersey fans. Kirby, who has played in 
the North Jersey Handball League dur­
ing part of three seasons, was State 
singles and doub les champion in 1966 , 
and is very popular in the Garden State . 

In the first game Fred sta rt ed strong­
ly , building a 15-4 lead . However , lhe 
courts were warm and humid , despite 
the air -conditioning, and Fred tired . ll 
should be reported that Lewis flew in 
from Miami only three hours before the 
match, and air travel has been known to 
affect the play of even professional ath­
letes. 

With Lewis breathing heavily, Kirby 
began to find the range on his kill shots 
and Pat zoomed to a 21 - 17 victory. 

The second game was a reversal of the 
first. Kirby raced to big leads of 15-9 
and 19-11. How ever, he went to the vol­
ley game and the weary but game Lewis 
closed the score to 19- 17. During a vol­
ley on Pat's serve, the Iri shman twisted 
his ankle and for a moment it appeared 
as though the match was over. 

Kirby walked around the court for a 
few minutes and lhcn said he would 
continue. Lewis sco r ed his 18th poinl 
but then missed a back wall shot in the 
right corner, the pivotal point in that 
game. Realizing that hjs ankle might not 
hold up for a third game, Pa t concen­
trated on scoring and got two quick 
points to win the match. 

A plague with a plate shaped like the 
state of New Jers ey wa s given to Kirby 
in a post-match ceremony. It was in­
scribed "Pat Kirby. A champion on and 
off the handball co urt , we have always 
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enjoyed observing your outstanding 
play and exemplary sportsmanship, Pre­
sented by the N.J. Handball Players . 
1972." 

More than 50 handball buffs crowded 
into the Orange 's small gallery to wa tch 
t he match . Just enough tickets were 
so ld by Tom Ciasulti and Bill Kennedy 
to pay for the plaque and Lewis' air fare 
from Miami to Newark . Oddly enough 
thfa was the first time Kirby and Lewis 
had faced eac h other. 

Like so many handball enthusaists 
th .roughout the na tion who have watch­
ed Kirby's play over the past IO years, 
New J ersey players will miss Kirby. He 
won the 1970 World Championship in 
Ireland and has probably been the win­
ner of more weekend tournaments in 
th e past five years than any of the other 
nation ally ranked stars. 

The USHA singles crown has always 
eluded him. In fact, most observers can­
not understand why Kirby never ad­
vanced beyond the quarter finals of this 
most prestigious handball tournament in 
the world. Pat must have often asked 
himself what has happened to his game 
at the nationals, too. 

1-lopefully , Kirby can be persuaded to 
visit this cou ntry at leas t once a year to 
play i.n the national tournament. If we 
are no t fortunate enough to witness his 
play agai n in this country, Pat will prob ­
ab ly always be remembered as having 
the dubious distinction of beirig the 
greatest player never to have won a 
USHA national tournament . It would be 
a shame for Pat to leave this mark in the 
USHA record book. 

Kirby is leaving New York because he 
feels the move is best for his fa mily. He 
wants a healthy home life for his chil­
dren and he is unwilling to relocate in 
some other area because he does not 
foresee job security in another city. 

In Shannon Ireland, Pat owns some 
land, on which he hopes to construct 
hom es. Thi s will be his primary occupa­
lion. 

Those who know Pat, certainly wish 
him all the luck and success he so richly 
deserves to live a happy and long life.

First, was Pat 
Kirby's decision to return to Ireland. Pat is a fine gentleman, a great player, and a 
tremendous asset both to the local area and national competitions. Pat participated 
in various Metro functions, league play in both New York and New Jersey, and was 
al\l~ays available for exhibitions to forward the cause of the game. We will all miss 
seeing and playing with Pat Kirby. 

Then, Artie Reyer tore the Achilles tendon in his strong leg. Everyone knows of 
Artie's achievements on the court desp i te being handicapped with a weakened leg 
because of osteomyli~tic. Artie has won four national one wall championships and 
was getting ready to play in the national Summer one wall tournament when the 
unfortunate tear happened. Reyer will be laid up with a cast on his Jeg for at least 
12 weeks. I know J speak for all of the · 
handbaUers who know Artie in wishing 
him a speedy recovery and a resumption 
of his fine career as fas! as possible. 

In rehashing the third New York A.C . 
Invitational last May we had some great 
play, entailing more than a few upsets. 
Lou Russo won his first major four-wall 
singles, going through the field without 
losing a game, peating three of the best 
players of today. He partially avenged 
that Seattle national loss to 'Fred Lewis 
by beating the curr .ent national champ 
in the quarters. Lou then beat six-time 
nat ional USHA winner Jim Jacobs , and 
in the finals topped Pat Kirby, who had 
held a Jong-standing supremacy over 
Russo. 

Lou and Pat th.rilled a capacity crowd 
with the final round match , coupling 
great play with fine sportsmansnip. 

Another fine display of great hand­
ball was Steve Lott's upset win over Ray 
Neveau. Down in the thiid game 17-6, 
Steve, fighting hard and never saying 
"Uncle", pulled it out, 21-1 9. 

In the doubles, Ken Fusselman and 
Al Drews, playing in their first tourna­
ment since winning at Seattle, were 
gjven a shock by two players better 
known for their one-wall talents - {)r. 
Joel Wisotsky and Howie Eisenberg. 
This team is one of the toughest to beat 
in front court, are very aggressive. Al 
and Ken brought the ball down too 
much and tried beating their opponents 
at their own game, low and hard. The 
semi-final match between Wisotsky­
Eisenberg and Harry Hyde-Fred 
Munsch of the host club was probably 
the most exciting match of the doubles 
tourney, This three-gamer lasted close 
to three hours. Both teams played hard 
hitting, with good shooting and serving, 
the typical New York style. ln my opin-
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ion the difference was the better stami­
na of Hyde-Munsch, and the steadiness 
and fine choice of shots by court-wise 
veteran Hyde. In the other bracke t 
Richie Greenwald and your reporter had 
a comparitively easy time. We beat Car! 
and Ruby Opert in the semis. We really 
got hot and the Oberts never seemed 
ab le to get untracked. 

In the finals we were not to be denied 
and beat out Fred and Harry in a tough 
shoot-out in three games . 

The Masters doubles, with an ex­
tremely strong field, was won by the 
reigning national YMCA titlists, George 
Maier and Jim Fitzpatrick. They beat a 
fine 50-age-plus team of Lou Russo Sr. 
and George Feinstein from the Castle 
Hill Club in the semis, and then had a 
replay of the Y nationals, beating Tom 
Ciasulli arid Joe Danilczyk (last year's 
invitational winners). In reaching the 
finals Tom and Joe got by Lou Kram­
berg and Max Lasskow in another of the 
three-game match pattern. Jt is a shame 
that Ken Schnei~er and Phil Elbert did 
not make it in for this tournament as 1 
am sure there was some real fine compe­
tit ion. 

The Castle Hill Handball Club, with 
the cooperation of General Manager 
Dan O'SuUivan and Athletic Director 
Ken Rabinowitz, has staged some out­
standing events at the Club this Sum­
mer. We had a match between the Irish­
American Handball Association and the 
Castle Hill Club. We won that match, 5 
to 2 . The CHC supplied refreshments 
for all participants and many of the 
fans. Corning up is a tourney with the 
Club supplying equipment and court 
time - included already have been a 
31-26 win by Katzen over Russo - Kat­
zen over Greenwald, 31•28 - Greenwald 

over Lott, 31-25. Russo later beat Kat­
zen and Greenwald. At the lower end of 
the ladder there has been some equally 
well-fought matches - young Art Die­
mar has shown the most improvement 
by moving up over Ken Smolack (alas, 
that's me!), Jerry Yee, Mike Meltzer, 
and then almost pulling an upset when 
he played Ph.ii Wolfarth, losing 31-29. 

Many people who read my April issue 
article on the Club misunderstood ·my 
meaning. I have nothing against the 
Club except that the courts are in need 
of repair. The players developed 
through the years at Castle Hill reads 
like a who's who of handbaU. Joe Samp­
son and Sam Haber first played together 
there. Sam's son, Paul, hit his first hand­
ball as a sub-teenager - Ken Schneider 
won his first title, representing the Club 
- in later years three youngsters took 
up the game and have since reached the 
heights - Marty Decatur , Lou Russo, 
and Fred Lewis - others in both juruor 
and senior ranks who have shown well 
in local and regional play and whose ca­
reers were starled and nurtured at CHC 
- Lou Lubin (won USHA Masters 
doubles with Sam Haber in 1958);Jack 
Weitz , Harry Handler, Al Schwartz, Lou 
Russo Sr ., George Maier, Bill Gluck, 
George Feinstein, Steve Lott, Marty 
Katzen, Joel Wisolsky, Richie Green­
wald, Ken Ginty, Straus twins, (even 
myself). 

With the formation of the Castle l:lill 
Handball Club in 197 I and added activi­
ty we are now thriving and laden with 
good talent. We "modestly" assert that 
we can beat any other similar club in 
the nation and are open to the cha!• 
lenge. 

Our latest triumph was in the Sum­
mer national one-wall with Decatur and 
Katzen, two of the best sportsmen to 
ever play the game, winnfog the dou­
bles. It's hard to believe that these two 

33-ycar-olds played together 18 years 
ago. At that time they were the top 
team at the Club and played some fine 
exhlbitions with the Oberts. Katzen for­
sook the game for ten years while 
achieving a PhD. in math. I remember 
these two cpaching and playing with us 
youngsters at the Club over the years, 
and it amazes us that this is their first 
win together . 
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Handball Prominent in Literary Works of James Joyce 

Irish Renaissance Emphasized Values of Handball as Sport

Here is the article on James Joyce 
and handball I wrote to you about over 
a year ago. Strained lendons i.n my 
shoulder finally got me off the handball 
court and behind lhe typewriler. 

Handball as a Uterary symbol? Sure enough! James 
Joyce, one of the giants of literature and, appropriately, an 
Irishman, uses handball symbolically in his classic novel, A 
Portrait of the A rtisr as a Young Man. Joyce's l re land was 
th~ Ireland of the Irish Renaissance, a period during which 
Irishmen, lo instill pride in their own cultural heritage, 
revived and emphasized things lnsh : language, literature , 
customs , and even sports . Two "Irish" sports deemed 
especially fitting for young nationalists of the time were 
hurley and handball. 

A Portrait of the Artist as a Young Man examines the 
struggle of a young man growing up during the Irish 
Renaissance, Stephen Dedalus, lo escape influences which 
threaten to stifle his developing literary genius. The most 
powerful influences arc his family, th e Irish Catholic 
Church and the intense Irish Nationalism of the time . 
Because handball is generally regarded as an "Irish' ' game, 
Joyc e uses it as a symbol to suggest the relationship of 
Stephen's developing personal beliefs and the nationalist 
movement. 

