Th e following 
year found th e LAAC once mor e the 
host club and again claiming both ·cham ­
pion ships with Max Gold, sing les winner, 
and George Klawit er and George Retzer, 
doubles kings.

Pr obably the finest player ever to rep­

resent th e Los Angeles Athl etic Club was 
Jim Ja cobs, who head lined th e 1955 
event by winnin g his first USHA singles 
na tiona l championsh ip. At 24·, Jim was 
insta,lled as pre- tourn ament favorit e 
thou gh he had finished third the year 
before in Chi cago. His rap id improve­
ment and steadin ess were most appa rent 
to those close to the national pictur e, and 

with defending tit list, Vic He rshkowitz , 
reac hing 37, the obvious "Yo uth Must Be 
Served" them e was in th e offing. 

With th e officia l blessing of LAAC 
Pr esiden t Frank H a thawa y and th e ener­
gies of C hairman Danny Phi lli ps the 
1955 champions hips were the best at­
tended up to th a t time. 

The tot al entry was a reco rd br ea king 
25 l , an increase of 19 over the previous 
mark establ ished in 1954. Ken Schn eider 
and Sam Haber retained C hicago's seven 
year hold on th e titl e, and J acobs brou ght 
th e singles crow n to the LAAC . T he C lub 
gained more honors as Jo e Shane and 
Alex Boisseree dethron ed teamm ates 
Georg e Brote markle and Bart Hackn ey 
in the Ma sters doubl es. 

It was Danny Phillip s agai n doing -yoe­
man work as chairm an of th e 1959 sec­
ond visit of th e USHA national s, ably 
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KNOCKING AT THE DOOR . (Top) - Both Bill 
Yambrick (shooting) and Dr. Steve August figure largely in 
the open singles contention; (right) - always one of the 
best is Marty Decatur, who is capable of knocking off any 
top seed, shown against Champ Paul Haber. 

Washin gton A.C. in Seattle has the power 
but must go dcfen e more and gain more 
stability against the Top Eight if he is 
to be a serious threat. 

Marty De ca tur has been pl aying more 
singl es in the tournaments and can ac­
qui t him elf strongly against any of the 
curren t day field . 

In tota l, there are many heir apparents 
to the Haber rhrone. It is definitely not 
a case of ability gaps in the singles field . 
Where in the 50s and early 60s we had 
ju st two or three real champ ca liber 
players like Jim J aco bs, Johnny Sloan, 
Vic Her shkowitz, an d Oscar Obert, we 
now have a full Top Eight compon ent. 

And th ere are several oth ers who could 
readil y assert th emse lves if they get into 
top condit ion - Lou Ru sso, Denny Hoff­
lande r, Dave Graybill. 

Thi does promise to be a wide open 
fight for the 20th anniv ersa ry singles 
champion ship . 

As a lways the doubles field is not con­
firmed now and "pick -a-partn er" teams 
cou ld toss any early prognostications to 
the four wind s. There are such qu estions 
as - Will D ecatur play doubles, and 
with who ? J acobs? Lindsay and Pete 
Ty son won it in 1966 at Salt Lake City. 
Will they pair up aga in? M att Kelly and 
Mel Sandland, with another year of ex­
peri ence, arc in the running. We can't 
pu sh a idc the defendin g champion ship 
team of Ru s o and Lou Krambcrg. Simie 
Fein of Milwauk ee, pa iring with Ncveau, 
arc a strong team. Th ey hold a fine credit 
over Ca rl and Ruby Ob ert. Will Hab er 
go back to a tr y at th e "Slam" and play 
with Paul Morlos?

Even a veteran sta ndout like Ken

th e daily grind . "We hit our peak in 
winning the Central open doubl es" , Ken 
pointed out , "hut I find playing against 
th ese whip armed kids on a daily basis in 
such a nationals would find me com­
pletely arm weary .

months and observe , " I don ' t know just 
how to describe it but Stuffy seems to 
lose interest, gets bor ed or something.

Of all the top 
drawer players Yambrick has not played 
up to his usual standards this season and 
cannot be given pre-tourn ament rating 
over a Dr. Claude Benham, August, 
Kirby, or Singer-and, the man th at sits 
on top of the hill, Haber. 

