Evidently the::re 
were a whole lot of folks left adrift in the 
backwash when NR folded a couple of 
years ago. And then we show up with free 
mailing s of a racquetball mag az ine . So, 
qu ite naturally , 1 suppose. some re ader s 
wrong ly ass umed we were goi ng to 

cont inue their unfulfilled sub scription s to 
the previous publi catio n. I wish we could 
(it wou ld be a terrific way to make friends) 
but the fact is we just arc not in position to 
do so. So, there is no sense pouting about 
it; ju st dig out the old checkbook and zip us 
off a check for a one or two yea r 
subscription . Take it like a big kid and 
chalk up the folding of NR to experience. 

But what rea l ly flipped the panic 
swi tch in to the ON position was the late 
second issue. WOW! As I already said Wt! 

ran into some major unfor seen produ ction 
problems that took their toll on us in terms 
of time. Some of our reader s , already a 
liule gun shy, threw anxiety into high gear,

convinced that we had taken their money 
and were s ippin' fruity drink s with 
umbrella s on some sunny beach. 

Also acco mpanying the secon d issue 
was an innocent l ittle card proclaim ing

The only way we could see to ease 
out of the timing problem was to combine 
November/December into a Hol iday issue 
and just add a month on the end of 
everyone 's subscription to make up for the 
missed issue. Confusin g isn't it?

Eat sma ller portions of ca lorie dense 
foods and larger portions of nutrie nt rich 
foods. Calorie de nse foods arc those tha t 
provide a lo t of calo ries but very little 
nutr itio n; cookies, pies. pas tries, cakes, 
chips, soda, alco hol, dips, sauces, stuffing, 
gravy, salad dressing, butter. Nutrien t ric h 
foo ds provide a lot of nu trien ts and few 
ca lories; vege tables, fruit, bread, potatoes, 
lean meats. 

Cut the Calorics 

When cooking or preparing food, 
th ink of ways to cut the calories and 
increase the nutrition. Reduce the amount 
of butter or oil used in all cooking. Choose 
lean meats like turkey, chicken, beef roast, 
rather than duck, goose, briske t, or lan1b. 
A void se lf-basting turkeys that are injected 
with vegetable oil. Cook the stuffing 
outside the turkey rathe r than inside whe re 
it can absorb a lot of fat. Rice and potatoes 
have less fat than stuffing . Choose whole 
grain or plain white rolls over crescent or 
"buttery " rolls. In baking , substi tute whole 
wheat flour for white flour, use egg whites 
in place of who le eggs , and reduce the fat 
by rep lacing a portion of the fat with extra 
liquid. Substitute lowfat milk for cream 
whenever possible. Use plain lowfat yogurt 
or butterm ilk in salad dressing and dip 
recipes in place of sour cream or 
mayonnaise.

There are items 
th a t I buy fro m o ur pr o s h o p a t The 
Co urth ouse here in Mi sso ula, Montan a, and 
there are items that 1 buy throu gh the ma.ii. 
r do not believe that mail or der houses will 

really hurt business at pro shop s. I like to 
buy clothin g at our pro shop beca use l can 
try it on a nd make s ur e it fit s, or tr y 
eyeg uard s, etc. Th e pro shop is co nvenient 
for many items, but there are other items 
that I buy throu gh the ma.ii. The gloves and 
grip that I like are not avai lable in our pro 
shop , so I buy them throug h tJ,e mail. The 
mail order outfit s have a wider se lection of 
items than mos t pro s hop s ca n affor d 10 

keep in stock a nd I believe th at th ey 
compliment what is avai lab le at the pro 
s hop ra th er th an make the pr o shop 
unnece ssary . A goo d exa mpl e was the let ter 
in your las t issu e from a lef t hander who 
co uld not find a g love in hi s town. Our pro 
shop allow s us to try out rac qu et s , a nd 
when yo u buy from th e s h o p if your 
rac quet frame cracks in normal play it will 
be replaced on the spo t and the shop wi ll 
se nd the brok en one in to be replaced . If 
you buy thr ough the mail and yo u have a 
problem yo u wi ll have to send the item in 
to the manu fac rurer for adjustme nt or repair 
which will co t you in time an d money . 
Some t imes peop le forget to fig ur e in 
shippi ng and hand lin g plus conve ni ence 
when co mparing prices . Often a ma.ii order 
pri ce d oes n o t look as a tt ractive when 
eve rythin g is taken in to co nside ra tion. If 
the pri ce difference between the mail order 
houses and the pro shop become s 100 grea t, 
the pro shop may indeed lose bu in ess. 
Sometime s it is good to point out to the 
m anager of th e pro shop that yo u wou ld 
like to do bu si ness wi th him bu t hi s pri ce 
spread ove r the same item through the mail 
is too grea t 10 make up for shipp ing and 
co nve nience . He may decide to reevaluat e 
his pricing. We need compet ition to keep 
prices witJ,in rea so n, but co nve nience will 
a lw ays be wo rth so methin g. Keep th e 
advertisements. Th e good pro shop s wi ll 
not be affec ted.

Regarded as one of the hardest hitting competitors 

on the professional tour, Hawaiian Egan Inoue has 

been a World Champion, National Team member , 

and a consistent top finisher in the MPRA . His 

belief in fitness and his reliance on a well rounded 

life-style have earned him respect on and off the 

court. 

Recently he talked with us about his suspensions 

and probations with the AARA , his training in 

Martial Arts, his involvement with E-Force, the state 

of his game , and the recent decision of the MPRA to 

remain out of non-money tournaments. 
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Q: T e ll me abo ut E Fo rce a nd yo ur 
involvement with the co mp any. 
EI: I'm a fifty perce nt owner o f E-Force . 
Ceci l Alb ao and I star1ed it, actually Ceci l 
s ta rt ed it. A bo ut t wo yea r ago I was 
thinkin g about quil ling racquetba ll. A ll the 
co ntrac t stu ff was fruslrating and I co uldn 't 
ge t a rac qu e t th a t d idn ' t brea k . T he re 
was n' t a rac quet on the market Lhat I didn' t 
bre ak nin e in a month and I 
was frustra ted 

with that. Ceci l, my prac tice part ner back 
home said ·'Le t ·s make a racq uet." I kind of 
laughed and he sa id " If I made a racq uet 
w ith yo ur name o n it wo ul d you keep 
play ing racq uetb all?" You hea r a lot of 
promises a a pro ath lete so l didn' t take it 
se ri ously. Fo ur days la te r he ca me back 
with some pro totypes and they were great, 
better Lhan anything I'd eve r hit with. So I 
sa id "Le t' do it." 

