F.DITOR 'S NOT E: Tb e following feller 
w11s first sent to the editor of Nation al 
Racqu etba ll , the official publication of 
th e United States Racq uetball 
Association [ USRA]. We received a copy 
uia the offices of the AA RA , and we 
reprint the feller here because it con­
cerns a subject which moy be of int erest 
to Racqu etball readers. 

We noted with interest th e article 
which appeared in the Octobe r issue of 
Nati onal Racquetball magazine con ­
ce rnin g the establishm ent of a Japan ese 
Racquetbal I Assoc iation/Corporation, 
which lists Mr . K . Akai and Mr. Robe rt 
Kendl er as dir ectors, along with others . 

We do wish th e new group succe ss. 
How eve r , for the benefit of reade rs wh o 

have been member s of both the USRA 
and the AARA , we feel it necessa ry to 
point ou t that th e article contain s some 
errors. which we would like to co rrect. 

First , we would like to point out that 
there are [alread)/) two major gro ups 
which represent racque tball in J apan . 
These are th e Japan Racquetbal l 
Federation and the Japan Am ateur 
Racquetball A ssoc iation. Acronyms for 
these groups are JRF and JARA, 
respectively. Th e latter group is a charter 
memb er , along with 12 oth er countri es , 
in the new Int ernational Amateur 
Racquetball Fede ration (IARF), whil e 
th e former group is th e majo r gove rn ing 
body at all levels in Japan . Both of th ese 
g roup s not only have sound 
organizational structures and top leve l 
support, but are ac tive in player 
development , rul es development, court 
const ru ction planning and oth er areas . 

It is therefore important to und ersta nd 
th at th e new gro up whi ch has recentl y 
becom e affiliated wit h the USRA is not 
the national headq uarters for racquetba ll 
in J apan, nor is it involved in deter ­
mining the rul es for the sport here . 
Leader hip in both of those areas is being 

provided by JRF and JARA , along with 
many other function s. 

Next. we wou ld like to point out that 
althou gh the JRA may be th e first true 
interna tion al affiliat e o f th e USRA , it is 
not the first tru e int ern a tion al affiliate for 
Japan. Th e JARA is, since it i a charter 
member of th e new Int ernat ional 
Am ateur Racqu etball Fede rat ion. 

We realize that co mmun ication over 
va t dis tan ces is s till a difficult matter , 
even in tod ay ' s techn olog ica lly advanced 
world . Thi s makes it eve n more im­
portan t for th ose int eres ted in healthy 
prog re s to commu nica te an accurat e 
pict ur e. Mi s repre enta tion of facts will 
erve only to h inde r any pote nt ial for 

orderly growth . •

In a rece nt Board of Directo rs' mee ting of the American Amateur 
Racqu et ball Associa t ion , the Boar d vo ted to raise the annua l 
membersh ip dues by $5 per yea r ( comin g to a to tal of $1 5 per 
year) .

On page 44 of thi s issue, we have shown over 40 adva ntages 
of being a member of th e AARA. In recent month s, for exa mpl e, 
we have made avai lable to you Hertz discounts and a specia l in· 
surance program . Additional simi lar programs will soon be 
announced . 

Your asso c iat ion 's leadership do es not take this increase in 
dues light ly , but we recognize that without it our progr amming will 
be serio usly thr eatened. The Am erican Am ateur Racquetba ll 
Association is your associatio n, run by you , th e amateur player . 
It needs your cont inued support now through ex panded member-
ship . For , on ly through expanded membership can the 10 .5 
million amateur players have a voi ce in th e directio n and future 
of our great game .

Ektelon Carries The Torch; 
Borg Sings for Strings 

Ekrelon has set fire to its old logo 
design . If you ' ve noticed the sleek , new 
thr ee -lined design accomp anying the 
Ektelon nam e (see above illustrati on), 
you may have wondered ju st what it 
signifies. Ac cordin g to Ektelon , it is the 
'' name of excel lence ,'' derived from the 
meanin g of the company's Greek name. 
Th e word Ektelon comes from the Gr eek 
word ekte111- meaning ' ' to stretc h 
o ut, '' and l e/on - m ea nin g ''p er · 
fection .' ' A s Bud Held , president of 
Ektelon , put s it : " We have long 
sea rched for a symbol that repre ents our 
... philosophy of continu ally seeking out 
the ultimate in racquetball equipm ent 
design and manufacturin g. ' ' 

In oth er developments at Ektelon , 
four ·t ime Wimbl edon champion , Bjorn 
Borg . has persona II y endorsed the 
Ekt elon strin ging machin es. In a Ju ly 4 
le tt er to Bud Held , Borg maint ained th at 
the Ektelon strin ging machine is the only 
machine that can string his racquets to 
th e high ten sion he prefers with con· 
sistency and accur acy. 

'' The speed and simplicity of your 
machin e offers the accuracy I need to 
fine·t une my [racquet s] for world class 
tournament competition ,'' Borg wrot e. 

The Ektelon strin ging machin es , 
according to the manufa ctur er, can be 
used to string all tenni s , squa sh and 
racqu etball racquets on th e mark et. 

Moving Up

Fitness Programs Get A Lift 
Dedicated fitness fanatics are always 

sea rchin g for that perfect training 
program, the most efficient means by 
which they can get in shape and stay in 
shape. Every athlete has his own favorite 
method , from jogging to swimming to 
yoga. And now comes circu it weight 
trainin g: a fitness program designed 
aro und the use of weight lifting 
machines. 

Dr. Douglas Garfi eld of the Fitn ess 
Researc h In st itu te of Syrac use 
University in New York, recent ly 
cond ucted a stud y of circuit weight 
trai ning programs using Dyna mics and 
Dyna Cam health and fitness machines.

Th e progr am involved 15 different 
exercises conducted on a periodic basis, 
whi ch were perform ed onci,1 variety of 
weight lifting machines. I,, ">.1s 12-week 
study, Dr. Garfi eld observed 40 male 
and female subjects exe rcising thr ee days 
a week. Th e subjects worked out for 30 
minut es, using 15 different station s on 
Dyn amics weight machin es. 

Aft er careful evaluation of the physical 
chang es in the subjects, the results of 

this study indicate: '• Circuit weight 
t raining is a well-balanced exercise 
program that positively affects the three 
basic components of total physical fit­
ne ss - cardiova sc ul ar respiratory en­
durance, body composition and body 
strength. '' 

Some of the advantages of such a 
program, according to Dr. Garfield ' s 
report , are that it can produc e the same 
increase in breathing capacity as running 
without the accompanying stress, it is 
not very time-consumin g (three 30 
minute sessions per week is a recom­
mended progr am), it contribut es to total 
fitness by being applicable to both the 
upper and lower body (rather than 
stressing just the legs, for instance), and 
it is not subject to weather conditions 
because it is an indoor trainin g method . 

All in all, the concept of a weight 
machine has changed drastically in the 
past few years. As studie s such as this 
one show, lifting weights can be used for 
more than just makin g larger muscles. In 
fact, a total , well-balanced weight 
prog ram can be equall y beneficial to male 
and female, pro and amateur alike. And 
it sur e beats the heck out of being 
sideswiped by a car while jogging.

Bob Kendl er is arguably the most 
controversial figure in racquetball. His 
autocr atic rul e over the United States 
Racqu etball Association (USRA) and 
the National Racquetball Club (NRC) 
has mad e him a sa int in some quarters 
and a pariah in others, dependin g on 
whom you talk to. Well, sports fans , 
guess what? Things aren't likely to 
chan ge much this year . Kendler is still 
liable to be th e man to reckon with in 
the rough -an d -tumbl e world of 
racquetball politics, and as such he 
could contin ue ' to hav e a sign ificant 
impa ct on the direction and 
development of the sport. Kendler also 
has a penc hant for findin g th e nearest 
fight, and he's already go t some real

the people shown her e seemed to stand 
out from the rest . On the se six pages 
are the people with th e plans , the 
ta tent, the money , the record s, the 

power and the ideas that we think will 
be of particular interest to racquet­
ballers during the coming year. Did we 
leave anybody out? Sure. But there's 
only so much room, and besides, in the 
final analysis compiling any kind of list 
is largely a matter of playing your 
hunches. So that's what we did. Some 
of the faces here are familiar, others 
complete ly unknown. But all are worth 
keeping an eye on this year , and in each 
case we tell you why. Herewith, then, 
is our list of Peopl e To Watch In '80 . It 
promi ses to be an interesting year for 
racquetball , the start of an even more 
interesting decade . 

dooz.ies lined up for 1980 . The most N ew Year ' s resolutio ns. 
immediate skirmish figures to be over 
rival professiona l tour s now being 
plann ed by both the men and women 
pros, whil e a more long -range and 
potenti ally mor e serious battle is 
shaping up in the form of a lawsuit filed 
against Kendler and the NRC by Dr. 
Bud Mu ehlei sen . Either way , you can 
be sure that Bob Kendler will get in his 
licks, and th e resulting fracas should 
mak e for an inter esting spectacle - th at 
is, if you go in for that kind of thing. 
Popcorn, anyone? 

