NEW DIRECTIONS 

Dear Fellow Racquetball Players : 

Having just returned from the National Doubles Championships and the Fall meet ing of your Bo ard of 
Directors , I am more enthu s iastic than ever about the future of the IRA and the game of racquetb all! I have 
received numerous compl iments about the fellowship and prov ision for soc ial interchang e that surround s every 
IRA tournament. The credit, of course , should go to Luke St. Onge who is working so hard in Memph is. I would 
also be remiss if I did not use this occasion to thank the Bo ard for the serious thou g ht and discussion that made 
our two full days of meetings so product ive . Let me briefly review som e of the ac tions tak en in the Ster ling, VA . 
meeting . 

The biggest change was the decision to publish RACQUETBALL Magaz ine monthly be ginning in March of 
1979 . This change w ill enable the association to keep you better informed , allow more sp ace for tourn ament 
results , and , in general , giv e racquetb all the exp osure it dese rves . Inc identally, I suppos e you have notice d 
that the magazine has been ON TIME and publ ished regu larly , along wit h a st art ling upg rad ing in the quality of 
articles and design . The monthly magazine will brin g an incr ease in du es, but the fee stru c tu re, w e fee l, is more 
than fair . Details of the fee structure can be found elsewh ere in RACQUETBALL Magaz ine. 

Another change , in response to what YOU wanted, is the chang e in the age bracke ts for j uniors . We now 
think that the brackets reflect what is best for our younger players-AND , w e've added a 1 0- and-unde r division! 

I feel the Board made a wise deci sion in making all div is ions the same for both men and women . In the futu re, 
we will make prov ision in the Regionals and Nation als for women in the 35 , 45 , 55, and ov er 60 categ or ies as 
well as the Jr . and open events . 

The 1979 Nat ional Singles will be held in Las Vegas . W e have already mad e the arrange ment s and should 
have a SUPER tournament-we are letting you know early so you ca n make plans acc ordin gly . 

The Board also attempted to clear up some of the con fusion surrounding some of the game rules. Perh aps 
the bigggest change is the serv ice rule . Previously the rule had indicat ed that the serve commen ce d wh en the 
ball left the server's hand . This rule caused diff iculty as many playe rs are in the habit of boun cing the ball befor e 
actually serving . This is s0mewhat the same as the server in tenn is who gets the feel of the ball and pr epares 
mentally by bouncing the ball with the racquet before serving . Thus , the board voted to ch ange the ru le to say 
that the " serve commences when the ball is stru ck by the racquet in an obvious at tempt to serve the ball." 

The other major change concerning the serve should help to promote an even tempo during games and 
eliminate some of the "psyching" games people play . All of us have watched Carlton Fisk ca ll time ou t to remo ve 
an imag inary fly from his eye just as the pitcher starts to deliver the pitch . Some people think th is so rt of tac tic 
adds to the suspense of a game-just as the racquetball player standing ready to receive the serv e wa its until 
the server starts to serve before holding his racquet aloft. This nonsense can add innumer able minut es to a 
match . Incidentally , it has always been my person al content ion that the intent of a match is to pit you r skills 
again st the skills of your opponent. All of the peripheral garbage that creeps into many mat c hes can only se rve 
to cloud the final outcome . The IRA has dec ided to adopt the follow ing po licy : Following th e refer ee 's decis ion 
of " Point. " " Side-out ," "Hand-out ," or " Hinder, " the receiver shall be given a reasonab le amount of t ime 
(generally not to exceed ten seconds) to get ready to rec eive the serve . When the receiv er, in the refere e's 
judgment, is ready , or has been given a " reasonabl e" amount of time , the score is called . At th is point the se rver 
ten seconds in which to serve the ball . Th is should el iminate most of the unnecessary stalling tha t has cluttere d 
so many matches in the past. 

Other change s concern the definition of an amateur player , the sanctioning of invitation al tournament s, plans 
for the National Junior Championships for 1979 , improving our support of state directors and minor changes 
in the IRA constitution . 

The Board of Directors and I fe el that most of the reaction to our efforts over the past few month s has bee n 
positive . I'd like to give sp ecial thanks to Seamco for their loyalty and generous financial support. It is grat ifying 
to have so many former board members still actively involved in supporting the association . People such as Bill 
Dunn , Len Marks , Tom McKie , Gene Grapes , Myron Roderick , Charlie Garfinkle , Bud Mulhe isen , Ivan Brun er, 
Bill Sellars , Steve Strandemo , and many , many others support the belief that the IRA is promoting the bes t 
interests of the amatuer racquetball player and has the philosophy and programs to make a great sp ort even 
better . Thanks guys-with your continued support I think we're going to be able to achieve some of the 
objectives we all have been so eager to see over the past ten years . 

Good luck , keep swinging , and remember-you are always a w inner when you play rac quetball , reg ardless 
of the score .

NEW POLICIES 
The International Racquetball Association's Board of 

Directors met in Sterling, Virginia and made the following 
landmark decisions that will dramatically affect the future 
development of racquetball. 

when the ball is struck with an obvious 
attempt to serve the ball. 

10-second rule : The score is called 
when both the server and receiver are in 
position to serve or receive. The server 
must put the ball in play within 10 
seconds after the score is called . 

NEW DIVISIONS OF TOUR­
NAMENT PLAY: Women's Masters, 
45-55; Women 's Golden Masters , 
55, 60, and 65; Juni or, 10 and 
under in both boys and girls. 

ELIGIBILITY FOR JUNIORS : A 
junior may play for the entire calendar 
year in the age division that he qualifies 
for as of January 1. Example: If a junio r 
is age 15 on January 1, 1979 and turns 
16 on January 15, 1979 , he can still 
play in the age 15 and under for the 
balance of 1979 . 

MONIES FOR REGIONALS : Open 
division winners' air fare for World 
Championships has been reduced to ½ 
round trip coach fare to make it con­
siste nt with all other divisions. 

(All winners of each championship 
division played in a regional tournament 
will receive the same tran sportation 
reimbursement of ½ the round trip 
coach air fare to the World Cham -

pionships from their home town .) 
REGIONAL DISTRICTS : The 

Nothem Region has been eliminated and 
those states assigned to other existing 
regions. The new assignments for those 
states are as follows: Minnesota , 
Wisconsin, and Iowa are assigned to the 
Midwest Region. North Dakota and 
South Dakota are assigned to the North ­
west Region and Nebraska is assigned to 
the Southwest Region . 

PROFESSIONALISM : A profe s ­
sional has been further defined as a 
player who takes money of any amount 
in a pro sanctio ned event . To regain 
amateur status, a player may not have 
taken any money from a professionally 
sanctioned tournament for at least one 
year and must submit m writing a 
request for reinstatem ent of amateur 
stat us to the Executive Director of the 
LR.A . 

RULES : Serve: Th e serve begins 

Hinder s : The rule allowing for the 
appealing of hinder calls to the referee 
and linesman has been repealed . 

Regionals: A participant in the 
I.R .A.' s regionals may play on ly one 
champions hip event with the second 
event being a non -championship singles 
or doubles event. 

DUES: RACQUETBALL Magazin e 
wiU go monthly in March and at that 
time dues will be increas ed accordingly 
to the following: 1 year single , $10 ; 2 
year single , $18 ; 1 year family, $15 ; 2 
year family , $20; 1 year junior , $6; 1 
year collegiate , $6 ; 1 year militar y, $6; 
lifetime , $100. 

NOTE: All those with cu rr ent 
membership s as of March 1, 1979 will 
not be charged the higher dues rate until 
their time of renewal. If members renew 
before March 1979 , regardle ss of their 
renewal date, they may renew at the 
current rates.•

0. K., let's play ball. Zero serving zero. 
Thus began the I.R.A.'s 10th Annual National Doubles Championships at ·the Capitol Court Club in 

Sterling , Virginia October 19-22, 1978. The whole weekend was like a reunion: handshakes , hugs, 
pictures of the dog and kids. The Doubles were competitive and exciting on the courts and friendly and 
social off the comis. Matches were won-and lost-with good humor and grace as 160 of the top 
doubles players in the United States and Europe met to play off for Number One. 

This year, everybody was a winner.

Men's Open 
In the Men's Open Doubles, two 

young stalwarts from the state of Texas, 
David Peck , who resemble s Jack 
Armstrong , the All American Boy, and 
Jeff Kwartler, who has the swagger of a 
cowboy hero, showed everyone how the 
game of double s should be played. In the 
finals they defeated the Memphi s duo of 
Randy Stafford , a former pro, and Gary 
Stephens, a tremendously improved 
southpaw, by the scores of 21-4, 21 -20. 

Peck and K wartier were ahead by the 
scores of 21-4, 18-9 late in the match. 
Their power, speed, serves, incredib le 
shootin g, and amazing gets had 
seemingly completely demoralized 
Stafford and Stephens . They seemed 
hopeles sly outclassed. In fact, man y 
spectators had already left. 

Suddenly, St affo rd and St ep hen s 
turned the mat ch around. Using well­
placed serves and trem endou s serv ice 
returns, Stafford and Stephens patiently 
waited until they got the shot they 
wanted. And shot they did! They took 
the lead at 20-18-twelve straig ht points 
and on th e verge on evening the match 
up at one game apiece! 

At this juncture, Stephens serve d 
what appeared to be a rollout ace serve to 
K wartier. K wartier somehow got the 
edge of his racqu et on the ball, which 
caroomed off the sidewall, then rolled 
flat off the front wall. The crowd went 

wild. 
Needless to say, the finish was an­

ticlimatic. Peck and K wartler ragained 
the serve and kept the ball in play until 
they put the ball away. Match point 
resulted from a Stafford error off his 
forehand. 

