It was great to see many our neighbors turn their attention 
to home improvement projects as the weather warmed up 
this year. Our Modification Committee would like to share 
some helpful reminders as you begin thinking about your 
own home improvement project.

Timeframe: Our Committee (MDR) that reviews projects 
is comprised of a group of community volunteers that 
meets once per month, typically the 3rd Tuesday. While the 
Committee tries to get through every application received 
prior to the monthly meeting, there are times that either 
unexpected questions pop up, or the volume of applications 
requires additional research time. Once a decision on your 
application has been reached, which can take up to the 60 
days as outlined in our Community CC&R’s, you will be 
contacted by our Community Management team at Crest.

Recommendations: There are a few things you can do to 
help expedite your modification application. First, please 
review the relevant guidelines for your project. The latest 
ACC Guidelines are located at www.commonwealthcivic.
com (click the tab for Guidelines & Forms, then click Deed 
Restrictions). Second, make sure you apply for project and 
receive approval PRIOR to starting any associated work.  

Modifications/Deed Restrictions Third, please schedule a time (Monica@crest-management.
com) to discuss your project with the MDR Committee at 
the next scheduled meeting prior to submitting an applica-
tion or spending money on planning (drawings, etc.). We 
highly recommend this for any unique and/or large projects 
you may be considering, such as patio covers and outdoor 
kitchens.  

Emergency Repairs: Our Community Guidelines allow you 
to make emergency repairs to protect your home. Keep in 
mind that you will need to bring any repair projects into 
compliance with the Guidelines within a reasonable amount 
of time, and these projects will likely require an application 
to the Modification Committee prior to the final repair.  

We encourage homeowners to continue the home improve-
ment projects that keep our neighborhood a desirable and 
appealing place to raise families.  

Roofs and Fences
As an HOA, we encourage the effort to keep our neighbor-
hood aesthetically appealing and homes in great condition.  
We also want to help you avoid any costly mistakes when 
having expensive work done on your home.
