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Hurricane Tips From the Landscape Pros

When most people think about preparing their property for
hurricane season, they start with securing shutters, fueling
their generators, and stocking non-perishable food items,
and filling gallons of water. Weeks before you have all
your batteries, flashlights and radios ready, it’s important to
prepare your landscape for hurricane season.

Landscape preparation begins when selecting and planting
your landscape and continues through the life of the property,
with proper maintenance. Here are some tips to create a
hurricane-ready landscape:

Proper Locations of Trees in the Landscape - When
planting trees in your landscape, it’s important to plant
larger trees away from buildings, homes, power lines and
other structures, to avoid damage by trees and branches. One
solution would be to plant smaller trees or shrubs around
such areas. Small tree options can include Crape Myrtles and
Holly. Shrub options can include Knockout Roses, Lantana
and Viburnum.

Regular Pruning & Maintenance - While regular pruning
is important to ensure the health of a plant, it is also important
to eliminate any items that can possibly become flying

debris during a hurricane, such as decaying branches. Also,
by shaping a plant properly through pruning, it can help the
tree or plant become more wind resistant.

Use of Wind Resistant Plants & Trees - Based on extensive
hurricane research, a list of wind-resistant trees was created.
Trees that are most resistant to hurricane force winds include
Magnolias, Hollies and Oaks.

Planting in Groups or Masses - Finally, when possible,
plant trees within groups to increase wind resistance. The
trees act as a buffer to each other. The tree grouping also
helps protect other nearby plants found in your landscape.

The next time you plan to update your property’s
landscape, keep these tips in mind for a proactive approach
to a hurricane-ready landscape.

At this point we have fewer than 800 current
email addresses on our list. In a perfect world,
The Commonwealth HOA would already have
a complete list of ALL resident email addresses.
(A huge thank you to those residents who
have been responding to our request for home
addresses to add to our list. We appreciate you!)

We started this list after a hurricane hit the Houston
area leaving Sugar Land without electricity for days.
It was dangerously hot. The City of Sugar Land was
handing out water to residents in need, however, there
was no way for us to organize and get that information
to our residents by walking door to door. Those with
generators were able to connect with the internet so we
opted to begin a list that would connect our residents
in times of urgency.

To those NOT on our distribution list, please know:

~ We try very hard not to overwhelm you with
emails. In fact, we attempt to send out only information
we feel is beneficial to our residents. For example, emails
are sent in response to traffic or weather advisories. If
there is a possibility of torrential rain or flooding, we let
you know. If there is a Civic Association event, we give
advance notice, a reminder and a last minute notification.
We also attempt to share opportunities for city and
county government involvement (i.e. committees, boards,
classes, etc.)
