enrolled in a minimum of six (6) units
o A four-year bachelor degree program at the University of Nevada, Reno enrolled in a
minimum of six (6) units
o A Masters’ or Ph.D. program at the University of Nevada, Reno enrolled in a minimum of six
(6) units
o A Northern Nevada Community College provided the applicant intends to transfer to a degree
program at the University of Nevada, Reno enrolled in a minimum of six (6) units

e SIR will issue full payment of the scholarship award, on behalf of the recipients, directly to the school
prior to the fall semester. The school’s Office of Financial Aid will distribute the scholarship award
according to its respective policies. Recipients must maintain a minimum 2.0 GPA to be eligible for
scholarship funding in the subsequent semester. Any unused funds of a scholarship award will be
returned to SIR.
