Make a claim that music is caused by parts of an instrument vibrating.

Plan and carry out an investigation to test different kazoo parts.

Argue from evidence for which kazoo parts make the best kazoo parts.

LESSON 7:

Make It Jump

Plan and carry out an investigation to answer the question:  Does sound cause vibration?

LESSON 8:  
Hear, Hear

Use evidence from texts to answer the question:  How do our ears hear sounds?

Construct an explanation for what cause us to hear sounds.

Help Hopper Cross the River Part 1

Ask questions about what parts of a banjo are needed to make the banjo’s sound.

Argue from evidence for which banjo parts make the best banjo sound.
