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The body consists of various systems. The mouth, esophagus, stomach, small intestine, and large intestine make up the digestive system. It takes one minute for food to move from the esophagus to the stomach where it will remain for an hour.  Food will then spend four hours in the small intestine and 15 hours in the small intestine. Students will learn more about each step of the digestive system through a series of demonstrations and experiments in this lesson.
