Obtain information from a text to determine patterns of land and water on Earth.  Develop a model to represent patterns of land and water on Earth.

Maps around the World

Obtain information about how maps represent patterns of land and water.  Identify common features and differences in how maps represent patterns of land and water.

Develop symbols to model the patterns of land and water on Earth.

Mapping My Model - Part 1

Develop a map that represents the patterns of land and water in the Land and Water Model.  Evaluate the ability of a map to represent the patterns of land and water in the Land and Water model.

Mapping My Model – Part 2

Obtain information from a map to identify the corresponding model.  Compare maps to find common features and differences in symbols.
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