Thus Stephen's behavior as his classmates play handball 
is sharply contrasted with that of the young Irish nationa­
list, Davin. Davin is so "intent upon the game" that he 
doesn't pay any attention to the angry discussion of the 
three students which has gone behind him . Davin's devoted 
interest in the game is further indicated by the fact as 
Stephen and his two companions approached the handball 
alley, they heard the smack of the ball and "Davin's voice 
crying out excitedly at each stroke.'' Joyce, by so carefully 
joining the specific nationalist, Davin, with llandball is 
emphasizing its link with the Nationalist movement. It is 
becoming, then, a symbol for the whole movement. 

Appropriately, it is against the background of a handball 
game that Stephen and Davin discuss the issue of nationa­
lism. Davin, natural1y. holds that one's first duty is to his 
country and tries to persuade Stephen "to be one of us. '' 
"In your heart you are an Irishman .. . " he tells Stephen. 
Stephen flatly rejects nationalism as a trap that his soul 
must evade and saddens Davin by referring to Ireland as 
"The sow that ears her own farrow . ., an allusion to the 
country's history of destroying men such as Cha .rles Stewart 
Parnell and Wolf Tone, men who later prove to have been 
among Ireland's greatest heroes . Davin shakes bis head sadly 
as he walks away from Stephen, "But in a moment his 
sadness left him and he was hotly disputing with Cranly and 
the two players who had finished th e game." Davin, Cranly, 
and the two handball players they were watching, then 
begin a game of doubles. Handball, just as it does for most 
of us, makes Davin quickly forget his unhappiness of the 
moment before. 

As Cranly serves to begin the doubles match, he exclaims 
in answer to the thud of the ball against the wall, "Your 
soul!" Apparently this is Cranly's Joking comment upon the 
debate between Stephen and Davin he has just overheard. 
While Stephen regard nationalism as a trap for his soul, 
Cranly seems to be implying that Davin's very soul is 
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contained in the thud of a handball against the wall. This is 
how intricately his existence is entwined with nationalism 
and , consequently, with handball. Handball is, in a way, 
truly Davin's soul. As Davin goes his way , into the handball 
game , Stephen goes his. As the score mounts , Stephen 
suggests he and Lynch leave , and they do . Putting the 
handball alley behind them , they begin their famous 
discussion of aesthetics. The symbolism is obvious; 
Stephen , in clear contrast to Davin has rejected the 
nationalistic fervor of his classmates, as represented by the 
handball game , in favor of pursuit of the beauti ful. He has 
chosen art over country . 

Most of us would have played handball with Davin 
whether we were Irish nationalists or not . And if we 
discussed aesthetics with a handball game going on, it 
would probably be the aesthetics of the game . But we 
mustn't be too harsh on Stephen's choice. Joyce made him 
do it for symbolic reasons. Most critics view A Portrait as 
autobiographical ; Stephen Dedalus actually represents 
James Joyce. fl is thus very interesting and very revealing to 
compare the first draft's use of handball with the final draft 
of the novel as it is in A Portrait. For in the first draft, 
published after Joyce's death as Stephen Hero, the attitude 
of Stephen Dedalus toward handball is quite different. 
Stephen Hero is primarily naturalistic rather than symbolic , 
and consequently Stephen's attitude toward handball here 
may be a more accurate reflection of Joyc e's att itude than 
we find in A Portrait. At any rate, most handball players 
will probably agree that Stephen ' s attitude in the early 
manuscript is more realistic than in the final novel. 

In this earlier manuscript Stephen actually plays hand­
ball. Only when he decided to make the game a literary 
symbol was Joyce required to keep Stephen aloof from the 
game. Stephen's friend <:;ranly pulls him from a heated 
intellectual debate with the words "Nos ad manum ballum 
jocabimus" (Let's go play handball). It is noteworthy that 
the handbaJI game terminates the inteJlectuaJ "game," 
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especially since Joyce onc e said that he intended Stephen 
Her o lo be about the "growth of his own mind." This is an 
indication of the naturalism of the first draft, for in it 
Stephen acts like any normal handball player: the chance to 
get on the court easily lures him from the business at hand. 

In the game itself Cranly spots Stephen 7 points and 
beats him 20-17. Joyce allows Stephen an excuse, that 
Stephen "had not had much practice." (EXCUSE! Does 
that so und familiar? I don't know about the rest of the 
country, but judging from Monk and the rest of the super 
handball players in Terre Haute , th.is is another indication 
of the realism of the first draft!) Stephen also loses the 
seco nd game, and Joyc e allows his fictional counterpart to 
evaluate his opponent : "Cranly was a strong, accurate 
player, but Stephen thought too heavy of foot to be a 
brilliant one .. , Ah, the grudging praise that losers always 
seem lo give! Sounds natural, do esn't it? 

A third game is begun , but Cranly puts the ball over the 
side wall and into Lord lveagh's garden, so the reader never 
learn who won the game. In fact, the reader doesn't even 
learn whether or not Cranly talks the gardener into 
throwing the ball back ; but his gallant attempt as he climbs 
th e wall, holds on the net atop it, and frantically tries to get 
th e gard ener's attention , is certainly a clear indication l'hal 
Joyc e was familar wilh the nature of the true handball 
player . He knew the enthusiasm that tries lo keep a game 
going no matter what. Like the rest of us, Cranly obviously 
wants to hang on to the cour t as long as he ca n. 

In Stephen Hero. Madden (h becomes Davin in A 
Portrait) watches the game and seems to be more excited 
than the players themselves . But Joyce's attitude toward 
handball is more realistic . It isn't the exclusive province of 
the nationa list. Stephen Dedalus may be in the process of 
rejecting nationalism in favor of art just as he does in the 
final version of the novel , but he certainly doesn't reject 
handball in this one. For the handball lover, the handball­
as-symbol approach of A Portrait is probably much less 
satisfying than the realistic approach of Stephen Hero. 

In Hero St ephen doesn't insult the nationalistic attitude 
as he does to Davin in A Portrait. As a matter of fact, when 
Father Healy attacks Stephen's non-nationalistic literary 
attitude, Stephen is too polite to argue . In fact, changing 

the subject Stephen begins to tell Father Healy about the 
handball alley at college and the handball tournament. 
What a difference from the final draft of the novel! Here 
Joyce clearly doesn't have Stephen reject handball in order 
to symbolize his rejection of the supernabonalistic attitude. 
In fact, Stephen is clearly switching a discussion to handball 
himself. 1nteresting, too, is the fact that Father Healy 
expresses the opinion that Stephen must be a good handball 
player - he has the build for it. While Stephen humbly 
denies it, Joyce has him smile at "this cleve r detection of 
his m erits as a handball player." Stephen apparently h.as a 
high opinion of his own handball talents. Assuming this 
first is closer to the facts of Joyce's life, we may assume 
that he was a fairly decent handball player. 

Those who love both literature and handball might enjoy 
playing around with the handball allusions in Joyce. In 
Ulysses, for example, Leopold Bloom confides to Stephen 
Dedalus that his dream house would have both a tennis 
court and a "fives., court on the grounds. So even the 
comic Leopold Bloom is a handball man. It's possible that 
handball functions symbolically again in Uly,sses. The 
protagonist of Stephen's version of the ballad Liule Haffy 
Hughes may be playing handball. If so, it probably 
symbolically reinforces the racial-national conflict that 
Bloom encounters throughout the novel. Handball does a 
Little more service in A Portrait, too. Cranly jokingly offers 
a handball as a peace offering dur ing the hot debate over 
Czar Alexander. When he says "Pax super totum sangui­
narium globum" (peace over the whole bloody globe), and 
holds up a handball, his intention is clearly humorous. 
However, head handball fanatic Mr. Kendler would no 
doubt find th.is scene both symbolic and serious: handball 
could be the world's salvation. 

The interpretation of Joyce's handbaU sequences is 
prob ably only important to Joyce fanatics; anyone can 
interpret them to his own satisfaction. What's important to 
the handball fan is that handball is there. Our game is 
embedded in the works of an enduring literary giant;it will be 
preserved and it will be there for future generations to 
encounter as long as the great literary works of the world 
are read and studied.

My left foot was turned in at the ankle so that my big roe 
was pointing at the ankle of my right foot." 

Of co4rse, Gracey no longer has that problem. It was 
corrected · during an operation at Spokane 's Shriners Hospi ­
tal when Garry was a year and a half old. 

Corrected may be misleading, though. The operation 
straightened his foot. 

Garry cqrrected his disability, 
Actually, club foot is a misleading term . The deformed 

limb is muscularly underdeveloped from the knee down , 
even after surgery. 

To strengthen hjs withered left calf Garry began weight­
lifting at the New Westminster YMCA when he was 12. Five 
years later, a keen-eyed observer who was looking for a 
difference might notice that one leg was right and one was 
left. 

But weightlifting was far from Garry's first fling at ath­
letics. It all started at age six, when an American doctor 
told him right to his face that he could never expect to play 
sports . 

After bike riding, skatin g, baseball , some scrub football 
(tackle of course) and a shot at lacrosse that earned him an 
invitation from the junior New Westminster Salmonbellies, 
Garry Gracey stumbled upon handball . 

Three months later, Garry won a ' ' D" class tournament 
by beating a man in the final who'd been playing JO years. 

Garry got serious after that. Each Sunday he would drive 
Co Bellingham, Wash., where - by invitation - he would 
play former Canadi an open champ Dan Callahan . 

Callahan would work almost exclusively on Garry's left 
hand. 

Garry needed his left hand Friday during the quarter­
finals of the B.C. open men's singles at the Vancouver 
YMCA. 

He virtually las! the use of his right hand when he re-in­
jured ·a bone bruise on his index finger. He also lost the 
game to Bill Adams. 

Oh well, Garry still has dreams of playing pro handball if,

and when , it ever materi alizes.

a exceptionully powerful off hand, this serve can be very 
effective. Remember the proper angle in order to keep it 
from rebounding off the back wall. One mistake some 
players make when hilling the Z serve is the position they 
take after the serve. Too often the server will move out to 
the exact middle of the court. Now this center court 
positon is considered ideal most of the time, but the beauty 
of the Z serve is that you can force your opponent to hit 
the ball wilh his weak hand into your strong hand area if 
you will assume the proger position. This proper position is 
just behind the short lirie and on a straight line between 
where the receiver is going to contact the ball and the left 
front corner, thus blocking that vulnerable alley down the 
left side wall. Of course, if the server is left handed, he 
would be bet ween the ball and the right front corner. 

Do you ever serve to a player's strong hand? If nothing 
else works, try anything! Some players have developed a 
very deceptive move when serving their Jo.w drive serve and 
have good ucccss with ar occassional surprise shot directed 
down the strong hand wall. 

There is much more lo the art of successful serving such 
as changing the speed of various serves. I suggest tpat you 
read Jimmy Jacobs fine article en titled, "Jacobs Advises; 
I - Change Speed of S~rve ... 2 - Don't Overswing ... 
3 - When to Concede Point". Other good articles on the 
serve ar Vic I-lershkowjtz's, "Serve , Most Important Shot 
in Handball" and Ken Schneider's, "Position Paramounl 
- Control Down the Walls - Serve is like Pitching in 
Baseball - Shoot Side Armed.'' All 3 of these articles 
appeared in earlier issues of AC· and they also can be 
found in the USHA 's Championship Handball plus Official 
Handball Rules . 