So, No. 3 seed, Singer, goes into the 
bottom bracket with Yambrick and im­
mediately gets the nod. Jim Jacob s, who

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Famed English Essayist's Handball Irish Obit 
Note: We arc indebted to Dr. Stanley Rapaport of Cassel­

berry, Florida, for "digging up" William Hazlitt's "On the 
Death of John Cavanagh. Hazlitt is the famed English 
essayist ( 1778-1830) and this is taken from his book, "Table 
Talk. " Previously we used a portion of it along with an ACE 
cover reproduction of a one-wall painting ( Sept. 1955). Dr. 
Rapaport writes, "I feel it succintly epitomizes the basic 
philosophy of handball." We heartily concur.

'Died ai his house in Ilurbagc-srrcct , Sr. Gilcs's , John 

Cavanag h the famous hand fives-player. When a person dies, 
who does any one thing better than any one else in the world, 
whi ch so many others a rc trying to do well, it leaves a gap 
in society. It is not likely that any one will now sec the game 
o f fives pla)•Cd in its perfection for many years to come -
for Cavana gh is dead, and has not left his peer behind him. 

It may be said that there arc things of more importance 
than striking a ball aga inst a wall - ther e arc things ind eed 
whi ch make more noise and do as little good, such as making 
war and peace , making speeches and answering them, making 
verses and blotting rhem; makin g mon ey and throwing it 
awa y. Ilut the game of fives is what no one despises who has 
ever played at it. It is the finest exercise for the body, and 
the best relaxatio n for the mind. 

Th e Roman poet said that "Care mounted behind the 
hor seman and stuck to his skirts." Ilut this remark would not 
have app lied to the fives-player. He who takes to playing at 
fives is twice young. He feels neith er the past nor future " in 
the instant ." Debt s, taxes, "domestic treason, foreign levy, 
nothing can touch him further." He has no other wish, no 
other thought , from the moment the game begins, but that 
of striking the ball , of placing it, of 111aki11g it! This Cavanagh 
was sure Lo do. Whenever he tou ched the ball, th ere was an 
end of the chase. His eye was certai n, his hand fatal, his 
pr esence of mind complete . I-le could do what he pleased, 
and he always knew exact ly what to do. He saw the whol e 
game, and played it; took instant advantage of his adv ersary's 
weakness , and recovered the balls, as if by a miracle and 
from sudd en thought, that every one gave for lost. He had 
equal power and skill, quickn c s and judgment. He could 
either out-wit his am agonist by finesse, or beat him by main 
strength. Sometimes , when he seemed preparing to send the 
ball with the full swing of his arm , he would by a slight turn 
of his wrist drop it within an inch of the line. In general, the 
ball came from his hand , as if from a racket, in a straight 
horizontal line; so that it was in v;iin to attempt to overtake 
or stop it. 

As it was said of a great orator that he never was at a loss 
for a word , and for the propere st word, so Cav anagh alwa ys 
could tell the degr ee of force necessary to be given to a ball , 
and the preci se direction in which it should be sent. H e did 
his work with th e greatest case; never took more mains than 
was nccess;iry; and while othe rs were fagging themselves to 
death , was as cool and collected as if he had just entered 
the court. His style of play was as remarkabl e as his power 
of execut ion. H e had no affection, no trifling. 

He did not throw away the gam e to show off an attitude , 
or try an experiment. He was a fine, sensible, manly player, 
who did what he could, but that was more than any one 
else could even affect to do. His blows were undecid ed and 
ineffectua l - lumb ering like Mr. Word sworth's epic poetry, 
nor wavering like Mr. Coleridge\ lyric prose, nor short of 
the mark like Mr. Brougham's speeches, nor wide of it like

Mr. Canning 's wit, nor foul like the Quarterly, not let balls 
like the Edinburgh Revi-cw. Cobbett and Junius together 
would have made a Cavanagh. He was the best up-hill player 
in the world; even when his adversary was fourteen, he would 
play on the same or better, ;ind as he never, flung away the 
game through carel essness and conceit, he never gave it up 
through laziness or w;int of he;irt. The only peculiarity of his 
play was that he never volleyed, but let the balls hop; but if 
they rose an inch from the ground, he never missed having 
them. The re was not only nobody equa l, but nobody second 
to him. It is supposed that he could give any other player 
half the g;ime, or beat him with his left hand . 