Q: H e a lr ea d y had th e business 
know ledge? 
EI: Yes . He and h is wife run a ga rm ent 
manufact uri ng company in Hawaii called 
Blue Hawaii; c lolhi ng. shirts , shor1 , moo­
moos , oversize tce-shi r1s . 

Q: Le t's talk about the Nat ional Team and 
yo ur involveme nt. How long were you on 
it? 
EI: I do n 't rea lly know how long. I wa 
on for the Worl d Champions hips, then I 
wa off. T hen I we nt to the O lympic 
Fes ti val an d wo n tha t, t hen l got 
suspe nded and I was put on probaLion. 
It was k ind of a never ending thing. 
Two years ago I wa ick and took 
Nyq uil to go to bed the nigh t befo re a 

m a tc h . As eve ryone 
knows 

--

it knocks peo ple out -- it does not enhance 
Lhe game at all. Anyway, it ca me up in my 
urine sa mple and r was put on suspension. I 
don't know when f was on and when I was 
off , 1 was constan t ly bei ng lhrown off the 
team . 

Four days later he 
came back with some 
prototypes and they 

were great, better than 
anything I'd ever hit 

with so I said "Let's do 
·t" I • 

Q : Wa s there also a suspe nsion fo r not 
show ing up al a train ing camp ? 
EI: That train ing camp was on the same 
date a Lhe Super Show and we did n' t have 
good communica tion between myself and 
the AA RA j ust because I was traveli ng 
bac k and for1h. 

Q: We re you promoting E-Force ? 
EI: r was promoting E-Force and we 

had a booth a t t he Su pe r Show. 
Everyone knows the Super Show is 
the biggest sa les cvenL in the Sporti ng 

ind ustry. We do 75 % of our bus iness 
lhere. l definite ly had 10 be the re. They 

also have a thing calle d the Super Star 
List. Bo Jac kson and Michael Jordan 

we re on tha t list and l was on that list. 
That was an honor and I fe lt like f had to 
be there . 

Q: But you were suspe nded? 
EI : f was suspended for missing it [t he 
train ing ca mp] . 

Q: Were you re insta ted after that? 
EI: We tr ied to work out a reinstatement 
but tha t didn 't wor k out. Some of the things 
that they [AA RA] wan ted fro m me we j ust 

- -- -
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couldn' t work out. So, I was never 
reinstated. 

Q: Thi pas t yea r you took second at the 
Nationals in Houston but didn't get a spot 
on the National Team. Was that because of 
the suspensio n? 
EI: Yes, because of the suspensio n. I went 
to the Nationals knowing even if I finished 
first, second, third, or fourth I wasn' t going 
to be on the team because of the suspension 
unless my appea ls and arbitration were 

ucce sful. But I withdrew from the 
arbitration . I didn't want to go through that 
and they [AARA] didn't want any problem. 
I figured the best thing to do was to let 
everything flow under the bridge and start 
new again. 

Q: So what is your involvement with the 
AARA at this point? 
ET: Nothing at a ll. We made a dec isio n 
within the pros 10 become one or the other 
[amateur or profe ional] and that so lved 
all my problem . 

Q: What effect do you think that deci ion 
will have on the pro tour and the amateur 
circui t? 
El: I think it i going to be be tter for the 
pro tour. People won't see the pro play for 
free any more . At the Amateur Nationals 
yo u ge t four of the top ten pros there. 
People can ee the top pros compete at an 
amateur eve nt. Th ey really don· 1 need to 
see a pro top because they can see the pros 
at an amateur event. With the ru ling now 
they can only ee the pro at a pro event, 
whethe r it's a pro stop or a small er money 
tourn amen t. I think it's going to help the 
pro tour ou t a lot . 

I didn't know when I 
was on and when I was 

off. I was constantly 
being thrown off the 

team . 

- -- -
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Q: Do you think, by the same token, it will 
hurt the amateur events and the National 
Team in internationa l competition? 
EI : I think for amateur 
co mp et ition it's not going to 
hurt the amateur events much. I 
think it mi g ht be beller 
becau se people don't feel they 
can win if th ere is an Andy 
Roberts or Tim Doyle. 
People who arc border line 
open players might not play. 
Now with the pros out there 
might be a bigger turnout. 
As for the National Team, 
1 think the U.S . team will 
suffer a great deal. We've 
been winning the world 
championship and it's 
been c lose, and th a t· s 
with our pros. So , 
withou t the pro it's 
going to be tough . 

Q: You arc 
considered to be one 
of the be t conditioned, most fit 
players on the tour. Tell me how you train 
and how you've reached this level of 
conditioning. 
El : I do a lot of cross training. I bike , run, 
swim, and I mix all of that up; hill work , 
flat , long duration workouts, high intensity 
short workout -- shocking the body to get 
more improvement. Now 1' m start ing to 
play a lot mo re racquetball again . For 
awhi le, I got more into the fitness and 
forgot about racquetball. You really have to 
spend the tim e playing racquetball. 

Q: Did that hurt you? 
EI: In a sen e. But if my se rves were on, it 
would keep me in the game. ow everyone 
else hits the ball hard and it's evened out o 
I have to spend more time on the court. 

Q: How hard do yo u hit the ball? 
El: l don't really know. When 1 hit Liu: ball 
J don't notice it moving that fast. If I'm 
standi ng on the cou rt with omcone like 
Woody Clouse or Tim Doy le I get !>hocked 
to sec the ball moving that fa t but 

- -- -

cventually 
I get used to it. Maybe it ' s 
because I don·t see that in Hawaii. But I 
really don't sec my ball moving that fast 
and I keep think ing, " I wish I could hit the 
ba ll hard e r." I do n ' t want to try to hit it 
harder. I want to hit it harder with my same 
trokc . 

Q: Do you know how hard you hit the ball? 
El: No. I don't. I ha ve no idea real ly. I 
know once I was clocked at IEI m.p.h. in 
Orcgon. I saw th a t reading. They had 
another one come out at 191 and I never 
aw that. One of our di.tributors went out 

and made a poster on that. 

Q: I it really not a big deal for you? 
EI : It's really not a big deal but I don't like 
so meth ing false be ing advertised. 