' ' At firs t I was really skeptical that 
the women would travel,'' says 
Mo11ree11 Boul ette, to urn am ent 
director for the Women '80 Tour ­
nament, "that they would come to 
Boston and st ay overnight.'' Boulette 
needn't have worried; fully 200 
wom en racquetball players from 
th roug hout New England are expecte d 
to converge upon the Boston Tennis 
Club February 8-10 for this premier 
wome n 's event. And as tournament 
director for possibly the largest women­
only tournament in the country and 
a lso AARA state director for 
Ma ssac husetts, Boulette could have 
both a regional and nat iona l impact on 
the dev elopment of women's 
racquetball. H er goa ls for this year: 
eliminating vestiges of discrimination 
in prizes and seed ing for women in 
tou rnam ent s in M assac hu setts; 
making th e Wom en '80 Tournament 
as indepen dent as possible, so that "the 
wome n run their own tourn ament;' ' 
and attracting new players-both men 
and women - to th e game. All laudabl e 

When Charles S. 'Chuck' Leve left 
his position as national director of the 
US RA to become executive director of 
the Nat ional Court Clubs Association 
(NCC A ), it's safe to say that more than 
a few eyebrows were raised. After all, 
the USRA/NRC was ostensibly where 
the "action" was, and Leve is a man 
who likes to be in the thick of things. 
But those who expected Leve to quietly 
fade into the sunset at the NCCA had 
better think again. Because Leve has 
big plans for th e NCCA, not the least 
of which is making the organization 
much more visible-and vocal-in the 
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racquetball world. The NCCA 's 
opinions should be heed ed in deter · 
mining th e futur e dire ct ion of the 
sport, Leve says, "and I'll tell you one 
thing, we will be saying them .'' Other 
plans in th e works for 1980 : a national 
NCCA trade show and convention 
schedu led for January 18 -22, with 
some 400 court club owners, operators 
and managers expected to attend; a 
new deal with the Avis Rent A Car 
company providing for a 25 per cent 
discount for NCCA members and 
memb ers of NCCA clubs; and in · 
creasing NCCA membership from 
about 300 to at least 500 by the end of 
the year. Obviously, Chuck Leve isn't 
taking this "quiet m an" stuff 
seriously. 

Some people think Luke St. Onge is a 
monomaniac-just because he lives and 
breathes racquetball 24 hour s a day. 
But, this admittedly somewhat single­
minded executive director of the 
AARA has proven to be more than just 
talk. In the ] 8 months that he has 
headed the AARA , St. Onge has 
restored the vital signs of what was an 
almost lifeless amateur organization 
and set it back on its feet. And he's not 
through yet . St. Onge still has a 
number of tricks up the sleeves of his 
warm-up, and 1980 look s to be the 
year a few of them will materialize. For 
example, St. Onge expects to see the 
International Amateur Racquetball 
Federation expand this year from its 
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present membership of 13 countries to 
19 . He's also "working diligently to 
see racquetball become part of the 
Olympic movement.' ' St. Onge further 
predicts a '' dramatic and rapid increa se 
in AARA member ship (in 1980], 
which will include not just tournam ent 
players, but everyday and beginning 
players as well.'' And he' II continu e to 
promote the spo rt at the grass roots 
level, by working on program in 
elementary and high sc hools, thus 
setting up a "feeder" system of 
younger players that will insure the 
futur e security of the sport . With all of 
this activ ity plann ed , St. Onge should 
be a good person to watch in 1980, that 
is, if you can keep up with him . 

An y list about practically anything 
in racquetball has to include Marty 
Hogan. Beginning his sixth year on the 
pro tour , Hogan is, quite simply , the 
best there is. Top money winner on th e 
pro circuit, National Champion for th e 
second straight year and the most 
recognizable figure in racqu etball, 
Hogan will clearly be the player to beat 
thi s year. Oh , sure, he's lost a couple 
of matches lately (most recently , a 
semifinal loss to Davey Bledsoe in the 
Tanner/Coca Cola Racquetball Classic ; 
see page 37), and there is hopeful talk 
among some of the other men pros that 
perhaps the en/ant terrible is beginning 
to mellow and thus become more 
susceptible to defeat. But don't you 
believe it. The reason Hogan hasn't 
seemed to possess his usual fire of late is 
probably due more to boredom th an to 
any serious deterioration in his game. 
(Let's face it, even winning can get 
kind of "old" after a while .) Hogan's 
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serve -and -shoot powe r game is still the 
way to win on the pro circuit, and 
Hogan sti ll plays it better than 
anybody. So look for more of the same 
this year. A lso , look for H ogan in the 
finals of ABC -TV ' s World Superstars 
competitio n, cheduled for February 5-
7 in th e Grand Bahama Is lands. 

Ray Mit che ll mu st feel a littl e like 
Daniel in the lion's den. As head of the 
Racquetball Assoc iation of lll inois 
(RAI) and th e AARA 's (formerly the 
IRA) state director in lllinois , Mitchell 
operates literally in the backyard of Bob 
Kendler's rival United St ates 
Racquetball Associ a tion. But if 
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Mitch ell is worried about being 
enve loped by the shadow of the Kend ler 
forces, he's not letting on . Instea d , 
Mit chell continues to forge new grou nd 
for the AARA in a state where it was 
once virtu ally dormant . In February, 
for example, he has schedul ed the first 
AARA state doubles cham pionships in 
Illino is, to be followed in M arch by 
only the second AARA lll inois state 
s ingles ch ampion ships. Plu s, in his new 
role as AARA Midwe st regional 
co mmi ssio ne r , Mitch ell p lans an 
AARA member ship dr ive in 1980 
promoted throu g h hi monthly 
newsp ape r , Racq u etball Eve ryone . 
And , per haps even more significant , 
Mitchell plans to meet this month with 
rep resentatives of th e USRA to 
coo rdi nat e the USRA and RAJ 
tournament schedules, thu s oste nsibly 
avoiding scheduling conflicts. Now 
how 's that for tarti ng off the New 
Year right ? 

/-leath er McKay - th e name has 
dogged the thought s of women squas h 
players for almo t two decades . And 
now, after 17 years of squa h , in which 
she won 20 world amateur cham ­
pionship s, lost only four games and 
never dropp ed a match, McK ay is 
spreadi ng her wings a litt le . Nowadays, 
the 38 -year -old wonder woman is 
proving herself a con tend er to be 
reckoned with on th e racquetball court 
as well. In fact, many obse rvers of the 
pro scene pick McKay as the heir 
appar ent on the women's pro circ uit. 
Witn ess, for example, the testimony of 
fourth-ranked pro, Sarah Green, who 
recently defeated McKay in the finals of 
the Tanner/Coca Cola Pro/ Am: 
'' Wh en Heather incorporat es mor e 
'k ill' shots into her game, and she'll 
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have to force herself to learn to do it, 
we'r e all in trouble . It took the rest of 
us a long time to do what she 's done in 
a coup le of years . .. By the end of the 
year she may be the best player 
around. " Need we say mor e? 

K eith Calkins may have one of the 
toughest jobs in racquetball. As 
AARA nation al rules comm issioner , 
Calkins has the une nv iable task of 
trying to bring a sense of order and 
uniformity to a sport that has long been 
noticeably lacking in both qualities. 
After all, the quickest way to pick a 
fight with a racquetball player is to 
dispu te his interpret at ion of the rules . 
Calkins hopes to help alleviate this 
situati on in 1980, with the develop ­
ment of a case book for interpretation of 
AARA rul es. The case book would 
serve as a suppleme nt to the official rule 
book , containing examples of various 
sit uations that might arise during a 
match and a gu ide as to how to in­
terpre t the rul es in those situ ation s. 
Calkins says his committ ee will also be 
working to "clea n up" the AARA 
rule book this year, so that a player can 
"play the same game in Florida that he 
play in California ." Oh , yes , there 's 
one other thing . Calkins has expressed 
an interes t in a " leadership role" with 
the AARA in 1980 . By that, he means 
no less than the AARA presidency, 
which will come up for grabs again in 
M ay when the association's board of 
director s meets in Miam i durin g the 
nationa l single s cha mpion ships. There 
may be other cand idates for the top job , 
of cour se, o that Florida meeting 
figures to be especia lly importa nt for 
both Calkins and for the future 
direction of the AARA.

Wh en it comes to women's 
racquetball , Don Seaton isn't just 
ano ther pretty face. Seaton is com ­
missioner of the Wom en 's Professional 
Racquetball Association (WPRA). a 
newly-fo rmed organization which 
hopes to really get off the ground in 
1980 . According to Seaton , this rival 
of the cur rent pro tour plans to "do for 
women in racquetball what has already 
been done for women in golf and 
tenni s,'' -t hat is, provide prize money 
and publicity equivalent to that already 
enjoyed by their male counterparts. 
And it looks like they ' re off to an 
auspic ious start, with two tournam ent s 
already sched uled for early this year 
and a good chance of securi ng sponsors 
for several more. The WPRA already 
boasts most of the top women pro s 
amo ng its members, and Seaton hopes 
it will soon have something to offer 
amate urs as well. With plans for a 
netw ork of women's clinics, qualifying 
schoo ls where women can learn to 
teach . coach and referee, and a full 
circuit of tournaments for women, 
Seato n expects to see a whole new job 
market c reated, a sort of mini economic 
boom. 