Peck, who played the left side, is a 
right hander whose backhand is as good 
as most left handers' forehands. 
Kwartler's forehand pinch shot is one of 
the best in the game. 

Both players were generous in their 
praise of each other. ''David was 
tremendous on the left side." Kwartler 
said. "Even when Stephen s and Stafford 
made their great comeback he still hung 
in and played his hardest.'' Peck re­
plied , "It gives you a great deal of 
confidence to know that almost every 
forehand that your partner hits will roll 
out." 

For the losers, Randy Stafford appears 
to be approaching the level of play that 
he showed five years ago before a serious 
should er operation set him back. His 
partner, Gary Stephens, a slim left 
hander, has worked hard on his game 
and the results show it. He has always 
been known as a great retriever and now 
his shooting game is strong . ... 

On the way to the finals, Peck and 
Kwartler defeated Dr. Bud Muehleisen 
of San Diego , and Bill Hilldebrand by the 
scores of 21-10, 18 -21, 15-1. Dr. Bud , 
who is known as Fudley to his friends, is 

the holder of many national cham­
pions hips and is generall y recognized as 
one of the greatest doubles players to 
have played the game. 

Dr. Bud, who entered th e Open and 
Senior Doubles instead of the Ma sters for 
cc th e challeng e, " said it all : cc I have 
won many N ational Open Doubles 
Championships in the past ten years and 
I have played against all of the top all­
time greats. However, I have never been 
so completely dominate d and outp layed 
as I was on the left side by David Peck. 
He was awesome. H is execution and gets 
were tremendous . I'm not saying that 
Jeff Kwartler wasn 't strong, but in this 
match Peck was incredible!'' 

In the other men's semis, Randy 
Stafford and Gar y Stephen s defeated 
former National Double s Cham pions 
Gene Gibbs and Bob Kraut by the 
amazi ng scores of 21-8, 21 -14. Gibbs 
and Kraut were rated as slight favorites. 
However, they beca me frustrated 
quickly as Stafford and Stephens played 
the same game that they had thro ughout 
the tournament . Hitting a wide variety of 
serves, many sidewall and passing shots, 
and arbu nd -the-wa l I ball s, they 
succeeded in completely ruining Gibb's 
and Kraut 's concentration. Even though 
Gibbs and Kraut made a belated run, 
they still lost decisivel y. Kraut , who had 
a sour expression on his face after the 
match said, " We were just outplayed ." 

In the men's quarterfinal s, Peck and 
Kwartler defeated Ed Remen , the host 
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pro, and Jack Blystone. Although 
Remen 's great gets and Blystone's 
shooting made the first game a close 21-
16 , Peck and Kwartler proved too strong 
in winning the second game by the score 
of 21-8. 

Stafford and Stephens defeated Artie 
Diemar and Dave Luft of New York City 
by the scores of 21 -16 , 21-16 . Some 
experts had given Diemar (winner of 
many singles tournaments in the New 
York and Mid Atlantic area) and Luft an 
outside chance of winning the whole 
tournament. Both players have stro ng 
forehands and super court coverage. 
Diemar and Luft can roll our forehand 
after forehand, so Stafford and Stephen s' 
control of the tempo of play was 
impressive and led to a well-earned 
victory. 

Gibbs and Kraut defeated the two 
Mikes from the east coast: Mike 
Romano and Mike Luciw. Luciw is a 
former National Doubl es Champion with 
George Rudysz (1972) and runn er-up in 
the Na tional Ameteur Singles in 1976. 
Romano is a former National 3-wall 
Champion (1974 ) and is rated as one of 
the top singles players in the east.

Suffice to say that Gibbs ' and Kr aut' s 
power was too much . The two Mikes 
have played better. 

In the last quarterfinal match , two 
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youngsters named Scott Hawkins, the 
Nation al Junior Singles Champion, and 
Kenny Kahlihanen gave the veteran Dr. 
Bud Muelheisen and Bill Hilldebrand all 
they could handle before succumbing by 
the scores of 21-17, 21-15. Scott's and 
Kenny' s outstanding serving and hard 
hit shots had the crowd buzzing, but Dr. 
Bud 's and Hilldebrand's experience 
proved to be too much for the youngsters. 
They late r proved their potential by 
winning the N ational Junior s Doubles 
Championships. 

Wome n's Ope n 
The women are on the move. Serves 

are stronger and more varied than ever 
before. The selec tion of shots is 
tremendous and the women are in superb 
condition. 

The winners of the four -team round 
robin compe tition were Francine Davis 
of King of Pru ssia, and Elaine Lee of 
Lancaster. They exemplified the calibre 
of play of the women. 

Two of the other teams were 
extr eme ly stro ng. They were Bonnie 
Stoll (Conn.) and Mary Dee (St. Louis) , 
and Carol Frenck and Andrea Katz of 
Virginia . 

Th e competition was so close going 
into the last match that ther e would have 
been a three-way tie in the tournament if 
Stoll -Dee defeated Davis-Lee. 

Luke St. Onge was wondering how

big lead in the second game. But never­
say-die Davis and Lee battled back to win 
game two 21-18 to even the match. 

ln game three , Stoll and Dee were 
ahead and Luke St. Onge looked as if he 
had aged five years. Then again, no one 
could look that old. 

Then . . . . We'll let Franc ine Davis 
tell you. "We knew we had to do 
something . We slowed down the game 
but started shootin g at every opportunity 
when we were serving. Our intensity and 
our kill shots seemed to demoralize Stoll 
and Dee. Even though they had the big 
lead, they seemed to get demoralized as 
we caught them . In fact, we outsco red 
them 15-1." 

Getting hot after being behind seemed 
to be a pattern for Francine and Elaine. 
After losing the first game in a prior 
match to Frenck and Katz, they blitzed 
them 21 -1 in the second . They then 
went on to a routine 15-8 win in the 
third. 

You may have thought that the 
previous matches were close. Even closer

I've been 
working on th e N autilus and it has really 
improved my strength . '' Elaine Lee 
agr eed . ' 'I've never shot th e ball bett er 
and my stamin a is much improv ed. '' 

Everyon e is looking forward to seeing 
more of the women in tournam ent play. 

Men's Senior 
About an hour before the Men 's 

Senior Doubles Finals was scheduled, 
one of the parti cipants , N ational Senior 
Singles Champion Jim Au st in , was 
relaxing in th e lounge. However , he 
looked very unh appy. Wh en asked why 
he was looking so forlorn before a 
champion ship match, Au st in replied , 
" I'm in a terribl e predi cament. If my 
partn er Ch arlie Garfinkel, and I lose the 
finals, we natur ally lose the cham­
pionship . Even worse, if we win , then 
I ' m stuck playing with th at big goofbaLI 
for an other year !'' 

Au st in and Garfinkel did win . Au stin 
isn ' t saying anythin g about next year. 

In th e Senior Doubles Finals, they 
defeated M ark Wayne from San Fran ­
cisco, who was playing in his 4 th 
Na t ional Senior Doubles Final (he has 
also been in two Natio nal Senior Singles 
Fin als) and Bob Klass, a new senior from 
Denver , with a great foreha nd and 
lightning qu ick reflexes . Th e scores were 
16-2 1, 2 ) -7, 15-7. Wayne is 6'4" and 
we ighs 2 15 pounds. H e has a rare 
combin at ion of crushin g power and a 
de licate touch . Wh en he is on . all you 
can do is hope that he cools off. As for 
Klass, he is in tr emendou s shape : he had 
just run in a 26 -mile marathon the week 
before. 

A · th e match started, Wayne and 
Klass quickly jum ped out to a 14-7 lead. 
Au stin and Ga r finally caught th em at 
16-16. Wayne and Klass went ahead 18 -
16. At th is point, Wayne hit the hot of 
th e day - an over head kill shot from the 
deep right into the left front com er. 
T hey took advantage to clinch the game 
21 -16. 

In game two , Au stin and Gar finally 
showed their mett le. Th ey jum ped out to 
a 10-0 lead by hittin g good serves and 
hittin g th e sidewa ll pinch shots th at th ey 
are both famous for . Wayne , who had 
been unb elievab le with his reverse com ers 
and put away service return s, had cooled 
off. He and Klass h ad Jost their 
momentum . A ustin and Gar cashed in 
by th e sco re of 2 J -7. 

Game thr ee was tied at 7-7 when Jim 
Au stin went int o the '' Twili ght Zon e.'' 
Jim hit at least four forehand reverse 
corn er rollout s from th e right side into 
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the left front corner as his team galloped 
to 13- 7. Aft er an error by Wa yne-Klass 
to make the score 14-7, Au stin hi t 
another reverse com er rollout to win th e 
third game and the match 15 -7 . 

Th e am az in g part o f J im 's 
accomp lishments is that he is not known 
for having a parti cularly strong forehand. 
T o hit those shots under that kind of 
pressure was miracul ous. Jim is presently 
under going a saliva test admini stered 
by the IRA' s doctor. 

Th e duo defeated four opposing teams 
to win th e tourn ament. However, they 
had to work extremely hard . Tw o of the ir 
matches went thr ee games. In th e oth er 
two matches, they won in str aight 
games, bu t the score was gut-wrenchi ng 
2 1-20 in both first games. 
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Both A ustin and Garfinke l are 
genera lly recogn ized as two of the finest 
left court player s in the game. Au stin 
can also play the right side well. Gar ­
finkel wou ld rather not discuss how he 
plays th e right s ide. After barely winn ing 
the first game in the rou nd of 16 against 
Pat Drennon and Fran k And erson, 
Ga rfinkel and A ust in switched s ides . 
They won the second game 21 -1 and 
kept this combinat ion throug hout the 
to urn ame nt. They decided they'd rather 
switch than fight . 