Then , there an:: the hook serves. , . but that's another 
article.

Senior Format? ? ? 

Dear Area Commissioners: 
In Seattle our new national comm1ss1oner, Ken Sch­

neider, appointed me National Chairman of "Senior Tour · 
naments." "Senior Tournaments" refers to all tournaments 
beyond "Open Tournaments" and "Masters Tournaments . ' 

I have organized a steering committee composed of 
experienced dedicated players from five organizations in 
Los Angeles and have communicated committee recom • 
mendations for tournament regulations and rule modifica · 
tions to Ken, which have either been approved or referred 
back to me for final decisions. 

The results are as follows: 
There shall be three "Senior Doubles" classifications 
in the National Tournament. Trophies will be awarded 
for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners . 
( 1) "Golden Masters" 

One player shall be 50 years old and one 55 years 
old. 
(Note change from previous rule .) 
A 32 team bracket tournament under "Official 
USHA rules." 

(2) "Senior Masters" One player shall be 60 years old 
and one 65 years old . 
A 8 team bracket under "amended rules." 

(3) "Diamond Masters" 
One player shall be 70 years old and one 75 years 
old. 
A 4 team bracket under "amended rules." 

Comment: The 5-year ditterence in ages of team 
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members in Golden," "Senior" and "Diamond" 
classifications is consistent with the 40 -45 year rule 
of the "Masters" tournament. 

"Amended Rules" 
Official USHA rules shall apply except the 
following: 
Rule 4 .2 . Right court player sha ll serve first to left 

court opponent then alternate serves to his op­
ponents unt il a hand-out occurs. Ther eafter , both 
players on each side shall serve alternately to 
their opponents always beginn ing With right 
court player serving to left court opponent . A 
serve which does not comply with this rule shall 
be called a "fault ." 

Rule 4 .12b. Each side may request as many "time 
outs" for as long a time as reasonab ly required. 

Rule 4.12d. A 10-minute rest period is allowed 
between games at which time players may leave 
the court. 

The for eshorten ed bracket s in "Senio r" and "Diamond" 
tournaments are dicta te d by logistics and hea lth con ­
siderat ions. 

The teams in the above c lassif icat ions eligible to play in 
the Nat ionals shall be determ ined by "Invitat ional Tourna ­
ments" in each area and between champions of areas. 
Therefore, it behooves each area cha irman to organize 
"Invitational Tournaments" and "Eliminat ion Matches" in 
his area and region, keeping in mind the limited number of 
entrees and the week of March 3, 1973, in Aust in .

Yol!r proposals of a change in age bracketing in the 
Golden Masters and the addition of a "Senior Masters" 
would have to be taken up in convent ion meeting and 
recommended for approval by our Board of Directors per 
our by-laws. The vario us area and district commissioners 
can app rove it also and give a group type recommendation 
to the convention, but they, too, cannot be empowered to 
make th is change and addition. 

Our third National Invitational Masters and Golden 
Masters doubles · will be held at the ·Milwaukee Handball 
Club, Oct. 26-29. The first two were held at the JCC in 
Birmingham. Last Oct., in our best turnout, we had 13 
teams in the Masters doub!es and 13 tectms in the Golden 
Masters doubles. We cannot "water dpwn" the entry by 
putting ari ayer 50- and ov~r 55 on the Golden Masters, and 
then adding a "Senior Masters" and have any kind of an 
entry. Not right now. At the open national championships 
we can, of course, offer a Senior Masters and a Diamond 
Masters. 

Again, in reference to rule changes ... Perhaps in the 
Senior Masters and Diamond Masters the players would 
agree to the alternate serves, along with additional time 
outs and rest periods of 10-minutes between all games ... 
BUT we cannot make this change in the Golden Masters 
unless approved by the convention and passed by the Board 
or Directors. 

Under eligibility to play in the open nationals. We do not 
have qualifying play in open singles and open doubles, so 
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why should we limit number of entries in the Masters, 
Golden Masters, Senior and Diamond brackets? There is 
limit enough when you try and get entries for SeniQr and 
Diamond.

His experience in phy sical conditioning and his avid interest 
in handball tamp him as an invaluab le aide to our 
Associatio n . 

ft is never to late - age wise - lo start an intelligent 
program of phy sical fitness , John 1-lills, olumbus, to ld the 

lub at the YMCA . 
II ills, who ha been involved in physical fitness actiyities 

most of his life, joined the local YMCA. He will develop a 
program with emph asis on physi cal fitness . 

A graduate of Ohio Sta te University, Hills was physical 
directo r of the Columbus Athletic Club for many years 
befo re going to ew York City where he was employed by 
NBC television . 

For the past I 2 years he has been working with movie 
and TV stars in the New York area. He conducted physical 
fitness shows on TV. Hills told of his ex periences with such 
personalities as Allan Funt, Barbara Str eisa nd and Jack 
Dempsey. 

To support his statement that age is no factor in physical 
fitness, Hills talked abo ut a program he ran in the Brorix 
with a group of Golden Agers which received nationwide 
pyblicity in the Retired Teachers' Association monthly 
mag:i:z.ine.

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Instructional Article 
Schneider Advises Youngsters to Stay 
With Fast Tempo, Work On Shots, 
Temper Power With the All-Important 
Control 

Editor's Note: With Bob Davidson 's theories on "Point 
of Contact," hard hitting for the youngsters, and fast tern• 
po. we thought it apropos to get the opinions of NationaJ 
Commi ion Ken Schneider on the overall subject. 

* * * 
We discussed first the rine crop of youngsters that have 

com along , in parti ular the group that plays in our Na­
tional Junior and National lntercoU egiates. We asked Ken 
abo ut th e youth picture an d in particular pointed out the 
success of th e ha rd-hitting New Yo rk City players. 

Schneider wa "broug ht up" on the Castle Hill Beach 
Club courts in the Bronx. 

[n those days, Ken, wa s th ere anyone around who guided 
the youngster ? 

- There were a lot of fellows around who were very 
i11str11me11tal in improving the play of th e kids. These were 
men who had 15 to 20 years of handball and whenever they 
co uld they would get into the courts and play with us. 
Fellows like Joe Sampson, Harry Handler, Jack Weitz, Herb 
Silver, and George Dav is, who was in charge of the athletic 
department. 

You have se n some of these current New York boys 
uch as Fred ewis, the Yee brothers , and Steve Lott, and 

they a ll eem to have one thing in common. They will 
hoot "at the drop of a hat," from any angle on the court, 

and they're·aJways playing at a fast tempo. 
- When a yo ungst er starts playing he has plenty of desire 

and he '.r tro11g. It s to his ad11an1age to hit Lhe ball as hard 
as he possibly can and to play as hard as he possibly can 
b cause the one thing they shouldn't have to worry about is 
sra111i11a - go all out at all tim es. 

Wha t i your int erpretation of this " Po int of Contact" 
th eor y? 

- l\lhot do yOLl refe r to when you say "Point of Contact, 
Mort ?" 

I under ta nd this i to be a po it ion where you can step. 
into the ball, get low and meet the ball away and at t he 
center of the body. Where do you say your point of con tact 
is - do you bring it to a certa in po int of your body wh ere 
you're going to meet the ball? 

- r think the point of con to ct depends upon the manner 
in which the player strokes the ball. The point of co11tac1, 
as I see ii, wo11ld then be to develop a stroke that will be 
most comfo rtabl e to th e Individual player. Sin ce most of 
th ese yo ungst ers hav e played baseba ll before starting hand ­
ball the idea is to develop a stroke in hand ball which is 
comparable lo the mann er in which th ey throw a baseball 
or football - to be behind the ball whenever you possibly 
can and step into it, getting everything Into it - not only 
your hand but also your wrist, arm, shoulder and body into 
the stroke. This gives power, and direction. the best ex­
ample I could give would be a pitcher throwing a baseball. 
Notice how he steps back, then moves forward, basically 
toward the plate - direction and power. 

Along with power - there's the difforence in the game of 
handbalJ of getting down low and lev~ling the wing so that 
the ball will go into the front wall , or side wall, front wull 
on a low t,ajectory. Most of the pitchers wiU throw over­
hand or three-quarter, a very rare one throws submarine. 
The correlation of getting down low then would appear 
unique only in handball. 

- Well. again if you will only piclltre the manner in 
which the pitcher throws the ball . 1/is idea is to get the ball 
011 the outer perimeter of the strike zone - from the arm 
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Spans Three Decades 
USHA National Commissioner Ken Schneider's 

tournament career covers more than 30 years of 
top notch performances. Ken was still in his teens 
when he represented New York's Castle Hill Club 
and won a national junior singles in New Orleans. Io 
1950 he won the national singles . Just over the 50-age 
mark now , Ken stays in the Masters doubles, and 
teamed with PhiJ Elbert to rack up both the USHA 
invitational national M-doubles and the big one al 
Seal tie . 

pit s to the knees, inside or out. I readily admit he doesn't 
have to get dow11 as low. In handball the lower the player 
gets for his shot the less chance there is for a mistake -
floorin g the ba/1, reducing the angle of play. But, in the 
normal ,,alley, the pass shot, ce iling shot, or around the 
walls, ii isn '/ necessa ry to gel low and th erefo re the angle 
isn 't important. dir ec tion is most important. Power is im ­
portant. Therefore, in the standup position the power and 
direction is mor e important than getting low. The only time 
you consider getting low for a shot - bending low - is 
when you are goi ng for the kill shot, red11ci11g the angle of 
error. 

On the te mp o of the game. Davidson contends that too 
many of the beginners are trying lo be "cute," using 
changeup shots, thus setting themselves up to be "destroy­
ed'' by more knowledgeable players. He wants his "boys" 
to keep moving quickly at all times and to nit the baU hard 
at a ll limes. 

- 1 think this is very tru e for the beginner. But, once the 
game has been mastered to any extent in order to play good 
co111petilio11, unless the playe r ca11 present an all-arou11d 
game that lncludel th e volley, slowing down the game, 
11si11g of mental ability to a greater extent - I do11 't think it 
is possible to crack through any top players. But for the 
begi1111er I agree wholeheartedly with Davidson - theres 110 
doubt about it . The idea is to play as fierce and as hard as 
possibl e. Ille do11 't want th e youngster to become lackadai ­
sical in his play. But. later ii is most essential to get the 
all-around game. I have seen chis so often. A player who ca11 
really pound th e ball and kill wit It both hands, gets against 
an older player who will volley him to death and slow him 
down to a point of frustration and then the errors come. So 
against the top notchers it is necessa ry to slow down the 
action on occasion and play a deadier game than the pound­
ing game. The intense desire that accompanies all out effort 
is good for the youngster and enables him to overcome 
''fear" from the aspect of competilive i11e.--cperie11ce - or. it 
might be be11er to Ilse the term "tenseness." This fast tem· 
po and hard hitting will overcome tenseness. 