His service was tremendous . He once played Woodward 
and Meredith together ( rwo of the best players in England) 
in th e Fives-court , St. 1fartin's-strcct, and made seven and 
twenty aces following b>' services alone - a thing unhe;ird of. 
H e ;inother tim e played Peru , who w;is considered ;i first-rate 
fives-play er, a match of the best out of five games, and in 
the three first games, which of course decided the match, Peru 
got only one acc. Cavanagh was an Irishnrnn by birth, and 
a hou se-painter by profession . He had once laid aside his 
\\'Orking-dress, and walked up, in his smancst clothes, to the 
Ro semar y 'Branch to have an afternoon' s plea sure. A per son 
accosted him , and asked him if he would have a game . So 
they agreed to pl;iy for half-;i-crown a game, and a bottle of 
cider. 

The first gam e began - it was seven, eight, ten , thirte en, 
fourteen , all. Cavanag h won it. The next was the same. They 
played on , and e;ich game w;is hardly contcsied. "Ther e," said 
the uncon scious fives-player, " there was a stroke that Cava­
nagh could not t;ike: I never played better in my life, and 
yet I can't win a game. I don 't know how it is." However, 
they played on, Cavanagh winning every game, and the by­
stander s drinking the cider, and laughing all the time. In 
the twelfth game, when Cavanagh w;is on ly four , and the 
strang er thirteen , a person came i?1, and said, "What! are 
you here, Cavana"h ?" The words were no sooner pronounced 
than the astonished play er let the ball drop from his hand, 
and s;iying, "W hat! ha ve I been breaking my heart all this 
tim e to beat Cavan;igh?" refused to make another effort. 
"And yet, I give you my word," said Cav;inagh, telling the 
story with some triumph, "I played all the while with my 
clenched fist."-

H c used frequently to play matche s ;it Copenhagen-hou se 
for w;igers and dinners . The wall against which they play is 
the same that support s the kitchen-chimney, and when the 
w;ill resounded louder than usual , the cooks exclaimed, 
"Those arc the Iri shman 's balls. " and the joints trembled on 
the spit! - Goldsmith consoled himself that there were 
plilces where he too was admired: and Cavanagh was the 
admiration of all the fives-courts, where he ever played. Mr. 
Powell, when he played match es in the Court in St. Martin's. 
street, used 10 fill his gallery at half a crown a he;id, with 
amatcms and admirers of talent in whatever department it is 
shown. H e could not have shown himself in any ground in 
England, hut he would have been immediately surrounded 
with inqui sitive gazers, trying lO find out in what part of 
his fram e his unrivall ed skill lay, as politicians wond er to sec 
the b;il;incc of Europe suspended in Lord Castlereagh's face, 
:md ad111irc the trophi es of the Briti sh Navy lurking under 
Mr . Crok er's hanging brow. 

Now C;ivanagh was as good- looking a man as the Noble

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Philippine Handball Uses Novel 'Glove· 

The article on ha ndb all gloves 111 a 
rece nt issue of ACE prompt 5 us to ,vrit e 
about th e "glove· ' used by Filipino pla y­
ers in Manila in th eir \'crs ion o f handball. 
We were int ro du ce d to Philippine hand ­
ball durin g our stay in ~fa nila in 1965-
66. 

Th e Philippine game is one-wa ll, 
played against a wood en ( usually in­
doors) or concr ete (usually outdoor ) 
\,·all , ju st like it is in many areas in th e 
Stat es. From her e on, th ough, th e diff er­
ences rea lly begin to mount up. 

The "gloves" co nsist o f a co mpl ete ly 
circ ula r disc of Philippine mahogany hard­
l,·ood from 6 to 8 inches in di ameter an d 
¼ to ¼ inch thi ck, th e exacc size and 
"' eight dep endin g on th e indi vidua l 
player' s ta sie. A thi ck rubbe,· strn p, gen­
.:-rally cut fr om an old inn er tub e, about 
3" wid e, is rive ted by meta l fas teners on 
to th e wooden padd le. Some of the 
fanci er model s have ornamen ted bra ss 
tack ~ to nail th e rub ber str ap on th e yad­
dl e. 