Q: I understand you are tra ining with Dave 
Peck now. What prompted that decision? 
E l: Basical ly my game is on e of 

- -- -
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confidence. I was working wi th Bri a n 
Hawk es's coach. Jim Carson in California 
and I couldn ' t spend enough time with him. 
I fe ll I couldn" t give him what I should -­
the amount he was helping I wa sn' t ab le to 
gi ve back to him. He's the kjnd of coac h 
yo u need to spend a lot o f time wi th . He 
wa s a rea lly goo d coach but I nee ded 
someone who d idn ' t nee d to spend a lot of 
tim e with me. That ' s kind of how Dave 
Pec k is. He kind of changed my stroke. The 
idea he lped but I had to go back to my 
origina l stroke . 

Q: Ar e yo u back 10 you r o rigin a l stroke 
now? 
El : I went back to my or iginal troke this 
pa st tourn ame nt and I playe d a lot bette r 
than J"ve played in a long Lime. 

Q: Do you think you 've been in a slump ? 
EI: I' ve been in a slump for abo ut a year 
and I think tha1·s the reaso n I was looking 
for a coach; for someo ne to giv e me an 
answer to pull me from the slump. But I 
don ' t think that 's the answer . I ' ve sa t down 
and thought it out for my self. A coac h can ' t 
give me tJie answers I need. I' m going to 

hav e to play my ow n game the way I've 
learn ed it and trained 

for it. 
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Q: If yo u had to sum up your game how 
would you desc ribe it? 

EI : I think my game is one of press ure. J 
like to press ure my opponent and play at a 
fast pace . l like us in g a lot of phy sica l 
abilit ies. I want to try 10 ge t my opponent 
to move around as much as I do and try to 
get the game into a contest of who 's going 
10 be able to move quick over the longest 
period of time. 

Q: Is there anyo ne on the tour with a ga me 
similar to you rs? 
El: I do n' t think so. Maybe someone like 
Tim Swee ney . I think he 's the clo ses t. 

Q: Is there anyo ne on the tour that yo u look 
forward to playi ng? 
El: Anyone that plays a fast game. Anyone 
th a t 's go in g 10 s ho o t with me and driv e 
se rve ; lik e W oo dy C louse , Tim Doyle, 
Sweeney , Ob re m sk i, Ro be rt s, Ruben . 
Drew . Actually , I enjoy playing almost all 
the guys. 

I didn't want to go 
through that and they 

didn't want any 
problem. I figured the 
best thing to do was to 

let everything flow 
under the 

bridge 
and start 

new again. 

Q: Wh a t is yo ur 
involvement with 
Martia l Art s? 

EI: Since I was fi ve, 
I 've been involv ed with 
kara te and I did that for 

--

abo ut five yea rs . I got a tempora ry black 
belt in it. I had to quit because little leao ue 
ba se ball s tar ted for me . I couldn ' t tr~ in 
mu c h lo nger. M y gra ndf at her wa s my 
instructor. I've a lway been interes ted in 
martial ans . When I was fifteen I sta11cd a 
Chi nese art Win Chun whi c h i insi de 
fightin g, a hand art. It wa s one of Bruce 
Lee's art s. Then I strarted Tae Kw a n Do 
and got a black belt. For the last three yea rs 
I 'v e been doi ng Gracie Jiu J itsu . It ' a 
J a pa nese ar t that th e Bra zi lli a ns have 
modifi ed to a street fighting art. 

Q: Do yo u see any co nne ction between 
what you are doi ng in mania ! ans and what 
you are doing in racque tball? 
El : I thin k all spo rts bleed into racque tba ll. 
The more sports backgro und yo u have as a 
kid th e mo re it ' s goi ng to help you r 
racquetba ll.

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With a brilliant career coming to a close, Lynn 

Adams is seeking racquetball's top spot one more 
• time.

It wo uld have been easy to call it qui ts 
thi s summ er, natural reall y. Having fin all y 
rece i ved a po s i t ive d iag nosi of t he 
conditi on she has battl ed ome fi ve years, 
L y nn Ad ams co uld have call ed a press 
conference, announced M ulti ple Sclerosis 
had forced her to qu i t t rai nin g and her 
retirement fro m racquetball. It would have 
been ea y had Adams been the top ranked 
player in the world. But Ad am . who is no 
stran ger to pl aying throu gh pain havi ng 
cont racted rheumatoid arthriti s at age 16, 
had fa ll en to numb er two w hen she was 
edged by Mi chell e Gilm an in a tiebreaker 
at th e 1991 WPR A N ati onal 
Champio nship s in M ay. 

No w Ad ams is adjusting to a diffe rent 
l i fe with a fr ightening disease. Th e illn ess 
has kept her fro m trainin g for better than 
four years, but somehow givi ng it a name 
has forced Adam s to face her mortality . 

"Yo u always have the chance w ith MS 
that it could accelerate and cause paralysis 
and you end up in a wheelchair. But I don' t 
feel I 'm headin g in that dir ecuon. I 'm not 
experiencing serious types of sympt oms," 
Ad ams says. " I have been sca red and 
apprehensive, but not angry. I don' t know 
i f I ' d fee l d i ff erent ly if i t w ould have 
happened in the middl e of my career when 
I till had so much to learn and prove . l 
don't think I 'd be so accepti ve. But now I 
really can' t be sel fis h. How much can a 
person ask for ?" 

No mor e than Ad ams has won. She 
has won more matches and mor e titl es than 
any pl ayer , male or femal e. She was the 
top-rank ed player at the conclusion of the 
' 82, ' 83 . ' 85 . '86. ' 87, and '8 8 seasons, 
winnin g the Nation als each of those years. 
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and again in 1990 . despite lo si ng the 
Nationals. She was the fi rst player to enjoy 
an undefeated sea on and won two Tripl e 
Crown Champio nship s. She ha played 
throug h a pinal nerve deteriora tion and a 
broken foo t. 

Having lo l the number one ranking to 
Caryn M cKinn ey in 1989 coupled with her 
de teriorating health , many were led 10 

believe Adams' best day were behind her. 
But using upcrb intelli gence in the game 
he tud icd o di li gent ly, Adams regained 

her rankin g and reached an even higher 
echelo n of respect. 

"There arc really two Lynn Adams -­
the one befo re 1987 and the one after 
1987 ," ays long time coach Jim Carson. 
" She wa by far the greatest pl ayer on the 
tour before her ill nes . She had a good 
com bin at io n of accuracy and power . And 
she wa ea il y the best-conditi oned player 
out there. T hat was the Lynn Ada ms before 
1987. 

" ow. phy ically. he' a me . She' 
out of hape. her tim ing' no good . her legs 
wobb le. She ha alway s been the manest 
player on the tour and, now, that's all she' 
got. " 

"She was by far the 
greatest player on the 
tour before her illness . 

She had a good 
combination of accuracy 
and power . And she was 

easily the best -conditioned 
player out there. That was 

the Lynn Ada1ns before 
1987 ." 