(Also worthy of note is the 
possibility that the WPRA tour will be 
joined this yea r by a new men's pro 
tour as well. It 's called "spreadi ng the 
wealth .'') 

To the casual observer, Sh eryl 
Ambl er often gives the impression of 
be ing a rela xed, laid-back kind of 
athlete who doesn't really care about 
winning. But, whether she cares or 
not , Ambler doe.r win. For once she 
gets on the court, her apparent apathy 

----' ~ - is transformed into a fierce com · 
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petitiven ess, which probably accounts 
in pan at least for her surpri sing win in 
the Women 's Open division of last 
year's AARA National Singles 
Charyipi onships. Oddly enoug h , 
Ambler just happened upon 
racqu etball , much as one happen s upon 
a good book- she started it and 
couldn't quit. Most of her competitors 
on the women's amat eur circuit, 
though , probably wish it actually had 
been a book, instead of a racquet, that 
Ambler picked up during an idle 
mom ent a year or so ago . And now, 
after her first taste of national victory 
last year, Ambl er appears ready to add 
another chapter to her racquetball diary 
for I 980. Chances are. it will be a 
winning entry . 

Charles A . 'Chuck' Spaulding can 
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manage . To be specific, Spauldin g's 
burg eo ning Spauldin g Rac qu etba ll 
Clubs , Inc.. currently manage 22 
racqu etball clubs. located in six dif­
ferent states . And 1980 looks to be 
another vint age yea r for this 
organization, one of the largest racquet 
ports chains in the cou ntry . Spaulding 

says he will "proceed cautiously" this 
year-w hich means he will avoid the 
high costs of construction by not 
building any new clubs. Howev er, he 
admits he's not adverse to the thought of 
expandin g by incorporating a few more 
existi ng clubs. To what does Spauldin g 
attribute his success? Two things ­
clubs that offer a wide variety of fitne s 
programs and mana gers who kno w how 
to promot e the business. So, while thi 
may be a lean year for man y, look for 
rosy cheeks and bulging wallets in the 
Spaulding organization . 

It' s tou gh to be a living legend, but 
it's even tougher to beat one. At least 
that 's what Eugene Fred 'Dr. Bud' 
Muehl eisen has proven . Mu ehleisen's 
10-year involv ement with racquetball 
has certai nly been extraordinary­
including everythin g from racquet 
designing to coaching to promoting to 
formulating rules for th e sport - but his 
ability to play the ga me stands out 
above all else . Muehl eise n holds an 
unpr ecedented record of 4 1 national 
titles that is not lik_ely to be threat ened 
in 1980. In fact, at the age of 48, 
Muehleisen won five national titles last 
year. So , unless the retired dentist 
plans to retire from racquetball as well, 
we expect him to continue to reign as 
master of the Mast ers. 
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Raetke Mueller may be destin ed 10 

becom e the Luke St . On ge of European 
racquetba ll. M uelJer is pre ident of the 
European Racquetb a ll Federati on 
(ERF), which is ba ed in Geneva. 
Switzerl and, wher e he pends only half 
of his time. The re t of the time 
Mueller is trave ling, either in Europ e 
or the U .S. , promoting racquetba ll to 
everyone who'll listen. The listene r 
include investors and promoters as well 
as players. A shrewd bu inessma n , 
Mueller knows he can learn from the 
mistakes American s made when the 
sport was just beginnin g to grow in thi 
country . So, he's also asking a lot of 
questions durin g his trave ls. And, in 
order to start things right , he's 
seek ing American investors to begin 
buildin g court facilities in Europe , 
encoura ging Am ericans to teach the 
sport to Europeans and he also intends 
to mak e the ERF' s guide lines for rules, 
cour t sizes and equipment th e same as 
tho se in America. Although ther e are 
few courts in Europe (four in Hollan d, 
two in Fran ce) , outside of those on 
Am erica n military bases , Mueller 
believes th ere 's a great deal of intere s t in 
the sport. Witness, for example, the 
scheduled opening of a new 10 -coun 
facility in Hambur g, Germany this 
year. And, in addition to Mueller' s 
work in Europe, anot her overseas 
racquetballer, Milton Radmi lovich, is 
findin g similar success in his promotion 
of the sport in J apan. (See page 11.) 
Looks like international travelers of the 
'80s will be packing th eir racquets .. . 
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Every sport has its eccentrics, those 
unorthodox free spirit s who make the 
game just a bit more interesting. And 
in racquetball, Stev e Keel ey comes 
about as close as anybody to qualiJying 
as the game's reign ing crazy. Not that 
Keeley is really crazy . On the cont rary, 
he 's a qualified veterinarian , a shrewd 
businessman , a published aut hor and a 
tough competitor on the men's pro 
circuit. It' s just that Keeley has been 
known to do some . .. well , unusu al 
thing s. Like the time he rode his bicycle 
from Mi chigan to Tennessee just to 
compete in a tournament. Or like living 
in an unheat ed garage. Or like sleeping 
in his cloth es. Or like taki ng down 
note s on hi s arm. Or like ... well, you 
get the idea. So, for those poor 
misguided souls out there who sti ll 
think racquetball is boring , here's a 
word to the wise: Keep a dose eye on 
Steve Keel ey this year; then think 
again. 

F.tl Martin is a man who likes to get 
to the root of things. And that's why 
his new position as national junior 
commissioner for the AARA is so 
appropriate. In thi s position, Martin 
will be able to work at the grass roots 
level to improve the lot of junior 
racquetballers everyw here . He'll be 
working with nine regiona l com ­
missioners und er th e auspices of th e 
AARA to make some definite changes 
this year . First, he's planning an 
organiz ed circuit of tourn aments for 
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juniors throughout the country. To 
encourage court clubs to hold these 
tournaments, Martin will make 
available a knowledgeable team of 
people who will assist in the planning 
and implementation of the tour­
naments . And that's not all; come 
summer, Martin says there will be a 
whole slew of clinics available to in­
struct junio rs. Any "promising" 
juniors will be assisted in securing good 
professional coaching and publicity, he 
adds. Finally, although juniors will 
continue to be just another division in 
state tournaments, Martin plans to hold 
both regional and national tournaments 
for juniors only. So, as far as Ed Martin 
is concerned, after 1980 junior 
racquetball will no longer be just 
child' s play. 

This is the year Mik e Levine will 
turn 16. Anyone who's faced him on 
the racque tball court over this past year 
knows it won't be "sweet sixteen," 
unle ss, of course, ''sweet'' refers to 
the sweet taste of victory. Last year, at 
15, Mike Levine was the AARA Boys 
15-and -under national champion, the 
New York state Men's Open cham­
pion, and the youngest player to ever 
win the Men's Open division of the 
Nittany Lion Open tournament . So, 
what will Levine be doing in 1980? No 
doubt, adding a few more trophies to 
his collection. As a junior in high 
school, Levine should be well on his 
way to reachin g his long -standing goal 
of becoming a professional athlete. 
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With a serve-and-shoot style of play 
that is remarkably similar to Marty 
Hogan's, we expect Levine to continue 
to discourage potential foes from trying 
to derail his climb to the top of the 
amateur ladd er, as he recently 
''discouraged'' tough challen­
ger Brett Harn ett in the semifinals of 
the Tanner /Coca Cola Classic, by scores 
of 2 1-8, 21-2 . Happy birthday, Mike. 

Bob Petersen is quickly becoming 
the Fred Silverman of racquetball. 
His efforts at getting the game national 
television exposur e, while not exactly 
dominating the Nielsen ratings, 
nevertheless represent a considerable 
advance for a sport rarely seen on the 
home screen . First, there was Peter·

"But let us move on, into the first of 
the museum's two main galleries: 'The 
Hall of Celebrities.' Please feel free to ask 
questions at any time . . . 

• 'This is 'The Hall of Celebrities,' 
funded by a grant from People magazine. 
Behind the glass of each exhibit is 
depicted in wax a scene featuring a major 
figure in the history of the sport. 

••Here, for example, is shown Bob 
'Call-Me-Godfather' Kendi er, the 
undi sputed patriarch of the racquetball 
world, as he gives audience to a line of 
the racquetba ll faithful who have come 
forward to kiss his white glove in ex­
change for his sanctio ning their tour ­
nam en ts . It is said - thoug h it is just 
rumor , mind you - that Kendler finally 
consolidated his power in the racquetball 
world on a January weekend way back in 
198 2, when he invit ed the heads of the 
J 3 rival racquetball associa tions to his 
man sion for a 'Summit Tournament' 
and then ar ranged a round -robin , 
quadruple -elimination event that so wore 
down the compet itors, none of whom 
could summ on the courage to quit in 
mid -tournament, that all but one 
collapsed from exhaustion and gave up 
the game for life. Kendler him self, 
pleadi ng that someone had to officiate, 
did not play, and was left to pick up the 
pieces. 