Th e semis were no easie r for A ust in 
and Gar. Th ey defeated Jack Soble and 
Je rry Davis of Cleveland in a matc h that 
could have easil y gone three games. Both 
Soble and Davis, who look like two 
characters from a John O ' H ara novel, 
are two of the finest sportsme n in the 
game. T hey also possess two of the 
deadliest forehands in the game. Davis is 
a r ighty . Soble is a lefty . 

Au st in-Garfi nkel quickly jumped out 
to a 12-4 lead. Soble and Davis rallied to 
go ahead 18- 14. A ust in and Gar tied the 
sco re at ] 8-18. T he teams jockeyed back 
and forth; Davis and Soble both had 

serves at 20- 19 . But A ust in-G arfinkel 
ret rieved the serve and went on to win 
2 1-20. 

In game two , they jumped out to a 
19-11 lead. Soble-Davis came back to 
15-19 . At thi s point Garfinkel rolled a 
backh and Oat for point 20. T he Ga r then 
hit an overhead kill shot for point 21 and 
a 21 -15 victo ry. 

In the other semis Way ne-Klass were 
defeating Muehleisen and Tom Waltz, 
wh o res ides in New Lond on, 
Connect icut, 2 1-20, 21-17 . Tom is 
know n as one of the top right side players 
in the East and played well up front. Dr . 
Bud , wh o had just complete d a tough 
thr ee game open match, appeared to be a 
little tired. 

Bot h games were ident ical in that they 
were tied at 17 all. In the first game a· 
Way ne kill shot ended it at 21-20 . In 
game two , Wayne hit thr ee unr etu rnable 
overhead kill shots at 18- 17 to help his 
team win the second game and the match 
21-17 . 

Austi n and Garfinkel toughened 
themselves up for the finals by playing 
Duane Cooper and Harold Coope r from 
Texas in the quarters. T hey are not 
related but they played like Siamese 
twins in losing 21-4, 11-21, 15-13. 

A ust in and Gar were down 12-9 in the 
third game. Th e pressu re was un­
be liev eable. But Austin and Gar 
recaptu red the serve and tied the match 
at 12 -12. They fell behind 13-12. After 
regai ning th e serve they controlled the 
play to lead 14-13. On mat ch point a 
shot came off the right s idewall. Each 
one of the Coopers thought that the 
other one would take the shot. either 
swung at the ba ll. At 21 -14, 11-21 , 15-
1 3, the matc h was over. 

In the other quarterfinal matches, a 
real donnybroo k was taking place 
between Myr on Roderi ck, a former pro, 
and Len Stream against Soble and Davis. 
Even though Roder ick, who is from 
Oklahoma, and Stream, who is from 
California, are na tionall y known , they 
couldn't generate the needed points in 
going down to a 2 1-16, 18-21, 15-5 
defeat. Soble and Davis hit forehand 
winners from all over the court to earn a 
well deserved victory. 

Meanwhi le, Bud Muehleis en and 
Tom Waltz were defeat ing Ed Castillo 
and Pat Columbo of New York City, 21-
8, 21-13. T his match had some in­
terest ing sidelights. Both Columb o and 
Casti llo were mis sing because they were 
aiming for the small area in Waltz's back 
rathe r than the front wall. 

In the fourth and final quart erfinal 
ma tch , Klass and Wayne were 
devastating aga inst Dr . Bill Sellars and 
Richard Walker of Dallas. Th ey didn't 
lose a point. It' s probably because they 
won by forfeit. 
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playing in basketball sneakers? 
Either way, you 're selling yourself 
short. 

Let's look at it this way; nobody 
moves around in tennis shoes 
better than a champion like John 
Newcombe. But even he needs a 
special shoe when he leaves th e 
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They can give you much better

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Masters 
In the first game of the finals against 

Jackson -Rossi, Grapes and Schattner 
were blown out 21- 7 , as th e lefty 
Jackson rolled out ball after ball and 
Rossi owned the right comer. The wise­
cracking 48-yea r-old Jackson and th e 
unb elieveably-conditioned Ross i were 
awesome. 

But, as so often happens in thi s great 
game of racquetball , Schattn er and 
Grape s turn ed the match around in game 
two . With Grape s shootin g his forehand 
un e rrin gly and Schattn er making 
incredibl e gets on the right side, they 
won ga me two 21-14 . 

Down 8-4 in the third they mounted a 
spirit ed comeback and won the deciding 
game by th e score of 15 -12. Jackson and 
Ross i never could regain their earlier 
momentum. 

Aft er defeating Ch arlie Jackson and 
Al Rossi in the finals by the scores of 7-
21, 21-14, 15 -12 to successfully defend 
their championship, they had nothin g 
but accolades for each other. 

Gen e Grapes remar ked, '' Al carr ied 
me. I was tir ed and my arm was sore. Al 
is a tremendou s fellow on and off the 
court. H e has improv ed so much the past 
few yea rs that it is hard to believe.'' 

Dr. Schattner commented: " I ' m 
Gene's cano neer . I load the bullets. He 
shoot s the shot. We have mutual respect 
and friendship for each other . I' m 

moving faster and I've lost twenty 
pound s. Gene and I are ext rem ely proud 
that we have won the Master s Doubl es 
two years in a row. '' 

You often hear players saying that " I 
could have been one of the greatest 
players ever if I had started ten years 
ago.'' Most would not have been , Gene 
Grapes would have. At 49 years old, he 
won the Patt erson Open . At 56 , his 
forehand continu es to be a model for 
youngsters, oldsters, and pros. 

At 48 , Dr. Schattn er uses his 
intensit y on the court , coupled with 
outstanding serves and a good forehand 
pinch shot , to make his team a tough one 
to beat. 

Grape s-Schattner had to fight their 
way to th e finals. In the sem is they 
defeated Bob Folsom from Maine, who is 
the IRA 's president and the IRA 
Regional M aster Ch am p, and V.Z. 
Lawto n , IRA National Com missioner and 
the harm on ica playing champ from 
Oklahoma, by th e hear t stoppin g scores 
of 21-15, 20 -21, 15 -14. An ace serve by 
Schat tner to the right corner won the 
matc h. 

Folsom , who at 49 looks fifteen years 
younger , has a flawless backh and , while 
V .Z. played a str ong right side . It was a 
great match . 

In the ot her semis, Jackson-Rossi 
defeated the tea m of Rich ard Walker and 
Bill Sella rs, th e 1976 Mas te r s 
Champions. Walker and Sellars kept up 

their tremendou s play by taking Rossi 
and Jackson to thr ee games and barely 
losing by th e scores of 21- 14 , 18-2 1, 15-
10. 

In the quart ers, Sellar and Walker 
defeated Dick Lane and Jack Hogan by 
the scores of 19-21, 2 1-11, 15 -12 . 
Grape s and Schattn er defeated Ivan 
Brun er and Joh n Brandui 21- 17 , 21 -18 
in a well -played match. Folsom-Lawton 
defeated Herbie Myers and Frank 
Cerravoco by the scores of 21- 14, 21 -14 . 
Jackson-Rossi defeated Luther Gr een and 
Lar ry McGee 21 -16, 21- 18. 

The close scores are indicative of the 
calibre and inte nsity of play of the 
Mast ers . 

Golden Masters 
ln a field of four teams, Cal Murph y 

and Stan Bern ey, who are from 
California , won the round robin event. 

Th e amazing part about thi s is that 
one of the team' s members , Stan 
Berney, was so badly crippled from 
art hriti s 20 year ago that he couldn't 
get ou t of a whee l chair . Th erapy and 
medication helped him get back on his 
feet , and onto the racquetball court. 

In their final matc h against defending 
champions, Ike Gurner and Irv Zeitman 
from Louisville, Mur phy and Berney 
com bined bett er team play to th eir 
advanta ge. Guner and Zeitman seemed 
to let too many thing s bother them , 
whil e Murphy and Bern ey took 
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everything in stride. This he_lps 
immensely when both teams are fairly 
equal in ability. After splitt ing the first 
two games 21-17, 10-21, Murphy and 
Berney won the third game 15-9. 

Ike Gurner, who is present Golden 
Master Singles Chmpion, was easily the 
best shooter on the court, and his 
partner, Irv Zeitman, played a strong 
right side . 

Oh yes, Cal and Stan are a combined 
total of 119 years old. Not bad!! 

Making his debut in the Golden 
Masters was Carlos Sena , a former Ja1 
alai player from Miami. His three-wall 
kill shot was unreal.

He also 
hit a lot of overhead kills and passes. As 
for Avalos, he should represent a 
vacuum cleaner company.

WHIIT THE FIJTIJRE HOlDS FOR RIICQIJET8llll 
Jimmy the Greek , take heed. The 

odds -on favorite to become The Game of 
the Future is not golf or tennis or any of 
the reigning giants of the sports world. 
No, the name to remember, Jimmy , the 
password for the 1980s and beyond, is 
racquetball. 

Just listen to the scoutin g reports. 
''There's a definite future for it,'' says a 
public television executive in Memphis , 
a hotbed of racquetball activi ty. "With a 
few modifications, the sport could be 
done live.'' Charles Brumfield, one of 
the game's top professional players, is on 
record as predicting that racquetball will 
become ''the biggest participant sport in 
America " within the next 10 years. 
And a marketing execut ive for a leading 
beer maker recently told The Wall Street 
Journal ''we're absolutely sold on 
racquetball'' as an advertising medium . 
Clearly, when the big advert isers begin 
to take notice of a sport, it's time to place 
your bets. 

Little wonder , then , that the smart 
money nowaday s is on racquetball. After 
all, it 's the nation's fastest -growing 
participant sport, a billion -dollar 
business that has mu shroom ed almost 
overn ight into a force to be reckoned 
with . And -good news for all you fans­
present forecasts call for even better 
times ahead. 