The youngsters should work on the off ha11d in everyday 
sessions when the rouma111e11t prize is not a stake, for the 
11a111e of the game is "victory,'' The player ca11 serve with 
his offhand, and try 11ario11s defensive am/ some offensive 
shots - he sho11/d go into the court by himself and practice 
these things often and I ,·011 't emphasize enough the impor t· 
011cc and values of the fly shots with both hands. 

There's a lot of things you ca11 do i11 a handball court by 
yourself. Y 011 ca11 work on the "feat lier touch" ceiling shot , 
the offhand fist "bolo" ceiling shot, coming widerhanded. 
a11d you can pluy left against your right. J ca11 also suggest 
ivhe11 you 're not pluyinrt in the payoff competl tiort you try 
and use your head more - think, ,,011 ce11tratc and have a11 
idea of what you want to clo - a,,<1 why. Try to dirt:ct the 
ball rather than just hit it. Try to dei,elop pin accuracy. 
Control will overcome harder hitting every day in the week.

Instructional Article 
Handball requires exceptional co-ordination of both 

hands , eyes, and footwork. To play topnotch handball 
requires excellent physical condition. 

Handball properly played will provide a great deal of 
personal enjoyment and put one in good physical condition 
if played three limes a week minimum. It is a game that 
provides the opportunity for good sportsmanship, develop­
ment of lasting friendships. It's carry-over value cannot be 
over-emphasized. There are many players in the 50. 70 age 
bracket still playing capably. 

For tournament play , a pJayer must be in condition to 
play at hjs best every day . This requires th e ability to 
maintain top performance for a two hour match day after 
day. 

Handball is a game of exac tin g science which requires 
continuing strategy, per severe nce, staying power, proper 
stance, and body position. Equally important is knowledge 
of the proper stances and com t positions for singles and 
doubles. 

The greatest fault s that 95% of all p layers make are listed 
below: 
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I. Improper foot stance. 
2. Improper body position . 
3. Taking eye off of baJJ. 
4. Giving up on shots. 
5. No development of weakness - corrections. 
6. Playing a stereotype game rather than changing 

pace. 
7. Not forcing <;>PPOncnl out of key positions. 
8. Not developing game plan that forces opponent to 

make mistakes. 
9. Failure to read opponent's returns which would 

give you an added advantage. 
JO. Failure to keep opponent o.n ru.n 
J J. Nol playing the ball at the prope~ place.

Playing hints to improve your game : (Should become 
second nature to you eventually.) 

I. Keep away from co rners - you ti e yourself in 
knots. 
2. Don't cro wd the side wall - slay a good arm' 
length away unless you are playing a paralle l shot that 
js hugging the wall. 
3. Never play without a good warmup, preferably five 
minutes minimum. 
4. Soak your arms from your elbows down with very 
warm to hot water. (Helps prevent bone bruises and 
conditions your hands .) 
5. Use your arms bent and as a shield to protect your 
eyes. 
6. Do not wear any rings on your fingers while 
playing. 

In th e instructional classes, all pla9ers will be given 
individu al instructions with the following thoughts in mind; 
to improve your game, to teach you lo play better, to 
increase your enjoyment of the game of handbaU, lo 
provide you with increased physical development, to get a 
good enthusiastic handball club organ ized and to provide a 
group of players who will take a real interest in teaching 
beginners as well as lower classification players. 

There are many other aspects of handball that will be 
co vered during the spring instructional classes and later in 
September. 

I am always available to answer any questions you may 
have concerning problems you are experiencing in the 
handball courts.

Instructional Article 

Stuffy Singer's 3 C's OF Handball 
Mosl everybody, when tea ching or being taught the game 

of ha ndbaU , tends to emphas ize the physical aspect , and 
rightly so, since execution of the var ious shots is the most 
important sing.le p:irt of the ol' baU game. 

Anybody will tell you that, "lies got a grear fe/1, thal 's 
why he wins ," or, "He wasn 'r in shape, that's why he losr," 
a nd then there's that world r nowned tatement, "You 
go/fa shoot more" - Bob Davidson . 

Well , these are all well and good, but we all have differ ­
ent physical abilities. Some are strong, others not so strong. 
Some ca n hit Lhe ball well with th eir off han ds, others can 
not. Most can bend over, but some can't. The reason J bring 
Lhi up is b cause, in my opinion , the se varying physical 
abi lities make it almost impo ssible to set down anything 
but g neralilies with regard to the physical portion of the 
game. After the generalities a rc learned you must set out 
on your own to find out what type of game suits you best. 

What I'd like Lo try and bring out in this arti le are three 
of the numerous intangible items, which when everything 
els i equal , will make the differen e between winning and 
losing, and 1t doesn't matter wh ethe r you're a national 
ca lib e r ball player, or a cla double z in your own club. 
The intangibles make the llifference . 

J like to all these three intangibles THE THREE C's OF 
HANDBALL. 

CONCENTRATION : You must hav heard this word 
used at I ast a thou and times , every time you have walked 
into a court. U uall y , however, it's used in the sentence, 
)' 0 11 11111s t co11ce11trar e 011 the ball." If by chance you don t 
rea lize the full importance of this statement I suggest you 
look at ome old ACE magazines acd notice how the ball 
players who win the totun.iments seem Lo almost swallow 
the ball with their eyes. Someone one asked Pual Haber 
exactly when h watched the ball . The unbelieving reply 
was , " / eve n watch it dur ing tim e ours, "There's got lo be a 
rea on . 1-[owever, I want to clue you in on something, it's 
just not aU there is to it. 

By conce ntr atio n I don ' t Just mean watch the ball. I 
mean concentrate on whether to play offense or defense on 
a par t icular hot. I mean concentrate on g lting into posi­
tion early enough so as not to be forced to hit the ball 
while you are on the ru n. Cone ntrale on hitting the ball, at

all times, to an area which is predicated not on where the 
ball is, but where your opponent is. In other words, try and 
have some basis of thought, some reason for doing whatever 
it is you are doing. 

CONFIDENCE: This one's a little tougher to master be­
cause success i what breeds confidence. 

You must have confidence in your abili ty to make cor­
rect decisions. Confidence that you can make your partic­
ular repertoire of shots. Confidencl:l that you can win the 
game . Unfortunately, it's easier said than done. 

One of the ways I used to develop confidence in my 
shots was lo go into a court by myself and practice hitting 
certain shots. The theory behind this was that during an 
hour 's practice session I would probably get to hit hundreds 
of the same shots over and over again, until such time as I 
could make them consistently . This is very unlike game 
conditions , wher e if you get JO or 20 chances to make the 
same shot during the course of a match, it's a lot. The 
concentrated practice also serves another purpose. Since, 
during a game, you are penalized by means of points, if you 
miss, the result is usually a slight loss of confidence. Con­
versely, the mind, during practice, seems to reject the errors 
and record only the successful attempts. 

As far as confidence in your ability to win games, I think 
the words of Vince Lombardi pretty well sums it up; "Win· 
11i11g fs a habit," There's only one way to acqui re this habit 
and that's to WIN. No matter how many points you allow 
your opponent, and wh ether it's practice or a tournament, 
you must win every game possible. If you do this, pretty 
soon you start to get the feeling, even though it's never 
true, you think it's true, and that is what's important! So, 
believing this you should go right out and pick an argument 
with your wi.fe, and win it - by all means, win it! 

CO URA G £; This last one is the toughest because it has a 
lot of intangibles wrapped up in one. I think you might as 
well call il the courage of your convictions. The best way 
that I can explain it is to relate to you my feelings regarding 
percentages . J feel, that there is always a right and a wrong 
thing to do with all shots. I do not feel Lhat the circumstan• 
ces change the percentages. It is my opinion that if a shot is 
the correct one to take at 0-0 in the first game, that it's the 
correct one lo take at 20-20 in the third!

Official USHA 
Intercollegiate Rules 

RULE I - MATRICULATION 
No one shall participate in any inter­

collegiate handball contest unless he is a 
bona fide matriculated student at an 
accredited university or college (not 
busines college, tr ade school, etc.) 
and is regularly enrolled and doing full 
work as defined by the regulations of 
the in titution at which he is enrolled. 

RULE II - PARTlCIPATlON 
I. Participation in intercollegiate 

handball shall be limited to four varsity 
years over a period of five consecutive 
college year counting from the date 
of matriculation . 

2. In the event of a students regular 
attendance being interrupted by military 
service in any of the armed forces, his 
period of eligibility hall be five years 
exclusive of hi period of military 
service, except for the years in which. 
during hi military ervice, he may have 
repre ented an educational institution. 

3. Freshmen are eligible for varsity 
compe1i1ion in handball. 

4. Transfer tudents or graduates from 
a junior college may continue their 
handball competition without complying 
with the one-year re idence rule. Total 
yeals of competition shall not exceed 
four year . 

RULE Ill - NATIONAL AND 
REGIONAL TOURNAMENTS 

l. Eligibility of partici pants sh. II be 
verified prior to the tournament by letter 
from the Office of the Dean of Ad ­
mi sion or Registrar to 1he tournament 
director , with the school seal affi ·ed . 

2. Te ams shall con ist of four players 
from the same institution: team s cannot 
be comprised of players from the ame 
system (ex., Slate of California Uni­
versity Sy tern). Members of a double 
entry mu l be from the ·ame in titution. 

3. Scoring shall be as follows: 
A Single - two point each match 

win · except champiun hip round. three 
poin1s. 

B Singles - one point each match 
win ; except champion hip round, two 
point~. 

Double - two points each rnutch 
wi~; except championship round, three 
point -. 

Seeded player who receive a bye 
shall be awarded points for the bye 
providing they win their fir t match. 

Points for econd, third, and fourth 
place shall be determined by the tourna­
ment commillce at the t()urnament site. 

The name of all participant · mu t 
be sent to th e National Intercollegiate 
Commissioner and to the Execu tive 
Secretary of the USHA by the director 
of a sanctioned U HA intercollegiate 
tournament.

A highly successful dimension ha been added to the 
construction and repair of sports courts for playing handball, 
paddleball, racquetball and squash. Key to this structural 
innovation is a dense, melamine-faced, multi-layered, 
integrally fused, resin and wood-particle panel manufac­
tured by United States Gypsum 's Fiberesin Plastics 
Division.

tion such as poured concrete, pla ster -s urfaced mason~y 
walls or plaster applied over furred masonry walls using 
heavy lumber sub-grids . . 

· 'The common objections to these conventional applica ­
tions include high in-place cost , lengthy erection time and 
continuous and frequent patching and painting," D. B: 
Frampton said . ··Our 62-P systems are even more versat 1le 
than our own DOWELOC plank assembly which long has 
been recognized as the ultimate in quality court construc­
tion." 