Wh en th e "g love" is finished, it looks 
like th e figu re on th e sketch . The "g love" 
i~ worn on th e hand by slidin g th e fingers 
forward und er th e rubb er str ap until 
they barely p rotrude beyond the front 
end of th e paddle. Ther e i a "g love" 
for eac h hand b11t no diff ere nce in its 
, izc or shape for th e left or r ight. 

If you are beginnin g to think that a ll 
thi s is strange , wait until you hear about 
th e handba ll. Thi s was anoth er big sur­
pri se for us. The Manila h andba ll was 
made from a tennis ball from wh ich all 
of th e fuzzy nap had been removed fir st 
by a sha rp knife , and th en by rubbing 
the ball on a rough ened mat erial ( con­
crete) until th r~ und er lying mb ber su r­
face was comp lc t<'ly .s111ooth a nd bare. 
The ba ll, a t thi s stage, loo ked very mu ch 
like th e old N ew Yo rk pun chb a ll. 

Dick Bray (now a Hou ·ton hand baller ) 
te lls th e story of a Filipino coming out 
10 th e courts one day dre ssed to pl ay, but 
carrying a sma 11, bla ck phy . ician's bag . 
Befor e startin g his ga m e, th e genel ema n 
pulls out a sca pe! fr om his kit and peels 
his ball clean. Then, fr om his bag thi · 
charac ter withdraw s a hypoderm ic needle 
and inj ec ts a few cc·s of a ir into th e 
rubb er ball. It turn s ou t he was a brain 
surgeon. Some o f you live-ball a rti sts 
might try thi s gimmi ck instead of wa rm­
ing th e h andb a lls o n th e tea m radi ator. 

\Ve und ers tan d that th e ga me originally 
was introdu ced by Americans to M a­
nilla and gradually modified by the Fili­
pinos to its pr esent style. At one tim e, 
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th e Filipinos 1old us, the game was pla>•ed 
wit h th e typica l U .S. litt le blac k hand­
ba ll, but th e supply of these was so un­
certa in that th e switch was made to the 
present type of ball. We play ed a t th e 
Manila YMCA , where there were some 
8 courts, but some of the fire-houses in 
th e city a l o had court . 

Th e jazzed-up tenni s ba ll rea lly came 
off th e ma hoga ny padd le an d zipped 
a long th e cement floors we pla yed on. 
M ost of the Filipin os hit the ball stiff­
ar mcd, but many could kill and place it 
eas ily. Dick and I \\'Cre ab le 10 hit with 

a natura lly bent-e lbow swing, and even 
learned 10 hop th e ball. I n a coupl e of 
mont hs or so we were able to give even 
to be t of th e F ilipinos a run for t heir 
money in doubles. 

While it certainl y wa n't the four -wall 
game of th e States, Fi lipino-style hand­
ba ll did give us a tr emen dous wo rkout 
in the hot, mu ggy Ma nil a weat her, and 
we enj oyed the com peti tion aga inst our 
Fili pino fri end s.

The handba ll players at the St. Louis J CCA ha ve a com­
plaint: th ey arc finding it almos t impossible to get a court , 
the se days . Not only must they cope with the compe ti tion 
from th eir age-old adver saries, the racqu etball p layers; but 
now they say, a new dimension has been added to their prob­
lem. Th e ladies have invaded! 

At a lmost any hour of th e day , the handba ll guys lament, 
th ere arc women ar ound, waving racquets and signing up for 
OUR court s. And th ough most of the men readily adm it 
tha t t he ladies do add a decorative touch to th e handball 
co rridor ( in their black tight s and br ight color ed shir ts) 
th ey still maintain that th eir pre sence has definitely tri ggered 
a contro ve rsy. 