Not the mo~l bri lli ant scoutin g report 
co nsiderin g the ourcc is the player's ow n 

Aggre ss ive , action-filled matche s were 
th e norm whenever Lynn Adam s 
s quar ed off aga in t the pow erful 
Shannon Wright. Lynn 's enduran ce, 
power and amazing accuracy mark ed 
her early days in racquetball. 
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Ada ms frequ entl y met Hea th er Mc Kay 
in tournament comp etit ion. T he thirt een 
year spr ea d in ages mat ched experi ence 
a ga in s t y outhful ex hub e r a n ce. As 
Ad a m s n ears th e end or h e r a m az in g 
c a re e r a y outhful M ic h e ll e G ilm a n 
poses the sam e type or thr ea t to Ly nn. 

coach. So coach. can this 34-year-old, out -
of- hape-w i th -no-c apab i Ii ty-of - worki ng­
her- wa y- back-i nto - hape player dare to 
dream of ret iri ng number one? ··Definite ly.

She won the women ' s C di v i ion and 
caught Carson' eye. 

"I've always been that 
way emotionally -- going 

with my gut feeling. It 
didn't seem like a scary or 
gutsy thlng at the time.

was just the thing I 
wanted to do." 

'·S he tunk at racqu etball , bu t yo u 
cou ld tell she was a great athlete. She had 
1h1s fire that 's hard to ex plain ," Car on 
remember . " She would go all out on every 
poi nt as if he had to w in 1ha1 point. It was 
ju st a fire and she sti ll has it.'" 

Adams immediate ly fell in love wi th 
racquetball and Carson agreed 10 coach her. 
Af ter watc hing a three-wa ll prof e io nal 
tournament a few week s later play er and 
co ach were convinc ed Adam w as a 
uperstar wai ting to be born . 

"We're watching these profess ional 
and, wi th no disrespect to them, I said to 

Ly nn, ' Yo u know , they wou ld ki ll yo u in 
racquetball , but you' re a better athlete than 
they arc .' Racq uetbal l is a learned ski l l. 
You can learn a ski l l but you can on ly do 
so much to improv e ath le t ic ism," Car on 
aid. 

Co nfiden t in her athleti c gifts and 
driven by a love for her new sport , Adam s 
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gave up a track sc ho lars hip to U.C .L.A . 
and beg an an endeavor that would lead to 
he r live lihood . '"I w as very passionate 
abo ut i1," Adams said . "I've alway s been 
1hat way emo 1ional ly -- goi ng with my gut 
fee ling. It didn ' t seem like a scary or gutsy 
th ing at th e t ime . It wa j us t the thing I 
wanted to do ." 

As Ad am and Car so n carved out a 
partn e r hip in racq ue tba ll, the y beca me 
romantica lly in vo lved a wel l and were 
married for nea rly three years . De spile the 
marital break-up. their friendship survived 
and !hey have been ab le to mainta in the ir 
racque 1ba ll succes s. 

"Th ings happen for rea ons. I believe 

yo u arc wi th peopl e you need 10 be wit h in 
order to acc omp lish th ing in life, and not 
ju st in sport ," Adams says. " If you need to 
bec o me a more c ompa ss ion a te per so n 
yo u'r e go ing to find someo ne to show you 
tha1. Whatever yo u need to learn , God is 
going lo se nd someone in to yo ur life to 
teac h yo u 1ha 1." 

··o ur re lati onship see ms odd to mo sl 
peo ple, but what most peop le ca ll nor mal 
see ms odd to us ," Carson exp lained. '"I 
don ' t know how you ca n love someone for 
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nine year s and then just not love them 
anymore .

Southern California has lon g been 
famous for its con trib ution s to profes sional 
racq uetba ll. Name s like Many Hoga n and 
Charli e Brumfield made the west coas t a 
h ot bed for the s port in the I 970's. 
Co ns is ten t indu s try leade rs in racquet 
manufacturing Pro Kennex and Ektelon 
opera te within a few miles of one another 
in San Diego . A littl e further north in a land 
ca lled Huntington Beach, Three guys 
na med Tim Doy le , Brian Hawkes, and 
Dave J o hn o n pla y a continuous round 
robi n powerfest tha t keep s eac h of them 
sharp enough to sta y among the top IO in 
the world. Toni Bc ve lock (w hose play in 
the WPRA season opener was superb) can 
easi ly be found on the courts in Santa Ana . 
Lynn Adams occa s ionally re turn s to th is 
area she for merly ca lled "hom e" for some 
advice or a quick vi it with her coac h -
friend - ex -hu sband J im Carson . And 
the irrepressible Ega n Inou e show s up 
regularly in L.A. for a session with Jiu­
jit su 's legendary Gracie Brothers. 

With thi s c limate of play all 
around, you might expect great thing s 
from a pro tournam e nt in nearby 
Ri ve r ide; and you would not be 
di sappoi nted! Southern Californians are 
dead se riou s abo ut racq uetball. From the 
Tournament House c rowd you he a r 
thing s like " h e's going down the 
backhand line about 90 % of the time, he 
needs to pinch to catc h him cheating to 
the right for an easy cou ple of points ". 
It' s 1101 just ta lk. This crowd know s its

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stuff. And what a crowd it is! Spotting 
famili ar and important faces in the close 
quarters of the Tournament House is like 
playing "Where's Waldo?". On hand were 
tour veterans Rich Wagner, Craig McCoy 
and Steve Lerner , severa l member s of Pro 
Ke nnex and Ektelon s taff, and pro 
baseball's Je ff Conine. 

Surprising when compared to the rest 
of the seaso n, the round of 32 held only 
two upsets. After a very strong showing in 
Stockton ear lier this season, Brett Hamett 
proved it was no fluke by knocking off #9 
see d Brian Hawk es in four games. Steve 
Lerner hand ed a si milar fate to the #4 seed 
Ruben Gon za lez. 

In the 16' s #I seed Mik e Ray easily 
retired # 16 Woody Clouse, while Andy 
Robert s did likewi se with #15 Mike Guidry 

at the other end of the draw. In the Middle 
of the field , Tim Doyle followed suite with 
a three game win over #14 Dave Sable . 

The rest of the 16's were not so easy. 
#6 Drew Kachtik had a much harder time 
with # l l Dave Johnson before taking the 
win in an exciting four . #12 Mike Yellen 
looked like the multi-time National 
Champion he is as he surprised #5 Jack 
Newman with an upset in the same round. 
Coming off the win over Gonzalez in the 
32's, Lerner maintained momentum (and so 
did hometown fans) for a grueling five 
game win over #13 seed and transplanted 
Texan Aaron Katz . 