• 'Our next exhibit shows the one man 
who continu es to challenge Kend ler's 
rul e: Luke St. Onge, who has for all 
th ese years remained exec utive director 
of th e now outlawed American Amateur 
Racquetball Association. Periodically, 
'St. Luke' and his hardy band of 
followers emerge from obscurity to 
challenge the very principles upon which 
the game is now founded . They believe, 
for example, that 12-year -olds should 
not accep t $500,000 -per -year en ­
dorsement cont racts from equipment 
companies, that silver plaques and a love 
of competition alone would induce a 
racquet baller to spend a weekend playing 
in a tournament, and - believe it or not ­
that some people would actually pursue 
the sport if no prizes of any kind were 
involved . Wh at's that? No, son, I'm not 
making thi s up: some of the more radical 
of th e sect actually believe such things. 
Here we sec St. Luke spray -painting a 
court wall with the famous amateur 
und ergro und s log an: 'Down With 
Monl'y ! ' Shall we move on? 

• 'Here is depicted 'The Greatest 
Sportsman the Game Hae; Ever Known . ' 
That's right - Marty Hogan. Legend has 
it that in his younger days Hogan was a 
hot -headed kid whose matches were best 
played in opaque courts, lest his gestures 
offend th e spectators. It is also said that 
he won hy simply creaming the hall. 
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Perhaps there is som.e small hint of truth 
in the legends . But today , of course, 
Hogan , the crafty veteran, is known as a 
master of the ceiling ball who is so ad­
dicted to fair play that on the final point 
of the 1986 World Championships, he 
called a skip on his own apparent roll-out 
winner. There was some question at the 
time about wheth er this was a proper 
precedent to set for the younger players 
in the crowd, the media being especially 
concerned that the sport would lose its 
'co lor ' if everyone adopted suc h 
behavior. As we have seen since, of 
course, they needn' t have been con -

t the 
dawn of the 21st Century, 
Bob 'Call -Me-Godfather'

cemed. Here we see Hogan smilin g 
graciously as he extends a hand to 
cong ratulat e his victorious opponent.. 

•' I suggest you take a few minutes to 
wander around 'T he Hall of Celebrities.' 
Among the grea ts you will see are: 

• 'Charlie Brumfield, st ill playing at 
the age of 50 and ranked fifth for the 
twentieth consec utiv e year. .. 

• 'Fletcher X Nevers, whose California 
court club enjoyed notori ety in the late 
'80s for developing a version of the sport 
that was played without balls and with 
unstrung racquets. 'Gutless' Nevers 
preached that racqu etball in its purest 
form was 'all in your mind ... ' 

'' And Hall of Farner Bud 
M uchleisen. shown her e holdin g a copy 
of his degree from dentistry school. 

Muehl eisen , you will recall, was a 
dentist by training, and he carried his 
degree around with him to racquetball 
tournaments to remi nd everybody to call 
him 'D r. Bud ... ' 

"Not to mention 'Shotgu n ' Shelley 
K illroy, who in 1990 , unbeknownst to 
the tournament ' s sponso rs , entered 
herself in the U .S. Men 's Racquetball 
Championships. Her treachery was not 
discovered until she steppe d up to the 
victory stand to collect her first place 
check for $1.2 million. There she 
proceeded to thank all those who had 
helped her, including her husband 
Lavell , who, she explained, had watched 
the kids while she practiced. She was of 
course banned from the game for life. 

''Enjoy a few minute on your own. 
We will meet back here in five minutes 
to go into the 'Hall of Artifacts .. . ' '' 

"This , ladies and gentleme n , is the 
'Ha ll of Artifact . ' Here we find 
example s of the earliest racquetball 
equipment and clothing, preserved intact 
for po terity. 

"This display, for example, tells the 
history of the racquetba ll ball. This 
black, mu shy, tangerine -sized object is a 
ample of the earliest racquetball s . For 

nearly 20 year s , thi was standard 
equipment for the sport. One wonders 
how the game survived during an era 
which showed so littl e imagination . 

"Next is this group of balls ; which 
emerged in the late '70 s. The ame size 
and compression as the first balls, they 
suggest the port ' s first tentative 
gropings toward color . A cautio us blue 
here, a blushing plum there . Hardly 
daring . 

' 'The first major attempt to 
revolutionize the game came with this 
next bal l. You will notice that it is much 
smaller than the others - no bigger th an 
a lemo n - and that it i pur e white . By 
1983 , adherent of the game had grown 
so proficient th at they killed virtually 
every shot th ey got their racquets on. 
This ball was developed to make the 
game challenging again. Here, bounc e it. 
Whoops! See? Drop it from your head 
and it bounces back up to your nose . 
Because of its action on sidewa ll shots, it 
was known as the ZZZZZZ -Ball. Its 
brief vogue ended, though, in 1987 with 
the Supreme Court case of Busby vs. 
Kan1raroo Courts, when the Justices 
ruled that the club was indeed liable for 
multiple contusions suffered by one of its 
patrons in a fastest -serve contest. 

· ' But racquetballs were never again 
the same. Here is the famous Seamco 
Square Ball, for exa mple; when it hit the 
comer. it stayed there - hence the term 
'stuck shot.' H ere, th e Fosdick 
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Phosphorous Ball, developed in the late 
'80s when the Energy Apocalypse was at 
its worst and the game was often played 
in the dark. And here , the 10-pound 
Macho Ball, popular with professional 
football players. weight lifters, Japanese 
sumo wrestlers and other suc h hair-on ­
the-chec;c types . 

"The history of racquets is likewise 
shown in our exhibits here - from the 
primitive, club -like wooden weapon of 
the sport's early days to the elegant lines 
of the $52,000 Steuben Doubl e-Swan 
All -Glas s Tempered model that is the la­
test fashion today. Look arou nd for your ­
se lves, though I suggest you pay par ­
ticular attention to tho se instruments 
which reflect the interface of technolog y 
and port: the IBM -Polaroid Spock I 
model , a onar-directed, computerized 
racquet which so simplified the sport that 
even Charlie Garfinkel cou ld play ; Leach 
Indu stries' Razor's Edge model , a nifty 
littl e racquet with super sharp edges 
designed to discou rage opponent from 
hindering ; and the racquet of th e 
futur e- Spalding's Lode tone I, which 
emp loys a trict magnetic field instead of 
trings, thereby , it is aid , increa ing the 

size of the 'swee t spot ' by a!; much as 50 
per cent . 

"Elsewhere in this ga llery are a 
variety of other racquetball equipme nt 
and assorted paraphernalia . In thi s case, 
for example , are the original laboratory 
notes of Prof essor Earl Dunn in, the 
inventor of 'O h Wow! , ' the high ­
potassium drink with the ecret 
ingredient th at made cramps a thing of 
the past. Like thousand before you, you 
might wish to puzzle over the last page of 
tho e note - never deciphered - which is 
believed to cont ain the antidote to th e 
bizar re side effects of the drink when 
taken in excessive doses. Prof esso r 
Dunnin him elf is thought to have died 
of uch an overdose . He was discovered 
one morning prawled on the floor of hi 
private court, racquet in hand , a smile 
on hi face. Hi invention is now strictly 
regulated and di spe n sed in small 
quantitie to competitors before each 
tournament match. It is said a cult has 
gro wn up around the drink in Malibu, 
where glassy -eyed zealots are 
periodically found running through the 
stree ts wearing inner tub es from the tire 
of a ] 954 Desoto and shouting, 'Side 
out! Side out!' 

''There are other int eresti ng exhibit 
here. So take a few moment s to look 
around if you like; there's no hurry . 
When you're finished. we'll mov e on to 
the high point of the tour - 'The 
Authentic Right -Angled Court. . .' " 

'' Back so soon? Th en let's not waste 

time. Follow me ... 
"Around this comer and ... voila! 

What you see through this glass wall, 
ladies and gentlemen, is an exact replica 
of an original racquetball court. Don ' t 
crowd, now . You'll all get your chance. 
Excuse me , sir? Oh! Ha ha ! Yes, it is a 
bit like seeing a log cabin, isn't it ? 
Notice the primitive shape , the bland 
co loring , - but, ah , the exquisite 
wooden floor! That little door in the back 
court? Why, son, that' s how they 
entered! In their naivete, the pioneers of 

n 1983, a 
pentagon-shaped court was 
introduced. It was followed 
by circular courts, square 
courts, trapezoidal cou rts 

and a booming courts -
made -to-order 

business. 

the spo n believed that it was impossible 
to design a full-size door that could 
provid e an even bounce. Consequently, 
that littl e door was re ponsible for 
million of clau trophobics never even 
trying the game and is said to have 
reta rded th e deve lopment of racquetball 
by at least 20 years. How ever , it was 
certainly th e shape of the court that most 
demanded reform. That elongated cube 
gave rise to the saying. 'T he only thing 
worse than being stuck in concrete shoes 
is being st uck in a concr ete-shoebox 
racquetba ll court! 

" But in 1983. Euclid K. A . Kopcrnak 
developed a pentagon-shaped court that 
began a revol ution in court designs . This 

pioneering effort was followed by a 
number of spin-offs (the Trollop 
Trapezoid and the Gonzo Circle, to 
name just a coup le), until today we have 
adjustable courts which can be shaped to 
suit any player's fancy. This year, for 
example, the National Championships 
will be played on three differently shaped 
courts - each player getting a chance to 
choose one of the courts for the first two 
games of a match, while the tiebreaker 
will be played on a court chosen at 
random by the tournament director. 
Compare this with the situation that 
prevailed in the sport's early days, when 
all matches were played on courts that 
were virtual duplicates of the one you see 
before you now . The modern mind 
boggles at our forefathers' capacity to 
endur e such regimentation . Let us reflect 
for a moment on our good fortune in 
living in the flexible, exciting world of 
the 21st Century .. . 