Consider , for example, the prospects 
for continued growth. 1f the odds makers 
are right, the re are thousands, nay 
million s, of potent ial racquetba ll players 
out there, all of whom will soon see the 
light and take up the on ly tru e cause. 
Ten years ago there were fewer than 
50,000 racqu etball player s in this country 
and not a court club to be found. Today , 
depending on who se figures you believe , 

between 5 and 8 million Americans play 
the game at some 800 court clubs . At 
this rate , according to Luke St. On ge, 
executive director of the International 
Racquetball Association (IRA) , the 
number of court clubs could rise to 
1,600 in the next year and a half alone, 
with a whopping 40 million players 
projected nationwide within the next two 
decades . The numbers coming out of the 
rival United States Racquetball 
Association (USRA) are equally op­
timistic. The USRA estimates that 
between 200 and 300 clubs will be 
const ru cted nex t year, while the 
association 's presjdent, Robert Kendler, 
predicts th at racquetball will be able to 
claim some 50 million players by 1990. 
Soon , training games such as Jokari and 
racq uetball trainers will introduce 
racquetball to schools , playgrounds, and 
summer camps all over the U.S. And 
when those kids go on to any but the 
smallest colleges, there wi ll be 
racquetball cou rts waiting for them. 

Racquetball has come to the world 
mainly through U. S. milit ary in­
stallations, virtually all of which have 
racquetball courts . There are public 
courts in France, Germany, Denmark, 
Saudi Arabia , J apan, and China . 
European government s are paying for U. 
S. pros to come to teach clinics . And 
Steve Strandemo and Bud Muleheizen 
are soon off to Saudi Arabia to teach a 
clinic. 

A lot of the se new convert s are likely 
to be women. A national market survey 
predicts that 60 percent of the nation ·s 
players over the next two years will be 
women . Court clubs are gearing up to 
meet thi s expected windfall with all kinds 
of special deals designed to lur e the ladies 
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inside : free baby -sitting services , 
racquetball clinic s , family membership s . 
Chicago's Mid -town Court House even 
has an all-woman racquetball leagu e, in 
the form of 84 stewarde sses , and there 
are also signs that wom en are beginnin g 
to move into some of the leadership 
positions in regional and nation al 
racquetball associations: Jean Lehr and 
Elaine Lee help make policy on th e [RA 
Board of Direct ors; Cath y Austin is Es­
ecutive Director of the NCCA ; Ina Ivar ­
son and Nancy Brown are State Dir ec­
tors for the IRA ; and num erous women 
manage court club s throughout the nation . 

Court clubs , too , are changing as 
racquetball comes of age . The so-called 
' 'pure '' club , offering racquetball and 
little else , is facing stiff competition from 
a s licker , mor e ex te nsiv e, and 
presumably mor e profitabl e club tha t 
may repre sent the wave of the futur e in 
thi s area. Call th em what you will ­
' 'multi -purpo se,'' ' ' full-service , '' or 
th e more common monik er, '' athletic 
clubs " -th ese new racqu etball facilit ies 
all adhere to that familiar formula of the 
country club circuits , which holds that 
in order to be successful a club must 
cater to its members' every whim and 

desire . And cater they do, offering in 
addition to racquetball such little extras 
as swimming pools , gymnasiums , 
cockt ail lounges, snack bars, spas, 
jogging tracks and barber shops. Oth er 
clubs also set aside a couple of courts for 
racquetball ' s close cousin , tennis , and a 
few clubs have even added (what else?) 
discos. Denver , Tucson , Detro it , Las 
Vega s (with one club und er 
construction), to name jus t a few cities, 
have all witnessed the emerg ence of thi s 
new breed of court club. 

If the trend continue s, and there is 
every reason to believe th at it will , the 
racquetball club of the ' 80s is likely to be 
a far cry from th e " jock shops" that 
chara cterized the sport 's ear ly days. 
Instead , clubs could become what 
prom oters like to call ' ' social centers, ' ' 
which in plain terms means th ere would 
be a dozen different ways to spend your 
money . Besides playing racqu etball at 
these elaborat e super-clubs , you could 
also get smashed at the bar , stuffed at the 
restaurant , groom ed at the barber shop 
and grooved at the disco. 

Such grand visions aside, however , all 
is not rosy on the racqu etball horizon . 
Th ere' s a dark cloud formin g, some 

expert s fear. Its nam e is ' 'ov ercapacity .' ' 
To get an idea of wh at that means, just 
imagine go in g t hrou gh week s of 
preparation for a big party, and when the 
day of the party finally rolls around , 
nobod y shows up . T hat' s the deliemma 
that could soon be facing some 
racquetball entrepr eneurs, who have 
spent millions gearing up to meet the 
racquetball craze only to have their 
custom ers lur ed away by competitors. 

Thi s trend is especially evident in 
large urb a n ce n te rs, whe re th e 
competition for your attenti on- and 
your mon ey- is keenest. In suc h cities as 
Chicago, where available court space 
may be outdi stan cing the market , some 
club s have report ed a 10 to 25 percent 
drop in cour t occupancy. Equipment 
maker s are felling the crun ch , too. At 
leas t 94 co mp an ies no w pro du ce 
racqu etball equipm ent and some firms 
are startin g to und ercut the competit ion 
by offering lower-priced racquets and 
balls . Th e compet ition is likely to get 
even tougher as racquetball players 
(that 's you) become smart er and more 
select ive. Th at could mean th e end of the 
days of the $35 or better racquet, and 
player s in som e cities can now pick and 

Oulf new'er, truer, bluer, 
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choose Crom among a number of court 
clubs within easy driving distance of 
their home. 

Lest you be mislead by all this, 
however , bear in mind that in spite of 
recent advances, racquetball is still an 
infant when it comes to big-time sports 
in America. Outside of such high 
visibility areas as San Diego , Chicago or 
Memphis , the sport is still something 
that most people only hear or read about, 
much less play. You and I, of course , 
know that racquetball is the greatest 
thing to hit this country s ince the radar 
range. But mu ch of the rest of the 
nation , alas, is still unenlight ened . 

Tha t's where the idea of public courts 
comes in. With the possible exception of 
national television coverage (more about 
this la ter), the developm e nt of 
municipally -funded racquetball courts 
could do more to popu larize the sport 
than any other factor. It 's certain ly the 
best way to introduce racquetball to the 
majority of American s. It was the 
thousands of sand lot diamonds across 
the country that helped produce the 
OiMaggios and Robinson s of baseball, 
and anyone familiar with th e asphalt 
basketba ll courts of New York City 

knows that Kareem Abdul-Jabbar isn't 
the only graduate of that illustrious 
school. Yes, fans, if racquetball is to 
come into its own in the next decade, the 
public court is definitely the way to go. 

At the IRA , Executive Dir ecto r St. 
Onge says that organization will be 
making a ''nat ional push '' for municipal 
courts over the next few years. The 
association has already begun moves in 
this direction through its sponsorship of 
racqu etball tournaments played on 
ou tdoor, 3-wall courts, a model which 
could easily be adopted for future public 
courts . And a handful of municipal 
courts have sprung up in California, 
Florida and Alabama . 

But the odds against public racquetball 
courts are steep , mainly because of the 
twin bugaboos of publicly -funded 
recreation : priorities and money. In 
today 's (and probably tomorrow's) 
world of inflation and tight -fisted 
municipal budgets , racquetball generally 
falls far down the list of prioriti es when it 
comes to allocating limited public funds. 
In the words of one big-city recreation 
planner, '' Most public departments re­
act to public demand. And so far, we 
just haven ' t had any push to build 

racquetball courts in the public sector.'' 
In spite of all the nay-sayers and gloomy 
economic forecasters, there is, right 
now, $68,000,000 worth of matching 
federal and local funds for athletics 
available . All racquetball wants is its 
share (98.2% should do nicely.) 

If you'd like to see a public racquetball 
court in your neighborhood, then, first 
you'll have to sell the idea to reluctant 
city fathers. Consider these arguments. 
For starters, point out to the powers that 
be that racquetball courts are more 
efficient than say, tennis courts, since 
you can place up to five racquetball 
courts within the space of one tennis 
court. That means more people served 
per dollar spent. Racquetball courts are 
also fairly simp le to construct; all that's 
required are a few walls and even one 
wall will do in a pinch. Your most 
persuasive argument, though , is 
probably a few years hence. By that time , 
if the sport continues to grow at its 
current rate, there should be a lot more 
racquetball players around. And 
numbers mean clout. When hordes of 
angry players, racquets in hand , begin 
showing up at recreation planning 
meetings, public racquetball courts are 

brighter, bouncier ball.

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sure to follow. 
Even before that day arrives, however, 

racquetball may have already • • gone 
public" via another route . Television, 
that great common denominator, is 
beginning to show some interest in the 
sport and there are those who say 
racquetball has great small -screen 
potential. 

''It just has to be packaged properly,'' 
says Tom Gee, a producer/director at 
WKNO-TV in Memphis, a public 
television station which taped a major 
racquetball tournament last year. • 'In 
fact, in five years I think you' re going to 
see tennis move aside and see a lot more 
racquetball (on television), particularly 
considering the potential audience.'' 

So far, the Public Broadcasting System 
(PBS) has been the only television 
network to cash in on this potential. PBS 
carried two NRC tournaments earlier 
this year. The network also televised the 
men's and women 's singles finals of the 
IPRO -Tanner P ro-Am tournament , 
held in Memphis last year. Gee, who 
directed and co-produced that telecast, 
says the show received "a lot of good 
feedback, particularly from some of the 
larger stations.'' 