The FIBERESIN Panels in Frampton's three systems are 
surface-textured whire for uniform reflection of light. 
They are chemically and physically bonded with dense 
melamine resins. The result is a dimensionally stable 
material that is highly resistant to abrasion, scratching, 
staining and moisture.

Erection 
is facilit ated by these high-quality studs which are shipped 
precut to preci se full-length dimensions and will not warp. 

In multi -court construction, Frampton's stud-panel 
assemblies also serve as divider walls which represent signif­
icant savings in tot al cost per court. This divider-wall 
technique has been tested for structural integrity; and trans­
mission of sound from one court to another is negligible. 

The furred system (Fig. 2) is installed with USG Metal 
Furring Channe ls bolted to masonry waUs as required 
for structural design. This assembly provides a straight 
and plumb surface for the screw -applied panels, eliminates 
the plumbing of each panel and insures a true playing 
surface where out-of-plumb walls occur . 

The direct-to-masonry system (Fig. 3) is accomplished 
with the panels being bolted to the walls . Attachment 
is supplemented wi1h DURABOND 200 Adhesive.

Regard less of which system is used, if the court is to 
be constructed for handball the ceiling (Fig. 4) is a playable 
surface faced with the same material as the walls and door 
for maximum trueness of bounce Here, panels are screw• 
applied to 6-in. steel joists spanned full length to the 
sidewalls. 

Although the ceiling for a squash court is not a playable 
surface , the 62-P installation is offered in competition 
with any other facing used.

Famed Bronx Broderick's 
Strong With Rich History 
on The 'Big Court' ... 

Court Still Going 
of Championship Play 
lub Plans Sept . Trip 

Dear Bob: 
Just a few lines hoping to find you and the USHA in fine shape. You 

probably have forgotten my visit with you in 1955 .. . at that time, you 
made the facilities of the Town Club ava ilable to me, a lonely handball player 
visiting the "Windy City" for the first time . 

Well, Bob, after much urging I've finally written a few lines too, in order to 
acqua int you with the Irish-American Handball Association . In spite of the 
name, we have players of every nationality and color playing in our yearly 
4-wall tournament. The I.A.H.A. operates out of Broderick's Court, 600 
Hunt's Point Ave ., Bronx . These tournaments were f irst held way back in 
1934 and was the great Tom Ginty's home court . It was here in 1937 and 
1938 that Angelo Trulio, winner of the Nat ionals of 1932 and 1946 
challenged the great left hander . Our present house champ is Pat Kirby, who 
is also a champion Irish Hurley player . 

As for Broder,ck's Court, it measures 25-feet wide by 46 -feet long, and a 
25 foot-high cei:ling. The court is presently in the hands of the third 
generation of the Broder ick family. John Broderick, son of John, and 
grandson of Michael Broderick who came to Amer ica from County Galway, 
Ireland at the turn of the century . Broderick's court stands today just as it 
was built , a nostalgic rem inder of the past. A past when ringing challenges 
were bravely hurled back and forth across the broad Atlant ic by suc h 
handball champions as Mike Egan, John Lawler, Jim Fitzgerald, Kearney and 
Brown ing to name a few. 

Kirby is our number one singles player and represented the Irish -American 
Handba ll Association in the 1972 AAU 4 -wall nationals at Shreveport. It was 
there that the little "giant killer" beat Paul Haber 21-7, 21 -3, winning 
that title for the third t ime, (1965, 1969 , 1972) . Due to sickness in the 
family Pat was unable to compete in the USHA Nationals at Seattle thi s year, 
a seemingly unobtainable goal for the "Week End warrior". 

Within a week of this letter we will be running our Annual Din ner-Dance. 
The proceeds will be put into the fund for sending an American handball 
team to Ireland in September, purpose being to promote better handball 
relatio ns between Ireland and the United States. The team will visit the main 
handball centers throughout Ireland and by socializing with the club players 
will create an even wider interest in this ancient Irish Sport. This should make 
for better World Champ ionships , which are now held every three years . 

The 1.A.H.A. will sponsor a special "Handball Flight" in conjunction with 
the teams departure date, some time in the middle of September. I hope it is 
successful. I have been in constant touch with Joe Lynch of the Irish 
Handball Council in Dublin, who has a great interest along with Pres ident Joe 
Jennings, in promoting a tour of this type. Our plan is a home and home 
series, that would give the average player the chance to meet and compete on 
each others home courts, thereby stimulating greater interest in handball 
internationally. 

I have been covering handball news since 1955 in both 4-wall and one-wall 
for the Irish Advocate and the Irish World, which reach the Irish populations 
in every major city of the United States and Canada. 

I was talking to Bob Davidson and it was Bob that prompted me to write 
to you about Broderick's and the I.A.H .A. Bob has played in Broderick's for 
many years. My good friend, Jimmy Jacobs loaned me a great 16 mm-sound 
film of Vic Hershkowvitz and John Sloan which will be shown the evening of 
our dance. I have taken the liberty of enclosing the write-up of the Jacobs vs. 
Kirby challenge match at Broderick's Court, May 13. I am deeply indebted to 
both of these fine handballers and sportsmen for competing against each 
other to help finance the handball tour.

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East Area Commissioner 
By BILL KENNEDY 

When the U.S. Handball Association appointed me its East Area Commissioner 
at the national toumamentin Seattle, I think it was tellfog me to" put up or shut up." 

Since 1967 I have regularly corresponded with Mort Leve, USHA Executive 
Secretary , Md offered opinions on various decisions and proposals made by the 
Association. Often my criticism was unsolicited, and perhaps some of the USHA 
father felt it was time that this outspoken kid from New Jersey was challenged 
to make action speak louder than the words from his typewriter. 

[ can only promi e to do my best. 
One of my chief concerns has been the Eastern Division tournament, fir st held 

at the Newark YM-YWCA in 1967. lt has been my privilege to compc;te in all the 
US.HA Eastern championships since the inception of that event, sol can speak as a 
fir st hand observer. 

Pat Kirby won the Eastern crown at 
Roche ter thi year, but he was Lhe only 
nationally-ranked player in the singles 
division of that tournament. Conspicu­
ously abse nt were Lou Russo, Many 
Decatur, Jimmy Jacobs, Carl and Ruby 
Obert, John Brinn, Lou Kramberg, and 
numerous other top players from New 
York. 

Admittedly all of those men cannot get 
free to travel to Roche ter, but we do 
not ee the majority of top playe rs par­
t icipar ing in this tournament even when 
it i he ld in New York City. 

I cannot promise to change thi s, but 
a commi sioner. I will allempt to recruit 
every nat ionally ranked player in the East 
Division for the tournament. They wilJ 
all be invited, regardle of the site, o 
th at each will know that he i wanted . 

Where the Eastern event will be held 
in 1973 ha not been determined, but I 
am accepting suggestions right now. The 
White Plain , N. Y. YMCA is completing 
four brand new court s this summer and 
has demon trated intere t in becoming 
host probably in January or February. 
However, the Philadelphia area is long 
overdue to be the site of an Eastern cham­
pionship, and it should be held in western 
Penn ytvan ia or Ohio some year. I would 
appreciate hearing from anyone in tho e 
areas about hosting tbe tournament. 

As a . port writer for the Newark 
(N.J.) News I have been fortunate to 
have covered everal sports. I believe 
that handball can learn a lot from the tour ­
nament administration of golf and tennis, 
particularly. 

For instance, tennis and golf conduct 
many pro-am and member-guest tourna­
ments . This type of tournament might 
appeal to lesser players who rarely win 
even a house championship. Teaming A 
players with B players in doubles ili not 
new to handball, but what about a tourna­
ment which pairs a top state player or 
even a nationally-ranked handbaUer with 
a B player? I believe the good players 
would enjoy this competition if prizes 
other than trophies were awarded to the 
winners. 

Tennis tournament chairmen, r have 
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learned, attempt to schedule matches 
convenient for players whenever possi­
ble . Often they are rewarded by having 
so me matche s played during off hours 
and the strain on the prime times between 
5 p. m. and 10 p .m. are reduced. 

What I'm driving at is a noon tourna­
ment match between player who arrive 
in town early and local handballer . I've 
occasionally noted on my tournament 
entry blank that I'm driving to the ho 1 

city Thursday night and that l 'm avail­
ab le all day, Friday . If a tournament 
chairman gets an offer like that, he would 
be wise to line up a first round match 
during the day. This has to give him a 
little more leeway at 11ight. 

When the Eastern tournament has been 
held in New York, the We tSide YMCA 
a lway s draw attracts more than JOO 
players. Five courts si mply cannot han­
dle all the matche s involving 100 players, 
so an arrangement might tie made with 
another YMCA or cmb to help out. At 
West Side, for instance the nearest 
courts are at the New York Athletic 
Club, where Joe Ingrassia has long been 
a friend of tournamepl handball. Perhjips 
the NY AC , located about four blocks 
from West Side , could assist by allowing 
some early round matches to be played 
there. 

In New Jersey, the Newark , Orange 
and Montclair YMCAs are located 
within six miles of one another, and I 
expect that some day an arrangement will 
be made between the three to run a tour­
nament. Six courts would be available 
under such an agreement, instead of the 
two in each building. 

Tennis, particularly, has some 
advanced theories that handball might 
adopt . One is lhe ranking system. All of 
the top players are ranked by a committee 
which compiles the results of tourna­
ments played within the b<'undaries of 
its association. l am seriously consider­
ing the appointment of a ranking commit­
ree in the East, hoping that its findings 
will stir some interest among the players. 

Finally, tennis is going big on pastel 
colors. At the National tournament in 
Forest Hil ls, N.Y., the contract pros are 
expected to wear everything but ou tlan-

dish colors. 
1 must admit that I have been an Qppo­

nent of color in the handball courts, but 
sorneone finally dented my s~ull with the 
idea th.at colors would help ·a referee in 
doubles . Often referees have had prob­
lems making quick calls because four 
white uniforms have made it difficult to 
teU opponents apart . 

As lopg a there are light colors, I Cijn 
see the advan tage of breaking the long­
sta nding tradition of nothing but white. 
However , 1 feel th a t the dark solids 
would provide a natural shade ball, and 
we have enough trouble now with players 
who thrive on hitting the ball into their 
own hadow . 

If a ·once stuffed-shirt sport like tennis 
can experiment with change , there 's no 
reason why it cannot be accepted for 
handball, which Mort ha begun this year 
on a trial basis. 

l visited the Twin Cities Minneapoli 
& St. Paul ) in Ju( .y ~nd wa amazed to 
learn thac che area ha ~ more than 60 
courts for its I. I -million population . 
That's more courts th an we have in New 
Jersey , New York City Long Island, 
We stc hester County and Southern Con­
necticut which contain more than 30 
million people .

An interesting racquetball i11terl'iew wirh rhe current !nt ematio11a l c!,ampio11, w!,o frankly explains II l,y l,e ' s 

the best racqu etball player in the nation and wh) he If maintain r!,at talu s for ye ars to co me . 