No one, it see ms, is ambiv a lent in his views on this matter. 
SOMEONE has an opin ion, and usua lly a stron g one , in­
cludin g th e ladie s in question . With this in mind , AC E sent 
an imp arti a l observer to dig out the facts and pr esent them 
to our read ers. Ou1 rep orter interviewed everyo ne she 
could pin down , in order to give you a tota l and unbi a cd 
pr o pec tivc on a situation which seems typi ca l of a new 
trend that is sweeping th e country.

HINTS TO DE A w1NNER - You should 
be aware of some fundamental FA CTS 
if you expect to per fect you r game of 
racquetball . . . If there is rep etition in 
some of the items already prepared, th e 
rep et iti on will ONLY RE-EMPHASIZE 
the points and make them more per­
manent in your mind . .. 

1. A good player will prac tice and 
work har d on his game. 

2. K eep your eye on the ball. 
3. K eep on your toes and always expect 

your opponent to return you r shot . 
4. P ivot before you move tow ard th e 

bal l. 
5. D evelop a relaxed swing with good 

wri t action . 
6. Don't crowd the ball and wait until 

it drops to kne e leve l for the kill shot. 
7. \ ,Vatch where your opponent is and 

then hit the ball WHERE I-IE ISN'T. 
8. Tr y to get your oppo nent to mov e 

before hi tti ng the ball. Use the feint . 
D on' t te legrap h you r shot. K eep him 
guessing.

16. Always try to hit the ba ll so as to 
m a neuv er the opponent out of pos ition 
a nd then ready yourse lf and get positi on 
for the point-winning shot. 

I 7. Watch for the opponent's funda­
menta l wea knesses which wi ll cue you 
in to th e proper tactics to use aga inst 
him . 

18. THINK in your racquetball game. 
v\1hcn you r oppon ent is slow, speed up 

the game by volleying; when he is fast, 
slow the game by high shots, soft comer 
shots, etc. K eep the ball close to the wall 
if it looks like your opponent prefers 
the open court and shys away from the 
wal l. 

19. Don't let your opponen t crowd 
you. Take a hind er. 

20. Many t im es, use the theory that 
if you return th e ball bac k to an oppone nt 
fast enough an d quick enough, he will 
not be set for a return shot. 

21. Concentrate on the shot being 
p layed. Build up a tact ical position sev­
eral shots in advance. ·when the tim e is 
R[GHT , get set for the point maker . 

22. Rem ember - racquetba ll is a LOT 
OF HUST LE and a LOT OF SKILL. 
Wh en you play enoug h, you kn ow by 
instin ct th e sho t your opponent wi ll be 
forced to make most of the time, and 
you move RAPIDLY to the spot as the 
bal l is hit . 

23. Don 't anti cipate the opponent's 
hot before the shot is hit or you will find 

yourself "WAY OUT IN LEFT FIELD" 
wih the ball go ing to the RIGHT FIELD . 

24. Avoid errors and keep the ba ll in 
p lay. Follow this p iece of advice and you 
will have accomp lished a great deal. 

25. Ke ep the opponent in the rear of 
the cou rt, and don't go for a point maker 
(kill shot) un less you are in perfect 
position. 

26. Wat ch the opponent's ra cket out 
of the corner of your eye, but don ' t turn 
your body out of position. 

27. Have the desire to EXCEL and 
the DETERMINAT ION TO WIN. 
Study 1.hc game. Contro l your emotional 
excitement. 

28. FINALLY - always warm up be ­
fore play. A great many sp rains, pu lled 
muscles and soreness result from neglect 
of the warm-up p eriod. You can warm 
up in or out of the court . Simple twist­
ing an d turning exe rcises, stretching ex­
ercises, jogging, a run around a gym, a 
few pushu ps, and de ep squats for a few 
minutes is abso lut ely necessary.

Jim J acobs-Handball Player of USHA 's 'Ge nera­
tion' ... 

As befittin g our 20th anni versary celebration we single 
out on e player who not on ly proved himself as No. l 
on the courts but also as a man who personifies the 
spirit of our Players' Fraternity. 

If we can term our 1951-1970 USHA history as the 
modem generation of handball it is not difficult at 
a ll to build the case for Jim . In four-wall there arc 
many handballers who span the 30's and 40's as well as 
this era, who have "seen 'e m all" and pick Ja cobs as 
the best . \hie could nam e two fom1er national champions 
and m em bers of the Helm Handball Hall of Fame who 
have been quoted to that effect - Angelo Trulio and 
Frank "Lef ty" Coyle. 