In the top half of the draw, the 
Hogan/Harnett match looked more like a 
final than a round of 16 match. Both 
players legendary "run-and-gun 's" , each

Many player 
make the mi stake o r warmin g up too early 
when a tournament i runnin g be hind 
c hedu le . Once yo u find out th e 

approxima te tart ing tim e. yo u arc ready to 
begin the first step in warming up. 

The first tep i to find a Li re Cycle or 
any other ca rdiova scu la r devi ce . W e 
usually ride for five to Len minute at a ve ry 
s low pace, ju st to ge t your heart ra te up . 
You want to keep a wa rm -up suit on to 
keep yo ur body warm for the nex t step . 

The seco nd tep is to properly tretch 
your mu sc les while you r body is war m. 
Str e tchi ng is important in pr eve ntin g any 
injuri es or pull ed mu cle s. Stret chin g, if 
done properly , wi II take about ri flce n to 
twenty minute . W e a lso use our stre tching 
time lo mentally prepar e for our match .

good shots. You should also deci de on the 
serves you will use for the match. 

Step numb er th ree is your ac tu al on 
co urt war m-up . During mo st LOurn aments 
yo u are allowed only five minut es to warm­
up , so you must tak e advantage and use the 
tim e wi se ly . When wa rmin g up, s tar t a 
c lose to the fro ntwall as po ssi ble 
(approx imate ly at the service line) . Alwa ys 
start hilling the ball easy and then pick up 
the pace as you ge t warmer. Startin g clo se 
to the wa ll makes it easie r to kill the bal l 
and allows your co nfide nce to build during 
warm-up a nd he lps intimidate your 
oppone nt. As you ge t warm move back a 
few fee t at a time, like steps on a lad der. 
Wh en you ge t to the bac k co urt . you can 
practice your cei ling sho ts. After yo u are 

warm on both forehan d and backhand, it is 
time to practice serves. It is import ant to hit 
a variety of serves before the mat ch. 

If a ll the se steps are followed your 
chan ces or winnin g will improve at lea s t

Th ey have at lea st 
six 1a11ered, never washed glove s hanging 
from their gym bags and have that veteran 
croffy look . The 1-shirt might be ten years 

A 
perfec t fit? Hardly. Th ey hide the ir sca rred 
kn ee s with kn ee pad s and still ins ist on 
divin g after ball s. They wear swea1pan1 -­
n o t warmup s . Le ss on s? Forget them . 
Unl ess it is Mik e Yellen or Man y Hoga n 
talking they won ·1 listen 10 anyon e. 

And here 's a true test -- examine three 
gym bags and you'll be abl e to tell which 
one belon gs to th e 30 -plu s player.

Bac k wh e n I was runnin g 
tournam e nt s, so me pare nt s as ked a bo ut 
child care. l vag uely remember telling the m 
10 leave 1he kid at the tournament desk for 
a half hour or put them by 1he court durin g 
the match and recall rece iving a di sgu sted 
reac tion . No w 1 ca n see their point. When 
Rachel was an infant , go ing to the club was 
quit e a ch o re . Her e I w as with m y 
ove rstu ffed gy m bag on one should er. an 
over load ed pink dia pe r bag a long w ith a 
sixteen pound lit1le girl. I was never able 10 
leave her at the club nursery . First, I'm an 
ove rprot ec ti ve dad and be! ieve me, the 
nur se ry wo uldn ' t ha ve wo n a ny Good 
Houseke epin g cleaning awards. The re were 
probably a doze n kids runnin g aro und, o I 
placed Rachel outside 1he court . Have yo u 
ever tri ed communi catin g throu gh a g lass 
wall? It' s like watchin g TV with no sound . 

Durin g he r fi rs t year, Rache l wa 
preuy coope rati ve . Sh e wo uld sit in 
her ca r sea t and I' d be able 10 play a 
so lid five minut es with out loo kin g 
bac k . By th e t ime she was a bl e to 
walk , I ' d pl ay fi ve minut e s , turn 
around and she wo uld be jumpin g on 
the couch in the lounge area. Then it 
reached the point where he wanted to 
pla y.

Now th at she ' s nearly th ree , she has 
to have a racqu et and a ba ll wheneve r 
we go to the club . 

Anoth er thin g about being a 30-
p lu s ve te ran is injuri es . Whil e the 
racque t technol ogy has imp rove d , I'm 
guilty o f not stretching properly. It' s 
ha rd to warm up . It re qui re s 
di sc ipline. You schedul e a gam e for 
6 :00 and yo u· re rea dy to lea vc th e 
offi ce and som eone like Marvin from 
KILLSHOT ma gaz in e will ca ll. 
You s tay on th e ph one ten minut es 
and ge t stuck in traffi c . (I'v e beco me 
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quite proficient at c hangi ng from s tre et 
clothe s to racq uetba ll attire in the van while 
wai tin g in traffic .) Anyway , you arrive at 
the club five minut es before your scheduled 
match , hop onto the co urt , do a couple of 
stretches, hit the ball three times and have 
to start the match. After a ll, if you warm up 
fo r 15 min ut es, before you know i t 
someone is banging o n the glass telling you 
your time is up. 

The las t six m o nth s have b een 
physical nightmar es . Durin g the summer I 
strained a hamstring water skiing and then 
tried playing racq uetball befo re it healed. 
Then , j u s t before Labor Day , I was 
attem pting to retrieve a ball that sailed over 
my head a nd my foo t cras hed into th e 
backwal l. I had a seve re brui se and wa s 
unable to play effec tive ly for two months . I 
was no speed ter before , but I was so slow 
that if my oppo nent hit the sidewall it was 
an auto mat ic po int. I played sparing ly and 
even thou gh I was hurt, my fellow veteran 
co lleagues enjoyed _shu tting me out. Eve n 
though I cou ldn ' t take more than two steps , 
they wa lloped on me. In fact, I saw one guy 
carve a "W "' on his racquet handle with a 
knife after ou r match. He told me he always 
pla ces a no tc h o n h is rac qu e t aft e r a 

victory. After that humiliating experien ce, I 
put my racquet as ide a nd join ed a 
basketball leag ue where I promptly broke 
my other foot. r te ll peo pl e that I came 
down wro ng afte r dunkin g a basketba ll, but 
those who have seen me on the racque tball 
co urt know I barely get airborn whe n I 
auemp t to avo id a shot. 