'' It is time now to end our tour. Please 
feel free to wander about the museum at 
your leisure. As you leave , you may pick 
up your stree t shoes at the back counter. 
And before you go, please check out our 
gift shop and newsstand . There you will 
find the latest in racquetball 
memorabilia, including postcards 
showing actio n photos of last month 's 
U.S. -Iranian racquetball exhibition, as 
well as recent issues of the 56 cllfferent 
racquetball publications. (My employer 
has requ e ted that I draw your attention 
to two publications in particular. First , 
please note the latest copy of Racquetball 
11/uslraled, which features as its cover 
sto ry an interview with Fidel Castro, 
part of the magazine ' s special 
' Racquetba ll In the Third World' issue. 
Then there·,; R"cquctha/1. the mo t 
prestigious of the sports magazines. 
which this month feature s such timely 
and relevant articles as 'Why Breathing 
Is Bad for Your Game.' 'Racquetball in 
Mongolia,' and an exclusioc interview 
with John R. Slabovsky. a Brooklyn 
delicatesse n owner who has never played 
the game but would like to. What ·s that. 
sir? Oh , yes, there was once a magazine 
like the one you described. I think it was 
called... National Racqul'tba/1. But it 
evolved many years ago into a com­
bi nation beauty guide-cookbook­
religiou s primer and consequently no 
longer covers the sport, something 
which its competitors claimed it never 
did. anyway.) 

"Thank you for your kind attention. If 
you have en joyed today's tour. plea.c;e 
tell your friends. Remember, it 's people 
like you who have made our nationa l 
pastime what it is today . You know wh at 
they say. · A Racqu et A Day Keeps the 
Blues Away . ' Ha. ha.

In th e news paper ph owgrnp h. Marty eve . It is Linda. with her now shciulcler­
is embracin g his coa ch -mother . Goldi e leng th hair. faded jeans and b:mer ed 
H oga n. wh o some say is the driving ~neakers . \vho work s out at the J.C.C. 
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every 'day. For Linda, too, is being 
groomed for the pros. And if Goldie 
Hogan has her way, Linda will be the 
next standard bearer for the family 
name, the vehicle through which the 
name ''Hogan'' will continue to mean 
dominance in racquetball . 

She might do it, too. Because Linda 
Hogan is certainly a player to be 
reckoned with. Last July, she won the 
championship of the girl's 17-and-under 
division at the AARA national juniors 
tournament, adding to her list of three 
previous national junior titles. The 
next month, she made it to the finals of 
the USRA junior nationals, losing in a 
close 11-9 tiebreaker to Wisconsin's 
Sheryl Krause . She's ranked number one 
on the women's ladder in St. Louis, and 
she's consistently ranked among the top 
junior players nationwide. Like her 
brother, Linda is a power hitter, and 
she's also perhaps the most aggressive 
woman player on the amateur circuit. 
With these qualities, there are those who 
believe (Goldie Hogan among them) 
that Linda's dynamic style could 
revolutionize women's professional 
racquetball, as Marty revolutionized the 
men's game. 

Many observers , however, don't buy 
this scenario. These observers claim that 
Linda doesn't stand head and shoulders 
above her competition, the way Marty 
does over his. They insist that the reason 
Linda gets so much attention is simply 
because she's a Hogan. 

But Linda and Marty share more than 
a name. They also share the coaching 
expertise, the style, the strokes and the

pure driving ambition that comes from 
Goldie Hogan. And that could be 
Linda's hole card, the deciding factor 
that could tip the scales of success in her 
favor. Because, according to those who 
know her, Goldie Hogan is a veritable, 
one -woman success machine . She knows 
what it takes to make a winner. 

.Every mornin g, Mama Hogan can be 
found at the J .C.C., sitting on the fringes 
of the racquetball courts . It is her job to 
screen the passersby for member ship 
cards, and to schedule court time at the 
J .C.C. For while court time is free at the 
"]," it is free to members only. And 
nobody, but nobody, gets by Mrs. 
Hogan without showing a pass. 

This is Goldie Hogan's work; playing 
racquetball is her love. She has been 
playing racquet sports at the " J" for 15 
years. Thirteen years ago, she started 
teaching her eight-year-old son Marty 
how to hold a racquet. You know the 
rest of the story. Now, for two hours 
every day, she hits the ball around with 
Linda. Not just for fun, of course, 
because this is serious business. Since 
Linda lost the USRA junior finals match 
in August, the workouts have gotten 
tougher and more frequent . More kill 
shots , one after another; ceiling shot 
upon ceiling shot, drive shot after drive 
shot. Says Mrs. Hogan: ''Linda knows 
what kind of dedication it takes to win.'' 
And if Linda doesn't know, she's 
learning . Goldie Hogan, remember, is a 
feisty lady, and having raised four 
children virtually alone, she knows that 
it's a tough world . And she knows that 
to make it in such a world takes guts, 
determination, talent and lots of hard 

work. The Hog an children understand 
this, because Goldie Hogan sees to it 
that they do. 

And so, every day, Linda puts in her 
time on the courts at the "J." And 
every Saturday and Sunday , she reports 
for work there , too. She's on staff at the 
].C.C.'s Women 's Health Club, a 
cinderblock world of leotard s and 
saunas , lockers and hairdryers. She 
makes enough mon ey at her part -time 
job there to buy the gas that keeps her 
new Pontiac Firebird runnin g between 
home, school and the J.C.C. The car was 
a gift from brother Marty last March , 
when Linda turned 16, and he pays the 
insurance. 

Linda lives with her mother, grand ­
mother and an older sister in a hous e 
that 's only a few miles from the J.C.C. 
The house is jammed with Marty 
memorabilia-reproduction s of the 
Leroy Neimann painting of Marty and 
the Wayland Moore poster of Marty ; 
trophies and plaques crowd the kitchen 
counters, the living room tables, the 
walls of Linda's room. On the floor of 
that room sits a stereo with 20 dials, 
another of Marty's gifts. His picture is 
everywhere. 

But being Marty Hogan's sister is nor 
all Firebirds and fame. When Linda walks 
on the court, she's as likely to be booed 
as cheered. The crowd wants to see her 
lose . It's not only because she's easily 
the most aggressive woman in the junior 
amateurs. Or because she's apt to 
confront a referee over a "bad" call. Or 
even because she's won almost every 
national junior singles match she's ever 

r-

played. It's also because she's M arty 
Hogan's sister. And she makes no at­
tempt to hide it . Stamped across the back 
of her shirt durin g finals play in last 
year ' s AARA juni or nationals, in bold­
face, shoulder to shoulder capita l letter s , 
the message came across loud and clear: 
HOGAN . 

But one hardly needs a remi nder; 
Linda plays Hogan -sty le. Her brothe r , at 
2 1, is the best male player in the world. 
He 's well kn own for his on -court 
swagger, h is brav ado, his tem pera mental 
outbur sts. H e's also known for a uniqu e 
style of play. A power hitt er who really 
ge ts behind th e ball, his unorthodox 
s trokes are bein g copied at court clubs 
across the coun try. Linda, too , has 
deve loped that on -the -court cockiness 
that begs a crowd to root for her un ­
derdog oppo nent s-e ven if they aren't 
und erdogs. Like M arty, she uses a gr ip 
that doesn't sh ift between backhand and 
forehand s trok es, and she hit s har der 
th an any gi rl in her age division. And 
now Linda claims she 's ready to take on 
the pros. It is that kind of determination , 
some say , rather than consistency or 
str ategy, that makes Linda a winner . 

And she is und er a lot of press ure to 
perform. The kind of pressure that 
reduces her to tears when she loses a 
match. Th e kind of pressure th at run s in 
the Hogan family, and perhaps makes 
her a litt le unc omfortabl e talking with a 
report er from a national magaz ine . 
Sitting with her feet propped up , in a 
borrowed office at the ].C.C., this Linda 
Hog an seems world s away from the 
tough , sometim es frantic player who 
appears on the racquetball court. She is 
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soft-spoken , almost shy. And she is 
hesitant, less-than -confident answering 
questions abou t her brother , her game 
and herself. 

Surpr isingly, Linda doesn' t have 
much to say about playing in M arty 's 
shadow, about living up to (or living 
down to) his image . " It doesn't bother 
me to be compared to Marty ,'' she 
admits after some prodding . " I'm glad 
he 's going ahead of me. If someo ne says 
to me, ' You play like your brother,' all 
I can say is I wish I could play like that. '' 
Indeed, it is Linda 's mother who later 
claim s that Marty's image makes it a 
little harder for Linda to win over 
tourn ament crowds, that being M arty's 
s is ter can make life harder for Linda. 