But the big audiences and big money 
in television lie with the commercial 
networks, and a number of changes are 
being contemplated in racquetball circles 

to make the sport more palatable for this 
market . One idea that has surfaced 
involves devising a "slower" ball, one 
that would make it easier for television 
cameras to follow the action (balls now 
zip about the court at speeds up to 142 
miles an hour) and also prevent a few 
players from dominating play with their 
power serves (wipe-outs make boring TV 
viewing). Along those lines, Gee 
suggests spacing out the time between 
points to allow slow-motion replay or 
analysis. "The way it is now," he says, 
"by the time you do a replay you've 
already missed the next point.'' The 
long-awaited development of so-called 
"white glass" walls, which seem white 
to players on the inside but remain 
transparent when viewed from the 
outside, could also improve racquetball ' s 
chances in the television market. The 
glass is designed to make the game 
visible to spectators and, of course, 
television cameras without hindering 
players' visibility in the process. The 
NRC has already announced tentative 
plans to build a portable court using such 
glass. When (if) racquetball becomes an 
Olympic event, television coverage will 
come automatically, at least during the 
games. Awaiting President Carter's 
signature is a bill passed by Congress 
which calls for amateur racquetball to be 
governed by the U .S. Olympic

Committee . Which means television 
exposure, which means huge audiences, 
wh ich means more racquetball players . 

The upshot of all this is that television 
coverage, like so much else in 
racquetball ' s future, large I y depends on 
the sport's continued growth and 
development . More players mean a 
larger potential television audience, a 
prospect bound to bring joy to the hearts 
of TV moguls and advertisers. And if the 
game can make the kinds of 
accomodation to television that other 
sports have made, notably basketball 's 
24-second rule and the tie-breaker in 
tennis , the day could come when 
racquetball has its own version of a 
nationally televised Wimbledon or 
Masters tourn ament. 

A longshot? Maybe , but apparently 
investors don't think so. From little old 
ladies with War Bonds to heavies like 
Time , Inc. , investors are flocking to the 
racquetball business, and racquetball 
seminars are quickly becoming the latest 
"in" thing. Oust check out some of the 
'' investment opportunity'' ads in this 
magazine.) That 's why bet makers and 
people in the know rate racquetball so 
highly . It has the numbers , a proven 
track record of growth and plenty of 
capital investments to finance more 
growth. Even Jimmy the Greek can 't 
give better odds than that.•

I 'd lost tr ack of Charlie until he joined the same 

racquetball club I be long to . I knew Charlie when we 
were kids ; every neighborhood has a Charli e. He's th e 
one who won all your blue steelies, even if he had to 
cheat , extorted your lun ch money, and gave you the 
best shiner anybody ever had for beatin g him in a 
spellin g bee. He's the one who, when he didn ' t get his 
own way , really did take his ball and go hom e. Ch arlie 
has always been a poo r loser , but then he's always been 
a poor winn er , too. H e gloats , he smirks , he brags. But 
he's worst when he loses. 

I played Charli e the other day for ' 'o ld tim es' sake " ­
and won . Good ol' Ch arlie is still a bad lose r , but he has 
learned subt lety. Instead of breakin g his racquet again st 
the wall - or my head- he describ ed in deta il the 
headache he ' d had for the prev ious 48 hours. 

Since then , I' ve always been " busy" when Charlie 
asks for a rematch ; every match is a grud ge matc h for 
Charlie. But I ' ve watched him lose to oth er members of 
the club and his tec hniqu es for losing are amazing and 
infini te. And I'm wiJling to bet that every club has its 
own Charli e. 

Dan Brickman , a man of Hoganesqu e proportions, 
beat Charlie 2 1-13 , 21-7 . Ch arlie could have tri ed his 
usual ankle sprain or atta ck of acut e apendicitis, but this 
tim e he was really creative . H e left a crut ch , an 
eyepatch , and a bot tle of Kaopeccate on top of his gym 
bag for all to see . Th at's one thin g about Charlie : he 
plans ahead. 

Ch arlie has also lost to some players who are in his 
league. His favorite way of taking the st ing out of defeat 
is to ace like he's won . He glad-hands h is oppon ent , grins 
from ear to ear like he's just beate n the socks off his 
nemisis, and waves to the ga llery graciously as if 
acknowledging th eir adulation . An d the ga llery bu ys it. 
M any times they think he's won because he acts like it . 

Somet imes, though , he waives these' ' courtes ies'' and 

he's so quick to serve in the next game or to get into 
position to return serve that many in the gallery don 't 
realize a new matc h is underw ay. Often he can get 
several points ahead because his opponent is so flustered. 

Every once in a while, Charlie wins. Because he 
cheats. Marty Ad ams had Charlie 17-9 when all of a 
sudden Charlie couldn ' t tell one boun ce from two. 
T here for a awhile he couldn ' t remember the score, but 
when he did, there was no doubt in his mind that he was 
ahead. Short se rves made him nearsight ed. Marty was a 
sa int . He smiled at Charl ie with out a trace of irony or 
rancor and neve r said a word to anyone abou t how he' d 
lost. T he gallery has put him up for cano nizat ion . I did 
hear , however , that Charlie found a pin-skewered 
voodoo doll in his locker. 

Charlie really waxes creative in the lockerroom. li you 
didn ' t know better , you 'd think he hadn 't even played, 
much less lost . H e keeps an iron grip on the con­
versat ion; any hint that his opponent want s to discuss 
the game and he laun ches into a pletho ra of praise for 
the guy ' s warm -up suit , the design on his T -shirt, the 
cut of his shorts . He pays homage to the scrips on on the 
guy' s socks and the laces on his sneaks. He can keep this 
up unt il eit her eno ugh tim e has elapsed so that the 
outcome of someo ne else' s match is the center of at­
tention or the crowd disper ses out of sheer boredom. 

He also point s out his defective equipm ent . He keeps 
a broken racquet, a pair of open-toed sneakers, and a 
palmless glove handy just for this circumstance. He 
casually men tions his sinu s tro uble, his jammed thumb , 
and h is double vision. Before long , his audience has 
melted away . 

For Charlie , crea tive losing is a matte r of feint and 
fines e, of style and savoir faire. I hear he 's writin g a 
book on portsman ship. He'll probab ly make a million 
dollars. 

I just wish he'd take his ball and go home. •

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When it comes to universit y finan­
cing, some sports get it, and others 
don ' t. Football , for instanc e, gets it . It 
ge ts money for equipment, for 
recruitin g, for travel , for scho larships­
a cup brimmin g with money from a 
variety of univ ersity sourc es. But when 
the cup is passed to sports like 
racquetball, th ere's littl e left but the 
dregs. Ind ee d , at many co lleges, 
racquetb all ge ts no finan cial suppo rt at 
all. 

Fortun a tel y, many rac qu etba ll 
coac hes handle the probl ems of financing 
as deftly as th ey handl e a wicked corner 
kill. Th ey are keen ly aware that many 
co llege admini strator s still think of 
racquetb all a~ some glorified gym 
requir ement , played in a walk-in closet 
wit h a sawe d-off tenni s racquet . Thi s 
doesn't mean th at racqu etball coac hes 
are always success ful fund -raisers· it 
only means that they are able to accep l 
available funds gracio usly, politely ask 
for more, at at the same time, keep their 
tea ms act ively playing. 

Some coac hes say that not having 
mon ey is the finest cond ition for 
at hletics - that th e influ ence of money 
can ruin the athl ete and kill the sport. In 
racquetball , unlik e more comm ercia l 
spo rts, th e at hlete is playing for th e 
unadult e r at ed lov e of th e ga m e. 
Althou gh he's ofte n forced to buy hi 
ow n equi pment, pay for his own lun ­
ches, and remain unknown to clu ste rs of 
fans, he's st ill willing to sidestep the 
limelight, strap on a racquet and lock 
him self in th e game's twenty -by-forty ­
foot cubicle. 

But th e rea lly good news is that 
racquetball is growing so fast that it will 
soon receive fittin g recognition among 
univ ersity admini strat ors. Ten years ago 
ther e were fewer than 50,000 people 
playing th e ga me. There were prec ious 
few courts being built, and th ere was no 
tournam ent mon ey up for grabs . By 
1~7 3, participation had more than 
tnpl ed, and the building boom was on. 

By 1977 , over 600 court clubs had been 
built around th e country , and more than 
five million peop le had been introduced 
to term s like corn er kill , ceiling ball, and 
plum . 

Far rah Fawce tt -Ma jors, OJ. Simpson , 
and Robert Conrad were seen with gloves 
and racquets. Leach Industries, Seamco, 
and others were now sponso ring classy 
pro to urs and purses were growing. And 
just rece nt ly the Cong ress passed the 
Amat eur Athletic Act as part of a larger 
Publi c Fundin g bill. This legis lation, 
awaitin g Jimmy Carter's signatur e, 
would place all amateur athleti cs und er 
the aegis of the U.S . Olympi c 
Committee. Th e impact on racquetball 
could be dram atic. It paves the way for 
coherent organization on the national 
leve l, for standardizati on, and for the 
future elevation of racquetball from ilS 
curr ent club status to recognition as a 
major sport, and perhaps ultim ate ly as 
an Olympic eve nt. 

A good example of a team that has 
demanded recognition on and off the 
court s can be found at Memphi s State 
University in Tennes ee. Their story i 
one of a closely- knit gro up of at hletes, 
led by a coac h wh ose energy seems 
boundless and wh ose shrewdn ess would 
care a Miss issippi mule trade r. 

Thirt y-one -year -old Larry Liles has 
coac hed the team for four years , bringing 
home three first -place nationa l trophie 
in th at t ime. Last year the learn won over 
ixry trop hies overal l. With all that 
ucce , one m ight suspect, the team 

could expec t some substanti al backing 
from lh e univ ers ily. But it ha n 't 
happened. 