By virtue of his open singles victory 
in the J 972 International Championship 
tournament and by general recognition 
of his fellow players, Charles ''Churlie" 
Brumfield is the best racq uetball play er 
in the world. The gooteed San Diegan is 
24-years old, currently a rhird ear law 
srudenr al University of San Diego and 
single. 

This has been th e year rhat Bmmfie/d 
threw off the bridesmaid stigma that saw 
him finish second in th e first tw o years, 
1969 ;1970, of Jnrernatio110/ competi· 
ti011. 011 both occasions he had big, al· 
most lnsur11101mtnble leads, on ly to lei 
rhe ga mes and final marches get away 
from him. In '69 1/ was Dr. Bud Muehl· 
eisen who snatched the crown and in 
'70 it was Craig Finger. 111 19 71 Bntm· 
field, seeded second, was upset by Char· 
li'i: Garfinkel in th e round of 16. a 
more/I in which Bmm/i eld actually ,alli ed 
more poi111s. bu1 /os1 two our of 1hree 
games . 

The key to his recent surge 10 the top 
of the racquetball world has been con · 
trol, determination and dedication. 
When first learning th e game he used 10 
proctice five hours a day, alone, just per· 
feeling his shots. 

The time spent has finally paid off i11 
tournament victories. Brumfield has lo 
his credit not only th e current /11terna• 
tionaJ singles title, but th e ''top 16 " in ­
vitational singles, the " top 16" in vita• 
tio11al doubles (with Dr. Bud Mueh/ei· 
sen) and many regio11al and local 
awards. His most recen t victory was i11 
the prestigious Norfolk /11 vitational 
(page IRA ·10) where he defeated Chi· 
cago's Ron Rubenstein again, in a car· 
bon copy of the '72 International Qpen 
singles finals. 

Says Rub enstein. who has lost to 
Brumfield in th e finals in his last tw o 
major tournament outings, "Against 
flrumfield I can't play my game. He for• 
ces me to play his. Against any other 
player I can get Points or Point opportu • 
nilies whenever I want. But Charlie just 
controls the ball too well ." 

RACQUETBALL: You have been called 
the j,rotege of Dr. Bud Muehleisen. Just 
how much has Bud meant to your ca• 
reer? 
BRUMFIELD : The basic thing lhat Bud 
Muehleisen has done for me, and all the 
players in the San Diego area, is give us 
something to snoot for. 

Bud is the natio nal competition we 
need to get up to and po sibly urpa 
his level. Muehleisen was for years th e 
best player in this area, and for that 
matter the best player in the co untry 
and if you don't have t he best to play 
against, you can never rea ch to where 

sen wa one of ih comp litiv e player 
but th ere are other who f've played 
around th o untry who hav made me 
realize th at a -shooting ga me Jttst wasn't 
th e best way to go . 
RACQ ETBALL : Who are these play ­
ers? 

"I developed a game where I could use my brains 
,., 

th e best is. rt's the sa me prob! m th:it 
Keeley and Finger and the e isolat d na• 
tional players aU over the country hav e. 
They do not have the caJiber of comp • 
Lition to keep improving their game . 
RACQUETBALL : How about the ac­
tual instruction . Did Bud help you with 
that? 
BRUMFIELD : Somewhat. When I fir t 
tarted playing with Bud I already had a 

fairly sound game from the aspect of 
technical execution. What he helped me 
with was that I had to adapt my type of 
game until it met the needs of playing 
someone of his caliber. When J first 
started to play, I shot almost eveJY ball. 
I was a great shooter. Over the years of 
developing my game I found that shoot­
ing wasn't necessarily the way to go. So 
I changed my game to a little more of a 
defensive, poised and waiting style a nd I 
found it much more successful. 

Now, there are other players who 
were in0uential in that change . Muehlei-

Brumfield shows the proper form 
tlrat front c:ourt kill shot.

Jey. I played with him for thr ee mon th , 
f.ive hour a day last umm er. and that's 
wh n my gam rea lly hang d . I just 
couldn't shoo t with teve. A s a hooter 
he wa to o good. o I d veloped a game 
wher I co uld u my brai n and let him 
do wh atev r h e want ed with hi body . 
RACQUETBALL : How o ld w re you, 
then, wh en you fir! sta rt ed playing rac­
quetball? 
BRUMFIELD : J started playing racquet­
ball four year ago . It was sort of an 
intermingling . I played padd leball for 
two years while I was playing racquet­
ball. Now, I'v e gone xclusive ly to rac• 
quetbalJ , alth oug h I play once or twi ce a 
month with paddles. 
RACQUETBALL: You've been to all 
four Int ernational hampion ship tour­
naments, finishing second the first two 
years . Just how close were you to the 
title those yea rs? 
BRUMFIELD : I fell I was five points 
better than either Bud or Craig when l 
lost to them. I think my problem was 
immaturity and inability to adapt to dif• 
fercnt problems on the court. In es­
sence, I psyched myself out. When I 
played Bud lhe firsl year, J beat him th e 
first game and wa leading him 20 -14 in 
the secon d and lost the match over a 
call by the referee that really upset me . 
And when I played Craig I was ahead 
15-3 in the first game and lost it when J 
got upset. I beat him 2 1-1 I the seco nd 
game and then lost the third. So it's up 
and down . Whenever I can keep my 
mind on the game and concentrate r 
usually hav e very few problems . 

RACQUETBALL : And what happened 
in 1971? 
BRUMFIELD: I ran into a superior 
player. I rea lly don't know what hap­
pened. I went in there with the concep­
tion I wa s going to shoot the ball and 
Garfinkel threw up a few ceiling balls at 

, I 



me, and even though by today's stand­
ards they were inferior, rd never seen 
that shot before. Nor had I seen the 
z-baU serve. And instead of adapting and 
falling back and re-grouping on those , I 
continued to try and shoot the ball and 
gave Charlie a few easy points; then he 
got his momentum going and j ust beat 
me in the third .

things so many times ta so many stu­
dents, r rarely make the errqr myself on 
shooting the wrong ball or going far the 
non-percentage kiµ al the wrong lime. 

RACQUETBALL: What basic funda­
mentals do you teach your students? 

BRUMFJELD: To give you a concrete 

"If my opponent is not "on" he's going to get 
blown out. If he s "on" he'll get 12 or 15 
points.'' 

RACQUETBAL : You 're 24 -years old 
and already a champion . Are you a gift­
ed athlete? Did you alway exceli in 
sports? 
BRUMFIELD : No I never excelled in 
sports. I still don't xcell in spor . I 
ex cell in th.inking. And that's why I'll be 
able to play for a lot of years where a 
lot of players who rely on their speed 
and outhustling the baU are going to 
have problems. 
RACQUETBALL: What, then do you 
include in your formula of success? 
BRUMFIELD : J've learned to adapt to 
various situations and I'm probably the 
brightest "court general" in the game 
tod ay . I make few mental errors. If I'm 
playin g agai nst someone who makes I 0 
ment al erros a game, despite the fact 
that he hit fairly decent shots off the 
wrong shot , then the percentages are 
with me. That's aU there is to .it. If I 
make few errors or none , then my op­
ponent has to his 21 kill shots against 
me to win. I don't think there's anyone 
in the country who can do that. 
RACQUETBALL: How do you find 
enough time to practice enough to at­
tain your level of skill? 

example, there's a fellow in San Diego 
named Bob Martin, who just started 
playing a year ago. When I took him we 
worked exclusively on form for the first 
three months. I made no'effort to force 
hlm to hit any type of different shot or 
criticize him for not making a certain 
shot. We worked exctu ·sively on form. 
And a year later, he loses to Mike Anza ­
lone, the fifth seed, in three games in 
the round of 16 in the I nteroationals, 

You've got to hit the ball correctly, 
you've got to encourage them to prac­
tice by themselves . and work on th.is 
over and over because what makes a rac­
quetball champion is repitition. If 
yo u've done the movement so many 
times that you can do it in your sleep, 
then there's no pressure, no thinking 
factor on the court, You make your 
muscle memory move. You've got to 
have your mind free to be a court gen­
eral. You can't be thinking about what 
should I do with my wrist in a particular 
circumsta nee. 
RACQUETBALL: Then you would soy 
being pre pa red to win in racquetball 
breaks down to two things : playing top 
competition and practicing alone.

drive ball is susccplable lo being cut off 
in midair or in the event it does get by 
my opponent it has to be perfect or it, 
too, will came off the back waU.

But the 
ceiling and z-ball both give you a safe 
outlet for maintaining center court posi­
tion and retaining your poise. And they 
both stay in the air a long time which 
giyes me a long time to consider what 
I'm going to do with my next shot. So it 
gives the thinking man time to think. 
RACQUETBALL: What do you con­
sider the biggest cha nge in the game 
since you started playing? 
BRUMFIELD ; Ra cq uet equipment has 
been a very extreme revolution. I 
wouldn't say the ball has been that big a 
change. The old blue ball which was 
used the first year bounced every bit as 
ltigh as the ball we're using now. It had 
a different consistency but it still 
bounced as hjgh , maybe higher. The rac­
quet, from the wooden to the aluminum 
and fiber glass racquets have been the 
major change. It gives the players a com­
pletely different medium of expressing 
themselves through their shots. With the 
wooden racquet you were limited in the 
amount of attempts you could make be­
cause of the heaviness of the racquet 
and the fact. that there was the heavy 
wood frame lhal restricted your hitting 
area to about six inches. The racquets 
are just all around improved. 
RACQUETBALL: You've stopped play­
ing doubles in mnny tournaments, in­
cluding the Internationals and the re­
cent Norfolk Jnvitation:il. Why? 
BRUMFIELD: If you play two events, 
your game suffers in both events. 1 was 
in a position where I h:id Jost for several 
years when I felt l should have won. I 
wanted lo prove it to myself th:it l 
could win in singles, and I didn't want 
to jeopardize it by playing doubles. 

BRUMFIELD: My style or game, be­
cause it doe sn't require pin-point shoot­
ing, doesn 't require nearly as much ef­
fort to keep sharp, as say Keeley or 
Finger , who have to rely on putting that 
ball within a half an inch of where 
they'r e shooti ng . l can rally with my op­
ponent and move the ball around with­
out doing anything spectacular just on 
tltinking and being competitive. And if 
my opponent is not "on" that day he's 
going to get blown out of there. If he's 
"on" he'll get I 2 or 15 points. 
RACQUETBALL: You have been teach ­
ing some racquetball in recent months . 
Has it affected your game? 
BRUMFIELD: Thats one thing that 
really helped me. Anytime you have to 
teach omething you have to force your­
self to overlearn it. You can understand 
something mentally, but when you have 
to express it orally, you have ta under­
stand it twice as well. And the concept 
of percentage or what you should do 
from various shots throughout the court 
that I have tried to teach my students, 
has al o helped me. When I get in(o a

Charlie 
Drake and Bill Thurman travelled from 
Californi:i. where th ai.r fore i mor •x­
pen ive than from orfolk to London . 
But it is ca icr to go lh t way than L n­
don to orfolk a Myron Roderi k, who 
wa in Europe and entered in lh l ur­
ney found out. yron got stu ck in Her 
MaJe ty' s I nd and never m de th 
sce ne. 