W e often remember what Trulio said ba ck in the 
early years of Jim 's championsh ips-" Ilarring injury 
or illne ss, Ja cobs should go on to estab lish a new record 
for consecutive four-wall singles t i tic " . Jim, unfortu­
nate ly, did run into the injury bu gab oo afte r stri nging 
together thr ee stra ight 1955-56-57, but bounc ed back 
to win three more in 1960, 1964 and I 965. Add to this 
six doubles crowns, one with Di ck \ 1Veisman, five with 
l\lfarty D cca tu r. 

Jim probably reached his peak pcrfo 1mancc in our 
nati ona ls at the Olympic Club in 1960. After two years 
of fru stratin g injuries, he defeated defending champ ion, 
th e brilliant Chica goan Johnny Sloan, and put on an 
amazin g exh ibition of cour t mast ery in winning the 
doubl es with Weisman. 

Our nationa l thre e-wall tourn ament held each L abor 
Day wekccncl in Detroit's Palmer Park gave Jacobs a 
challenge. Th is game is probably more suited for the 
one-wailers th an the four-wail ers and through the years 
it has been gene rally dominated by the New York<:rs, 
Vic Hershkowitz was "Mr. Th ree-Wa ll" himself for the 
first nine years ·( 1950-58) and gave Jim several fina l 

_round lessons in this particular phase of handball. But , 
J aco bs learned well and took over for a three -year 
period winnin g the sing les in 1959-60-61. 

In no way do we wish to slight Hershkowitz who 
richly deserves the "f inest all -around player in handball 
his~o1y" accolade. Vic ,vas at his one-wall and four -

wall best in the late 40's and early 50's. Nor would we 
overlook the remar kabl e recor d of Johnny Sloan, who 
hit the champi onship peak in his early 20 s. Thr ~c times 
Johnn y pulled the USHA "Hat Trick", winning both 
singles and doubles, with Phil Collins, in 1958, 1959 
and 1961. He added another doubl es with Phil Elb ert 
in I 96'1-. 

We would also be remi ss if we did not talk about a 
man who closed out the 60's in a meteoric flash of 
gifted talents - Paul Hab er. Hab r, the Pygma llion of 
the ga me, who transform ed him self from a helter-skelter 
scrambler in his ea rly 20's to a poi sed, control ga me 
arti st in winning the high honor in 1966, 1967 and 
I 969. In speaking of skills Hab e1· compa res favorabl y 
with any singles champion in histor y and at the age of 
33 might well rack up one or more big ones in his 
career. 

But in the final analysis, and head lining four-wall a 
the major pha se of our handball the nod must go to 
Jim Jacobs- the complete pbycr who demonstrated 
speed, control , power, outstanding two-w ay hops , and 
two-hand ed skills. 'vVc have seen Jim methodically wear 
clown his opponents with his control and sure kill game, 
then switch to an all-out shooting brand of ball wh en 
the occasion called for it. 

Sports Illustr ated referred to Jim as the best a thlete 
in the world: He certainly parlayed his football, baseball 
and basketball Los Angeles prep stardom into a mar.: 
vclous handball career . 

In addition to his known comt credits Jim Jacobs 
has been USHA's "Ambassador of Good Will" in his 
many travels throughout the world. In lengthy exh ibi­
tion tours he displayed both h is ta lents and the abi lity 
to communicate on the lore of four -wall to the clinic 
gather ings. National publication intervi ews along with 
radio and TV appearances have al_t enhanced the hand ­
ba ll " image" . 

USHA, the Players ' Fraternity, has matured from an 
incubator fledgling that many thought would not en ­
dure into a model Associat ion with ideal tourname nt 
conditions . Th e presence of Jim Ja cobs dur ing this 
grow ing up period has meant so much in establishing 
oursc-1\'CS as an independent organ izat ion that has truly 
given handball " identity".

J\fany time s J have been asked "\Vho was the greatest man 
in Handball? " J\1[y answer?