Like mos t oth e r veterans, r beg an 
playing rac qu etball af ter college. Today 
racquetba ll cou rts are everywhere , but back 
then it was for the el ite few. 

During co ll ege , I played so me 
la crosse, tenni s, go l f, and pick -up 
baske tball. What was racq uetball? 

In the rea l world after co l lege I 
co uldn ' t fi nd a pic k-up ba sketball game 
and it seemed every time I planned a tenn is 
match , it rained. I hated to jog and found 
we ig ht trai nin g monotonou s. A fe ll ow 
sport swri ter , Ken Glad stone , introduced me 
to racquetbal l on an outd oor fou r wa ll 
facility. 

I have been playing eve r since and ca n 
be c lassified a ve teran . I h ave played 
thousands of matches and quite frankly will 
never be better than a " B" leve l player. 

My racque tball fantasy is to belong to 
a c lub wher e I ' m the be t play er . It will

never happen. 
In the past few years I' ve noticed that 

racquetball has become a sport of choice in 
the business world, primarily beca use of 
the speed, strategy and conveni ence of the 
sport . They say the high tech racq uets have 
pl ace d too much emphasi s on power. 
Perhaps among the pros, but in my group. it 
is s till a competitive game. Playing 
racquetba ll against busines s co lleag ues is a 
g rea t way to ob se rve the et hic s o f a 
potential clien t. Everyo ne cheats in golf 
and ta.king a "gimee" putt from ten feet is 
expec ted. But it's pretty easy to tell if the 
ball skipped. 

Gettin g a court at prim e time is easy 
and it will go aga inst the veteran code to 
di vulg e th at trade secret. You ca n be 
classified a vetera n when you ca ll the club 
and don't have to identify yourse lf. 

It's the voice of the vete ran.

In las t month" s art ic le we addr esse d 

the hard serves . Thi . lime we will focus on 
the soft serves : 1he ha! f-lob , high-lob , and 
t.hc high-lob z. These se rves should play a 
v ita l ro le in your ove rall serving strat egy. 
Th e Job se rv es, bes ide s bein g eff ecti ve 
'' fir t serves" are al so your bes t "s ec ond 
serves." 

Thi s secti on on lob serves, a lthoug h 
s e e min g ly s impl e. s low a nd bo r i ng 
informati on, is, in fac t, very co mpl ex with 
many sub1le ramilic a1ions. The pace o f the 
gam e ca n go from delib erale . slow cei ling 
ball ra llie s to qui c k, fas t-pace d offensive 
ac tion imm ediate ly. Th e simpli stic goa l o f 
a lo b serv e is to cre at e a s lower pa ce d 
ce ilin g ball ra lly exc hange whereby you 
remain patient and wait for yo ur opponent 
to err on his return , thi s cre ate a sco ring 
o pportunity for your se l f. Th e fac t is, a 
corr ec tly hit lob se rv e. inte nd ing to s low 
down the pace o f the ga me, can often invite 
an agg ressive receiver to co me up short­
hop or overhead-drive thi s serve, ironic a lly 
c re atin g fa s te r-pace d ac tio n . Befo re a 
player c an trul y be e ff ec tiv e w ith lob 
se rves , it is very imp o rtant that he full y 
und erstand a ll the d ifferent lob serves and 
the ir imp ortance . 

High-Lob 
All the lob serves arc slowe r- pace d 

se rv es requirin g an e ffi ci ent and sm oo th 
servin g motion . Hit the high-lob erve with 
a se mi-bent arm and a locked wri st so that 
th e main movement is a smooth should e r 
rotation (Photo I & 2). Thi s should produce

a consistent erve, pro vidin g you prac tice 
the s troking m otion and co ncentrat e o n 
hill ing your proper front wall targets. 

A you can see in th e ph o to , th e 
se rve r s ho uld pos iti o n him se l f in th e 
middl e of the service box or slightl y off­
cen1er. Different from the dri ve serves, the 
server beg ins his servi ce mot ion standin g 
upri g ht w ith a n easy o ne- s te p m o ti o n 
ma k in g co nt ac 1 with th e ba ll at a bout 
should er lev el. A co rrec t hi gh- lob se rve 
should hit a front wall targe t ( 17 feet to 18 
fee t off the floor ) take its first boun ce on 
the 25 foot do tted line, and co ntinu e in a 
high arc to the back co rner. You don ' t want 
to try to ser ve the ball so ex actly tha t it 

hugs the s idewall, beca use any error in the 
direction of that wa ll will cau e the ball to 
re b ound o ut fo r a n easy s e t-up . My 
sugge lion would be to angle the high lob 
thr ough a fi ve foo t a ll ey int o th e back 
co rner so you ha ve plen1y o f marg in for 
erro r. You want the serve to come back into 
yo ur r eceive r 's hittin g z o ne aro und 
s houl de r leve l. At s ho uld er le ve l it is a 
difficult heig ht for the receive r to br ing the 
ball dow n into th e lo w zo ne effec ti ve ly. 
Your opp onent will probably be force d to 
ki c k th e ba ll bac k up int o th e ce ilin g, 
fo rc in g a ce ilin g ball re turn w hi c h 
generates a ce iling ball rall y. A player must 
be very open-minded in diff erent strat eg ic 
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approa che that he will be tryin g in an 
effort to beat his opponent. A player wit h a 
macho attitude might co me in and drive the 
ball down his oppo nent ' s neck I00+ mph . 
That approa ch might have to cha nge as he 
finds him elf sc urr y ing all over the court 
tracking down his opponent 's we ll-pace d. 
acc urat e s hot s . Therefore, a de lib erate, 
patient lob erve ga me plan might be the 
best method to create the necessa ry left-up 
s hots a nd the offe ns ive op port unit ies 
needed. 

One of the bigge st prob lems on the lob 
se rve th a t l e ncou nt er with pl aye rs that 
come to camp i that mo t player s hit the 
lob too hard . Instead of land ing the ball on 
the 25- foo t dott ed l ine, the ba ll land s 
de eper in th e co urt and, ve ry often. 
rebo und s off th e back wa ll for a se t-up . 
Either they are winging too hard with thei r 
should er and arm , or their entir e body, or 
they arc using their wri ts aan d ge tting too 
much power into the se rve. Most playe rs do 
not und ers tand th at the high-lob erve is 
imply a dire ctiona l · erve exec uted with a 

locked -up arm and wri st motion . 
There is a prob lem with the lob when 

you play an op ponent that i an aggre sive 
and offe n ive-mi nded rece ive r. T hat type 
of p layer w ill very often move up and 

short- hop a lob serve at knee level (abo ut 
one to one and one ha! f feel behind the 
dotted line}, and hit an aggress ive return. 
Th e se rver mu st then evalua te ju st how 
e ffective his oppo nent is at short-hopping 
th e se rve. If the receiver is occas iona lly 
skippin g his return into the floor or leav ing 
a lot of balls up in Zo ne 2-3 , th e n that 
agg re ssiv e s hort-ho p return is act ua lly 
workin g in the server"s favor. Rememb er, 
the ser ver 's goa l is to ge nera te a lef t-up 
shot, seize the offe nsive opportunity and 
sco re with it. 