Marty gets a lot of bad press for 
racqu et smashin g, yelling and oth er 
outburs ts on court. Linda is reluct ant to 
even talk about such things, saying only 
that " whoeve r called him a 'k iller dog ' 
is way off.'' And she also has an answer 
for those peop le who claim that she , too. 
is subject to her own brand of temper 
tantrum s. ' 'I' ll tell you this," she says . 
"A fter the first round [of the AARA 
juni or nation als], I was losing and I was 
gettin g really mad , and I sta rt ed 
screaming. It was 14-2; I came back and 
won. And afte rwards , thi s man came up 
to me and said, ' Hey, you play a really 
good psyche game.' Well, I 'm just out 
there to play. I' m not there to psyche 
someone out. I 've got to get mys elf up, 
because I ' m doin g something wrong. 
And if that psyches you out, then that' s 
your problem.'' 

But Linda's life doesn ' t just revolve 

aroun d racquetball , na t ional tour ­
naments and t raining for the pro tour. 
Because in many ways she 's still just a 
kid . On the subject of keeping training, 
for example, she includes among her 
prioriti es no longer eating "ding-dongs, 
potato chips and orange soda,'' habit s 
she picked up wh ile she was in junior 
high school. And like millions of other 
kids her age , she has a specia l pet, a dog 
she received as a reward from her moth er 
for winnin g a tourn amen t last year. 
Every mornin g, Linda and her dog jog 
around the block of her neat suburban 
neighborhood in the Oliv ette distri ct of 
St. Louis . 

Linda ' s sti ll un certain abou t what she 
wants to do wit h her futur e, besides , of 
cour se, play professional racquetba ll. She 
ta lks about maybe be co ming a 
veterinarian, about going to school and 
playing on the pro tour at the same time. 
And like any 16-year-old, she giggles 
self-consciously when asked to describe 
her st rength s and weaknesses as a player. 
'' I have no weaknesses,'' she replies at 
first, thinkin g for a moment and then 
reversing her judgm ent w'ith , "My 
mother would know that. '' 

Indeed , Goldie Hogan does know. And 
while Linda can't remember when she 
start ed playing racquetball or who she 
played in the finals of the AARA junior 
nationals, Mr s . Hogan can. She also 
remembe rs Linda losing durin g the 
USRA junior nationals , and she 
remembers why Linda lost. '' Th e only 
reason Linda lost that match was because 
she wasn ' t putting in enough time and 
enthus iasm," Mr s. Hog an says matter ­
of-factly. So now Linda doesn't miss a 
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day of practi ce-a nd it's four times 
around the block every mornin g instead 
of two. 

It has becom e almost trit e in certain 
racquetball circles to label Goldie Hogan 
as a push y mother . " I 'd rather be called 
a motiv ator than pushy,'' she says 
easily, neither surpri sed nor offended 
when the subject comes up. Having 
coached and coaxed Marty through his 
early years, Mr s. Hogan has more than 
once been compared to tenni s star 
Jimm y Conner s' stro ng-willed mothe r 
" ] don ' t know her," says Mrs. Hogan, 
'' but we seem to have the same things in 
common , as far as our heart , soul and 
love of a sport are conce rned." Besides, 
Goldie Hogan eems to care little about 
what people think ; she has hit upon a 
formula for success for her children, and 
that's what count s . (Ther e are, in­
cidentally, two older Hogan daughter 
who play racquetba ll ju t for the fun of it. 
But, claim s Mr s. Hogan, " I wasn 't 
playing racquetball when they were 
growing up. '') 

Mama Hogan's strategy for uccess is 
simple: practice , pract ice, practice . 
''Th e on ly thin g you can plan before you 
get on the court i how to play," he 
says. " lt has to be a motor reflex. You 
practice kill shots and ceiling shots until 
you see how man y you can do , un til you 
have tota l control. Yo u can know exactly 
lfJbat to do, but if you can' t execute it at 
any given time , you 're going to lose." 
So after the USRA loss , Linda spent 
hour s with her mother , go ing over the 
same shots, analysi ng the flaws in her 
game, repetitiously workin g day after 
day. The result s : bot h mother and 
daughter claim she's improved 100 per 
cent. 

Linda is hardly a pawn in thi s 
achievem ent game. She not only shares 
her mother's goa ls, but she claims to be 
her own moti vato r. " I made the decision 
to go in to racquetball," she says. " ] 
could have just gone to school and done 
nothing with my life. I made the decision; 
I decided to play racquetball.'' She also 
wants a sponsor of her own on the pro 
tour , not Mart y's sponsor , l each 
Industri es. And she wants to make a 
nam e for her self. '' I want to hit a hard 
ball,'' she says. '' And when l get in 
there, I want to be somet hing new and 
different , not just another girl playing 
racquetball.' ' Add s Mama Hogan : 
''There 's room for mor e color in 
women's spo rts , and ther e will be more 
color when Linda gets into the pros.'' 
Will she make it ? Linda grins, nods and 
matter -of-factly announces, 'I'll make 
it.' ' Her tone is dead se rious; no more 
gigg les. Make it out of St. Louis. M ake it 
into the pros. Make it beyond the " J." 
Make it into the big time- the way a 
Hogan shou ld.• 
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THE NITTANY LION OPEN· BY CHARLIE GARFINKEL 

Man y 15 -year -old boys on the east 
coast spend their aut umn Satu rday af­
ternoons either watching or playing 
football. Mike Levine isn't I ike most 15-
year-olds, thou gh. Levine spends his 
Saturdays playing racq uetball. And as 
his unfortunat e challenger s in th e Eighth 
Annual ittany Lion Open found out, 
Levine's practice has paid off. 

Being the youn ge t player to eve r win 
the pre tigiou tournament at Penn Stat e 
Univer sity i impress ive in itself. But the 
pectato rs who watched Mike Levine 

perfo rm at the Nitt any Lion Open 
wit nessed an agg ressive sty le of play that 
i remini scent of another racquetball 
great - namely, Marty Hogan. Levine's 
haunting ly accu rate rendition of the 
Hogan powe r game certainly demand s 
attention . 

Levine is the reignin g AARA Boys' 
15-and -und er nationa l single champion 
and the AARA ' nat ional doubl es 17 -
and-unde r champio n (along with Brett 
H arnet t of La Vegas). He is al o the 
youngest racquetball star to ri e in the 
East and will, no doubt, see h is fame 
increase soon in the ranks of the pros. 

In th e final of the Men's Open 
Levine defeate d econd seeded Tom 
Ranker of York, Pen n., by scores of 21-
8, 2 1- 16. Levine, who hails from 
Rochester , N .Y ., thus became the third 
player Crom his area to win thi s tour ­
name nt . [Pr evio us winners were Leo 
M ar occi in 197 4 and Charli e Garfinkel 
in 1972, 1975 and 1976.J 

Mik e Levine, who stand s 5'9" tall 
and weighs 150 pound s, has been 
clocked hitt ing the ball at 125 miles per 
hour . No t bad for a 15-yea r-old kid. His 
hard serves are so deceptive that his 
opponents frequ ently move in the wrong 
direction to return them . Tom Ranker 
found this out the hard way . 

In th e first game against Ranker , 
Levine was leading by a sco re of only 10-
8. Th en, he got hot-so hot you could 
almost see sco rch marks on the wall 

wher e his kill shots hit. His serves were 
dead ly, and Ranker was thrown com ­
pletely off balance. Wh en the se rve 
wasn ' t an ace, Ranker managed only a 
weak return , enabling Levine to either 
kill the ball or place a pinch shot. Levine 
ran off the last 11 points in rapid suc­
cess ion to win by a core of 21-8. 

In game two, Levine's kill shot s were 
off. Ranker, who is a hard hitter in his 
own right, took advantage of Levine' s 
mistakes to kill the ball him self. He was 
leading 9 -8 when Levine changed his 
strategy and aimed for the ceiling . This 
ceiling game, com bined with con ­
sisten tly accurate serves, allowed Levine 
to turn the score around to 19-9, his 
favor . Th en, the original match ball 
broke. 

The replaceme nt ball was a little 
slower and thi s seemed to help Ranker 's 
game- but two good serves , followed by 
two accura tely placed kill shots, made 
Levine the Nitt any Lion Open Men 's 

Singles champio n . He hadn ' t lost a game 
in five mat ches. 

Levine ' s awesome performan ce in the 
finals, as well as throughout ~he entire 
tournament , clearly gives him claim to 
the label of outstanding player in the 
East. Not many who've either watched 
him, or faced him on the court , will 
argue this point. 

It 's not surpr ising that Levine's 
biggest booster is his father. In speaking 
of Mike, Levine's dad said: " M ike has 
grown almost three inches in a year and 
he has put on 30 pounds. His game is 
basically serve and shoot. His serves are 
hit hard and low. Hi s percentag e on his 
kill shots and pinches is extremely high. 
Natt1rally, this is very discouraging to 
his oppon ent.' ' Naturally. 

As if that weren't enough, Levine's 
fathe r added that , "Mike's defens ive 
game is strong , too . He is exceptiona lly 
smart on the court and has a tremendo us 
ceiling game. Each tournament that 
Mike plays in he seems to get better and 
better." 