"Ou r budget hasn't changed since 
I 've been coac h ," Liles lame nt . "We 
gel about S3,200 a year from the school, 
and that' s got to cover every thin g­
trave l , equipm ent , insur ance, meals, 
te lep hone - e ver y thin g . '' Compared 
with the almost one milli on dollar tab for 
the Memphis State football program, the 
racq uetball budge t resembles Jimmy 

Caner 's favorite crop . 
A s in other universitie s, the financial 

woes of M emphi s State's racquetball 
progra m begin with ilS position in the 
univ ersity budget stru ctur e. Racquetball 
is considered an extram ural or "club" 
sport, and as such, does not opera te 
under the Gene ral A thle tic Fund of the 
University. Any monies £rom the private 
sector or Crom the sta te which are 
ear mark ed for University Athletics are 
placed in the General Athletic Fund , and 
are disbursed primarily to major sporlS 
like football, basketball, baseball , and 
track. Funding for extramural activities 
like racquetball , handball , volleyball, 
weightlifting, karate, and so on comes 
from a more austere corner of the 
univ ers ity pocketbook. Th e budget 
designation in the printo ut might change 
from school to school (it 's called Campus 
Recreatio n at Memphis State), but what 
doe n't change is the mighty thin soup 
that is serve d up to some robust club 
spo rts like racquetball. It 's a diet gea red 
stri ctly to maintenance rather than 
developme nt . And in these days of the 
inflating dollar and tight money, many of 
these maintenance budgets have become 
memor ies. 

Larry Liles is not about to sit back and 
count his ribs. It's his hun ch lhat before 
too long racq uetball is going to grow into 
a major colleg iate sport , and he's already 
begun the lobbying necessary to place 
racq uelball into the Genera l Athletic 
Fund . He wants a bigger slice of the pie. 
and to get it, he's already gone a number 
of times to the athletic director and the 
pre ident to plead his case. ''T hey've all 
sa id grea t , ounds good," he notes. 
''but their nex t question i how much 
revenue can you generate? ' ' Certai nly 
tha t ' a prob lem even for a uccessful 
program like Memphis State's. but all 
Lile wants is a chance. ''I asked them to 
put us in the ath letic budget for two 
year , just to let us ee if we cou ld cut it. 
ff we could n' t. we would get back out. ''

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cautious in predicting the future. They 
insist that before shelling out, they want 
to see if the sport does indeed grow-one 
more variation on the Catch -22 theme . 
But Liles isn't discouraged ; the boys 
have been softened up for the hard sell 
later. Nor is he bitter: " I'm not 
pointing a finger at the univer sity ,' ' he's 
quick to add , '' they're not the bad guys. 
Th ey do give us eno ugh money to get 
going , but the fact is, like most other 
club program s, we operate almost in­
dependent of the school.'' Moral: a few 
cents is better than no cents at all. 

Pants pockets are the source of a good 
deal of team equipment. While costs are 
small compared with sports like football 
and baseball, they add up quickly. 
Tournament -caliber rackets, uniform s, 
balls , gloves, bags and so on can easily 
total $70 -$80 a player. Yet most teams 
get nothing or next to nothing from their 
institutions to cover such expenses . 

David Fourni er, player-coordinator 
for the Auburn Univer sity team , finds 
his equ ipment problems increased by 
location . ''Teams like Memphis State 
are in urban areas where the y can get 
some donation s," he says . " We' re in a 
small town with one sport ing goods 
store, and they get hit up by every sport 
on campus. So who's going to listen to 
us?'' He 's got a point. At least Memphi s 
State is blessed with an active racquetball 
community around it . It 's simply a lot 
easier in Memphis than it is in Auburn , 
Alabama to find donor s and set up 
tournam ent s that bring in equipm ent 
money. 

In order to get better equipment 
prices, Larry Liles has gone a step furth er 
and has even taken the manufacturers by 
the horn s: "We ' ve cont acted Ektelon , 
Leach , Omega, and others , and hustled 
provisions. Of course , " he adds, " it 
helps if you ' re a winner. But still, these 
companies are more willing than most 
people think to listen to you.'' 

Ther e may be advanta ges to being a 
winner, but they don ' t always show up 
in facilities. "We've got some fine 
courts ,' ' says Liles ''a nd probab ly the 
best glass-wall exhibition court in the 
country. But the fact is, we don ' t have 
enough of them. Be ing champions 
doesn ' t matter . We have to fight for 
court tim e just like everyone else.'' Th e 
competitive edge at Memphi s State is not 
in numb ers of court s (they have fifteen), 
but in their longevity . The school was 
fortunat e to have had a president in the 
'60s - one Ceci l Humphr eys - whose 
doctorate was in Health and Physical 
Education, and whose first love was wall 
sports. On e of his pet projects was a 
handba!Vra cquetball comp lex which was 
completed in the late ' 60s and early '70s 
shor tly before his retir ement. The result 
was that Memphis State got the jump on 



most schools in developin g its program. 
People got involved, players ripened. A 
tradition began to grow. 

And it had rich soil to grow in. Long 
before the university org anized its team, 
Memphi s had begun to develop a 
racquetb all cult. Over twenty years ago , 
a group of prominent families began 
playing racquetball. They built their own 
courts and spread the gospe l. And 
around 1972, just as the univ ersity' s 
racquetball program was gettin g off the 
ground , two of the '' founding fathers,'' 
Dewitt Shy, former president of the 
IRA , and the late Smitty Schippers , a 
nationa lly known player in his own 
right, formed the Memphi s Racquetball 
Association . Its purpos e was to promot e 
the development of racquetball in the 
city . Six years later, its success is high! y 
visible. Tod ay Memphi s has two large 
public complexes devoted exclusively to 
racquetball , another und er constructi on , 
and num ero us court s as part of YMCA 's, 
community centers, and tenni s and golf 
clubs. 

On e of the major beneficiaries of this 
community intere st has been the 
Memphi s State Program . "These people 
send us their kids, and give us their 
support in the form of equipment, 
money, trophie s, and organizational skill 
for our local tournaments,'' says Liles. 
Yet such support can ' t be taken for 
granted. Liles is on the phon e almost 
more than he' s on th e court s. And it' s 
no accident t ha t the M emphi s 
Racquetball Association is one of the 
biggest supporters of the Memph is State 
team. The coach has been act ive in the 
association for a long time, having 
served as vice-president , and this year , 
as treasurer. ''Now I can write my own 
checks,'' says Liles with a twinkl e in his 
eye. 

Liles is quick to point out that he's not 
a one man show , however , "Our team 
holds clin ics throughout the city, 
catering to veterans as well as the 
younger players. Th ey like to do it, and 
they ' re good at it. It creates publicity and 
promot es good will. '' Give and ye shall 
receive. Even th e M emphi s City 
government recently go t into the act (a 
few enthusiasts were found on the cit y 
council) , and decla red an offical 
Memphi s State Racquetball Day. Hu stle 
and ye sha ll prosper. 

Such recogniti on is sweet icing, but 
the cake beneath is mor e important . It s 
color is cash green and a good deal of it 
comes from the communit y. With out it , 
Liles notes , Memphi s State wou ldn 't be 
national champions. Th e name of the 
game is tournament experience, and to 
get it, you 'vc got to tra vel. Tournaments 
are where winners win and where 
winners are made. The university gives 
the team about $1,300 in travel money , 

which can take them to about five or six 
tournaments-probably about the 
average numb er for most team s. 

Yet Memphis State is on the move a 
good deal more than that . " Were the 
travelingest team in the country,'' says 
Liles. ''Last year we went to over twenty 
tournaments and even to some of the pro 
stops on the tour. You can't beat that for 
experience . And we spent almost $7,000 
in the process ." How did they do it? 
Liles' answer resembles that of the 
unemp loyed woman who was asked how 
she managed to drive a Cadillac , wear 
mink coats, and own a penthouse in Las 
Vegas. '' Believe me , it's not easy.'' Th e 
tru t h , of course, is hard -earned 
com munit y suppor t. 

Because Larry Liles is a hybrid -part 
hu stler , part public relations and front 
ma n , and part ce rtified publi c 
accoun tant - it's easy to overlook the 
fact that he ' s a darn good coach . 
Through a rigorous con di t ionin g 
pro gr am and s tructur ed pr ac ti ce 
sess ions, he gets the most from his 
athletes. Th e David Fleetwoods, the John 

and Keith Dunlaps, and the Steve Smiths 
will attest to that. And perhaps more 
difficult , he welds disparate personalities 
into a cohesive unit . Evident ly it shows 
on the tour. "You can tell its Memphis 
State,'' says David Fournier of Auburn; 
" they're always pulling for each other 
from the back wall or behind the glass , 
and you always see Larry cheering and 
coaching . It's pretty impressive-and 
inspiring . '' It also helps recruitin g. Liles 
talks to junior players in his spare 
tournament moments, and, as he ob­
serves, ''they always know who we 
are. ' ' 

It's inaccurate to intone solemnl y that 
a certa in sport or a certain team has 
arrived. ' ' In college sports departur es are 
all too sudden and unexpected . And with 
racque tball, especially, the problem s 
that remain even for the current national 
champ ions make any announcement of 
team "a rriv al" totally premature. Yet 
you can ' t help but get the sneaking 
suspicion that with Larry Liles directing 
the show , Memphis State will not close 
down off-Broadway anytime soon .•

DISCOVER RACQUETBALL 
BY TOM MARTIN 

It was st ill dark outside, but Joe 
Theisman ' s day had already begun . He 
slowly pulled on sweat clothes, stumbled 
out into the gray Washington dawn, and 
began his morning ritual-running. 