The d uble even t a l o had their 
star , led by rcignmg lnl crnat1o nal 
champs corge Rudy z and Mike 
Lu ciw, ew Britain, Conn cti cut , who 
won the I team doubles draw by de­
feati ng Keeley and Drake 21- 1 c , 2 1-13 
in an exciting final match. 

Many interesting fact came out of 
the tourney , True, Brumfi Id i emerg­
ing as unbealable in tournam ent compe­
tit ion. True , Mike Z ·itman is omple te­
ly healed from a broken back, a show n 
by his fine cour t pcrforman cs. True, 
Or. Bud Mueh.lesien just can't go th e 
op,rn route, and this tourney try co . t 
him six week with a pulled ca lf mu clc .

One by one eac h is a s tory in it s own. 
Brumfield can turn 1l on and off, lam ­
bang or conduct th e lour.

Au erbac h 
greeted every corner and crack of th e 
J.C.C. court. Next was a fired-up Zeil­
man who went clown with a struggle 
21-19, 21-13.

The key Lo Brumficld's domination is 
court control.

Frum s11b11rba11 Highland Park, the nation's number rivo player 111ethodi­
cnfly showed wl,y he is unbeatable in his ho111e toiv11 and stat e . 

Someday, somebody in the state of 
IIUnois will beat Ron Rubenstein . May­
be when Ruby's about SQ.years-old, and 
I hon only maybe. 

Rubenstein again showed his total 
dominance of stale players by sweeping 
the top honors in the first annual Chi­
cago Open, staged by the Chicago Park 
District and University of Illinois Circle 
Campu . 

Although an open tourney, with 
singles only, just one out-of-state player 
elected to participate. Play was held the 
evenings of May 22-26, making it diffi­
cult for out-of-towners to leave work in 

order to play. 
Thus the entry was a re -play of the 

Illinois state tournament and the results 
were basically the same. The lop four 
seeded players , Rubenstein , Fred Blaess, 
Sonny Marcus, and Jerry Padula all 
reached the semi-finals. Rubenstein 
handled Padula 21-JS, 21 -2 as two 
tough three-game matches in previous 
rounds took the gas out of Padula's 
game. In the bottom bracket, Marcu 
upset Blaess 21-20, 21-1 0 to gain a shot 
at Rubenstein, his long-lime friend and 
nemesis on the court. 

As expected Ruby had liltle trouble. 
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Marcus played to the best of his ability, 
salvaging eight in the first game and I I 
in game two. Rubenstein showed all the 
shots and finesse that has made him the 
nation's number two ranked player and 
ILLinois' singles champion since the in­
ception of racquetball tournaments in 
the prairie state. 

En route to the finals, Rubenstein de­
stroyed each of his other tJu-ce oppo­
nents, knocking off Phil Van Slooten 
21-10, 21-4 , Sam Rizzio 21 -3, 21 -5 , and 
Shelly Clar 21-1 , 21 -3 , before facing 
Padula. 

Mar cus had it a little rougher , having 
Lo survive a tight, three-gamer in the 
quarter finals against Tony Arnieri, 
finally coming out on top 21-12, 18-21, 
21-18 . Arnieri, who plays out of the 
top -notch Symons YMCA beat St. 
Louis ' Alan Hilechcr in the round of 16, 
21-18, 16-21,21-18. 

Marcus easily won his other matches, 
topping John Venderwel 21-4, 21-17 , 
and John Travaglio 21 -9, 21 -15. 

Other quarter-finalists included Tim 
Plum , former Jtlinois doubles champion 
who lost to Padula 21-16 , 16-21 , 21-15. 
Lee Duda, playing out of the Evanston 
YMCA also reached the quarters, before 
bowing to Blaess 21-6 , 21-18. 

In the battle for third place Blaes s de­
feated Padula 21-19, 9-21, 21-16. 

One of the highlights of the tourna­
ment wa the tremendou trophies, in­
cluding the giganti c Mayor Richard J. 
Daley 1st Place Trophy. Not far behind 
was the Joseph L. Gill Memorial 2nd 
Place Trophy and the Chi cago Park Dis­
trict Commissioners 3rd Place Trophy. 
All were of unbelievable size and 
Rubenstein, lit rally couldn't fit his into 
his sport car for the ride home. 

The awards were presented by tour­
nament co-chairman Edmund Kelly, 
General Superintendent of the Chicago 
Park District. James DiVito, former IRA 
Masters Doubles runner-up (nationaUy) 
was the other tourney co -chairman , run­
ning lhe hour-lo-hour affairs of the 
tournament without a hitch.

trouble. A guy who tries to play co ntrol 
against me is going to be in ser ious diffi• 
culty. 
RACQUETBALL : The future of rac­
qu etba ll seems Lo be with Lhe young­
sters. Do you think the game appeals to 
the kids that well to keep a lead y 
st ream of top youngsters coming into 
the tournament picture? 
BRUMFIELD : I th i nk th e game is ap­
pealing a nd I also think the publicity a 
16 or 17-year old can gel in thi port 
from th e national level is appealing. I 
th.ink in ha ndball or a more difficult 
physic al endeavor that th e kids do not 
reach recogn ilion that , say a Steve Sero t 
could at age l S. r mean you just don't 
hear of 15-y ear-old handball players or 
I 5-year -old pro football players, or 
15-year-old pro basketball players . But 
in racquetball, the 15-year-old, because 
of the ease of th e game, if he practices , 
and th e limited strengt h that is neces• 
sary to play effect ively , can achieve 
national prominence. This is always an 
appea l to th e ego of a youngster. 
RACQUETBALL: Do you th ink there is 
a future in professional racquetball? Will 
players someday be able to make a Uv­
ing a{ this game, simi lar to tennis? 
BRUMFIELD: The one thing that it is 
dependent on is television. The expend i­
ture ror a co urt Lhat would seat five or 
six thou and is tremendous. And the 
viewing capacity of a racquetball court 
is limited unle s they devise a court that 
i all glass that the players ca n play on. 
Or, in the alternative, if they can de­
velop a lens for television that can show 
the game as the spectator sees it. The 
game is much faster than any other 
spor t I've walclH:d on television and it 
seems impossibk for them lo photo­
graph the action unle ss th ey slow it 
down to three-quart ers speed. We 
watch ed the film s of the Haber-Muehlei­
sen match and we couldn'L see th e ball 
very well eve n though they had slowed 
ii down. But if they can come up with a 
camera that can wide scan th e court or 
take it from different angles and piece it 
together for a type of s rial deal, I think 
it will become a sport of truly national 
proportions . 

And, anything that 's truly of nation a l 
proportions ca n be a 111oney-makcr be­
cause you have peopl e who are willing 
to pay to see it, and people willing to 
invest to make it be seen .

Minor Rule Changes Okayed 
By IRA Executive Committee 

The I RA Board of Directors and 
Execut ive Commlt tee voted on I 2 rule 
proposals, passing eight, rejecting two 
and hol ding two mo.re for further st udy . 

Pas ed unanimously were four clarifi­
cations of existing ru les, including the 
somet im es controversial three -bo unce 
rule (4.6a) The server may bounce the 
ball three times within the service zone. 
After the third bounce th e ball must b 
struck. If more than t hr ee bounces are 
used, a side-out shaJ I be declared by the 
ref eree . Players are re mind ed that t he 
bounce rule is in effect , only when the 
rec eive r is ready. 

The other three clarifications ap­
proved dealt with IRA tournaments 
specifically . The draw for the In terna­
tionals henceforth sha ll be the respon­
sibility of the Executiv e Secretary with 
support from the National Executive 
Co-ordinator and tourn ament chairma n. 
For divisionuls, tournament chairmen 
should consu.lt with I RA representa­
tives. 

Players are now allo wed to partici­
pate in two events in divisional tourn a­
ments . If a player already po ssessi ng a 
round trip prize to the International s, 
by virtue of his finish the previous year , 
should win the trip in the di vision a l, 
such trip will go t o t he runn er-up. If the 
runner-up a lready has such trip, the 
third place finisher shall inherit the 
prize and so fo rlh. 

J n order to co llect from l RA reim­
bursement for such air fa re prizes, the 
player mu st en ter , arrive and play at 
least in one match at the International 
tournament. 

The use of light or bright olors for 
shirts a nd shorts w as voled into (he 
rul es for tournament play. In doubles 
tea ms sha II wear different colors. 

Five of the rnle proposals dealt with 
ad ua I play situations. Any points 
scored during an out-of-order serve will 
be declared null and void with the score 
reverting Lo th e score prior to the out­
of-o rdc r serve . 

While making a lly return off the 
se rve, no part of the receiver's body or 
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racq uet may nt er the crvi ce zone. Vio­
lati on res ult in a point for th e server. 

Also passed w.is a rule allowing the 
re feree lo ca ll a lime-out fo r emerge n cy 
uniform or equipme nt alte rations. Ex­
amp les would be broken ra cq uet , wet 
hirt, or broken supporter. 

Rejec ted was a rule proposing to 
make balls going into the gallery off the 
front wall "point" or "side out." Such a 
ball shall continue to be a hinder and 
replayed rally. 

Also rejected was a rule empowering 
l he referee to ca U 'point" or ''side out" 
on a ball that hits an opponent, yet 
would not have carried to the front 
wall. The consen us of the board was 
that too much bu rden would be put on 
the referee. Su ch instances will continue 
to be played as hinders. 

Put off for further discussion and de­
lib eration was the proposed change in 
masters age groups, with the inclusion 
of an "intermediate" age group (35 -45). 
Such change might be made, but not un ­
t il the board has a chance Lo sit and 
d isc uss lhe mat tcr at length.

He 
had taken Bo b Moreland,Sioux Falls, in 
lhe semis, while !ki er had bested Dave 
Herstad, Fargo, North Dakota , to get his 
shol al the finals. 

The rield also includ ed players from 
Aberdeen , Grand Forks, and Grand 
Forks Air Force Base. Capt. felix David 
of the Air Ba e captured the consolation 
honor s , winning over Bill Bloc k of 
Grand Forks. The only oth r Grand 
Forks player to reach the quarterfinals 
in eilhl:r winner s or consolation bracket 
was DavcVal.llCr. '

The Paddleball Scene 

Origins of Paddleball 
By EARL RISKEY 

Old timers will recall lhe game of paddle tennis which was popular in the J920's 
and has recently made a comeback. A a city recreation dire ctor I installed courts 
and promoted this game for the National Paddle Tennis Association . We used to 
hav e inter-park compelition . Upon becoming affiliated with the Department of 
Physical Educa tion and Athletics at the University of Michigan , we installed several 
paddle tennis courts al the newly completed Sports Building and the activity found 
immediate favor with both the students and the faculty . 