Anot her return that an agg ressive­
minded re ceiver mig ht tr y would be to 
move up. allow the ball to rebound higher 
off the 25-foot dotted line, and over head 
drive or ki ll the ball. When a receive r tries 
thi return the serve r must be very alert to 
watch the return and adj ust his positio n 
according ly in Zone 2-3 to get ready for the 
potential left-up hot. 

Half-Lob 
T he half -lob serve is virt ually identical 

to the high-lob. T he sta rting position in the 
se rvic e box , th e easy one -s tep servi ng 
motion and the locked-up shoulder rota tion 
are the sa me . Th e on ly differenc e is the 
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height of the front wall target, now twelve 
to thirteen feet o ff the floor. Th e serve 
should still land on the 25-foot dotted line. 
Th e ball will now carry back into the 
receive r, still at shoulder heigh t, at a lower 
arc than th e high -lob se rve. Becau se the 
path o f the half -lob se rve does not trav el 
the same d istan ce as the high-lob , it will 
carry back to th e receiver a fraction 
quicker. Serving the half-lob to a n 
agg ress iv e, offensive -mind ed re ce iv e r 
might be one way to keep you r oppo ne nt 
from mov ing up and sho rt-hoppi ng the ball. 

High-Lob Z 
Most participant s coming to cam p do 

not use the high-lob Z as much as they 
cou ld. The y are rea ll y not sure how it 
should be hit. They are unclear wher e to 
stand to start the erve, where their fro nt 
wall target s are. how the ball shou ld co me 
ou t o f th e fron t-wa ll. s ide-wall corner . 
where the ball should take its fir l bounce, 
or which direc tion it will take into the side 
wall and back corner. It wi II s t i II take a 
whil e to ge t a comfortable fee l for the high­
lob Z serve . 

A right-handed player se rving to the 
back left corner of the co urt , should start 
his serv ing motion close to the left wall in 
the serv ice box. The serving motion for the 
high-lob Z is still the same as the high-lob 
and half-lob se rve se mi-be nt arm . locked 
e lbow and wri st. and a s mooth shou lder 
rotation. Th e se rvin g motion for the Z is 
ge nerated from low (th igh level) to high 
(shoulder lev el). The high-lob Z requir es 
that you hit the ba ll slightly harder than the 
other lob serves at approxi mately e ightee n 
feet up on the front wall and a close to the 
rig h t si de wall as pos sible. The ball w ill 
angle out of th e front right corner a nd 
ca rom in a high :ire dia gonally across the 
court, tak e its first bounce on the 25-foot 
dottl!d line. kick up on th..: side wall and 
then die a it descend s into the back wall. 

Obviou sly. thi s serve ca rries a high 
price if the se rver should miss-hit his front 
wa ll target. A cor rec tl y hit high-lob Z 
s hould force yo ur opponent 10 make a 
decision to either hit the se rve before it 
catche s the s ide wall. j ust as the ball is 
hiltin g the side wall. or j ust aftt:r the ball 
catche s the side wa ll . All thre e of the se 
choices require th.: receiver to hit the return 
above should er level with a vertical 
shoulder swing . Beca use many players 
s win g with th e ir arrns instead of thl!ir 
s ho uld e r s . they will ge ne ra te errant . 
misd ircc1ed. weak return s. 
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The largest ramifi ca tion of this serve 
is ag ain with an agg ress ive rece iver who 
wa nt s to short-h op th e se rve . Wh en th e 
ri g ht-h a nd ed pla ye r se rves w ith hi s 
forehand from the lef t side of the se rvice 
box 10 an agg ress ive rece iver, Lhe timing of 
the server hillin g and relocming out o f the 
cr vice box, and the rece iver mov ing up 10 

ho rt-hop the ball. the serve r places himself 
v irtu a ll y in fr o nt of th e r ece iver a nd 
th e refo re b loc ks th e rece ive r' s re turn . 
Beca use the rece iver must a lways be give n 
the option o f hilling in a straight path to the 
fro nt wa ll. pin ching to the wa ll that he is 
c loses t 10 , or hittin g a cross-court return , an 
objec tive re feree should ca ll an avoi dab le 
hind er on the server. To avo id this s ituation 
fr o m ha pp e nin g w ith a n agg ress ive 
receive r, th e se rver ca n learn to hi t the 
hi g h-lob Z. fro m approx im ate ly thr ee to 
fo ur fee t off o f th e lef t wa ll w ith hi s 
b ac kh a nd . Se r vi ng wi th h is back ha nd 
a llows the agg ress ive rece iver all his sho t 
opti on. whil e s till a llowi ng the server 10 

re loca te out o f the ervice box and rea dy 
him s e l f fo r th e lef t -up r e turn . Thi 
back hand se rve is highly effec tive aga inst 
an agg ress ive receiver who is co nsta ntl y 
leav ing the ball up in Zone 2-3 . Si nce the 
serv er is try ing 10 ge nera te a mi sd irec ted 
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re turn , he s hould be a ler t and rea d y to 
capitalize on the left-up shots. 

Now, le t 's d isc uss the agg ress ive 
rece ive r who effec ti ve ly sho rt -ho p th e 
serve; con siste ntly driving the ball down­
th e- 1 i ne and c ros -co urt , p inc hin g fo r 
winners and ove rhead killing and driv ing 
lhe ball. Hi agg ressive play has you rea lly 
nervous. uncomfortable and has compl etely 
taken your serv ing momentum away . How 
can you stop that? One serve that I se ldom 
see used is a med ium- spee d Z - - a ve ry 
e ff ec ti ve se rve th a t ofte n nega te th e 
agg ressive rece iver from sho rt-hopping the 
serve. 