And what does Mike Levine have to 
say for him self? It may sound boast ful to 
some , but there are plenty of players who 
watched him take the Nittany Lion 
tourn ame nt who won't doubt the sin ­
cer ity of what he says : "I want to 
become numb er one in the world. I love 
the game, but I put a tremendous 
amount of time and effort into it . I 
wouldn ' t do it if I didn't feel that I could 
become the best. I'm only a sophomore 
[in high school] now, but I hope to go to 
as many pro stops this year and my 
junior year as I can. I ' ll tum pro my 
senior year . '' 

Clark Pittman of Man sfield, Ohio, 
probably feels that Levine could turn pro 
now. In the semifin als of the Nittany 
Lion Open, Levine defeated Pittman , the 
defending champion, by scores of 21-7, 
21-13. Pittm an , who plays a superb 
contro l game, was never allowed to play 
his type of game, and thus succumbed to 
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(Loh to R iQht) Jerry Dav,s and Tom Tra vers.

the power of th e young Levine. Levine's 
booming serves, his exacting kill shots 
and the sheer pace of his game kept him a 
step ahead of Pittman throughout the 
match. 

In addition to being a fine player , 
Clark Pittman is a gentleman both on 
and off the court . Pittman said , after his 
defeat: "I don't have any excuses. 
Levine just outplayed me. That doesn ' t 
mean I'm going to quit racqu etball. If 
you lose a match, so what? I'll just try 
harder next time.'' Such is the philosophy 
of a truly "good sport" in any com­
petition . 

Pittman's friends from Ohio 
repeatedly commented during the 
tournament that he wasn ' t playing as 
well as he could. These were the same 
remarks that Tom Ranker's and Leo 
Marsocci 's friends made during their 
respective matches against Levine . And 
that was the point: Levine played so well 
throughout the tournament that he 
never let his opponents play their own 
game .

In the oth er semifinal match , Tom 
Ranker came from behind to defeat Al 
Plumm er by the scores of 10 -21, 21-19 , 
15 -4. After losing the firs t game, and 
falling behind 10 -I in the second , 
Ranker turned thing s around to pull out 
a victory. Plumm er had been hitting 
hard -to-return serves and was shooting 
his right sidewall kill shots unerringly. 
Ranker wasn ' t moving well; he was 
almost sluggish on the court . But then 
he started serving and hitting the ball 
with the power and skill that he is known 
for. 

Plummer's early sharpness dissipated. 
Ranker barely eked out the 21-19 second 
game victory. But game three was all 
Ranker. As Ranker continued to regain 
control of his game, Plummer's pace 
dropped off considerably. And so, 
Ranker dominated the match. 

Perhaps the reason Plummer was 
unable to maintain his pace in the 
semifinals lies in the kind of match he 
played in the quarterfinals against Craig 
Guinter . Guinter, who is one of the 
northeast's top players, has never won 

the Nitt any Lion Open, althoug h he has 
defeated many top players in recent 
years, such as Mark Hegg and Jeff 
Larson. Paradoxically, Plumm er , who 
doesn ' t particularly shin e during the rest 
of the year , always seems to play his best 
in the Nitt any Lion Open. 

And so, Plummer defeated Guint er 
2 1-15 , 2 1-18, in two hard fough1 
games. Plumm er's quickness, power and 
contro l proved to be too much for the 
usually crafty Gu inter , who, by the way, 
is n icknamed '' Th e Assa ssin. '' 

In other qua rte rfinal matches , Levine 
defeated his double s par tner , Leo 
Marsocci, by scores of 2 1-5 , 21-14. 
Although Marsocc i is a tough player , 
and a par t icularly agile double s player , 
he neve r seemed to be really in the 
match. Of cour se, he had just finished a 
gr ueling doubl es match with Levine as 
his partn er. It 's difficult to face off 
against someone when you 've been 
working toge th er just a moment before . 

Al so in the quarterfinals , Clark 
Pittman defeated Ron Yo rk of Kansas 
City, Mo. , by scores of 21 -13 , 21 -15 , in 
a well played mat ch. And in the la t 
quarterfinal, Tom Ranker defeated Mark 
Rapoport 21 -11, 21 -12. (Rapopo rt had 
previously scored a major upset by 
defeating seve nth seeded Tom Tr avers of 
Cleveland, Ohi o 7-2 1, 21 -18, 15-14 in 
the round of 16. ) 

Men's Open Doubles 

The team of Tom Tr avers and Jerry 
Davis of Ohio emerged victor ious in 
th eir contes t with Pennsy lvanians Mitch 
Buckler and Al ' 'Rip '' Mill er to win th e 
Open Doubl es by scores of 21- 16, 2 1-8. 

Th e 26-yea r-old Tr avers and his 
intimidating partner , Davis, played 

• superbly . Th e combination of Davis' 
automatic right corner pinch shot and 
Traver s' consis tent court cove rage 
rightfully earned them the cham­
pionship. Th ey were ideal complements 
for each other and both played an in­
telligent match. 

But as well as they played, the 
Travers -Davis combo almost didn't 
make it to the finals . Their semifinal 
match with Chri s Math ewson and Joe 
McAndrews of Pennsylvania was a heart 
stopper. The final scores were 21 -14, 
20-21 and 15-13. The other semifinal 
match was equally exciting , as Buckler 
and Mill er defeated Pittman -Stern by

IT'S 
ASNAP 
DEVELOPING PROPER WRIST ACTION 
By Mike Yellen 
Mike Yellen, ranked third on the pro 
circuit, is a member of Ektelon 's 
prof essional player advisory staff. 

One of th e iro nies of racquetba ll is that 
a s1ringbean like J err y Hilecher can 
generate tr<·mendou powe r in his 
stro kes. In most racq uet po n s. it 's th e 
,r.:uys with th e thigh -si7.ed biceps who 
repr e">ent th e mor e powerful aspects of 
th e ga m e. I loweve r , a c ur so r y 
examination of th e big hiu ers in 

racquetba ll revea ls hard ly an oun ce of fat 
and. with some notab le exceptions, 
sca rcel y more muscle. 

C lea rly. power racquetba ll i<; a produ ct 
o f more th an jwa s ize and s treng th . 
Tho~e ele ment s play a part. of cou rse. as 
well as body positioning. coordina 1 ion of 
footwork and body rota tion. Th e focal 
point of powe r in a racq uetball s tro ke. 
th ough . i!-> th e wri l. The wri st is the 
m echanism throug h which all the se 
eleme nt <; arc tran ,;lated to the racquet 
face . You may be able 10 ge t by without 
pr ope r foo two rk or body rotation , but no 
wrist snap. no juice. 

Not a particularly difficu lt 
requi rement, you say? Well, it's harde r 
th an it seem<;- espec ially for th at 
segment o f th e racqu etb all popu lation 
which came int o th e spor t from tenni s. 
Tennis players are taug ht 10 keep th e 
wrist joi nt tiff and 10 ~wing from the 
shoulder. as th ough th e arm was a ga te 
o pe ning or c los in g. Eve n many 
rac qu e tbal l players who ·v c neve r played 
tennis use thi s sw inging gate approach 
during th e ir backhand trokes . 

If yo u'r e not an adva nced playe r , yo u 
can prob ably catch yo ur self doing thi<; 
th e nex t tim e you play. You'll neve r be 
ab le to generate any power off your 
bac khand thi s way. And. this inab ilit y to 
send the ball straight and har d into the 
fro nt wall can impair your accuracy as 
well . 

The first step to improvin g your wrist 
s nap is to have a good grip on yo ur 
racquet. Everyone is famili ar with the 
for ehand "pistol" grip. but it 's not 
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uncommon lo forget abo ut using the 
proper grip durin g the heat of a ga me. 
T herefore. it will be helpf ul to review 
here . 

Lay th e racquet handl e diagonally 
acro ss you r palm with the bull of the 
racquet at th e hee l of your hand . Gra p 
the handle as th ough you we re go ing to 
<;hake hand s with it , but extend you r 
forefinger benea th the handl e a thou gh 
yo u are goi ng 10 pull an imaginary 
tr igger. Line up th e " V" made by your 
thumb and forefin ge r directly a long the 

As th e racQue r begin s descon1 on /h e backhand 
sllokc, an eyp/odcd view of a practice swi ng shows 
lh8I the WflSI I S "bent lorward ' 

middl e of th e handl e on top . Don' t choke 
up or let the hee l of your hand slip off the 
end of th e racquet. Grasp it tight ly 
during a sho t , but relax your grip at 
o th C'r tim es durin g th e ra lly. 

Although many adv anced players can 
get by using onl y one grip. most player s 
below th at leve l should use a separa te 
backhand gr ip. (The re are. o f co ur se. 
co nnictin g opinions on thi s point. ) Th e 
reason is si mpl e; th e racque t comes 
dow n at a different angl e during th e 

backhand st roke. So, it helps to adjust 
th e way you ho ld the racquet. 

To co rr ec t the angle during the 
back troke, s imply drop the handle of the 
racquet a lit tle more into your fingers 
instead of you r palm and line the "V" 
up a half-inch to th e left of cente r (to the 
right of ce nte r if you are left -handed) . It 
isn't a complicated as it sound s. You 
can m ake th ese alterations quickly and 
easi ly during a ra lly and, if you like, use 
your free hand to steady the racqu et 
whil e you do it. 

Be careful not to ge t a racquet handle 
that 's too large for you to g rasp firm ly. 
Grip ize range from 3-11/ 16' 10 4-
.1/ 2' and , genera lly, it is bette r to ge t 
one slightly s mall e r th an you need rath er 
than one too la rge. In addit ion, a glove, 
wrist band or bot h ca n be u ed to reduce 
the problem of the racquet handle 
becom ing slippery, due to perspiration. 
durin g play . (For more on the s ubje c t of 
prop er grip. see R(1cquetball , Decemb er 
1979 .)