The first mile or so wasn ' t usually too 
bad -s hocking cold in March, muggy 
heat in July - it woke him up, anyway. 
After two miles , though, Joe's mind was 
somewhere else. He really didn ' t like 
running very much. Not that it was hard 
(not half as hard as escaping a safety blitz 
on a Sunday afternoon), it was just so 
boring. By the fourth mile or so, 
Theisman usually wished he was 
somewhere else. 

Why the boredom? Joe Theisman 
loves to compete . In his college days as a 
standout quarterback at Notre Dame, he 
faced tough opponents every weekend. 
He knew what it felt like to drill a touch­
down pass into the end zone and watch 
the defense crumble. As starting signal ­
caller for the Washington Redskins, he's 
sti ll throwing touchdowns , and still 
winning . 

In the off-season, however, Theisman 
had trouble satisfying this competitive 
urge; Joe wanted an opponent . He felt 
that running is monotonous and there 's 
no one even to talk to. Tennis is hard to 
learn. Basketball is hard on ankles, 
knees, and fingers . 

Then he tried racquetba ll. It was 
perfect. Competition , exerc ise, even 
fun - it had everyting he needed. His 
interest in the sport led him to enter 
the Coors ''All -Pro'' Racquetball 
Tournament in Las Vegas, a tournament 
for pros from the traditional sports who 
also played racquetball. Theism an' s been 
playing now for a coup le of years and, 
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not surprisingly , he made it to the 
quarterfinals of the Coors tournament. 
But, in the quarterfinal round , Joe's 
game -plan hit a snag. He might be 
known for his cool determinati on on the 
football field, but coming off the 
racquetball court after the first game of 
the best -two -of-three match , Theisman 
was just plain frustrated. 

''This guy just doesn't sweat,'' 
Theisman complained to some of the 
spectato rs as he rested between games . 
The "guy" was Randy Vataha, former 
wide-receiver for the New England 
Patriots . Vataha had just won the first 
game 21-18. " How can you beat a guy 
who doesn't sweat?'' Theisman 
repeated. He had gone through six sh irts 
already while V ataha looked bone dry . 
He remained cool as he drilled the last 
point past Theisman and won the match 
21-1 7. "After the first game, I felt like 
dousing him with Gatorade,'' Joe 
laughed as they walked off the court . He 
may have hated losing , but the match 
had been a blast . ... 

To see football stars like Theisman 
and Vataha competing in America's 
fastest-growing sport is no longer 
unusual . More and more pros from 
football, baseball, hockey-even golf and 
water-skiing-are discovering that 
racquetball is tops as an off-season 
cond itionin g sport . 

Running has been the traditional 
method of conditioning for more ath letes 
and is still the most widely practiced . 
Players from all sports take to the cross ­
country tracks, park trails, and roadsides 
as soon as the Super Bowl, the World 
Series, or the NBA champ ionships end 

a 

their regular seasons. Other s have tried 
tennis, swimmin g, and even volleyball 
as a means of staying in shape, of keeping 
their reflexes sharp , and thu s prolonging 
their professional careers. 

But now, man y of these athletes are 
finding that racquetball is better than the 
more traditional forms of off-season 
act ivities such as runni ng, swimming, or 
calisthenics. Most , like Thei sman, 
discover the advantages with their first 
game. First of all , it's compet itive. Pro 
ath letes make it to the big leagues by out ­
hitting , out -runnin g and out -muscling 
the competition . They love to go head­
to -head in the off-season , too. 

Another plus is that even rank 
beginner s can get the basics of th e sport 
down pretty quick ly. Unlike tennis, 
racqu etball doesn't take several years to 
learn. And you don ' t have to get a bunch 
of guys toget her to play, as in basketball, 
volleyball , or soccer. 

The Coors tournament has been an 
exce llent indi ca tor of th e sport 's 
newfound populari ty with the pros. Th e 
tournament is actually a series of four 
competitions held during 1978 in Las 
Vegas . The first round, in Januar y, 
pitted baseball stars from the National 
and American Leagues. The second 
round, in March , was for NFL players, 
while July's round saw NBA and NHL 
standout s competing . The final round 
will be held in Novemb er and will match 
retir ed ath letes from all pro sports with 
players from the individual sports such as 
golf, tenn is, and even waterskiing. Each 
round produces two ''se mi-finalists,'' 
and thes e eight players will meet in 
January of next year to determin e who's 
best among the pros in ' 'o ff-season 



racquetball .' ' 
Jim Flood , to urnament dire ctor , says 

the response to th e tournament has been 
greater than he ever expect ed. '' We had 
two hundr ed paid entries from the NFL 
alone!'' H e see ms to disbel ieve his own 
words. ' ' Two hundred!'' he repeats. 
''Unfortunately, we could on ly take 43 
beca use we just didn ' t ha ve th e time or 
space for anymore in that seg ment of th e 
tou rn ament . But that shou ld te ll you 
something about the popularity of 
racquetball in the NFL. 

'' I think the most inter es tin g thin g 
about the competition so far is that the 
players in their 30s are doi ng bette r 
than the younger guys. Only one of th e 
six semi-fi n alists we've got so far is under 
thirty. And he 's 28 . Everybody else is 33 
or olde r. '' 

Comm ent s from so m e o f th e 
part1c1pants in th e Coor s tournam ent 
reveal the different benefits the players 
feel th ey derive from playin g racqu etball. 
Theisman, for exa m ple, is a pinpoint 
passe r in the NFL and he likes what 
racquetball has done for his eye- hand 
coordi nation. But racquetball is mor e 
than that , too. " Th ere isn 't a greater 
condit ionin g sport as far as I'm 
concerned, '' says Theisman. '' M y 
agility, quickne ss, reaction time, 
endurance-just about everything I need 
in football - hav e all improv ed s ince I 
sta rted playing. But it's th e competitive 
aspect that I like the most . When you get 
in there , you' re playing against anoth er 
person.'' 

Theisman estimat es that 35 to 4 5 
Redskins play regularly, including Head 
Coach J ack Pardee. And Bubb a Ty er, 
the Redskins head train er , has found th at 

it can be an effectiv e tool in building 
confidence as well as muscles. '' I deal 
with a lot of player s who've bee n injured 
or operated on,'' he says . '' The problem 
is getting th em to belie ve that their leg or 
should er or ankl e or whatever is going to 
wo rk when they take the cast off. W e put 
th em out on the racquetball court after 
they've got ton mos t of their strength 
back and it reass ure s them that they ' re 
go ing to be able to perform again.'' 

Swift quarterback s like Theisman 
aren 't the onl y footb all playe rs who are 
now racqu etball enthu sias ts, how ever. In 
fact , one of th e most feared middle ­
linebackers in th e game's hi story, 
At lanta Falcon great Tomm y Nobis, has 
taken up the sport . 

Nobi s is re tired now , but when he was 
at hi s best, qu arterback s had nightmar es 
about him . H e was All -Ameri can in 
co llege and All-Pro in th e NFL ; it was 
easy to envi sion Nobis swa rming over 
offensive lin es and eating backfields alive . 
But sinc e his retir ement in 197 6 he's 
been gobb ling up his oppon ent s on the 
racquetball co urt inst ead . H e now serves 
as exec utiv e dire cto r of ''T he 
Compl ex," a racquetball and physical 
fitne ss cente r being built by the Falcon 
ow nership for use by th e football players 
and member s of the general public alike. 

Nobis picked the ga me up quick and 
he likes that aspect of racqu etball. ''Even 
an average at hlete can play for the first 
time and by th e encl of the game, he's 
rea lly con nect ing with the ball. It g ives 
eve r yone a chance to make a decent 
game of it while getti ng a good 
workout.'' 

Pro basketba ll p layers are also 
discovering the virtues of racquetball as 

an off-season spo rt. One of the most 
recent enthusiasts is top NBA guard , 
Rick Barr y. Barry led his Golden State 
Warrior s into the playoffs several t imes 
and he was snapped up by the Hou ston 
Rock ets for a healthy sum when he 
became a free-age nt last year . '' I was sick 
about not finding out about racquetball 
soone r ,'' he says of his first encounter 
with the spo rt last year. " It 's such a 
perfect sport for basketball . I used to play 
a lot of tenni s in th e off-season, but 
racquetball is so much better. Y ou can 
run more for one thin g, and average 
playe rs can keep the ball in play so much 
longe r . N othin g's worse than chasin g 
m issed shot s all ove r the place like you 
do in ten nis . Racquetball' s just more fun 
and it g ives you a better workout, too . '' 

Barr y made it to the quart erfin als in 
the Coo rs to urn ament despite the fact 
th at he 'd only been playi ng a few 
months. Bu t he doesn't see m too 
co nce rn ed about no t reac hing th e finals . 
" I wouldn ' t be able to concentrate 
anyway," he laughs, "We' ll be headin g 
for the ba ketball playoffs by th en .'' 

One of those respons ible for Barry's 
inter e t in racq uetball is Rocket coac h 
Tom Ni ssalke, who began playing in 
l 970. As a coach, h ·s a inte rested in 
relaxat ion as in co nd itioning. " I make it 
a point to play three or fou r times a week 
during th e ba ke tball seas on. In face. I 
rea lly don't play that muc h in t he off­
season. But when I'm coac hin g. my 
racq uetball matche are as im porta nt to 
me a th e basketball prac tic es are to the 
players. Th e g~me helps me get rid of a 
lot of th e tension th~t builds up during 
the seaso n . It al o gives me the hea rt ­
lun g exe rci se l need. People don, t seem 
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to realize it, but you've got to be in good 
physical shape to coach pro basketball. 

"It's helped me keep my weight 
down, too. I'm 44 and I still weigh 180 
or 185, same as I did in high school. I 
dropped golf for racquetball; I just didn't 
have time for both. I'll play golf when 
I'm in my 50s or 60s." 