Tennis players found that they could gain proficien cy i.J1 their gam e by using the 
handball courts , batting the ball against the wall. I found th at hitting the paddl 
tennis ball against the handball walls improved my game in thi s sport . Several of the 
physical ed ucation staff members joined 
me ill using the paddle tennis equipment 
in the handball courts. Since we were all 
handba II players, we used handba II rules 
and almost immediately had a game 
which proved very intriguing . 

Otlr physical education student 
many of whom were vari ty a thlete , 
were introduced to the game and we 
often had matches between the facully 
and the students. For a short time thi 
newly created game was known as pod · 
die tennis in the court . 

Pr inted rules were made up and we 
started ca lJing t1te·game paddleball. We 
had two, one-wall courts in our gymna ­
sium and it was necessary to esiabhsh 
rules for that game as well as for the 
four-wall game. Paddle tennis gradually 
passed out of the picture at our institu­
tion, mainly because the gymnasium 
could be bette r used for other activjtics . 

J used to go to the bandba li cou;ts 
carrying handball gloves, a tennis racket, 
a padd leba ll paddle , and a squash rac­
quet, never knowing who J would com­
pete with or in what activity. Many 
timos J ended up by playing badminton. 
My m:iin activity in those early years 
was hilhdbalJ. l )earned 1he game from 
Al Schaufelbergcr al lhe To ledo YMCA 
around 1920. ln later years he traveled 
between Detroi t and J ackso n and would 
stop at Ann Arbor to play handball, We 
generally played doubles. He spen t 
many hours at the Sports Building in ­
structing students in the art of handb all. 
I induced him to play paddleball several 
times. Another handballer who used to 
play a great deal in Ann Arbor was Al 
Banuet. We occasionally played paddJe­
ball. J--:le, like Schaufelberger , enjoyed 
helping students with their handball 
game. 

We had great rapport with other De­
troit handbaJlers such as: Joe Bat hey, 
Lefty Dworman, the Zerbo's Rothen ­
berg , the August gang, Joe Griffin, John 
Scopis. We had only to phone Scopis 
and he would bring out some handba ll 
cronies. 

At the University, we set up competi­
tion in most of the individual sports and, 
the winner would be crowned the All 
Campus Champion. The first paddiebaJI 

champion was Harvey Bau who won 
the title in 1930 . Baus was a varsity 
wre stler and h was also an out tandlng 
boxer . A printed chart hang by th e 
cour ts showi ng the champions sine that 
date . IL is interesting to note that there 
i a handball chart in this same area 
showi ng the national singles champions , 
and later double . inc e the tart of na­
tional tournaments. 

Great impetus wa given th game of 
padd leball during World War II , when it 
was selected as one of the activities in 
the United Stales Arm d For es Condi ­
tioning Program held at the Univ e rsity 
of Michigan. Thousands of men from 
various branches of th e Military S rvic 
were introduced to the game and .it 
gained great favor with them. Th ey in­
troduced the game at oth er military and 
nonmilitary training sites, where other 
learned to play il. After World War II , 
the returning serv icemen brought the 
game to their local areas throughout the 
United States and Canada. 

I suppose we will always have th e 
question as to which is the best game to 
play. Personally, 1 have played just 
about every game that exists and you 
would think I could make a selection. 
Well, if I played handball on Monday 
and got beat an d then won at squash on 
Tuesday, I would tell everybody that 
squas h was the greatest game . But this 
would be for that week only. Next week 
I might win at t enni s and Jose at paddle ­
ball and of courser would proclaim ten­
nis the best game. Really , 1 enjoyed 
them all equally. To my mind, the most 
important thing is to play, to enjoy 
yourself while co mpeting. 

The first nation al tournament in pad­
dleball was held at Madison, Wisconsin 
in December, I 961 with Paul Nelson 
winning th e singles title. These national 
tournam en ts have continued for the 
past eleven years . A permanent organi­
zation was set up in 1952 with a Board 
of Director s, By-Laws , officers, and 
committees. I was honored to be elected 
president. Jn 1970 paddleball was incor­
porated into the USHA program and 
Rod Crambeau was appoin ted as the 
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Earl Riske y, firsr president of the 
ati o11nl Paddl eba/l A ocin1io11 nnd 

r cogni ed n found er of rh gam e, i 
s/1011 •11 here wit I, hi U ni versit • of M icl1i• 
gnn A fl A r o1111d A th/ ere aw ard. 

first at ional Comm i sioner. 
I have seen and been involved in ome 

amaz ing paddl eball itua t ion through 
the year , and I thought I would hare a 
few of th m with you. In the 1966 na­
tional tournam ent held at Michigan 
State University at asl Lan sing , Harry 
Detweiler of Ann Arbor defeated hj 
first round opponent 19-21 , 21 - 15 
2 1-19. An hour la ter h took th court 
against another o ppon nt and lost the 
firs t game 2 J-20. He won th e econd 
game 2 1-20 . Detweiler led in the thir d 
game I 9-1 5 bu l was actu ally out on his 
feet . His oppon nt , who had not played 
a first round match, was very tolerant 
and allowed poor Harry Lo stall, sit 
down, and call time out, to wipe his 
glasses . Harry lost the third game 2J-19 . 
1-lis graciou opponent took him to the 
training room, admi njstcred first aid, 
helped him dre s and insisted that he 
stay overnight instead of driving back to 
Ann Arbor. 

1 was playing ill the 197 I nationals in 
Bloomington, Ind iana when my partner 
cal led ti me-out in order lo register a 
comp lai.Jlt to the referee . My partner 
comp lained th at I kept up a consta nt 
conversa tion with one of our opponents 
which distracted him to the point where 
he could not co ncen trat e on the game. 
The referee, Diz Kronenberg, ordered 
that the co nve rsation be discontinued. 
Naturally this ruined my game. 

1 have had the privilege of teaching 
many sports to many individuals down 
through the years and hope this can 
continue in the years to come. I hope 
that paddleball will continue to grow 
and nourish under the auspices of the 
United Slat s Handball Association.

hus , one important area of tou rno• 
ment prepara tion 1s mental co ndition• 
i11g. J ust as a player seek to reac h a 
peak in phy ical co n ditioning and fo rm , 
t11e tournam e nt player should al o 
groom hi s ·mental attitude for co mpeti · 
lion. In plain language this could be 
called psychi11g·up for a tournament, 
and/or g ining th e menial co nf ide nce 
and di cipli ne requir ed to play in uch a 
ournament. his articl e thus deals with 

possibl way o psy ch yourself up for a 
tour name nt a nd maintain th e confident , 
but not coc ky , winning att itude that 
will be neede d b fo re and dur ing th 
tourney.

Using The Practice Diamond F o:r Accuracy 
When I played varsity tennis at Texas 

University in the late I 940's, it was my 
privilege to be coached by one of the 
greatest and most famous of tennis 
coaches, Daniel A. Penick. 

One of the exercises Penick made us 
do was play the "alley" game. That 
means that any ball hit beyond the 
tennis alleys was out . Now iii order to 
do that, you had ~o hit the ball accu­
rately , with good control, or lose. The 
hard hit ball was a loser. Furthermore, 
you had to be in good position to hit 
the ball that accurately. It was a good 
exercise to teach you to move your feet 
to get into pqsition, · and to develop 
accuracy and control. , 

There fs a little exercise in racquet­
ball, which I shall call the "pract ice 
diamond", which J believe docs the 
same thing. I became aware of this 
diamond as a result of listening to 
several clinics given by Dr. Bud Mueh­
leisen, and following some of hjs sug­
gestions. Bud makes many suggestions

during his clinics but I will rl!peat only 
four: · 

1. You don't have to hit the ball 
hard for it to be a winner. 
2. Accuracy and control are tnost 
important. · 
3. Change the grip slightly to close 
the face of q1e racquet when 
changing from your for ehand to 
your backhand. 
4. Practice hy yours elf for that I 0 
or 15 minutes while waiting for 
your friends to arrive. 

The "Practice Diamond:' is ~hown in 
Diagram I: The ball generally travels 
that diamond. If the ball is hit at "A" 
(Diagratn I) to the' side wall first , it will 
follow the dotted lines . It could be 
conveniently struck -again at "B" or 
"C". Shun point "B''., and let th e b!ill 
bounce as many times as. necessary. Set 
up to hit the ball at point "C". If you 
are a righthander, Qiagram I shows the 
forehand and Diagram 11 shows the 
backhand. These are alternated.

By thinking th ;i.t diamond, after a few 
minutes you can keep the ball going in a 
kine! of practice rhythm which will 
~harpen your corne r shots, forehand and 
backhand , and help develop a habit of 
setting up for the kill shot by mov ing 
your feet to gel to the proper body 
position . If ypu try to rush th e ball at 
point B, you may tend to not be set up 
and you may · lose the r!ty th m of the 
diamond . 

"Tennis elbow" is prob ably cau sed 
by failure to hi t" th e ball in front of your 
body. If you wait to strik e th e ball after 
it is almos t past you , tq e elbow may be 
ahe.ad of th e wrist . In hitting th e b;i.11, 
there is a rolJin g pronation of th e elbow 
joint which results in stress . T~s can be 
avoided by hitt ing tli e ball in front of 
you. The way to h it the ball in front of 
you is to mov e your feet to have your 
body in the corre ct posit ion. I believe 
the "practic d diamond" can help this, as 
an automatic conditioned reflex.

If we fail within our sports, then we will fail in 
virt ually any thing else that has any meaning for us. And if 
we have to choose the most difficult of all, we should 
choose to meet the challenge of brotherhood. 

The second challenge - which sport shall survive is no 
longer a question. Both sports will not only surviv;, they 
will prosper. They are doing that right now. Entries are 
increasing tournaments are increasing, spectators are in­
creasing, all in spite of the friendly rival.ry between the 
sports. That's because in a highly developed civilization the 
competitive instinct reasserts itself in full force, drowning 
the individual and the mass in the intoxication of an im­
mense sport. When one rea lizes that sport, by its very 
nature has tended to obliterate superficial distinctions of 
race, religion, and economic class, survival is certain. 

Huxley once wrote, while commenting on the accelerat ­
ing rise of part icipative and spectato rial interest in spo rts 
and games: 

"Sport is one of the great discoveries of our time . " 
Giraudox wrote: 
"Sport consists of delegating to the body some of the 

greatest faculties of the spirit: energy, daring, patience, It is 
the opposite of malady . " 

As we have mixed racq uetbaU and handball, so let us mix 
brothe rhood, sportsmanship and patience. If there is con fu­
sion, have patience. Our direction will emerge because we 
are engaged in a right activity and never need fear malady. 
Sport is the great equalizer and I would regret to belong to 
a generation that underestimated sport. 

We are an Association of big shoulde rs. Ours has been a 
stormy, husky, brawling marriage - with big shoulders -
and a big sized confidence to match. We've been brash . 
We've been forceful. We've always been convinced we were 
right. We've had little time for regrets, much less for philo ­
sophic reflection. And none at au for questioning whethe r 
our shoulders might actually collapse under the burden s 
we've thrust upon them . All we know is that we will live 
together happily forevermore.