Th e medium -spee d Z is se rved fro m 
the same pos ition on the left as the high lob 
Z (near the side wall). the ball is hit abo ut 
seve n 10 eight feet up on the front wa ll. The 
se rve r snaps his wrist on thi s se rve, a nd 
with modest pace the ball qui ckl y angles 
diago nally back into the receiver (quicker 
than the lob. but not a hard as the hard Z). 
Th e se rver the n quick ly turn . protect ing 
the fro nt of his body, looks ove r hi s le ft 
shoulder to a lert ly pick up the ba ll and Lhe 
rece iver. Of ten, the receivers that short -hop 
the se rve do so beca use the ball i co ming 
in slow and they have adequ ate time Lo 
pr epa re fo r th e qui ck ret urn . A s thi s 
medi um-speed Z co mes into Lhe aggressive 
rece iver, he is caug ht by the slightly faster 
pace d serve as he is mov in g up in 
anticipation of short-hopping. He might be 
fo rce d now 10 short -hop th e ba ll a t th e 
wai st instead of dow n al the knee , which 
will generall y crea te a higher perce nt age o f 
left-up shot on thei r return . The medi um­
s peed Z is a lso effec tri ve aga in s t th e 
agg ress ive le ft-h an ded playe r to the back 
right co rner: be aware tha t there is slight 
blind spot as yo u re loca te out o f the service 
box . 

Another serve that i e ffec tive aga inst 
a s hort -ho pp e r, is a hi g h-lob serve th a t 
catches the dee p left wa ll in the a ir, kicks 
o ut fr o m th e le ft wa ll a nd a ng les bac k 
towa rds the backwa ll . Effec tive ly hit , with 
goo d timin g and goo d touch, this serve will 
kee p yo ur opp onent from n y-ki llin g the 
ba ll and pu sh him dee per into the co rner 
area. Un fortun ately, when this serve is mis­
hit and kicks out 10 the middl e of the bac k 
court, the server should ethica lly mo ve o ff 
10 the right in order to give the rece iver a 
straight path to the front wall , a pinch using 
th e le ft wa ll . o r a cross -c o urt pass. 
Un fo rtunat e ly, th e se r ve r s t ay s in th e 
middl e too of ten, bloc king offensive shots 
and therefo re, is an avoi dabl e hinder . 

When all e lse fails agai nst an effec tive 
short -hopper . a goo d las t a llernative is to 
ser ve a hard z. Sin ce it is an easy seco nd 
s erve to ge t ac ros th e s hort line , it is 
p ro ba bl y yo ur bes t w ay t o kee p yo ur 
op pone nt back and hope full y, generate a 
lef t-u p re turn . Yo u m u L qui c kl y tu rn , 
re loca te and be rea dy to go shot for sho t 
with yo ur agg ressive op ponen t. Ready to 
do so me homework ? 

These follow ing assignmen ts, with the 
previous ass ignments should allow yo u Lo 
start bu ildin g your serving arse nal and the 
30 -secon d dri ll will co nt inue 10 build on 
yo ur ball contro l. Have good practice days! 

Ass ignment #1 : Front wa ll Targets 
Beca use the fro ntwa l I ta rge ts are so 

high on Lhe lobs, it is no t rea listic to find 
those ta rge ts with s ticke rs as yo u did last 
month . But, a very log ica l projec t wo uld be 
to see how many half and h ig h- lobs yo u 
can land on the 25-foot dolle d line. Wh en I 
first end yo u to the co urt to do thi s dri II 
and ask yo u to land the ball on this line, 
you will assume that it i very easy. Afte r ·a 
few tries, yo u will conclude th at it is harder 
than it look . But , with ome practice yo u 
s ho ul d be hap pil y s urpri sed b y yo ur 
improve d accuracy. Check to ee if the half 
and high-lob are hillin g ;ibou t one fool up 
on the bac kwa ll; that w ill g ua ran tee th at 
the e se rve s w ill e nt er yo u r receiver ' 
hilli ng zone aboo ut shoulder he ight. 

Ass ignment #2 : High-lob Z 
Ge t acq ua inted with thi s serve from 

bolh ides of the court . (Target , ba ll angle, 
reloca tion, etc .) If yo u ' re right-handed, try 
both yo ur forehand and backhand from the 
lef t ide o f th e se rvice box to ee whi c h 
way w ill wo rk bes t and don ' t forge t the 
hi gh-lob Z to a right-h ander· foreha nd . 
Man y tim es a receive r ' s ego ge ts in the 
way in th e bac k righ t co rner , and th e 
noo dga tes ca n open for his le rt-up return s. 

Ass ignm ent #3 : 30 -Seco nd Drill 
Keep up the work on your 30 -Seco nd 

Dri ll . Unfortunat e ly, it is easy to get away 
from doi ng Lhis drill beca use ii neve r ge ts 
or stays as orga nized as yo u'd like it Uust 
like yo ur matc hes !). Re me mb er, in do ing 
the drill ; di vide the court in half so yo u' re 
work ing yo ur back hand ju s t as mu ch ~s 
your forehand . Other remind ers : l ) stay in 

the back ten fee t o f the co urt 2) cut the ba ll 
off before the backw all 3) kee p your hands 
from touching 4) learn how to contro l and 
move the ball and 5) Patience is a Virtue!

kee p you r 81ove dry

Racquetball's right way and wrong way

We hope you have had a chance 10 

practice the bas ic forehand s trok e we 
outl ined in the October issue. Hopefully the 
proces s became easie r when it wa s broken 
down step by step . 
I. The grip 
2. The ready position 
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3. The swing 
4. Th e follow through 

Remember, when buildin g yo ur game 
from th e ground up you are bui ld ing a 
strong and so lid foundation. o don' t forget 
to prac tice these fundamental s. 

We are ready now 10 shift our focus 
from the fore hand stro ke 10 the backhand 
stroke. another very crit ical co mponent to 

building th at trong so lid game . We will 
use the same form at for the backhand that 
we used for th e foreh and because, once 
aga in, your mind work s best in pictures, not 
word s. We received such positive feedback 
from the for ehand artic le. why chan ge a 
winning game ? 

Let 's begin with an overview of the 
four ba sic s tages for the backhand: 

I. The grip 
2 . The ready position 
3. Th e swing 
4 . The follow-t hrough 

As we did with the forehand. we will 
inco rpora te the photos for eac h of the four 
stages 10 assi I you in creating the perfect 
backhand stroke.

Now you've got it. Here are 28 ··Pros" 
and 24 ··con s" on how to build a more 
consistent and powerful backhand vs. an 
in co ns is tent and weak backhand. We 
accomp lished this by the use of pictures in 
additi on to a de scription . This ma kes it 
eas ier for you to visua li ze the co rr e ct 
techniques (Pro s) vs . th e inco rrect 
tech niques (Cons). These are the sa me 
basic technique s we use to build 
champio ns.