Beg in the 
forehand stro ke by ge ttin g the racquet up 
over your head with your wrist 
"cocked." On th e forehand, th at means 
bending it back sligh tly to prov ide room 
so that you can snap it foreward when 
the ball is contacted. Durin g th e s troke, 
the elbow leads down into the ball, the 
arm is st raight ened and . as th e ball is 
contac ted, the wrist snaps. N at ur ally, 
yo u neve r ta ke your eyes off the ball 
before. during or after your stroke .

All the ot her compo nent s of the stroke 
mu t be prop erly execut ed as well. T hat 
i , bend your knees , cont act th e ball as 
close to the floor as you dar e wit h you r 
racquet face para llel to the front wall 
and your foot positio n ing and body 
rotation all ynchroniz ed with ball 
contact . Also , always follow through 
with your st roke . Yo u will find th at, if 
you stop your strok e short, you will be 
int erfering wit h your wr is t sn ap, too. 

For the backhand tro ke the proced ure 
is the same with a coupl e of except ions. 
Firs t of all , cock your wrist foreward for 
th e backhand , instead of back , as with 
th e forehand . A lot more attention needs 
to be paid to cocking your wrist duri ng 
the backhand because, as I ment ioned 
earlier, many people tend to use the 
sw inging gate st roke on th e backhand 
instead of sn apping th e wri st. 

T here are two types of backhands: the 
pendulum st roke in wh ich th e racquet 
head starts high above th e player 's head 
and swings down like th e pendulu m of a 
clock , and what I ca ll a beg inn er 's 
backhand , whi ch is mor e of a sidearm 
stroke. Th e pendu lum is the more 
powerful of the two, whil e the sidearm is 
slightly easier to exec ute. Regardless of 
which on e you choose, the import ant 
point is to snap your wri st du ring the 
strok e. 

You may have to remind your self 
about these thing s until they becom e 
second nature . A littl e practi ce, though, 
and you can becom e a racqu etba ll iron 
man. ■

ABOUT FACE 
PLAYING THE BACK WALL 
By Michael Mjehovich 

Probably the most difficult skill to 
master for the beginning racquetball 
player is playing the ball as it comes off 
th e back wall. lf you have attempted this 
shot , you know the problem it presents. 
And it's easy to see why this is such a 
difficult shot. Aft er all, how many sports 
have you participated in that give you a 
chance, once the ball is past you, to stay 
in the game? In tennis, for example, 
once the ball has passed you , you might 
as well forget it. It takes a while to realize 
that in racquetball you always have a 
chance to hit the ball -e ven after a 
mistake. 

For most beginners, it is considered a 
triumph just to be able to return a ball as 
it comes off the back wall. As an in ­
term edia te player , the concept of the 
back wall return becom es easier to 
understand, but the physical skill and 
timin g are often still lacking. An ad­
vanced player, though, has learned the 
proper way to play a ball as it comes off 
the back wall. This is, for him , the most 
powerful shot in the game . The advanced 
player loves to see his opponent hit th e 
ball so hard and high that it will rebound 
off the back wall. Masterin g th e proper 
back wall approach will add a feeling of 
confidenc e to your game. At any rate , a 
proper understanding of this shot is 
fundamental to making you a better 
overall player . 

Practice Dri/11: 
The first step in developing a good 

back wall return shot is done withou t the 
use of the racquet. If you are right ­
handed, stand facing the right sidewall in 
the middle of the cour t , about five feet 
from the back wall. (This is for the 
forehand return .) Left-handers are in the 
same position, only facing the left 
si dewall. Hold the ball m your non ­
racquet hand. Toss it against the back 
wall using an underhand motion. It 
should be tossed to hit the back wall 
directly behind you; this will make it 
return in front of your body as it goes 
towards the front wall. It should be tossed 
at head height, hard enough so it will 
~ounce near yo_ur feet. Your racquet arm 
1s held back m the practice forehand 
position, that is, perpendicular to the 
body and comfonably extended . This 
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will allow the ball to pass near your body 
without interf erence. 

The idea here is to slide your feet (not 
cross over) towards the front wall as th e 
ball rebounds past you . You want to tim e 
your movem ent with that of the ball 's 
descent after it has bounced, so you can 
catch it with your non -racqu et hand just 
as it reaches knee height, slightly out in 
front of you . This posit ion is the position 
in which you want to catch the ball each 
and every time. It is the same position in 
which you should strike all your practice 
forehand st rokes. As you slide towards 
th e front wall you will learn to judge the 
speed and bounce of the reboundin g ball. 
Thu s, you will be practicing the proper 
movement needed to strike the back wall 
return. 

You must feel comfortab le mo ving in 
thi s mann er. Concentrate also on the ball 
as it hits the back wall, bounces and 
start s its descent to the floor the second 
time. This requir es a good sen se of 
timing and judg em ent on your part. Th at 
is why you don 't need your racqu et 
when practicing this part of the skill. 

Not until you can toss th e ball to th e 
back wall, slide with balance and ac­
curately anticipate the descent of th e ball 
after it has bounced , should you feel th at 
you hav e master ed thi s skill. Likewise, 
you must also be able to bend your 
kn ees and upper body, as in the forehand 
stroke, and catch the ball with your non ­
racquet hand at th e desired height (wa ist 
high for beginn ers-lower for in­
term ed iate and ad vanced playe rs). 

You may encounter problems , at first, 
in toss ing the ball so that it allows you to 
mov e and thu s obtain the desired resu lts 
of th e practice. Stay with it and you will 
eventually get it right. Also, make sure 
your sliding motion is smooth, not rigid 
or straight- legged. Let the ball rebound 
before you slide w ith it. Noti ce your 
position when you catch th e ball ; it 
should be the same as a practice forehand 
position . 

Practice Drill 2: 
Assuming you know how to time 

the ball as it rebounds and bounces, you 
are now ready for the next step. Using 
your racquet, follow the same 
procedures as before, only this time, 

instead of catd1ing the ball, st rike it. If 
you have done this properly, the ball 
should hit the front wall directly in a 
straight line with your body. Do not 
worry about how high the ball hi ts the 
front wall , at least for the time being . 

The que stions you mu st ask yourself 
now are: 
l. Did 1 have my balance? 
2 . Was the ball out in front of me when I 
hi t it? 
3. Am I being patient enough to allow 
the ball to drop to the desired height ? 
4 . Am I starting with my racquet arm 
back in th e cocked position? 

If you can answer' 'yes" to these four 
questions, then you can consider your 
back wall return a successf ul one . Th e 
ball should react the same as when you 
st rike a regular forehand shot. It should 
hi t th e front wall at about the same 
height as wh en you made contact with it. 
It should also rebound within an arm's 
distance of you on either ide. 

If you're having probl ems with this 
drill, such as havin g the ball slice to the 
right or hook to the left, chance are the 
problem is assoc iated with the pos ition 
the ball was m when it was hit . 
Remem ber that the ball travels in the 
same direction in whi ch it is hit. So, it 
must be sl ightly out in front of you when 
hit , for a proper return . 

Practice Drill 3: 
This is a more difficult dri ll, for the 

intermediate and advanced player. Stand 
in th e return of serve area. Use an 
overhand stroke to hit the ball to the 
front wall hard enough so that it will take 
one bounce and rebound off the back 
wall. This drill is more difficult, but also 
more like actua l game cond itions. A s the 
ball rebounds off the back wall, move 
into position and strike it before it 
bounces again. This requir es more 
movement, therefor e ther e is more room 
for error. The beginning player shoul d 
move to this drill only after master ing 
the first two drills. You can practice thi s 
drill using both the forehand and 
backh and . 

As the ball rebo und s off the front wall 
toward s th e back wall, line yourself up in 
position for the ret urn . Your body 
shou ld be in a direct line with th e ball as 
it rebounds off the back wall. As th e ball 
rebounds away from the back wall , you 
must judge its speed as it descends to the 
floor. The object her e is to time your 
movement and swing so that you contact 
the ball in the same position as you did in 
the other drills. 

This drill is the final step in learning 
the proper back wall return. Because of

Contact wi th the /Jail should be made at the same 
po int as the regular forehand 
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th e extr a movement requir ed , you may 
find your sel f making the same mistakes 
now as you did when att empt ing the first 
pract ice drill . Be pat ient , however, and 
repea t thi s drill unt il you feel com­
fort able moving to the ball , followi ng it 
away from the back wall and finally 
making contac t , all whi le mai ntain ing 
good balance. 

broken down in to these thr ee basic dr ills, 
you should g radua lly acqu ire the skills 
needed to execute it properly. On ce the 
basic back wall ret urn is learned, you 
will be able to add different dimensio ns to 
you r return s- pinch shots, passing shots 
and even cei ling shots. On ce you have 
added all of these shots to your game, it 
will be more difficult for your opponent 
to defend against your back wall ret urn . 

A nd if you can keep your oppo nent off 
balance with the use of a wide variety of 
back wall return s , your game will be far 
mo re effective. •