Don Sparks, the head trainer of the 
New Orleans Jazz, recognizes that 
boredom keeps a lot of people, including 
Jazz players, away from their 
conditioning programs. ''Let's face it,'' 
he says, "the monotony of running 
turns these guys off. But you run up to 
the front wall of a racquetball court and 
back for an hour and you'll improve your 
endurance and your agility , something 
running can't do by itself. We ' re not 
telling the players not to run, but we're 
certainly giving them every 
encouragement to take up racquetball.'' 

Baseball players were some of the first 
pros to djscover racquetball. Al Oliver, 
for instance, starting playing six years 
ago. Oliver, now with the Texas 
Rangers , has always been an excellent 
hitter. It ' s routine for him to hit above 
the .300 mark every year, but his 
footwork in the field wasn't always as 
good as he felt it should be. Then, in 
1972, some friends at the downtown 
Pittsburgh "Y" introduced Oliver to 
racquetball and his footwork has been 
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improving ever since. Now he plays 
every day when he's not swinging a bat. 
''I used to play basketball in the off­
season,'' Oliver recalls . ''But there's 
such a risk of getting hurt that I was 
always looking around for something else 
to play. I discovered that racquetball was 
a pretty easy game to learn, but it's a 
hard game to master. The last two years, 
I've been playing more than ever. It's 
definitely improved my jump on the ball 
in the outfield. I get super jump now , 
much more than before I started playing 
racquetball. ' ' 

Oliver may say that racquetball is a 
hard game to master, but he's doing 
pretty well. He's one of the semi-finalists 
in the Coors tournament and will face 
Don Kess inger of the Chicago White Sox 
to determine the finalist from the 
baseball division. 

Kessinger has also been playing since 
1972. In baseball , he's one of the fastest 
and most durable shortstops in the game 
and he has only recently been named as 
the new White Sox pla,yer/ manager for 
next year. He also operates Don 
Kessinger Court Clubs , a company with 
racquetball facilities in Little Rock and 
Memphis. ' 'The game's helped me stay 
in condition," says Kessinger, who is 
36. ''When spring training rolls around 
each year, I' m usually in better shape 
than a lot of the younger guys . It 's been 

really good for my legs; they don't get 
nearly as sore as they used too. " 

Many who have been following the 
Coors tournament feel that the winner of 
the Oliver/K essinger match will go on to 
win the entire tournament. They' re both 
experienced players. Does Kessinger 
think he can beat Oliver? " I don't 
know , '' he says, '' Al and I haven ' t ever 
played much before, but I know he's a 
good player and it'll be a good match. 
I'm just looking forward to playing." 

It will be interesting to see who the 
eventu al winner of the tourn ament is. 
Will experience surpa ss youth? Will the 
agility of a basketball player overcome 
the strength of a football player? Or will 
an unknown , a waterskier perhaps , or a 
golfer, end up on top ? That will be 
decided in Januar y. But regardless of 
who wins , racquetball will be the real 
champion. The tremendous response by 
pro athletes to this tournament, and to 
racquetball in general , demonstrates that 
the sport can be both enjoyable 
recreation and an exce llent conditioner , 
somethin g racquetball fans have known 
for years. 

As far as the Coors tournament goes, 
you can bet that a few, including Joe 
Th eisman, will be putting their money 
on Randy Vataha. After all, as Theisman 
put it , how can you beat a guy who 
doesn't sweat?•

Up & Coming 
The rise of racquetball has resulted in 

a new breed of athlete, the female 
professional who pursues racquetball not 
as a hobby, but as a career. One of the 
newest is Scottsdale, Arizona's Sally 
Murphy, Ektelon's new pro, who has 
found that racquetball is a game in which 
she can apply her broad range of athletic 
skills without havin g to overcome 
artificial barriers , sexual or otherwise. 

She first took up the sport in 1975, 
while earning her bachelor's degree in 
physical education at the Univ ersity of 
Arizona at T empe. Four months later, 
she won the first amateur women' s 
tourn ament she has entered since. 

The Ari zona State Am ateur Women's 
Singles champion as well as the 
Southwest Regional Amateur Wom en' s 
Singles champion , Sally Murphy can 
also hold her own in rhe men 's divisions. 
"I first started playing in the men's 
brack ets about a year and a half ago just 

for the challenge" she recalls. "So far, 
I've had one first in Men's C, and two 
second-place Men's B finishes in the 
three touraments I've entered .'' 

Because it is a non -contact sport, male 
size and strength are less of an advantage 
in racquetball than in many sports and 
women have flocked to it. 

Racquetball supports burgeoning 
female as well as male pro tours with a 
large pool of full-time players. Although 
the men's tour still dominates, that of 
the women is rapidly expanding in size, 
prize money and collective ability . 

"This year's two exclusive women's 
pro stops in Omaha and Philadelphia did 
a lot for women because all the attention 
was focused on them alone , '' says 
Murphy who has already competed in 
some pro tournaments. 

' 'So much of the men's play,'' she 
says, ''is power-serve and shoot-with 
the same players winning all the time . In 
women's racquetball, it's anybody's 
game. The rallies are much longer and a 
lot more can happen.'' 

Women's and mixed doubles play, she 
predicts, will really become popular once 
racquetball television coverage becomes 
more frequent, making racquetball a true 
spectator sport.

WINNING POINTS 

PASSING 
SHOT 

The importance of returning the serve is quite obvious. 
If the server can force a weak return of the service, the 
odds for his winning that point are in his favor. 

The server's objective is to force a mistake in the return 
of service. It is important, therefore, that the returner have 
an established plan for return. One of the most effective 
returns of serve is the pass shot. 

STRAIGHT PASS SHOT 
The straight pass shot rebounds off the 

front wall returning to the area whe re 
you were when you first hit the ball. The 
pass shot is easily understood as a return 
of serve . Moving from the ready position 
to either corner, a pass shot is used to 
move the serve r out of the middle of the 
court. The pass shot should come off the 
front wall as close to the s ide wall as 
possible without touching it. The server 
must move out of the center co urt a rea to 
cut the pass shot off before it travels by 
him. 

The straight pass shot does not 
necessarily hav e to be hit low to be ef­
fective. It should be hit low enough so it 
will not be playable off the back wall. Th e 
main conc ern when hitting the st raight 
pass shot is to avoid all contact with th e 
side wall until the ball has passed yo ur 
opponent . If your s traight pass shot does 
strike the side wall it will rebound to th e 
center of the court , which will allow for 
an easy return. 

The straight pass can be used at any 
time- during a rally. It is effective 
whenever your opponent is in th e front 
court area . If your opponent is shaded to 
the left side and you are on th e right s ide, 
the straight pass shot along th e right side 
is the perfect choice . Even if your op­
ponent is in the middle of the court, the 
straight pass shot, if hit correctly , will be 
effective. (See diagram) 
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CROSS COURT PASS SHOT 
The secon d pass shot is the cross 

court pass shot . This shot is also one of 
the more effective returns of se rve. 
Visualize a drive se rve to your backhand 
nea.r the side wall. As th e se rver jumps 
back to the "attack" pos ition after the 
se rve, th e co rr ect c ross co urt pass shot 
will be hit so that it angles to­
ward th e oppos ite deep co rn er afte r 
hitt ing the front wal l. This shot will 
force the serve r out of the attack 
position in pur uit of th e ball. The cross 
co urt pass shot is e ffective only if hit 
sharpl y, yet nor high enough to allow th e 
ball ro be played off th e back wall . (See 

diagram.) 
This shot can be used whenever your 

opponent is in the front court area. The 
closer to the front wall your opponent is, 
the less time he will have to react to the 
ball as it rebounds off the front wall. 
Being in the back court area will. allow 
your opponent more time to react to the 
dire ct ion of the cross court pass. 

As with the straight pass shot, any 
contact with the side walls before the 
the ball has passed your opponent will 
result in the ball rebounding into the 
center court area . This will allow your 
opponent an easy return while you' re 
st ill in the back court area .

PRACTICE 
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The best drill for practicing the pass 
shot requires the help of a friend. The 
success of the pass shot is determined by 
the manner in which you hit the ball 
away from your opponent. It should be 
hit past him without: 1 )hit ting the side 
walls , o r 2)rebounding off the back wall 
high enough to be played. Have your 
friend sta nd in th e server's area and 
serve all the varieties of serves so you can 
practice returning them with a straight 
pass or a cross cou rt pass. Pr acticin g the 
basic forehand and backhand will give 
you th e ski ll needed to hit the des ired 
pass shot. 

The intermediate a nd adva nced 
players can use an advanced approac h to 
practicing this shot by themselves. 
Standing in the middl e of the court , use 
an ove rh ead s troke to hit th e ball to the 
fron t wall so it rebo und s to either 
co rn er of th e co urt . This will resemble a 
drive or medium lob se rve . Move 
towards the ball and att empt to ret urn it 
using e ith er of two pass shot s just 
di cussed. Th e key to thi s drill is control. 
It is no t as im portant to hit a low shot as 
it is to hit thi s shot exact ly where you 
want it . •

Upon becoming IRA 's Illinois State Director, Angelo A. 
Petitti wrote us a long letter. We'd like everyone to share 
his enthusiasm, so we're happy to have him speak for 
himself. 

Recently, I was appointed the 
International Racquetball Association's 
Illionis State Director-it is not only a 
mouthful, it is also a hell of a lot of work. 
So, to begin my new endeavor, I'v e gone 
back to look over and reassess the ideals 
and philosophies of the IRA . 

. To begin with, and, possibly the most 
important thing to remember, we should 
always be open and helpful to all of our 
fellow racquetball players , not just those 
who are IRA members . Remember when 
you were a fledgling on the courts: some 
guys laugh ed , but ther e were always a 
few seasoned veterans who would help , 
not scoff. We should always be ready to 
help the new player.
